ernment yesterday weakened under 
pressure of Japan and agreed to re- 
lease the Tatsu Maru and her cargo 
et war munitions seized a month ago 
off Kin Chow. Yesterday the middle 
kingdom’s apology for its. “wrongful” 
act was handed to the Japanese min­
ister for transmission tq his govern­
ment. In the afternoon an official 
statement was made asserting that 
China maintained to the world that 
it- course had been proper, and that 
the government only yielded because 
oi its recognition of the “force ma- 
jure" of Japan,

The statement is as follows:
“The Tatsu Maru anchored first ofl 

Chun Chow outside of the Portuguese 
limits, but changed her anchorag-- 
within two hours to Kin Chow. The 
Chinese naval police, accompanied by 
a customs’ foreign officer, boarded 
the ship and found its holds open 
and a crane in position ready to dis­
charge her cargo, which consisted oi 
94 casés of rifles and forty cases oi 
ammunition.

"The Chinese took nautical observa­
tions clearly determining the ship's 
position within Chinese waters. Offi­
cers were leit on board for the night 
and sent a telegram to Cantpn to the 
viceroy for instructions. The Japan- 
cse captain twice offered bribes or the 
suirender of the cargo provided the 
ship was not seized. The Chinese of­
ficers, observing that the Portuguese 
police boats were ho.crmg around the 
steamer, feared complications ami 
wrongfully hauled down the Japan­
ese flag. At four o’clock on the after­
noon, no Portuguese officials having 
boarded ship, it proceeded up the 
Canton river, and next morning Chin­
ese officials informed the captain oi 
tlie steamer that the customs’ regula­
tions provided for the holding of a 
joint inquiry within three days, but 
this inquiry was not requested, and 
China, fearing that the Japanese were 
sc -king a pretext for provoking trou­
ble, apologized for hauling clown the 
Japanese flag, and proposes to release 
the ship only recognizing “for es vpi-.

to Fort Churchill 011 /the Hudson's 
Bay. The senator said new informa­
tion justified their annual discussion 
of the,great proposal. The route 
which would have to be opened to 
serve the country would not cost one 
hundred mfllion dollars, like the 
Georgian Bay Canal. The saving of 
freight on grain and cattle during 
the season would pay for it, and.be a 
saving for the whole of Canada. Tue 
money would remain in western 
pockets until exchanged for eastern 
manufactures.

If the route were only open four 
months, grain could be as well stored 
there as at Lake Head. Rolling 
stock could be taken from the line 
and used elsewhere when navigation 
closed. The ocean voyage to Liver­
pool was about the same as Montreal, 
but the rail route was much less. 
Freight from Fort William to Mont­
real was saved, as Fort Churchill 
was much nearer most western points 
than Montreal. Captain Bernier, 
who had just returned, had declared 
that lor four months the bay was safe 
for navigation, being open to the end 
of October, which meant the country 
could ship every head of western 
cattle and the bulk of the grain by 
this route. The road would not cost 
much. A new country would be 
opened up, a new avenue established 
for trade with Europe, a great saving 
made in freight and congestion would 
be relieved. \

statement of the Dominion for the 
eleven months -of the current fiscal 
year entered in the books of the fin­
ancial department on February 29th, 
shows a total revenue of $87,607,299, 
an increase of $8,629,749, as compared 
with the corresponding eleven months 
of 1906-07. The total expenditures on 
consolidated fund account for the 
eleven months was $60,720,353, an in­
crease of $10,735,686. Capital expen­
ditures for tlie period was $25,767,488, 
of which $20.183,830 is for public 
works, railways and canals, including 
construction of the national transcon­
tinental railway. The surplus of the 
total revenue over the total expendi­
tures fot the eleven months is $1,118,- 
458. For the "month of February the 
total revenue was $6,577,027, a de­
crease of $740,793 as compared with 
-February: at last-year. -For the eleven 
months the total post office revenue 
has been $6,367,320, an increase of 
$662,097. The easterns revenue in­
creased by $7,040,878, and excise by

The administration of timber lands

creased from $65,111 in 1887 to $61,923 
in 1896. Under the Liberals they in­

Under Conservative government in 
1896 railways and land and coloniza­
tion companies sold 108,016 acres of 
land for $361,338, an average of about 
$3 an acre. ' Under the Liberals in

During the Conservative decade 
1887-1896 the amount realized from the 
sale of school lands was $584,662. Dur­
ing the Liberal decade the amount re­
alized was $2,148,140.

It may be contended by some that 
the tremendous advance shown in 
every department of the work of set­
tlement is to be accounted for by 
other causes quite apart from gov­
ernment policy and administration.

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EDMONTON'S “SCHOOL 
QUESTION.

There is not much novelty about 
the opening of a new school building 
in Edmonton. Perhaps the event hae 
been of such frequent occurrence in 
recent years that we overlook the 
significance. A city can do nothing 
more creditably significant than to 
open a new and well equipped school 
building—and to do it as often as the 
increase of pupils overcrowds the ex­
isting accommodation. The $60,000 
etructure opened in this city last week 
represents the ideas of the modern 
school builder as to how school child­
ren should be housed, but it expresses 
also something of a great deal more 
importance than this—the readiness 
of the citizens to provide the proper 
accommodation, cost what it may. 
That readiness the people of "Edmon­
ton have already expressed in the 
erection of four magnificent common 
school buildings, and yet we are only 
at the beginning of things. For years 
our regular school buildings have 
been crowded, and branch schools 
have had to be opened in various 
parts of the city to relieve the press­
ure. The completion- of each new 
building has so far proved but- a tem­
porary relief, and in one or two occa­
sions scarcely that. The new tiuild- 
ing is already fully occupied, yet it 
is necessary to continue the'sehool in 
temporary quarters on North Syndi­
cate. The public school board may 
nof be unfairly represented as facing 
an unceasing demand for more room. 
Already the foundations have been 
laid for a new ten roomed school in 
Norwood to be finished during -the 
coming summer, and which will be 
filled the first day it is opened. Mean­
time a small school has been opened 
fh temporary quarters on Fourteenth 
street, and the growth of population 

-5n that section will in all probability 
demand the erection of a new modern 
building there during the summer of 
1909. North of the ■C.N.B. yards and 
west of Fir=( street too settlement has 
been going on rapidly for a couple oi 
years, and is-certain to continue to do 
so. Children in that district are a 
ciaisiderable distance from any exist­
ing school and a building will prob­
ably have to be provided there dur­
ing tire summer oi next year. The 
prospect is therefore that for several 
years wc must continue to add on 
the average one, eight or ten-roomed 
school each summer. The important 
point is that the people are fully pre- 
l>ared to do eo. This is a disposition 
of which any city may well be proud, 
for it "holds the promise that Edmon­
ton's future citizens are to be properly 
equipped to grapple with the prob­
lems of life, and to discharge their 
duties as members of society.

cism coming to the man who detains 
Parliament, expensive though it be, 
to contribute something of informa­
tics or of thought to fix the attitude, oi 
Parliament on a question of public 
importance.

But it does follow that because Par­
liamentary discussions impose enor­
mous expense on the country that

This kind of talk is anything but 
“cheap" to the taxpayer, and it is 
the kind that the taxpayer has been 
getting more and more of during sev­
eral past sessions of Parliament. Who 
that follows with open mind the de­
bates in the House of Commons will 
aver that thirty per cent, of the time 
oi Parliament is spent listening to 
speeches which either enlighten the 
members on matters of public conse­
quence or reflect more dearly the 
opinion of the public? Humiliating 
a:; the acknowledgment must be, it 
must be admitted that two-thirds oi 
the time ef Parliament is occupied in 
listening to speeches which serve nei­
ther one purpose nor the other. Rap­
idly and surely this useless and ex­
pensive prolixity is lowering the sta­
tus of Parliament in the minds of the 
people. The remedy lies in the hands 
oi both Parliament and the electors. 
The offenders are few in number and 
too well known to need designation. 
If tlie counsels of good sense cannot 
b- made to prevail upon them, Par­
liament would be quite justified as 
a measure of self-defence and public 
economy in amending the rules of de­
bate to suspend the deluge. If cer­
tain members of the House either 
cannot or will not put a limit te the 
duration ef tlieir effusions. Parlia­
ment should do it for them. Failing, 
this, the electors will have an oppor­
tunity on polling flay of freeing tliem- 
sr lves from these geysers whose peren­
nial spouting has been costing th 
country $257 per minute.

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TALK IS NOT ALWAYS CHEAP.
It is a common "maxim that "Talk 

is cheap,” but clearly the maxiin can­
not be applied to talk in the House of 
Commons as regarded from "the stand­
point of the tax-payers of the country. 
It is estimated that the total expenses 
connected with the holding of a ses­
sion of Parliament amount to $257 
for each minute the House is in ses­
sion. This is the sum that the peo­
ple of the country have to pay for 
each minute that the attention of Par­
liament is claimed by a speaker, 
.whether his subject be of great im­
portance or no importance, and whe­
ther he contributes something of 
value to the discussion, or whether he 
fills Hansard with platitudes and com­
monplace. Whatever may be the sub­
ject of discussion, and however valu­
able the contribution a speaker may 
make to it, it- still cannot be asserted 
that talk at the rate oi $257 per min­
ute is conspicuously cheap—to the 
man who has to pay for it.

I) does not follow of course flint be­
cause talk is not cheap that it is not 
valuable, ilor because talk is expen­
sive that it is not profitable. The 
business of the country must be car­
ried on and cannot be satisfactorily 
carried on without, reasonable oppor­
tunity for discussion. Whether this dis- 
chseion ‘ is expensive or riot, it ts 
something which cannot be avoided, 
and which no one would propose to 
unreasonably restrict. Though direct­
ly expensive, if the discussion result

EDITING BLUE-BOOKS.
The Winnipeg Telegram declares 

that "a judicious editing of blue-books 
"would save expense and aid in the 
“dissemination of information.” The 
Telegram is right- for once, absolutely 
and unquestionably right. But what 
o:' the Telegram’s friends who assailed 
the Minister of the Interior two yean 
ago because he enunciated the same 
doctrine? These gentlemen, headed 
by Mr. Foster, declared unequivocally 
that to omit even irrelevant or unne­
cessary documents or portions of 
documents from the annual blue hook 
of the Department was to garble the 
official records of the country, and 
under no circumstances to be toler­
ated. When Mr. Oliver ventured the 
suggestion that the public xvellarc 
would be promoted and considerable 
economy affected if the annual de­
partmental reports were edited by the 
Ministers responsible, he was held up 
as proposing an un-heard of but- an 
essentially villainous practice. It 
was held that every report from offi­
cials, sub-officials, agents, representa­
tives or employees of any kind, man­
ner or degree must go into the blue 
book; that no matter how lengthy or 
irrelevant they must appear in un­
diminished prolixity and unsullied 
uselessness; and this without regard 
to the size of the volume or the cast 
to the country. It is refreshing to 
find that lucid intervals occasionally 
visit the Telegram, belated though 
they be.

SOME TRANSPORTATION 
PROBLEMS.

Hon. Geo. ?? Graham reviewed the 

affairs of the Railway and Canals De­
partment in the House a few days 
ago, touching on some important 
features of tlie transportation prob­
lem in its present state. The review 
was highly Creditable to the new 
Minister and reflects a clear and com­
prehensive view of the business of his 
Department.

Altogether Canada has put $120,- 
000,000 into canals. Most of this has 
gone into the improvement of the 
great national waterway formed by 
the Great Lakes and the St. Law­
rence river. Along this route 12,000,- 
000 bushels of western grain travelled 
to market last year. But 14,000,000' 
bushels went to Buffalo, and thence 
to New York. At present the rate of. 
carriage of wheat from Fort William

United States intend to cut in two. 
By deepening and enlarging the Erie 
canal they expect to be able to handle 
wheat from the head of Lake Superior 
to New York for 3.5 cents per bushel.
If the United States route captures 
so large a share of our export trade at 
7.9 cents per bushel, it xvould assur­
edly capture a much large «hare at 
3.5 cents per bushel. To prevent this 
undesirable condition of tilings, Mr. 
Graham suggested that it the Welland 
canal were deepened to admit the 
passage of the upper Lake boats grain 
could be carried from Fort William 
to Montreal at 3 3-8 cents per bushel 
—an advantage of one-eighth cent 
over the improved United States 
route. The enlargement of the canal 
would involve a large expenditure 
and the Minister did not advocate 
the plan. That it will ever be done 
is problematical for the opening of 
Hudson Bay route should provide a 
cheaper line of transport than either 
the New- York or the St. Lawrence 
route. At any rate it is altogether 
improbable the enlargement will be 
undertaken until the Bay route lias 
been opened, and it is found by ex­
perience what part it is to play in 
directing tlie currents of trade.

Some interesting details were given 
regarding the progress of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific. On December 1st the 
work on the Winnipeg-Edmonton sec­
tion was advanced as follows:

From 0 to 13th mile. No -grading 
had been done; the work is very light-, 
merely surfacing.

From 13th to 650th mile. The grad­
ing xvas practically completed, merely 
a few narroxv cuttings remaining to 
be widened, and a few embankments, 
not yet fully brought up to grade lev­
el, to be completed. The culverts and 
wooden structures were about com­
pleted.

From 650th to 796ti\ mile (Edmon­
ton). Considerable grading had been 
done in patches, aggregating about 54 
miles. There, however, yet remain 
about 1,750,000 cubic yards of excava­
tion to be done to complete the grad­
ing. A large proportion of the cul­
verts were built anti the pile founda­
tions -of about 75 per cent, of the 
bridges were driven., 1 

The track was laid from the 45th 
mile to the 326th mile, and from the 
426th mile to the 468th mile, aggregat­
ing 310 miles; in addition to which 
47 sidings were laid in. * -

This rapid progress will no doubt 
be gratifying to the public generally, 
but. to no section more , than to the 
people of Western Canada for whose 
relief the enterprise, was primarily 
undertaken.

The section from Edmonton to' 
Prince Rupert, lie said is 955 miles 
long. The Yellowhead Pass had been 
selected because better in every way 
except as regards curvature. The 
grades were easier and the cost xvould 
be,less than via the other passes. The 
total cost of this section is expected 
to be $42,115,600. This is $4,536,100 
less than the estimated cost via the 
Pine River Pass; $3,490,000 less than 
via the Wapiti, and $6,251,000 less 
than xria the Peace River route.

The, Government section, between 
Winnipeg and Moncton, has béer, lo­
cated, and grading contracts let for 
859 miles. Over three hundred miles 
have been graded, and upxvards of a 
hundred mile* of Hack laid. Three 
more contracts on the eastern section 
arc to be let in the course of a lew 
days. The total length from Winni­
peg to Moncton will be 1807 miles.

The Quebec bridge, declared the 
Minister, must be reconstructed,, and 
reconstructed on safe and permanent 
lines. “Whatever our differences may 
“he this much will he known to the 
“world—that- Canada, though a young 
“country, is able to finish what Can­
ada begins."

The Intercolonial earned during the 
nine months of the fiscal year $6,248,- 
311. The expenses xvere $6,030,171, 
leaving a balance of over $200,000. 
Last year the balance xvas nearly four 
hundred thousand dollars. It was 
doubtful if the balance this year 
would bo as large, for in common with 
other railways, .the Intercolonial had 
found business less plentiful during 
the past few.months. ,

There was an opinion abroad 
that the Intercolonial had cost 
an excessive amount per mile. 
The real cost was $57,112.93. The av­
erage cost of United States roads is 
$57,966.

Unfortunately there has been all 
too good reason in the past- to regard 
the Intercolonial as a xvhite elephant. 
It is satisfactory to know that it is 
beginning to earn its keep. For this 
Canada is indebted to Hon. H. R. 
Emmerson more than to any other 
man. 'Mr. Graham will do well if he 
can lolloxv up the good work.

That the Intercolonial should be 
manàgéd by if Commission, he was 
n<jt prepared to say. Tlie Govern­
ment would be held responsible for 
its management and must therefore

Edmonton, 
therefore, under the agreement stood 
to pledge her credit to provide Strath­
cona with a telephone service at a 
minimum of profit. • The abandon­
ment of the agreement leaves us free 
to conserve our credit for the exten­
sion of our own municipal enterprises, 
which is certain to tax our resources 
severely and may possibly prove more 
than we can economically and satis­
factorily handle.

THE BUSINESS OF PARLIAMENT.

The first business of Parliament is 
to reflect public opinion, not to create 
it, or mould it, or influence at. The 
member of Parliament is chosen not 
to become a, Jjght and prophet to the 
people, but a representative of the 
people. He is chosen not as an advo­
cate of his own opinions, superior or 
otherwise, but as an exponent of the 
opinions of his constituents. His "first 
business is to express wliat the public 
think, not to dictate to the public 
what they should think, ntir to influ­
ence them to accept his xvay of think­
ing. No one, of course, xvould desire 
to deny the member of Parliament 
the common right to persuade other 
men to- agree with his views, but the 
plain fact is that he is not sent to 
Parliament for this purpose. His 
business there de to discharge public 
business in the way the public want 
it discharged. If in so doing the re­
flex action inclines the public to 
agreement xvith his views, all well and 
good. But the member who treats 
public business as merely the imple­
ment to be used in propagating his 
own opinions is reversing the proper 
order of tilings and playing the rene­
gade to the men who elected him.

Parliament should be first and fore­
most a reflector of public opinion, not 
a factory for generating or influencing 
it. That a Parliament creates and 
influences public opinion is true. That 
tlie best of Parliaments is most effec­
tive in creating and influencing pub­
lic opinion is trite. That the efficiency 
of a Parliament may be *judged by 
the measure and character of its influ­
ence on the current of public thought 
is true. But it is also true that the 
creation or influencing of public opin­
ion is not the primary business of a 
Parliament; that in the best- of Par­
liaments ijt is never misconstrued as 
being the business of importance ;(and 
that a Parliament is most wholesor.ie- 

f ly effective in making and shaping

Mr. A. Williamson Tay­
lor is referred* to section 619 of the 
tariff schedule of 1897, which provides 
that after January 1st, 1898. ‘ binder.-.’ 
twine, or twine for harvest binders, oi 
hemp, jute, manilla ce sisal” shall en­
ter free, of customs duties.

Mr. A. Williamson Taylor is fur­
ther referred to section 544 of group 
10 of the tariff schedule of 1907, which 
proclaims that binder twine is free.

ciat government’s Natal Act, design­
ed to have an educational test ap­
plied upon entry to British Columbia 
to prevent Japanese, Chinese and 
Hindus immigration, went entirely 
out of business today. Eighteen 
Hindus who wt : - last .week fined 
five hundred doll each or in default 
of payment senlvu ed to one year in 
jail, were released on habeas corpus 
proceedings. The immigrants ar­
rived on the s.s. Mona from Suva. 
They were admitted hv the Federal 
officers, but failed to pass the Natal 
Act imposed by the province.

Judge Morrison today held that the 
provincial legislation conflicted with 
the Dominion enactment regarding the 
same, and therefore could not stand. 
Already the courts have decided tnat 
the Japanese cannot be prevented 
from landing, because, the legislation 
clashes with Canada’s treaty with 
Japan. The provincial government 
will carry an appeal on the question 
to the privy council.

The second striking feature of to­
day’s decision was that E. P. Davis, 
an eminent counsel, who appeared for 
the Hindus, and who is the C.P.R.’s 
legal representative in Western 
Canada, found great fault with the. 
police magistrate in sentencing the 
Hindus tq one year’s imprisonment. 
He declared that the immigrants could 
not possibly have known of the law 
when they left India. Then many of 
the eighteen had been British soldiers 
lighting under Lord Roberts in South 
Africa. He feared that there would 
be serious troublé in India when the 
facts of the sentences to imprison­
ment in Vancouver became known 
there. >

ENTOMBER MINERS LOST.

Twenty-Five Caught Below Ground 
Killed by Fire.

Birmingham, Mar; 12—The long per­
iod of anxiety and suspense over the 
fate of the entomber miners at Hamp- 
eted colliery came to a heartbreaking 
end last night, for the crowds waiting 
at the mouth of the pit, when it was 
announced that despite the most he­
roic efforts, there was no possibility 
of any of the men being taken out 
alive. Fire broke nut in the colliery

miners being caught in the pit. Since 
then every man available has been 
engaged day and night in building a 
new culvgrt, with the object of re­
versing the ventilation and clearing 
the shaft of four fumes. This work 
meant the removal of hundreds of 
tons of earth, the installation of new 
fans and other apparatus, but disap­
pointment succeeded disappointment.

At first repeated efforts of rescue 
parties to reach the miners failed, 
several members of the parties being 
overcome by fumes, all efforts in this 
direction having to he abandoned. 
Then the construction of a new cul­
vert was begun and when the work 
had been accoplished it was found 
that falls of earth had blocked the 
ventilation doors below, involving fur­
ther delays.

Only yesterday was the system fin­
ally found to be working and supply­
ing sufficient cool and pure air to per­
mit exploration. So hopes ran high 
but late last night only one body had 
been recovered. It was that of one of 
a rescuing party, who, overcome by 
fume's, was left by his companions in 
the mine several nights ago. As yet 
there is no trace of the others and 
conditions are now such as to preclude 
the possibility of them being brough* 
to the surface alive.

FRIDAY’S GRAIN MARKETS.

Winnipeg, March 13.—The Winni­
peg markets followed the lead taken 
by the American markets and opened 
lower than the previous close. The 
cause of the decline was the weakness 
of cables, which were declining ail 
dav, and large Argentine shipments of 
7,000,000 bushels. At the opening 
there was a good deal of wheat offer­
ed, and it developed into a fair scalp­
ing market. In spite of the lower 
continental catfes, however, wit 
soon lost its dull and easy tone and 
values soon turned round and became 
higher, there being good support to 
the market. 'In the last half hour 
of trailing there was continued heavy 
baying by commission houses and 
scalpers, but the offerings were not at 
any time large. At the close the tone 
of the market was very firm. The 
estimates of the world's shipments f 
wheat were 10,768,000, which is con­
sidered slightly - bearish. It is pre­
dicted that there wiU be possibly 
some decrease in the quantity of bread 
stuffs on passage. There are Hessian 
fly and bug reports from Oklahoma, 
but'it can’t he said that any attention 
is being paid to them at present, as 
they are conflicting. Commissioner 
Snow continues his travels in the 
southwest and all reports coming from 
him age of the most satisfactory na­
ture.

TORONTO LIVE STOCK.

HOPKINS VS. CITY.
(From Saturday’s Bulletin.)

The evidence in the case of Hopkins 
vs. the city of Edmonton was con 
eluded at the District court this 
morning before Judge Taylor in the 
suit brought by Archibald E. C. Hop­
kins to Ÿeciver $325.25, which he al­
leged was due" him for work perform 
ed in connection with the preparation 
of the plans and specifications of the 
Isolation hospital, and the argument 
is being, heard this afternoon.

H. Soper, assistant to the superin 
tendent of stores and works, stated 
that he inspected the building in June 
1907. His evidence corroborated in 
the main, that dt other witnesses for 
the defence as to the poor condition 
of the building. He also produced 
concrete which he had taken from 
the footings , and basement floor yes­
terday as a proof that it was not sat­
isfactory. A sample of earth was also 
produced, taken from underneath the 
footings, to showy that it was not suit­
able for a hase of a foundation. Mr. 
Soper expressed the opinion that the 
earth had1 been- filled in. at this, point 
to make the ground level- In reply 
to a question by, Mr.. Bown the Wit 
ness stated that the building would 
continue to 'settle and a new -founda­
tion would have to , be put in, which 
would probably prove more expensive 
than the. building was worth.

Superintendent Hiliiàm Corroborat­
ed Mr. Soer’s evidence. City Engi 
neer Keely pa v-fl/expert evidence as 
to concrete. He ,s,aid be would hardly 
call the sample* produced concrete, 
Ih reply to a question by Mr. Bown 
Mr. Keeley stated that he could hard 
ly call all the contractors in the city- 
experts in the matter of mixing con 
Crete, although some of them seemed 
to be.

Architect Hopkins was called by 
Mr. Hanson in rebuttal of the evid­
ence of the defence. Hé stated that 
he had 35 years experience as an ar 
chitect and had supervision of the 
erection of hospitals in Montreal and 
elsewhere. He believed the girders 
at the Isolation hospital would carry 
18 tons and they were carrying six 
tons at present. As for the earth un 
der the footings, water had soaked in 
through an excavation made by the 
cit^ and loosened this earth. The 
concrete in the basement floor had 
been poked üp by the committee be­
fore it had set. As for the cracks in 
the walls, they were no doubt caused 
by a very slight settlement in the 
building caused by the water loosen­
ing the earth undér the'footings.

“Annals of the Four Masters’’ were 
written back in the misty Middle Ages 
so few volumes of Irish history have
been written.

But instead the history ot 
the eountrv is spread broadcast in its 
ballads, and as the English critic said 
truly that the Irish were a race of 
poets, there is no shade of meaning 
and no depths of feeling in this poetry 
that is lost on them.

Official weights and grades to govern 
in all cases, subject to my right of rejection of any cars rejected by the 
Grain Inspector as unsuitable for seed. No bulkhead cars will be accepted.

It is inadvisable to send in samples of grain, as 1 cannot make selec­
tion except upon inspection of th-i entire car lot. All shippers must ship 
on their own judgment, and run the risk of the grain being rejected for 
seed purposes.

The prices paid for grain depend upon its suitability for seed, accord­
ing to tlie conditions laid down by the Federal and Provincial governments. 
No grain whatever will be accepted if it contains any darnel, ragweed, sow 
thistle, or Canada thistle. The term “Noxious weed seeds,” as used below, 
means wild oats and purple cockle, in addition to aforementioned weed 
seeds. -

STANDARDS AND PRICES FOR WHEAT.
After this date, all Wheat prices are basis in store Fort William or Port 

Arthur, and are based on May price date of inspection—current spreads for 
different grades to govern.

A—Containing no noxious weed seeds whatever...............   20c premium
B—Containing not more than 1 noxious weed seed, per lb., 15c premium
C—Containing not more than 5 noxious weed seeds, per lb. 10c premium
D-—Containing not more than 8 noxious weed seeds, per lb. 5c premium
E—If wheat does not classify in A, B, C or D, and contains hot more 

than 10 wild oats or 20 purple cockle pcrpoimd.it will be accepted at May 
pricé date of inspection ; provided that if the Wheat contains 5 wild oats 
per pound, not more “than 10 purple cockle only will be allowed for accept­
ance. Wheat containing any more than the above allowance will- be re­
jected. X

STANDARDS AND PRICES FOR OATS.
All Oats must be white, sound and of good vitality. After this date 

prices are based on an arbitrary basis of 65c for 2 White, “in store” Fort 
William or Port Arthur, except for Alberta, where prices arc determined 
by Deputy Minister of Agriculture, George Harcourt, Edmonton, who is 
acting as my purehasing agent. A spread of 1c premium shall determine 
price of 1 White, and a spread of 3c discount shall determine the price of 
3 White.

If Oats contain not more than 25 wild oats or 25 purple cockle per 
pound, they will be accepted, provided that if both oats and purple cockle 
are present, the total number of both must not exceed 25 per pound. Oats 
containing more than these allowances will be rejected.

BILLING.
I have now completed arrangements to re-clean grain at Edmonton, 

Calgary, Moose Jaw and Regina. Grain shipped for seed must never ba 
shipped West, as the' railway companies refuse to handle grain West and 
then East again over the same line, except upon local rates plus through 
rates from extreme western stations.

If the following directions as to billing are followedexactly, grain may 
be consigned to me at these interior cleaning points, and if rejected for 
seed purposes, will be forwarded to the lake terminal Fort William or Port

R.N.WM.P. MAN SUICIDES.

Constable Powell on Patrol, Badly 
Frozen, Shoots Himself.

Maple Creek, Sask., March 11.—The 
coroner’s inquest Tuesday decided 
that Constable Powell, whose body 
was found the previous day on the 
prairie, came to death by his own 
hand. It is presumed that while cn 
patrol he got lost. Finding a hay­
stack, it js supposed he got ;nto the 
stack to wait the cessation cl tiie 
storm, and while asleep liia feet were 
frozen. Waking up, it is presumed 
he tried to walk to get the frost from 
his feet but the pain, was so bad, he 
put the revolver in his mouth and 
pulled the trigger. The bullet went 
through the roof of his mouth and 
his lips were blackened with the 
smoke from the pistol.

"The Leinster Fitzgeralds were fore­
most in their defiance of the statute 
of Kilkenny, which forbade intermar­
riage between Norman and Gael, and 
the other Norman knights followed in 
their footsteps. 'The Dane and the 
Norman had both been assimilated by 
the Gael, and the Irish social order 
did not suffer any serious upheaval 
by these two waves of colonization. 
Bard and Brehon, monk and poet, re­
mained undisturbed in their powers 
and prerogatives ; and Gaelic civiliza­
tion, with its festvals, its law courts, 
its universities, its commerce and its 
arts, proceeded in its development 
along native lines.

“But the next waste of colonization 
belonged to a different, more disturb­
ing order. The troopers of Cromwell, 
tlie planters of James, the men-at- 
arms and undertakers of William, 
came with no intention of adopting 
the country or of assimilating the na­
tive elements. They were fiercely an­
tagonistic to everything Irish. To ex­
terminate the people, to seize their 
lands, to suppress their language, to 
destroy their civilization—such were 
their openly avowed objects. And be­
fore this new, fierce onslaught the old 
gentry, both Gaelic and Norman went 
dow n. The flight of the earls (O’Neill 
and O’Donnell) was the first herald of 
the breaking up of the old order. But 
it was not till after the fall of Limer­
ick that the old noblesse finally dis­
appeared. They fled, in Sarsfield’s 
company, to France and other con­
tinental countries, and from that pe­
riod it is abroad we must seek for 
the scions of the Gaelic gentry. With 
a few exceptions Irish families o' dis 
tinetion emigrated ; they sought and 
found fame and honors in foreign 
courts and camps.

(From Saturday’s Bulletin.)

Among the arrivals to the city yes­
terday was E. P. Browning, western 
manager of the Deearie Manufactur­
ing Co., a company which is install­
ing incinerator plants throughout the 
country,' and which has * contract to 
place one of their plants in Edmon­
ton. Mr. Browning, when interview­
ed by a Bulletin representative this 
morning said : “I have been on the 
coast, and on my back to Winnipeg 
came up here to see how things are 
progressing -in Edmonton."

When asked about the work of in­
stalling the incinerator for Edmon­
ton,. lié replied : “The Work could 
have been continued last fall, but at 
the request of the city it was put off 
till the spring." ■ < ■ ■

“We are all ready to proceed with 
the work of installation of onr fifty 
tone incinerator here,” he continued, 
“it is now being builV'in Montreal, 
and will be shipped here shortly. If 
the city is willing we will proceed 
to have it in operation by the middle 
oi July at the latest. Our men are 
now putting in à plant a Norfolk, 
Va., and wish to come here imme­
diately after on their way out to Spo­
kane, where we also have a hew con­
tract." .

The report that the Deearie inciner­
ator plants have not proved success- 
mi was emphatically denied. "In 
fact,” saief Mr. Browning, “I am quite 
safe in' saying that we have not had 
a failure. We have had one in opera­
tion in Spokane for three years, and 
recently one of larger capacity was 
ordered. At Sacramento another sys­
tem had been installed, and after a 
year’s use, proved an utter failure. 
Our firm wcut in, and under very se­
vere restrictions established an in­
cinerator. It has proved an immense 
success, and was unanimously accept­
ed by the city. We have our plants 
distributed from coast to coast, and 
every one has done all that was con­
tracted for. fin Winnipeg, to my way 
of thinking, we did not get a perfect­
ly square deal, but in Regina things 
Jinve turned out splendidly. I have a 
report* that was waiting for me here 
when I arrived from the Regina peo­
ple,” and Mr. -Browning handed over 
the following report for perusal :

Charlotte Druggists Also Sold 
Dozen Bottles of Beer.

Charlotte, N.C., March 13.—Accord­
ing to reports made public in this 
Oily in the year 1967, the drug stores 

Charlotte filled 39,645 whiskey pre­
scriptions. These called for 35,0}1 
quarts and 210 dozen bottles of beer. 
This, in brief is the amount of the 
whiskey business done in Charlotte in 
a single year by the doctors who wrote 
“scripts,” and the drug stores that 
filled them.

There are fourteen drug stores in 
Charlotte that pay an annual liquor 
license of $100 each, or a total of 
$1,400. Averaging the cost of whiskey 
at $1.25 a quart, or $5 a gallon, the 
grand total is $43,760 that the drug 
Mores received for whiskey alone in 
the year.

For writing. 39,645 prescriptions, the 
physicians received an average price 
of 50c for each prescription, which 
brought them in the neighborhood of 
$20,000 for their trouble.

Prohibition has been in effect in 
Charlotte for about three years. The 
population of Charlotte is about 
35,000.

THE QUESTIONS AND 
ANSWERS IN HOUSE

Canada Not Included in Embargo 
Laid By Great Britain on Hay 
and Straw—Land Company Has 
Fulfilled Requirements Necessary 
For Purchase of 250,006 Acres of 
Land.

Ottawa, March 11.—In the House 
J. E. Armstrong (Conservative, East 
I^imbton), asked if the British gov­
ernment had laid an embargo on Can­
adian hay and straw. Hon. Mr. Fish­
er replied he had cabled the high 
commissioner to tins effect and had 
received the reply that Canada was 
not included in the cm cargo.

Dr. Sproule (Conservative, East 
Grey), wps informed that Prof. Short 
lias acted in nine cases under the In­
dustrial Disputes Act, receiving $6,640 
and $247 expenses.

R. A. Pringle (Conservative, Stor­
mont), on a question of privilege, pro­
tested against an article in the Fin­
ancial Post,, referring to his recent 
speeches on bankng, which were char­
acterized as “a malicious attack” and 
further stating he had successfully 
attacked two banks, the Ontario and 
the Sovereign.” He said he had in­
stituted civil action against the Fin­
ancial Post, and was now considering 
a resolution calling for an investiga­
tion into the insurance report. He 
had made no charge beyond what was 
in the evidence before the insurance 
commission, and saw no reason why 
Senator Cox and his associates should 
be free from criticism. '

R. S. Lake (Conservative, Qu’Ap- 
real), asked regarding works establish- 
Oliver .that tlie Saskatchewan Valley 
Land Company had fulfilled all the 
conditions entitling them to the pur­
chase of 260,000 acres of even number­
ed sections in accordance with the 
contract with the- government. With 
the exception of a small area, all the 
lands arc selected and patented. The 
company lias not been allowed to pur­
chase even * numbered sections since 
May 24th. and the entire land grant 
or 860:000 acres was acquired from 
the Qu’Appelle, Long Lake and Sas­
katchewan Railway Company, select­
ed and patented with -the exception 
of 251 acres.

H. B. Ames (Conservative, Mont­
real), asked tlie works established by 
the Robbins . Irrigation Company*. 
Hon. Mr. Oliver replied he had no 
official notification of the company’s 
expenditure. The Southern Alberta 
Land Company had expended $55,000. 
Hon. Mr. Oliver informed H. B. Sta­
ples (Conservative, Macdonald), that 
O. B. Smith, Winnipeg, had not been 
employed by the Interior Department.

E. N. Lewis (Conservative, West Hu­
ron), moved that duty sufficient to 
cause tlie manufacture of paper in 
Canada should be y,iaccd on pulp- 
wood, thereby saving to Canada the 
labor of $6,000,000 now lost to the 
country. He quoted from the Wall 
Street Journal to show that the Inter­
national Paper Company, controlling 
thirty mills, has acquired in a little 
more than a year 1,255,000 acres of 
timber1 limits, mostly in Canada. It 
is apparent if the Canadian export of 
pulp iis cut off, paper manufacturing 
in the United States would collapse 
find the industry be transferred to 
Canada. He pointed out that a great­
er profit resulted from shipping the 
finished product than from tlie raw 
article in this industry. He asked 
for a committee to investigate and 
report at another session. The mo­
tion was opposed by H. S. Bcland 
(Liberal, Beauce), J. B. Morin (Lib­
eral, Dorchester), and A. B. Hunt, 
(Liberal, Compton), on the ground 
that export duty would injure the 
■interests oi the south shore of the 
St. Lawrence, arguing that the sup­
ply of pulp in the States was not 
nearly exhausted. The House rose at 
six.

NORTHERN ALBERTA 
RICHER THAN SOUTH

Says H. E. Young, of the Department 
of the Interior in His Evidence 
Before the Agricultural Commit­
tee at Ottawa

Ottawa, Mar. 11—In the agriculture 
committee hearing today H. E. Young, 
of the department of the interior, gave 
an interesting description Of the fer­
tile north lands of the Canadian west. 
He placed on top of the west coun­
try an outline of the Siberian pro­
vince of Tobolsk, adjusting it so as 
to make the latitudes correspond.

The southern part of that province 
reaches about as far south as the Sas­
katchewan and the north is nearer 
tiie pole than is the mouth of flu* 
Mackenzie. In this province in Si­
beria is grown over sixty million bush­
els of oats in addition to quantities 
of other grains and the chief centre of 
the grain trade is a point in latitude 
one hundred miles further north than 
Edmonton.

Apart from this comparison, Mr. 
Young gave a great number of facts 
arguing that the portion of Alberta 
north of the North Saskatchewan is 
richer than the portion soutli of that 
stream.

Macleod, Mar. 12—The C. P. 15.
