|Jungle Hunting

De Luxe.

The Duke of Connaught's recent
big game expedition in East Africa af-
fords an interesting example of the
comfortable and even luxurious man-
ner in which hunters can now jour-
ney through that country. The news-
papers published in the Protectorate
give the following details. of the ex-
pedition.

The party included the Duke and
Duchess of Connaught, Prince Arthur
and Princess Patricia, with Captain
Rivers Bulkley (Scots Guards), equer-
ry, Captain Brakenbridge, R.A.M.C.,
and Miss Pelly, lady-in-waiting. Cap-
tain G. Riddell acted as manager of
the Safari and hunter to the Duke of
Cennaught.

Sixteen pack mules and fifty donk-
eys furnished the food transport, de-
pots being established in advance
along the projected route, and
ten trained riding ponies were kept
on the marching and hunting Iline.
Twenty-five sheep were taken to sup-
ply meat for the party, and these were
supplemented by many kinds of ante-
lope shot by the hunters, and small
game, such as partridges, francoiln
and wild duck.

Fresh fish taken from the larger
streams provided a welcome change of
diet. The fish are of delicate flavor
and several varieties of sweetmeats
and tinned and bottled fruits also
figured in the dictary. Products of
the wilds had a place, as the following
sample menu will show.

Soup—Buffalo tail.
Fish—Fried barbel.
Entree—Mutton cutlets.
Joint—Roast guinea fowl.
Sweet—Stewed apples.

Cheese coffee.

Fresh milk supplied en route by
five cows.

The Living Tent.

The most important part of the
equipment was the living tents, which
consisted of double fly Willesden can-
vas tents, with bathroom attached,
and a ground sheet of similar mater-
ial. The ground space was 15ft by
12 ft., being larger than tents of
gsimilar design usually carried, an-
other feature being the height of the
walls, which made for much greater
comfort than the usual shape, with
walls sloping almost to the ground.

A tent of this design was supplied
to each member of the party. In ad-
dition, there was a large dining tent,
with wz{lls of a height “of seven feet,
capable of seating ten to fifteen peo-
ple with ease.

Each living tent contained a canvas
bath of wooden collapsible frame, a
chair of collapsible design, and also
a collapsible table, washstand and
small hand looking-glass; and the
camp beds, also folding, were on
wooden stands with a green canvas
stretcher, on which were laid mat-
tresses of cork. All the equipment
was so arranged as to pack into loads
of not more than sixty pounds net.
This being the standard -carrying
capacity of the caravan parter.

Great quantities of rope for packing,
and alum and napthaline for curing
and preserving trophies, were taken.
A Berthon collapsible boat for cros-
sing rivers or duck shooting on the
lakes, was found very useful.

The Duke of Connaught usually
shot with a magazine .350, and with
this weapon made good practice. His
Royal Highness also used a double-
barrelled .450 for big game. The
Duchess of Connaught had a small
256 Mannlicher, which he used on
occasions.

The caravan was in many ways no
more luxurious than other big game
expeditions, but one feature was un-
usual—namely, the plates, drinking
cups, and dishes, etc.,, which were not
of aluminlum or other metal as usual,
but of strong plain china and glass.

Wales Place on the
Royal Standard.

Consequent Changes in the Empiro
Would Cost About $15,000,000.

London, July 14.—The claim ' of
Wales to heraldic representation on
the"Royal Standard has again cropped
up at the outset of the reign of King
George, as it did on the acession of
King Edward.

The Prime Minister has now prom-
iged that the claim of Welsh members
to have the Weldh Dragon emblazoned
on the Royal Standard shall be laid

_before the ng The ﬁlembers are

indifferent whether the dragon or the
lion is adopted as the symbol of
Wales, but it is pointed out that Welsh
sentiment in recent times has favored
the dragon. £

It would appear, however, that the
Welsh mefibers have under-estimated
the magnltude of the change which
they propose.

Charles Beresford appeared last night
before the Cecil Club, an organiza-
tion formed some years ago for the
purpose of stimulating stalwart feel-
ing among Conservatives of the Sal-
isbury pattesn. Rudyard Kipling in-
troduced him after a pleasant dinner
at the Whitehall rooms, and the naval
warrior soon took advantage of the
occasion to reinforce all that he had
ever said as a reformer of the navy.

Lord Charles made a long and in-
teresting speech on the condition of
the fleet, and laid stress on the fact
that the nation could never be pre-
pared for war unless it had a war
staff, which it did not yet possess.

He discussed the folly of building
Dreadnoughts at a vast expense un-
less there was assurance
Admiralty that as a matter of tactics
every link in the chain was adequate-
ly supplied and that every unit of
the navy as a fighting organization
was complete from
big guns.

He reasserted with increased em-
phasis that the trade routes linking

States of the Empire were not safe,
and that the Admiralty, in a . recent
crisis, was under ebligation: to- patri-
otic and loyal colonies for timely as-
sistance.

Lord Charles contended with stren-
uous eloquence -that the recent in-
quiry inspired by his letter to the
Prime Minister had proved his case,
namely, that the country was entire-
ly unprepared for war, notwithstand-
ing lavish expenditures for the navy,
and that it would never be secure
until there was a staff systematically
organized for the business of fighting
an emergency, which would be pre-
venting hostilities altogether.

A large company of Conservative
diners clinked their glasses in recog-
nition of England’'s favorite naval or-
ator, and, with shill cries of “Con-
dor!” accentuated their approval.
