GET IK COWS.

Interesting Cor­
respondence from 

the Far North.
Mr. Robert Ford, barber, of King’s 

Road, had, some interesting corres- 
I>ondecree 'from hie father, mother and 
brother, Wm. R. Ford, who are down 
in Baffin Land' at work with the Hud­
son Bay Company, by the S. S. Sol­
way.

The first letter is written by his 
brother and is dated Wolstenholme, 
September 4th past. In this letter 
William says that he had arrived aft­
er a tedious passage though they bad 
a fine time after leaving Rigolette. 
He says his Uncle George is there, 
and that on the way down they picked 
him up at Cape Chidley, towing his 
motor boat to Wolstenholme. He 
afterwards went through Baffin’s 
Land coasting in her and looking for 
"Huskies” to go to work for the com­
pany. They did not'meet with any as 
all were gone into the interior deer 
hunting and others were on board 
whalers working in that section. 
Later, Mr. Ford was to go up country 
to establish a post for the company.

Mrs. Ford, Robert's mother, writes 
an interesting letter, dated Lake Har­
bor, on board the S. S. Pelican, Sep­
tember 20th. In this missive she says : 
—"We are here at our destination" at 
last. The men are ashore putting up 
houses for us, and it is by no means 
an inviting spot, nothing but rocks and 
barren hills; the only nice piece of 
ground being the locality where the 
houses are. There are two mission­
aries living here and a Scotchman, a 
miner, besides Will (her husband) 
and myself with a boy (evidently a 
French-Canadian) named Pallisier. 
Mrs. Ford takes comfort from the 
fact that therefore she and her hus­
band are not quite alone and will have 
the society of at least some kindred 
folk during the long months of the 
Arctic winter. She says also that 
they have been on the move ever since 
they left Rigolette, except for three 
weeks while they were at Wolsten­
holme. Her father, she says, will be 
in charge of Wolstenholme Station for 
the year. Mr. Parsons, who was in 
charge, was" compelled to go home 
during the summer, and as there was 
no person to relieve him her father 
remained there. Mr. Parsons -will go 
hack next year. While they we re­
staying at Wolstenholme the natives 
killed 7 polar bears quite near the 
station. She says that there are about 
200 Eskimos there and lots more over 
on the Island (name not given), with 
many more residing around on the 
Capes. Many of the men and women 
natives came on board tie Pelican to 
see Mrs. Ford. They had never seen 
a white woman before and she was an 
object of great curiosity to her dusky 
sisters and brothers of this portion 
of the Arctic circle. Her baby came 
in for special attention from the Es­
kimo women and they wondered if it 
could sleep, eat and cry As lustily as 
:hir little podgy papooses ; as to the 
later the white baby was not long in 
giving them an illustration of its 
lung power, and when they saw the 
chubby little white kid eat under the 
influence of a healthy appetite inten­
sified by the bracing northern climate 
hi which its immature personality 
ound itself, they were delighted, 

though the little one balked at the 
strange and hardly savoury dishes of 
seal meat, etc., which the kindly na­
tives set before it. Mrs. Ford speaks 
the Eskimo language fairly well and 
this immediately endeared her to the 
native womenfolk. They said that the 
missionaries and some of the visiting 
whalers had given them books with 
pictures of white women and babies 
in them, but they could not bring 
themselves to believe that such exist­
ed in reality, and thought that their 
credulity was being imposed upon. 
When they saw Mrs. Ford and her lit­
tle one they were glad to see that the 
books told the truth, and in their own 
crude fashion they paid her every at­
tention and did many kindly acts for 
her. They are an innocent and harm­
less people, and Mrs. Ford says in 
her letter that they are completely- 
dressed in deer skins and seal skins 
nicely fitted, their clothes being artis­
tically decorated with beadwork. They 
embellish this apparel around the 
dges with one and two cent cop pel 

pieces which they pick up from the 
whalers and others who visit the' post 
Unlike most other Eskimos that we 
read of, Mrs. Ford says they keep 
themselves very clean and live regu­
lar lives. Whén she was writing 
Mrs. Ford says that the weather, to 
her at least, was Intensely cold.”

Mr. Ford’s brother also wrote him 
from Lake Harbor under date Sept. 
21st.. saying that the Pelican was 
leaving next day. The country hr 
also observes is very barren and hot 
a tree is growing there. He had 
made two trips in his motor boat 
amongst the Islands west of* Lake 
Harbor and said that walrus and seal 
were to be found In great herds.

The last letter is from his father 
dated Davis Inlet, October 3rd. In 
this epistle Mr. Ford says that it is 
too stormy to go out to look for fish 
Whooping cough was then epidemic 
there and the three-year-old little 
girl of a friend named John Dicker? 
had died of it the day before writing 
while several others were at the point 
of death. He also observed that the

When 
the mother and son reached Battle 
Harbor, Dr. Grieve was about to close 
up the hospital and the boy and his 
mother, with 40 other patients who 
were taken on board on stretchers, 
came up to St. Anthony Hospital by 
the Prospero. The boy showed symp­
toms of insanity all through and the 
doctor at St. Anthony refused him 
admission to the hospital there. He 
and his mother were put on board for 
St. John’s, and coming up it was 
found that the woman was destitute, 
had very little clothes on her and had 
not a cent in her pocket. Chief 
Steward Miller and Rev. Mr. Pitcher 
went around amongst the passengers 
and collected about $16 for her. The 
boy on arrival was taken to the 
Lunatic Asylum, accompanied by his 
mother, and after she can purchase 
some clothes will go into a boarding 
house and will be later sent home 
by the Prospero. The poor woman 
has no person to earn for her now 
and is much concerned about the con­
dition of her husband and the blind 
boy left behind.

The Ecumenical 
Conference of 

Methodism

JOTTINGS BY THE WAY.
It was an unspeakably happy privi­

lege that the writer enjoyed in attend­
ing the World Wide Conference of 
Methodism at Toronto, Canada, held 
October 3-17. Such a gathering of 
Bishops. Presidents, Editors, Schol­
ars. Pastors, Preachers. Evangelists 
and Missionaries from all over the 
world can only occur once or twice in 
a generation. The object of the Con­
gress was not legislative but purely 
for purposes 91 Conference and prayer 
and counsel. Great men were there 
and great deliverances on great Meth­
odist problems.

To summarize the results of this 
great Conference we note the fol­
lowing:—

1. It brought together representa­
tive men of Methodism from the ends 
of the earth to rub up against each 
other.

2. It afforded an opportunity of re­
viewing the whole area of Methodisn 
—ite doctrines, its missions, it: 
activities, its growth. We have nov 
some 32 million Methodists in the 
world, a gain of four millions in 10 
years.

3. It placed emphasis upon Hhe 
cardinal teachings of Methodism, 
showing no disposition to dispense 
with any of its old-time God-honoured 
truths and doctrines.

4. It had a federating effect upon 
all Methodism. It ties thirty mil­
lions of people in all parts of the globe 
to united endeavour for purer govern­
ment, cleaner and more godly life ant 
activity and consecration. Here­
after there shall be known through­
out the world A Methodist Federation 
which under God shall be a power in 
breaking the shackles of iniquity, en­
forcing law and righteousness and 
spreading Scriptural Holiness throug- 
out these lands. Among the many live 
wires touched in the great discussions 
at this International Conference of 
Methodism were the Sabbath and 
Temperance Reforms. Toronto it­
self is almost a model in these mat 
ters. It is a city of 400,000 with only 
some 150 saloons. Its Sabbaths ar< 
as nearly as ideal as possible. Nc 
steamers run, no newspapers ar- 
hawked and up to some twenty years 
ago no street cars were allowed t< 
run. Upon the Sabbath question £ 
strong Resolution was passed "urging 
upon all our people so to order thf 
course of their lives and so use all 
their influence that God’s Holy Day 
may be preserved for his^ propei 
worship and service, and we appeal 
to the Governments of the Christian 
States to maintain the sanctity and 
authority of the Lord’s Day which is 
so essential to the peace and pros­
perity of the nation.” Ex-Governoi 
Hanly In a strong speech on Temper 
ance Reform made a call for consecra 
tion. "I want." said he. “world«wid- 
Methodism to become a world wid 
militant power for the suppression 0 
this traffic. If I could I’d stir th 
heart of Metholism on this grea 
question so that every layman woulc 
go back a flaming thorn for thi 
piercing of the evil.”

Bishop Hoss said a good thing whei 
he said “He believed -no man shoulc 
engage in the liquor business unies 
he could make an honest living b;
