tory which treats its workers well.

We can taboo the establishment where
conditions are notoriously bad.

It's always a temptation to fancy

fglc'atest mistake' in the' world. Gf
| course, we cannot do other people 1as
much harm by our selfishness as the
man of wealth and power, but we can

commit such abuses.

Successful Meeting of West
End Liberal Trio.

The West End Liberal candidates,
Messrs. Ellis, Cowan and Scott, held
a meeting at the Ropewalk last night
and from every standpoint it was con-
sidered the best yet. The exceptional
hearing and the applause given the
speakers as they scored the misrul-
ing Government is ample testimony
that this section of the District is
entirely Liberal. Moreover, the loyal
greeting and_ magnificent reception
accorded the visitors proved such a
complete overthrow to the Tories that
the strongest Morrisite pawns will
now admit that the Big Chief’s secat
is in jeopardy.

_Honesty in Public Life.

Outside the questions of policy
which the people of this country are
to-ddy asked to consider and to give
their verdict upon, there is one very
grave question which has not been
placed before them as strongly and
forcibly as its importance deserves.

It is a question which every man
who has any influence upon the elec-
torate should ponder over carefully
and thoughtfully. No man is without
influence- and the greater his influ-
ence the greater his -responsibility.
