ASQUITH WILL 6O TO DUBLIN.

LONDON, May 11.
Premier Asquith announced in the
Commons this afternoon that he felt
it his duty to go to Dublin to-day. As-
quith said that he would leave for
Dublin within a few hours. His trip.
he explained, would not be made with
the intention of superseding the ex-
ecutive authorities, but for the pur-
pose of consulting with the military
authorities on the first hand,.and ar-
riving at some arrangement for the
future which would commend itself
to -Irishmen of all parties and to par-
liament. He added that the present
government of Irleand was in an
anomolous and unsatisfactory position
which could not continue.
SUGGESTS IRISH BRIGADE.
LONDON, May 11.
The Daily Mail suggests that an
Irish Brigade in which some rebels
might be included, be formed to co-
operate with the French Army. The
suggestion is enthusiastically sup-
ported by the Nationalists, but some
of the leaders fear that an appeal for
recruits would net bring great re-
sponse. Another suggestion is thatl
an Irish Brigade be formed to serve
in South East Africa.
IRELAND DUPED,
LONDON, May 11.
In his remarks about the Irish up-
rising, Mr. Samuel said it was a
foolish rebellion because its Tleaders
rashly put faith in German aid He
continued: “I believe when the full
history of the rebellion comes to be
written, it will be found that nothing
has been so significant in this crisis
as the manner in which the German
Government betrayved those whom they
had duped. Undoubtedly - the leaders
of the revolt anticipated substantial
aid from those whom they called their
C'ontinental -Allies.

COMMISSION TO INVESTIGATE.

LONDON, May 11.

\nnouncement was made to-day of
the appointment of a Royal Commis-
ion to investigate the Irish rebellion.
The members of the Commission are
RBaron Hardinge, former Viceroy of
India, Justice Sir Montague Spear-
man, and Sir Mackenzie ~Chalmers,
former permanent Under Secretary of
State for the Home Departnrent.

LORD LIEUT. OF IRELAND RESIGNS

LONDON, May 11.
The Marquis of Crewe announced in
the Lords to-day that Baroms Wim-
bourne, Lord Lieutenant of Ireland,
had resigned.

SDEMAND INVESTIGATION,

LONDON, May 11
At a meeting of the Irish Parlia-
mentary Party in the Commons to-day
the following resolution was
unanimously: *“That any inquiry in-

to the Irish situation must, if it is to |

be of any value, and satisfactory to
the public of Ireland and Britain, sat-
isfy two conditions: the personnel of
the commission must be in touch with

satisfy the public of its imparti-

ality and capacity to conduct the Irish
inquiry effectively, without favor.

sections of the people of Ireland, the

The number of casualties among
ivilians in the uprising in Ireland up
to May, given by Mr. Asquith in -the
(Commons to-day is 180 killed and 614
wounded. Mr. Asquith added that the
police were preparing a list of killed
‘ wounded, so that there might be
additions to the total as given by him.

DILLON’S RESOLUTION.

LONDON, May 11.
The text of the resolution presented
in the Commons to-day by John Dil-
lon is as follows: “That in the in

tions as to continuance of executions
in that country, carried out as a re-
sult of secret military trials; as to
continuance of martial law, military
rule, sear s, and arrests now going
on in various districts of the country.”
Dillon’s motion was voted down with-
out division. In speaking on his reso-
lution in the Commons, Dillon réferred
to the execution of Thos. Kent, County
Cork, saying it looked as though
there was a roving commission to car-
ry out these horrible executions. To-
day-Tennant has announced that therc
had been fourteen executions, he con-
tinued, although the previous figure
was twelve. He asked what people
were to believe, and added that it was
no wonder that many viewed the
maititer with gravest concern,, lest an-
other execution had been held back
from the Premier, and -'might be
brought to light later.

Sharp fight-
ing has taken place north of Valona,
which is apparently a signal that the
Austrians have commenced their long
threatened offensive against the Ital-
jans and Serbians in Albania.

Twenty-six negroes, all women and
children-except one, perished in a fire
which destroyed a Motion Picture thea-
tre -after a gasoline explosion at Wal-
laeeton near here. Twenty were in-
jured.

FIRST CLASS MAIL TAKEN OFF.
v BERLIN, May 11.
A despatch from Copenhagen to the
Overseas News Agency says that all
first class mail from the United States
on the Norwegian steamer Kriastinia-
fjord and the Danish steamer Religo-
lar was taken off by the British au-
thorities recently at Kirkwall.

TALKING PEACE.
NEW YORK, May 11.

In resp&lse to an appeal from the
Netherland anti-war council meeting,
which will be considered a proposal
that President Wilson be urged to
promote a conference of neutral na-
tions to offer mediation in the Euro-
pean war, a meeting will be ‘ called
soon in this country. This was an-
nounced to-day by Hamilton Holt,
Chairman of the American branch of
the central organization for durable
peace, the recipient of the appeal
from the Dutch Council. According
to Holt this indicates the belief by
many persons in the Netheriands, that
Emperor William through Germany’s
reply to the American  note on, the
submarine controversy has made an
indirect bid for peace.

It will be most deplorable

if the Sinn Fein rebellion

is to have an aftermath of

debate of an acrimonious

character, which can only
have the effect of inflaming passion
and obscuring the dictates of common
sense. The Sinn Fein rebellion has
proved abortive, but it involved much
loss of life and limb. The leaders de-
serve punishment and exemplary pun-
ishment. But justice should be sea-
soned with mercy, and that mercy
should be extended without stint to
those whom the leaders of the revolt
misled and the German instigators left
to their fate. Harshness and ruthless
severity can only excite sympathy
among those who have held aloof from
methods of force and adhered sensibly
to the constitutional politics of John
tedmond. 1t is essential hewever to
disarm thoroughly the adherents of
the ‘policy of force, This is all the
easier as the rebellion has been put
down, and the uselessness of armed
resistence and overt resort to-arms
demonstrated fully to the most reluct-
ant to believe it. The obvious policy
is to make the gulf wide and impass-
able between those who are enemies of
the British flag and those who arve
loyal to it, and to bring together the
latter no matter whether they are
Redmondites or Ca ites, no mat-
ter whether they dwell in the North,
South, East or West of Ireland, or
whether they are Green or Orange.
The golden opportunity offers for a
reconciliation of all who are ready to
adhere to constitutional methods. In-
flammatory speeches and poisonous
retorts cannot do this.
speeches will estrange those whose
co-operation are needed for the im-
mediate present and the near future.
Poison. will fester the wounds and
keep the body pelitic sick. In more
than one crisis Premier Asquith has
acted with firmness, boldness and de-
cision, and it is to be hoped that. his
visit to Ireland to study the situation
on the spot and to handle the situa-
tion rationally will lead to a recon-
ciliation of those who have been too
long apart, and whose differences
have led to a disunited Ireland and
made possible an atmosphere in which
the sedition of the Sinn Feiners could
thrive sufficiently to cause the rebel-
lion, which broke out in Easter week.

Pt. Jensen’s Lecture

IN BRITISH HALL—CROWDS EN-
TERED BUILDING THRCUGH
BASEMENT DOORS.—HUNDREDS
STAND IN THE RAIN, INCLUDING
TICKET HOLDERS.

Owing to some mismanagement last
night, at the lecture given by Private
Philip Jensen, in the British Hall, the
basement doors were left open, and the
big crowd that gathered around the
doors pushed their way in the base-
ment up the stairs to the first flat and
then to the theafre on the top floor.
Nothing could stop the crowd. Fath-
ers, mothers, sisters and brothers and
sweethearts of the boys who had gone
to the front, were there, and before the
lecturer arrived the hall was filled to
overflowing. The landing at the top
of the stairs and main entrance being
also filled, whilst hundreds stood. in
the rain, including many ticket hold-
ers, who were keenly disappointed,
and drenched to the skin they were
forced to return home. However we
are pleased to announce on the auth-
ority of those responsible for the lec-
ture that Private Phil. Jensen will give
another patriotic address in about
three weeks time, when all tickets not
used last night will be available. As
the soldier and lecturer entered the
Hall it was a signal for an outburst of
enthusiastic applause as was never
witnessed in the spacious building at
any previous gathering. With a voice
that was strong and clear, he describ-
ed his experiences as a soldier from
the day of enlistment up to entering
the hospital in England. His appeal
for the Red Cross Fund should touch
the tender spot in every heart. With
all sincerity and as ome who nad suf
fered and received such kind treat-
ment from such a noble order, he ask-
ed of everyone to do all in their power
to help the cause. To the young men
who have failed to appreciate the seri-
ousness of the situation, he urged
them to waste no time in thinking the
matter over. The road to duty lead to
the trenches, where their brothers are
now fighting for the uplifting and pro-
tection of civilization. To the moth-
ers he spoke with rugged eloquence,
urging those who had sons of a mili-
tary age and fitness, not to hinder
them from enlisting, as some other
mother’s sons were doing part of the
work that belonged to their’s. New-
foundland had not yet fully realized
the seriousmess of the present crisis.

The Olympic Games

The

Greece

Olympic Games flourished in
back Dbefore
Shelby Cullom went into polities and
were revived in 1896, when it secma
likely ‘that the millennium would
soon come unless something new was
discovered for the nations to quarrel
about.

The first modern games were held
in Athens in 1896 and were disap-
pointingly peaceful, but then
the ill-feeling has grown rapidly un-
til at the London games in 1908, sev-
eral English editors burst while try-
ing to be polite and hostile at the
time.

In the original Olympic games the
best athletes of Greece took part and
the winners got laurel wreaaths for
their. efforts. Now the nations of the
world participate and the
has bzeen considerably improved.
winners get laurel wreaths,
cups, trophies, moving-picture
centages, magazine rights, vaudev
engagements and half the
ceipts at Madison Park the next win-
ter. Many a poor boy has gone to the
Olympic games \\'iih only a good pair
of legs and a return ticket and has
had_to leave his laurel wreath behind
when returning to make room in his
suit case for his exhibition contracts

The Olympic games
sprinting, running, jumping,
hurling, weight throwing, and whai-
ever other events the entertaining
nation has the best chance to win. In
England in 1908 they worked in ten-
nis, achery, croquet and tea drink-
ing. Even at that the Americans won
the cup and the entente -cordiale
hasn’t been so severely jarred since
John Paul Jones sailed up the Eng-
lish “Channel.

The greatest event of the Olympic
games is the Marathon, which is @
foot race of twenty-six miles
some hundred yards, the original win-
ner having -died at this distance. The
1908 Marathon was won by Johnuy
Hayes of America, who beat all the
British champions, thus demonstrats
ing that since 1776 the Americans
have learned to run and the British
have forgotten how.

The Olympic games are held onc¢2
in every four years, it taking that
length of time to allay the ill-feeling
over the last event. The games Of
1912 were held in Sweden, and a3
usual, it was the world against the
United States with the British news-
papers politely aspersing the table
manners and tsack etiquette of the
Yankee victors. America took third
place this-time in the Marathon.

Three of
the officers and many of the men laid
down their lives doing it. We hope
with the committee that the Jdevoted
service of the survivors will not be
forgotten.”

“The nobility of the warrior has no
place in the lazar-house of a soul
like that of Dr. Aschenback,” says the
Star. “A doctor of medicine even in
Germany belongs to a sodality of ser-
vice and compassion. How can the
German colleagues of Dr. Aschenbach
hold ,up their heads and look each
other in the face so long as he is not
brought to trial and made to answer
for his crimes, not merely against
humanity but against what is left of
German honour and German chivalry?

“There is a precedent for the pun-
ishment of crimes like those. deliber-
ately committed by Dr. Aschenbach.
The American Civil War ended on May
26, 1865. On November 10, 1865, Cap-
tain Wirz, Commandant of the Con-
federate Prison at Andersonville, aft-
er a long trial, was executed for
cruelty -to Federal prisoners. Let us

STORIES OF THE CELEBRATED
IRISH CLERGYMAN,

Irishman Who Was for Many Years
Parish Priest of Little Bray Near
Dublin, Was Known as “the Wit-
tiest Man of His Generation”—Dis-
tinguished Visitors at Dublin Al-
ways Scught te Dine With Him.

Among the many excellent stories
which Mr. M. McDonnell Bodkin, K.C.,
tells in his interesting article, “Irish
Characters and Irish Wit,” are a
number concerning Father Healy, “the
wittiest man of his generation,” who
was for many years parish priest of
Little Bray,
Dublin.

It was the ambition of every dis-
tinguished man who lived in or vigit-
ed Dublin to dine with Father Healy,
and in gne of Lord Randolph Church-
ill’s letters, preserved in the admir-
able ;biography by his son, he writes,
after a Session of unusual stress, that
nothing could restore him but “a night
spent in Father Healy's company.”

On one occasion a fine clutch of
yvoung ducks arrived among the gifts
which frequently reached Father
Healy from his many admirers. The
genial priest watched their progress
from the pond to the table with live-
1y satisfaction. Seeing them sporting
in the water, he exclaimed, with
whimsical compassion, ‘“Poor inno-
cents, how they enjoy themselves,
never thinking that my green peas are
growing on the other side of the gar-
den wall.” -

It was Father Healy who, when
Mr. Balfour, at that time Chief Secre-
tary for Ireland, asked if there was
any truth in the statement in the
Nationalist papers that he was gener-
ally disliked in Ireland, replied, “My
dear sir, if the devil were half so well
hated my occupation would be gone.”

Nothing hapbier can be imagined
than Father Healy’s reply to a dyspep-
tic: priest whom he encountered fresh
from his sea-water bath, and who,
having assured him that he often de-
rived much benefit from drinking a
tumberful of salt water, anxiously in-
quired:

BERLIN, To-Day.

DUBLIN, To-Day.

National volunteers, who were fol-
lowers of John Redmond, and who
were arrested as Irish volunteers, are
now being released. General Max-
well, the British commander, granted
facilities for the identification of loyal
volunteers.

ADVANCING TOWARDS BRITISH
LINES.
LONDON, To-Day.
German forces in German East Af-
rica, after retiring from Kondoa Ir-
angi district, have received reinforce-
ments and are again advancing to-
wards the British lines, according to
an official announcement made last
night. Telegraphing on May 9, Lieut.
General Smuts reported that the en-
emy in the Kondea Irangi area, after
our occupation of that- centre, fell
back a considerable distance along the
roads leading to the central railway
at Dodoma and Kilimatinde. There
they received reinforcements and
again approached Kondoa Irangi dis-
trict, where our forces are quite suf-
ficient to deal with them. An aero-
plane despatched to reconnoitre the
line of the Usambara railway failed
to return. The Belgian advance into
Ruanda, both north and south of Lake
Kivu, progressed satisfactorily de-
spite the natural difficulties of the
country increased by recent rainfall.
ASQUITH ADVOCATES UNITY.
LONDON, To-Day.
It was of the utmost importance,
said Asquith, that after these disturb-
ing events we sheuld forsake all past
prepossessions and recognize that the
vast mass of the Irish people have
shown themselves loyal to the Crown
and determined to maintain law and
resolute to prosecute the war. We
cught to seize the opportunity of de-
veloping their sentiment of unity and
good feeling by co-operating in the
endeavor of putting aside all contro-
versies of the past and unite Ireland
herself as a constituent of the United
Kingdom and Empire to the common
task which absorbs all our common
energies. With reference to the Skef-
fiington case, Asquith said on the facts
known to the Government it seemed
to be an excusable act, but the case
was subjudice. All he could say or
promise was that an open inquiry
would be held.

The Pre-
mier said he did not see his way to
interfere with the discretion of Gen-
eral Maxwell, Commander _of the
troops in Irleand and say the extreme
penalty should not be inflicted. He
was unable to reconcile it with his
conscience or his judgment that dif-
ferential or preferential treatment
should be accorded in case of men of
equal guilt. Proceeding to refer to
the rank and file of the rebels as
dupes, he said they had been misled
almost unconsciously and the Gov-
ernment desired they should be treat-
ed with clemency, that every oppor-
tunity should be given them in future
to redeem their error. The Govern-
ment regarded the existing situation
in Ireland as anomalous and in many
ways unsatisfactory, but he had the
greatest confidence in General Max-
well and believed under very trying
conditions and in the exercise of a
very delicate and difficult jurisdiction
he had shown discretion and human-
ity. I am personally satisfied with
the manner in which he has discharg-
ed his duties, the Premier declared.
Asquith said owing to resignations,
the civil executive in Ireland had al-
most ceased to exist. It was very de-
sirable that provision be made at the
earliest possible moment for the fu-
ture.

ASQUITH LEFT FOR DUBLIN.

LLONDON, To-Day.
Premier Asquith left Euston Station
to-night on board the Irish mail train
on the way to Dublin.

DILLON’S OUTBURST.
LONDON, To-day.

Mr. Dilléon said the fact that nine
out of ten people in Ireland were on
the side of the Government was due
to the life work of the Nationalists,
Now the present rule was ‘“washing
out that life work in a sea of blood.”
)ut of the whole of Ireland, Dillon
continued, there were only four or
five spots where there was insurrec-
tion, yet the whole country was under
martial law. There was absolutely no
trace of civil .administration. The
Irish people, heideclared, would re-
fuse to accept the well known hizgh
character of General Maxwell as the
sole guarantee of their liberties. If
military rule was to be continued, the
yovernment had better get ready 100,-
000 to garrison the country. If the
Ulster members had not been so dense,
said Dillon, they could have had many
rebels fighting for them in the British
army, men who were misled into re-
bellion, but of whose courage he was
proud. This statement brought forth
cries of “Shame.” Dillon, Who stop-
ped them? Unionist members, “You
did.” Dillon, “That is an infamous
| falsehood.” Men arrested, continued
| Dillion, had been threatened with
| death and actually placed against a
wall in order to persuade them to be-
| come informers. Premier Asquith
| opened in grave tones the reply to Dil-
] lon and expressed deep regret that the
member in’ most parts of his speech
had forgotten some elementary rules
of justice which ought to be in
guidance in dealing with such a seri-
ous situation. The Premier appealed
to the House to remember the infinite
mischief done at a moment when he
was still hopeful that events might
lead to something like a greater ap-
proximation of sympathy among all
classes of Irishmen. When Dillon
spoke of the rebellion having been
drowned in a sea of blood, some re-
gard must be had to actual facts. It
was impossible, he said, to measure
life for life in such circumstances, but
he must refer to the actual casualties,
of which military were 124 Kkilled and
397 wounded; civilians 180 killed, 614
wounded. The Premier made a feel-
ing reference to the case of the Sher-
wood Forresters, a Territorial Regi-
ment, which while training was sud-
denly called upon before its time “to
a most unwelcome task duty.” “There
was ho question of revenge,” he add-
ed, “but these men were cut off in
their prime, their youth, their homes
left mourning. Let not our sympathy
be entirely captured by the unfor-
tunate misguided victims of this un-
happy criminal act,” added the Prem-
ier, who said that some sense .of pro-
portion must be preserved, as no fair
man. could blind' himself to the “ter-
rible wantoh inexcusable and unpro=
voked injury” which had been inflicted
on the military and civilian popula-
tion. The Premier explained actually
13 persons were shot, the last case
being that of Kent for murder. The
Premier promised further court mar-
tials for murder would be conducted
publicly. The persons executed, he
said, could be divided into three cate-
gories: the first was composed of those
who signed the proclamation of the
Provisional Government and were
leaders in the actual rebellion in Dub-
lin; of these five out of seven suffered
the extreme penalty; the second class

He
was interrupted by a member and re-
torted “It would be a good thing if
your soldiers.wegre able to put up as
good a fight, three thousand against
twenty thousand, machine guns and
artillery.” Premier Asquith’s an-
nouncement of his intention to go to
Dublin to a large extent took the life
out of the debate in the Commons.
Timothy Healy, Nationalist, for the
division of Cork County, who followed
Asquith, congratulated him on his
decision. He considered those respon-
sible for the Government of Ireland
had been grossly misled and Hy some
of his own countrymen. The. time
would come, said Healy, when ' they
would have to indict a policy of those
who tried to make up by explosive
rhetoric for past blunders. The Irish
people were sick of the jobbery of the
last seven years. If Redmond was to

A NOTE FOR BRITAIN.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

The United States Government is
preparing to protest to Britain against
the policy of refusing to allow, the
shipment of 4 hospital supply by the
American Red Cross to Germany and
her allies. Secretary State Lansing
received a letter to-day from former
President Taft, Chairman of the Cen-
tral Committee of- the Red Cross, urg-
ing such action. It was learned last
night the matter would be taken up
with the British Government in the
near future.

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.

LONDON, To-day.

Infantry actions in the region of
Verdon has again given way to artil-
lery bombardments, the most violent
of which 4are directed against the
French positions in Gaillette Wood
and their second line on the right
bank of the Meuse. Bombardments
also have taken place along the front
held by the Belgians, and mining
operations "and artillery duels have
predominated on the British front. A
severe duel is in progress around the
Hohenzollern redoubt between the
British and Germans. The Russians
and Germans on the eastern front are
keeping up mutual bombardments at
various points. Like conditions pre-
vail in the fighting between the Aus-
trians and Italians in the mountain-
ous region of the Austro-Italian thea-
tre.

LONDON, To-day.
A plot to kidnap Sir Edward Carson
from Cpsheudall, County Antrim,
where he expected to spend his Easter
holidays, has been uncovered by an
investigation, says the Daily Tele-
graph’s Dublin correspondent. - The
plan miscarried, the correspondent
adds, because Sir Edward A owing to
business cancelled = his
holidays.

DEATH SENTENCES COMMUTED.

PARIS, To-day.
. Two attempts by the Germans last
night to recapture the position on the
western slope of Deadman’s Hill tak-
en by the French on May 10 were
frustrated by the French artillery fire.
The artillery is active about Avocourt
Wood and the bombardment in Douau-
mont and Vaux section continues, ac-
cording to official War Office report
to-day.

ASQUITH IN DUBLIN.
DUBLIN, To-day.

The Premier arrived here to-day
and was taken to the Vice-Regal
Lodge. The Premier's first program-
me for the day was first a conference
with the Departmental chiefs, and
afterwards a consultation with Gen-
eral Maxwell in regard-to the military
situation, which is well in hand. It
is reported that in all likelihood, &
proclamation will be issued shortly
abolishing martial law, the provisions
of which have been gtfeatly modified in
the last few days. The situation in
some parts of the provinces is said to
be still rather disturbed, and it is like-
ly that military control will be confin-
ed to these districts for some time
longer.

THE REASON FOR THE STUBBORN
FIGHT AT VERDUN,
PARIS, To-day.

Senator Berenger, writing in to-
day’s Matin says that the key-to the
war lies in the possession of the
Briey Valley between Verdun and
Metz. Since the war began, says thet
Senator, France having lost Briey
basin, has been obliged to import ai-
most all the iron required. from Eng-
land and America, while Germany
having occupied Briey Valley, is able
to add 21.000,000 tons to her annual
output. . This explains the assiduity
of the Germans at Verdun. They want
to capture the fortress so as to effect-
ually prevent the French from attack-
ing Metz.

No “Irish Revolt.”

(From the London Advertiser.)

There is not, nor has there been,
any revolt of the Irish people; there
has been a rising of a comparatively
few irreconcilables, who have no room
in their composition for any feeling
except hate for England. To identify
these with the Irish as a whole would
be an insult to the nation, as they do
not in any way carry the hall-mark.
