BENEDICT’S ENCYCLICAL.
ROME, Dec. 6.

The encyclical letter addressed by 
Pope Behedict to the Catholic episco­
pate throughout the world exhorting 
It to offer public prayers for the 
guidance by Providence of the ap­
proaching peace conference, bears the 
date of December 1. It says In part: 
“That which the entire world so longs 
for, that for which Christianity im­
plored with fervent prayers, and that 
we, interpreting the common grief, 
urged with paternal heart for the good 
of all, has in a moment come to pass 
as the last booming of the guns is si­
lenced. Peace has not yet solemnly 
ended the war, but an armistice mean­
while has suspended the slaughter and 
devastation by land, sea and air, hap­
pily opening the way for peace.” The 
Pope attributes the end of the war to 
Him who governs all events, who, 
moved to pity by the persevering 
prayers of the good, conceded at last 
that humanity might recover finally 
from sb many griefs. The Pontiff re­
joices at the impressing demonstra­
tion of piety that has occurred 
throughout the Catholic world, and 
continues: “There remains now to 
implore the Almighty that the great 
gift granted us have its crowning, 
that .the delegates of the various na­
tions to meet in solemn congress to 
givelthe world a just and lasting
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Youth and Age

RUSSIAN DICTATOR WORKING 
HARD,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 6.
The Russian Embassy was advised 

to-day that Admiral Kolchak, dictator 
of the all-Russian Government at 
Qmsk, has announced he is working 
solely for the national reconstruction 
of Russia and will utilize military for­
ces only for the purpose of restoring 
order in Russia and in maintaining 
the government Political strife which 
impeded the work of the administra­
tive bodies during the past two months 
has been eliminated and "extraordin­
ary economic conferences" have been 
convoked for the purpose of uniting 
all the economic, industrial and other 
forces of the country. Measures are 
being taken to obtain improvement of 
economic conditions not only for the 
army but for the civil population in 
the districts freted from Bolshevik! 
control.

WILL BE INFORMED.
LONDON. Dec. 6.

Arthur J. Balfour, Secretary of 
State for Foreign* Affairs in outlining 
his views on the peace conference to­
day, told the Associated Press that he 
thought the meeting in Paris this 
month would be merely informal, and 
preliminary to the conference of the 
associated powers at the first of the 
year, which would formulate all the 
Important terms of peace agreements. 
This conference, he added, would he 
the most important and the longest of 
the series. When it was finished the 
enemy countries would be called in to 
ratify the conclusions reached. Mr. 
Balfour said the British Government 
had not yet made any fixed arrange­
ment for President Wilson to visit 
England as it would be premature to 
do so until more was known regard­
ing the President’s own plans. Great 
Britain would be guided solely by his 
wishes. The Foreign Secretary said 
he believed the question of a League 
of Nations was the most important 
work imposed on the conference. The 
prominence Mr. Wilson has given the 
subject is a valuable contribution to 
civilization, he declared, “I think,” 
continued Mr. Balfour, “a League of 
Nations a vital necessity if this war 
is to produce all the good we expect 
to come out of it. The United States 
would have to bear a large share In 
the work It involves. It should be 
something more than a mere instru­
ment to prevent war. The world is 
more complicated than we are inclin­
ed to think. It would be folly to im­
agine it possible to constitute a world 
with States endowed with equal rights 
and powers. But I wish to say em 
phatically in my opinion to devise in 
concert workable machinery for them 
is one of the highest functions the 
conference can deal with.”

OPENS IN JANUARY.
PARIS, Dec. 6.

The opening of the Peace Congress 
has been set for the first week in Jan­
uary. It is expected here that the 
peace deliberations will last about 
four months, unless unforeseen obsta­
cles arise. The belief prevails in well 
informed circles that final action will 
be reached toward the early part of 
May. The British delegates to the 
peace conference will be Premier 
Lloyd George, Foreign Minister Bal­
four, Chancellor of the Exchequer 
Bonar Law, Labor Minister Barnes, 
and a fifth representative who has not 
yet been selected.

JUST LIKE OUR PREMIER.
LONDON, Dec. 6.

Premier Lloyd George has taken up 
his old role of conciliator. He return­
ed to London to-day from his speak­
ing tour and took charge of the rail­
way situation. The 'Premier conferred 
with Sir Albert H. Stanley, President 
of the Board of Trade, after which- Sir 
Albert received representatives of 
the railwaymen and explained the 
Premier’s attitude. The result of the 
Premier’s mediation soon developed 
when word was sent from the confer­
ence that a beginning had been made 
by granting the locomotive men an 
eight-hour day. The settlement in­
cludes Ireland and becomes operative 
February 1. Other conditions remain 
unchanged while committees of both 
sides review wage and other ques­
tions.

RAILWAY FATALITY.
ORLEANS, France, Dec. 6.

An express train from Orleans last 
night crashed into and telescoped an­
other train loaded with American ma­
terial near Mung-Sur-Loire, eleven 
miles southwest of this city. Twelve 
bodies have been removed from the 
wreck and identified. Other dead still 
remain in the debris. Twenty-iflve 
persons were injured and four of the 
railroad cars were smashed to bits.

An earthquake of great intensity 
approximately 2,500 miles south of 
Washington was recorded early to­
day on the seismograph at the George­
town University Observatory. The 
shocks beginning at 3.48 o’clock and 
continuing one hour were so severe

The man who more than any other 

person is responsible for Germany’s 
present policy is Ernest Daumig, ac­
cording to the Berlin correspondent 
of the Daily Express.

old regime. The strength- of the new 
German Army, Daumig said, would be 
decided at the peace conference.

Jack of all Trades
WAR’S LIMELIGHT IS OF THE 

HANDY MAN.
The war has demonstrated what an 

amazing number of handy men live in 
our midst, and when peace comes we 
hope it will bring with it the opportu- 
ity for utlizing to the utmost the 
labour wealth of these many talented 
individuals.

Time after time the military trib­
unals have been called upon to ad­
judicate the cases of men who, if their 
claims were correctly stated, w 
veritable “Jacks of all trades.”

The handy man is very rarely 
found in large towns. Industry there 
is too specialised to allow of a man 
distributing his energies among sev­
eral occupations. But in the smaller 
county towns, and in the villages, the 
handy man flourishes.

Take the case of a man who re­
cently sought exemption from a rural 
tribunal. He was nearly fifty years 
of age, and worked in a mill from 
6.30 a.m. till 6 p.m., and sometimes 
overtime. But he also helped a baker 
prepare his batch of bread, rising at 
four in the morning to do this. After 
work in the evening he did his own 
gardening, and was ready to take on 
the same work for anybody else. 
Besides this he kept pigs, poultry, and 
rabbits, while a family of nine young 
children claimed part of his attention.

The Mechanical Man.
Another man, besides his daily oc­

cupation as postman, did pig-killing 
and curing, hair-cutting, whitewash­
ing and thatching.

But perhaps it is the man with a 
mechanical bent who is most likely 
to win our admiration, He works on 
the railway, but utlizea his spare time 
in repairing boots and shoes, clean­
ing watches and clocks, repairing 
umbrellas, mending pots, pans, and 
kettles. He can do a bit of rough 
carpentry, and there is scarcely any 
mechanical job which he cannot 
tackle with profit to himself and sat­
isfaction to his client 

Urgent need to find money to keep 
the wolf from the door Is thè impell­
ing factor in most of these cases. But 
others find in the work a means of 
rapidly amassing what is reckoned 
wealth among working men, while a 
few alas! .work themselves to death 
to find the means for gratifying an 
insatiable thirst for drink.

It is the handy man who has made 
the British Colonies what they are— 
the paradise of the worker. Let us 
hope that when. the war is over • he 
will find his way to Britain-Over-the- 
Seas in ever-increasing numbers; 
there to accomplish the double task 
of filling his pockets, and replenish­
ing the Empire's exhausted treasury

Worcester Telegram: The largest 
debt owed one nation by another Is 
that which is bound to be disputed 
between France and Germany. There 
Is a real France but a chaotic Ger­
many to carry on the argument, but 
the French have a chance to make 
good,, because they can insist before 
the world peace council, which must 
be more or less a court of bankruptcy 
at some stages of its sessions. The 
Paris Matin says Germany owes 
France $68,000,000,000, itemized this 
way: Return of the indemnity of 
1871, with interest, $12,000,000,000; 
expenses of the world war, $28,000,- 
000,000; pensions, $8,000,000,000; re­
parations for damages, $2,000,000,- 
000. No profit is figured into that. 
It sounds just at this distance, hut 
the figures are so large that the lay­
man may be confused by the billions. 
It has not been the habit to force a 
nation to pay back an indemnity col­
lected after a previous war, but that 
looks all right for the nation of Huns. 
The Socialists may be able to prove 
that Germany is no longer Hunland, 
but the French have the preference 
in any court of the world right now. 
If that bill of France is allowed, and 
the others in the same proportion, the 
Germans will be made to pay a full 
$15,000,000,000, and perhaps more, as 
previously estimated. Socialism can 
never do it. Plain, earnest republic­
anism for Germany should be the in­
sistence of the peace council. Noth­
ing else will ev^r pay the big bills.

But what about Newfoundland? Are 

our Government and Board of Trade 
going to sit idly by, and make no move 
in the matter tor compensation for 
the great losses sustained by our peo­
ple during the submarine warfare, 
whereby scores of our ships were tor­
pedoed and sunk on the high seas by 
the German pirates? We have only to 
take up the case of the steamer Steph- 
ano, which was sunk without warning 
on a passage to New York, with one 
of the most valuable cargoes ever 
shipped from the port of St. John’s, 
and, we understand, that very little 
insurance was on either ship or car­
go. We are informed that the value 
of th8t cargo was in the neighborhood 
of one million dollars. Then there 
are many other losses of vessels by 
submarines, many of them insured in 
local schemes, which thus became a 
dlrec loss to our people.

It would be well for our Board of 
Trade to take up the matter in con­
junction with the Gowernment, and 
ascertain the total amount of loss 
caused to our people by the piratical 
attacks and wanton destruction of 
valuable property. Wp_ should say 
that it will run into some millions of 
dollars, and now is the time for our 
people to make a move and demand 
compensation from Germany for all 
those losses to which we have been 
subjected. We have made great sac­
rifice in the cause of Freedom and 
Humanity by assisting in wiping out 
the infamous propaganda of the Prus­
sian militarists, both on land, 
sea, and in air, and we should 
make them pay up to the 
very cent for all the losses to which 
we have been subjected by the brutal 
and piratical mode of warfare carried 
out by their submarines. Such war­
fare is totally at variance with all the 
tenets of Christianity and civilization. 
Had the Germans been victorious 
what an indemnity they would have 
demanded ! So it is up to our Govern­
ment now to present their bill, and 
without any cavilling, demand—Pay, 
Pay, Pay, and that to the very last 
cent.

Compensation
Newfoundland has a bill against 

Germany for compensation in the case 
of steamships and sailing vessels tor­
pedoed and shell-sunk by German sub­
marines. That bill amounts to no 
small total either. The suggestion 
made by a contributor, whose article 
is published beneath, that now is the 
time to be up and doing, is very ap- 
propos. We do not know if those who 
endured loss by sea from enemy ships, 
have prepared their claims against 
the German Government, for presenta­
tion at the Peace Conference, but it 
they have not already done so, they 
should lose no time in furnishing doc­
uments showing their actual losses 
sustained. To not do so would be un­
patriotic, as Germany must be made 
pay for every sinking of unarmed and 
defenceless shipping, and her debt 
owing Newfoundland will have to be 
paid in full.

Canada is already preparing a state­
ment of her claims for marine dam­
age, and the bill of the United States 
is being made up.

The demands from the Allied press 
insist on full reparation, restitution 
and restoration, and until all out­
standing liabilities are liquidated Ger­
many is to be as a debtor and debar­
red from the world's councils. Ship 
for ship, town for town, man for man, 
and a cash indemnity for irreparable 
damage. It would be throwing away 
the fruits of our great victory to per­
mit any sentimental notions of leni­
ency toward Germany tc deprive us 
of that which is due. Robbery has 
been one of that country’s character­
istics, its wealth and prosperity hav­
ing been founded upon assaults and 
national freebooting. Denmark, Aus­
tria and France have been plundered 
of territory In succession by the rob­
ber Empire, and not only was the lat­
ter country deprived of her ancient 
possessions, but she was held up for 
an enormous sum of money in addi­
tion, by the imposition of the iniqui­
tous war indemnity of 1871. Not con­
tent with seizing the rich and fertile 
provinces of Alsace and Lorraine after 
the Franco-Prussian war. Bismarck 
imposed on the vanquished French 
nation the burden of a sum. hitherto 
untold of in history. But now the 
hour of revenge as well as of glory 
has arrived for our gallant allies and 
their bill against Germany, along with 
the bills of Belgium, Serbia, Italy will 
be an additional tax on the future of 
German industry.

The whole German Empire, since 
its inception has not one brave or dis­
interested or worthy act to its credit. 
It has been alike false to friend and 
foe, and has used its growing power 
only toward the basest ends. Ger­
many as a Republic is responsible for 
the payment of indemnities, no less 
than Germany as an Empire. There 
can be no evasion. That decision has 
been already made. Germany stands 
debited in the world’s ledgers for count­
less human lives, which can never be 
restored, for the destruction of storied 
buildings which can never be replaced, 
for the commission of brutal crime», 
for which just punishment must bo 
inflicted, and the only way to. make 
Germany suffer is through the pocket. 
All her resources will be mortgaged 
to the Allies until she has made good

FRIENDSHIP AMD TRUST AS IT STANDS AT GAZEZ

The armistice which was signed yes­
terday marks the end of the war and 
the complete and1 overwhelming tri­
umph of the cause of right, which is 
the cause of the Allies. It is not the 
final treaty of peace. That may not 
be signed for some weeks or months. 
It is the end of the slaughter and Suf­
fering. The terms which we set forth 
in th’s page, though not hard, are such 
as tc prevent any possibility of the 
renewal of the struggle. The British 
nation has every reason to receive 
them with solemn thanksgiving and 
gratitude.

"The mills of God grind slowly, but 
they grind exceedingly small.” And 
to Him who has so ordered events that 
as men look back this war seems like 
the culmination of all modern history 
and the final vindication of justice all 
will bow the head in praise. The Al­
lies have triumphed, not because of 
their strength, though that was iim- 
mense, but because they fought for a 
great and noble cause.

Our glorious soldiers and our Allies 
have endured to the end. With a con­
stancy which is above praise, after 
years of agony and effoçÿ they have 
wrested triumph from failure. It is to 
the everlasting honor of our country 
that in the hour of decision she turn­
ed against the voices which bade her 
purchase ease with shame. Unprepar­
ed when war came, slow to realise 
what was required even when the Ger­
mans in their millions swept down up­
on Belgium, she yet rose to the emer­
gency with a spirit more magnificent 
than she had ever before displayed. 
She has surprised even those who lov­
ed her most by the splendour of her 
efforts, the magnitude of her sacrifices 
the unflinching tenacity of her pur­
pose, the generosity and tolerance of 
her spirit, the matchless heroism of 
Tier manhood and youth. The living 
yneration have seen her realise that 
feat ideal of her greatest sons in the 
■f st, "of millions of men uniting to

form one champion of the oppressed 
all over the world, and casting aside 
all thought of self-interest."

For our noble Allies nc praise can be 
too high. France and Belgium faced 
the first shock with unfaltering devo 
tion and steadfastness, and have borne 
without murmuring the wicked devas 
ta tion of their territory and the cruel 
oppression of their peoples. Italy 
after many vicissitudes has achieved 
that complete union which was the 
dream of her teachers and poets. Ser­
bia has risen, as it were, from the 
grave to take a glorious part in the 
final victory. The United States came 
to the aid of freedom in its darkest 
hour. Greece under M. Venise los ren­
dered precious help. Nor will the free 
peoples forget hapless Russia, who be­
fore German-subventioned criminals 
overwhelmed her had accomplished so 
much .

In this day of rejoicing there will 
be one thought present in every heart 
and home—the thought of the dead 
who won for us this victory by the it 
sacrifice, and now lie "dark to the tri­
umph which they died to gain.” Only 
the eloquence of a Pericles could do 
justice to their fame and make some 
payment of the immense debt which 
humanity owes them—-they who, “when 
the shock of battle came chose rather 
to suffer to the utmost than to win life 
by weakness, and giving their lives to 
their country received each for his own 
memory praise that will never die.”

A Lover of

On the evening of August 4, 1914, 

a British cruiser was carrying out 
a lonely patrol on one ’ of our most 
important trade routes. For four 
days she had been at sea, and almost 
hourly her officers had expected to 
receive news that war had broken 
out.

German cruisers were in the vicin­
ity, and their wireless had been inter­
cepted from time to time—events 
which provided an interesting after- 
dinner that night. In the middle of 
a general argument on the relative 
merits of Marconi and Telefunken 
wireless systems the admiralty secre­
tary appeared at the wardroom door 
and quietly read out from a paper in his 
hand : “War will be declared on Ger­
many at 11 o’clock to-night. It is 
possible that fire may be opened in 
the meantime.”

There was no cheering or outward 
display of excitement. Conversation 
ceased for a moment; one or two of­
ficers quietly slipped out of the mess, 
but the majority were content to 
await the next move. Five minutes 
later bugles sounded “General Quar­
ters,” and the decks resounded with 
the hanging of hatches and hoarse 
orders shouted to gun crews and 
ammunition parties “The Day” had ar­
rived, but we at all events had not 
been caught napping.

On the night of December 12, 1916, 
the cruiser was in harbour, no longer 
a solitary ship miles from England, 
but part of a great fleet which an­
xiously awaited the day that the 
supremacy should be challenged. The 
wardroom dinner had just finished, 
and the wine was about to be passed 
to drink the toast of “The King” 
when a signal was handed to the 
commander.

After a moment's hesitation he 
called for silence and proceeded to 
read the message aloud. It was the 
Kaiser’s famous peace proposal. On 
hearing the opening sentences some 
thought that peace had come suddenly 
in 1916 as war had come in 1914, but 
the next few clauses soon banished 
all such thoughts. Surprise, deris­
ion, disgust—in fact, anything but 
■satisfaction—appeared on the faces 
of the mess.

After dinner the usual amuse­
ments were abandoned to discuss 
the import of the peace proposals. 
We saw that Germany, in spite of her 
olive branch, could have no real 
desire for peace, and had adopted this 1 
course to impress neutrals, encourage j 
pacifists, and sow dissension among 
the Allies in the here of gaining by 
diplomacy what she was unable to 
seize with the mailed fist. It was a 
relief to know a few days later that 
the country shared our views.

To-day we await yet ’another mes­
sage—one tha£ will tell of our efforts 
being finally crowned with success.

There will be cheers this time and 
for a few hours at least we shall give 
vent to our feelings.

But later in that night of nights 
many of us will wonder what the 
future has in store for the Navy and 
those who have devoted the best 
years .of their lives to its service.

A Conveners’ meeting was held at 

headquarters yesterday morning, and 
after the usual reports had been re­
ceived and other business disposed 
of, the Chairman, Lady Horwood, an­
nounced what had been proposed as 
the activities of the Association for 
the immediate future. There had been 
a certain amount of delay, which was 
unavoidable, in ascertaining jnst what 
work was most urgent at present, and 
most suitable for us to undertake, 
and for this purpose the Executive 
Committee has been waiting for re­
plies to the telegrams sent to London 
some weeks ago, asking for informa­
tion and advice. It has now been de­
cided that the W.P.A. will devote its 
energies during the winter months to 
relief work,—to making and providing 
clothing for the destitute populations 
of the Invaded c.untries, as cur sister 
aeseelatlens In Canada and the U.S. 
are now doing. The need for such as­
sistance is acute. We are told that the 
suffering in the devastated districts of 
war-stricken Europe is beyond de­
scription. That in Belgium, France 
and Serbia are millions of destitute 
women and children, who in addition 
to enduring the horrors and bereave­
ments of war. are now in dire need of 
food and clothing. We hear also that 
in the Bible Lands of Western Asia 
there are half a million starving, half- 
naked people, including 400,000 or­
phaned children. To uo what lies in 
our power to relieve then; is the work 
to which we are now asked to direct 
our energies. It is Red Cross work in 
its truest sense, and Red Cross funds 
and materials may legitimately be 
used for this very worthy purpose, as 
these people are suffering directly 
from the effects of the war. We are 
told that the need for clothing is es­
pecially urgent—that there is no pos­
sibility of having too many garments 
—and we are asked to make as many 
simple, sensible garments as we can, 
—plain dresses and underwear, for 
women and children, marked with the 
age, or size for which it is suitable, 
and with our own W.P.A. label sewn 
on it, so that the recipients may know 
that the women of Newfoundland are 
thinking of them and trying to help 
them. Shirts are wanted for men, and 
also socks, so there will be plenty of 
work for those who prefer to go on 
knitting and making shirts. The 
working parties, for the most part, 
will continue their weekly gatherings, 
and the Workrooms at Headquarters 
will be open four days a week as usu- 
al, and we hope and confidently expect 
that our workers will come in as large 
numbers as when we had our lads at 
the front to provide for. This is the 
work that is being done all over this 
Continent at the present time, and 
the women of Newfoundland must not 
be behind hand in showing their prac­
tical sympathy with these innocent 
victims of the ravages of war.

Meeting at
The Battery.

A most enthusiastic meeting of men 
was held in the Battery school house^ 
last evening. The RçJ. Dr. Bond pre­
sided, and addressed the gathering on 
the school questiph and its needs, and 
also congratulated the people on hav­
ing such an efficient school. The Rev. 
Dr. Curtis, Supt of Education, was al­
so present, and spoke of the work done 
in the school, and answered several 
questions put to him, satisfactorily 
to all. A friendly discussion then en­
sued, and a committee of five nomina­
ted to be responsible for the school 
and its upkeep. Several necessary 
repairs were ordered to be done and 
the proverbial hat was passed around 
and every one chipped in and quite a 
handsome sum was realized. A depu­
tation from the Whirlwind Campaign 
Committee of Cochrane Street Metho­
dist Church, consisting of Messrs. A. 
H. Salter, Arthur Mews, A. Peters and 
H. N. Burt, were also present, and on 
the request of the chairman, and in 
the order named, briefly addressed the 
gathering, congratulating all who had 
contributed from the Battery towards 
thfe success of the campaign, and also 
discussed several matters as to at­
tendance at church and the children’s 
attendance at the Sunday school ses­
sions. Much interest was manifested 
and it is expected before long that a 
good club may be started, so that all 
can gather together for an evening’s 
enjoyment and discuss various mat­
ters In connection with Battery affairs.
