LONDON, March, 25.

Replying to a criticism of the Gov-
ernment’s foregin policy by Herbert
Asquith, Lloyd George this afternoon
gave a definite explanation of the
Turkish settlement. The Premier said
it would have been a blunder to have
settled the Turkish problem without
giving the Uniteed States the most
ample opportunity to decide whether
it would accept a mandate, because it
would have given rise to suspicions
that Great Dritain and. France were
taking advantage of the political dis-
satisfaction in the United States to
divide the whole of Turkey among
theraselves, “It was only when the Un-
1i:d States definitely refused the man-
date that we proceeded without her,”
Mr. Lloyd George declared. The Prem-
jer said the proposal to oust the Sul-
tan had been rejected as inadquate
because it felt the question of the
Government of Constantinople unde-
cided and the Allies were -anxious to
avoid the expense and responsibility
of the Administration ‘of Copnstanti-
nople. With regard. to. Armenia,. the
Premier continued, France would have
been willing to hand Silecia to the Un-
ited States if they bad actepted a man-
date, ’ s
In the Commons to-day the Premier
also said there was absoluteley no
truth in the reports that the Govern-
ment had made arrangements to block-
ade the mining districts or mebilize
the Militia, He expressed - the . hope
that the House “will not accept ihese
wild and mischevious statemients,™ as
there is not a word of truth in them.

Chasing a Lie.

Chasing a lie is usually a vain en-
deavour, especially when the lie is a
much desired diversion. This finds an
apt illustration in a statement ap-
pearing in some of our local papers
concerning the illiteracy of the New-
foundland Regiment. We should wel-
come an authoritative statement apon
this subject, and are of opinion that it
should be made if at all possible; as
until it is, any one is free to offer
most unwarranted conjectures and be
believed. For imstance, in a meeting
of the Patriotic Association, when
the subject of a memorial for our
fallen heroes was under consideration,
a former officer of the Regiment ro-
marked that a secticn of the Regi-
ment that took up a certain task wus
largely illiterate, he thought 50 or &0
per cent. of them. In view of the fant
that some of the later recruits camu
from the smaller and more remots
parts of Newfoundland, this ie quite
conceivable (although the speaker dil
not seem at all definite in his know-
ledge of the facts) and as an expres-
sion of opinion it was admissabis.
But what follows? Some of those pres-
ent, apparently eager to slander oar
boys and the country that sent them
forth, gave out the statement, stript
of all restrictions, that 60 per cent.
of the Newfoundland Regiment was
illiterate. This at once finds a place
in the less scrupulous of the loecal
press and is given-to the world as a
fact. Now we do not desire to en-
courage retribution by physical force,
but we confess. that if some. of our
veterans had handled the falsiflers
roughly, as they prcbably would havs
done had they the opportunity, we
could have understood their resent-
ment. Only a dirty bird will foul its
own nest, and we evidently have Jots
of dirty birds in Newfoundland.

That a percentage of our soldiers
were illiterate we have no doubt, but
that, taking the Regiment as a whole,
it was anything approaching 60 per
cent. we do not admit; and we have
had good opportunities for forming
an opinion.

The fact is a feeling of painful sur-
prise has been experiemced generally
at the illiteracy of the soldiers from all
the countries. The English soldier was
said by his Chaplains and Petty Offi-
cers to be the most ignorant man in
the world; and the large percentage
of illterates among native born Am-
ericans was an eye-opener to that Na-
tion. In common with these great
peoples, whose opportunities for edu-
cation have been much larger than
ours, we have {lliteracy ameng us;
but let us at least Lo just to the liv-
ing and the dead they so magnificent-
|1y represented at the fromt, by mis-
' representing them to the world.—

able. And, secondly, the retention of
the Turkish Government at Constan-
tinople, where the Allies can keep an
eye on it, may save us much of the
worry which would undoubtedly have |
been ours had the seat of the Sultan
or Khaliff been set up under other
circumstances elsewhere.

Moreover, the protestors—who, by
the way, are not to be confounded
with those who cry for the blood of
the war criminals, but are humani-
tarians to a man—have the consola-
tion of knowing that Turkey has got
this concession on the distinct un-
derstanding that the Armenian atro-
cities are to cease forthwith.

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Our Dirty City.

One thing, of all things, distinguish-
es the City of St. John’s and makes it
stand out. That is its dirt. We do
not suppose that there is anywhere
on the western portion of the globe a
city cursed with so much dirt, some
of it impure and a menace to health,
and some of it, as a local medico once
expressed it, ‘“clean dirt,” ‘Those
may not be the exact words used, but
they convey the same meaning. Now,
without sweepingly asserting that
there should be no dirt in this city,
we do maintain that there should be
leds—even considerably less—than
there i8 now, and would be if a little
thinking were performed. One of the
troubles to which St. John's has long
been a victim has been a habit of its
councillors of talking about and dis-
cussing the best way of doing things
which should have been done years
ago. Some day, we are optimistic
enough to belleve, we will have a Mu-
nieipal Council which will do things.
Of course, some day there will be no
such thing as war.

Day.” On this day—which occurred
annually for one or two years—people
devoted some time and talent to the
cleansing of the portion of the city in-
which they resided. Why this cus-
tom, which had more virtues than one
to commend it, was dropped we are at
a loss to say. It certainly seems a
pity that it was. Now, the city is
penniless—(or nearly so.) For that
reason, therefore, such work as the
cleaning of it—which some people
consider a matter of not very great
importance—must be done in the
cheapest way possible. What could

be more inexpensive and eﬂectivei

than a resumption of “Cleaning Up
Day?" If the matter were made a
popular one, and public opinion was
enlisted, this would without doubt re-
sult in much improvement in the ap-
pearance' of our city. It is a fact—
unfortunately—that the people of St.
John’s are not inordinately proud of
their city. That is understandable.
At present there is nothing to be
proud of. That admirable American
idea of inculcating in the citizen a
pride of his city and a desire to help
to keep it clean, might with success
be adopted here.

School Children

and “Home Work.” |

Many letters are reaching The
Daily Mail complaining of the amount
of “home work” which is expected of
school children of both sexes and all
ages.

The two main objections to “home
work” are that the average school
day is sufficiently long and that when
preparation must be done in the
evening thé fatigue occasioned is de-
leterious to the full mental and phy-
sical development of the child, and
that home lessons throw upon the

parents mponllbmty that should fall
upon the teacher.

It would appear that experience
gained of a longer or shorter day in
the factory might be applied to a
greater extent than has yet been the
case in the schools concerned, for it
is not only the number of hours
during which the child works that
matters, but also the conditions
which obtain during and outside of
his hours of labour And the times at
which mental activity is expected of
him,

Many parents bedr witness to the
ill effect of evening study on a con-
scientious or ambitious child already
tired by the events of the day. This
question of home lessons is one which
needs to be discussed, and it will be
for the benefit of the child that par-
ents and teachers shall publish the
result of their experience.—London
Daily Mail.

Your Cluldren s Dreams.

The psychology of dreams in child-
i hood is of intense interest and also of

from its character,

a bad dream—for example, covered by
heavy bed clothes a child may wake
in great fear and tremblmg, having
idreamt that she was suﬂocantng—a.
dream produced solely by the sensa-
tion of oppression caused by the exces-
sive hed clothes.

Bad drcams are often excellent
guides to the condition of a child’s
{ health, for the fraquent night-terrors
and nightmares, which so many people
| can recall when childhood is passed,
usually indicate some condition of ill-
{.health either of brain or body.
| Goud dreams usually are the resalt
jof some pleasurable stimulus, some
| success during the present day, some
pleasant party or some much enjoy-
| ed meal; and it is interesting to nota
;let good dreams, following a series !
of bad dreams during an illness, in-
| dicate recovery.

Stories of this Boston inven-
tion, its perfection and preliminary
trials were brought to light by the
recent cables from France to the
effect that two eminent Paris sur-
geons will be mobilized and invited
to a professional trial of this new
machine. People will be photo-
graphed in the act of eating. The
film will be developed just as are the
seven-reel dramas, and projected on
a screen where the doctors will be
able to follow the whole course of the
digestive organs.

The problem of living is getting
more difficult instead of easier. Both
necessaries and luxuries are going up,
and it appears to be quite useless to
hope for stability, much less improve-
ment.

SYDNEY, N.S., Mar. 25.
Sydney will be a regular port of call
during the summer, and Louisburg in
the winter, by Canadian Government
ocean steamers sailing betwen Liver-
pool, England, and Canada.

LOOKS LIKE DELAY FOR WALES.

PANAMA, Mar. 25.

It is doubted here whether a chan-
nel sufficient to permit the passage of
the British cruiser Renown can be
cleared in Culebra Cut by Tuesday
next, when the Prince of Wales will
arrive aboard the warship on his way
to Australia.

How the T}e.nry Destroy Bank
Notes.

]
The Treasury has just burnt five

million pounds-worth of new  bank-
notes. It appears that they were five-
shilling notes which it -has decided
not to issue. Even so, their; value
was quite considerable, for they cost
about one shilling and sixpenece a
hundred to produce.

As most people are aware, the Bgnk
of England used to burn all its old
notes in a sort of open furnace, and
make a horrid smoke in doing so. To-
day the business is done in a far more
tidy fashion, yet the method of de-
struction is the same.

Other countries are less wasteful
in their methods of dealing with dis-
used money. In Paris they gave up
burning notes many years ago. The
old notes are now treated with an
acid which turns them into a dark-
colored pulp. The pulp is used for
making the covers of Government led-
gers. Imperfect notes are treated in
similar fashion.

On the other side of the Atlantic pa-
per money that passes back through
the Treasury is sorted into bundles of
a hundred notes which pass through a
cancelling machine. The notes then
go into a macerating machinery
which chops them up, reduces them to
a pulp, and mixes this pulp with wa-
ter and alkali.

The pulp is then sold to dealers,
who make it into little models of the
Capitol at Washington, or the White
House. These momentoes may be
bought by, the tourist in the Capitol.

There are still in existence many of
the old Federal bank notes issued in
the States which receded from the
Union sixty years ago. These are
made of esparto grass, and Edison
discovered that the paper made a
splendid ecarbon for incandescent
lights. Millions of dollars’ worth of.
these valueless bills have so been
used up.

Struck for a Baby.
CURIOUS CAUSES FOR “DOWNING
TOOLS.”

Great cotton mills in Bombay are
owned by Sir Dorabji Tata. One day
a few months ago a rumour - went
round the mills that his wife had pre-
sented their chief with a son. At once
the hands all crowded round the over-
seers, demanding a bonus on account
of the arrival of the baby.

The rumour, as it happened, was
quite untrue, but the hands refused to
believe this, and when the demand
was refused the whole lot—four thous-
and in number—went on strike.

One hears of strikes taking place
for the most extraordinary reasons.
Perhaps the record in this direction
is held by the firemen of the American
steamer Eastland, who refused to work
because they were served with plain
boiled instead of mashed potatoes for
They flatly refused to do any
more stoking, and the ship was only
brought to port by the exertions of
deck hands and officers.

The waiters in the restaurants of
Bordeaux went on strike because the
proprietors refused to allow them to
wear moustaches, and insisted on
their being clean shaven. Even fun-
nier was the performance *of the
monks of the Monastery of St. Michael
at Maikop in the Caucasus, who struck
because the Father Superior issued an
order prohibiting them from wearing
trousers.

The monastery lies high and cold,
and the monks not unreasonably de-
clared that trousers were necessary to
protect their lower limbs from the
frost. They refused to celebrate Mass
or to take part in any religious func-
tion 'until the right of wearing trous-
ers was restored to them.

Colliers in a pit at Dayton, Ohio,
were much attached to a mule called
“Jim.” The mine boss decided to
transfer Jim to another mine. Next
morning four hundred men were on
strike, and in the end Jim stayed
where he was.
