Not for centuries 
bas a daughter of the reigning King 
been married in the Abbey, and cir­
cumstances conspired to invest Prin­
cess Màry’s nuptials with the full 
flavour of romance, not the least be­
ing the personality and fine war re­
cord of her betrothed. It is almost a 
cliche that the bride upon whom the 
sun shines begins her wedded part­
nership with the best promise of fu­
ture felicity. By her devotion to good 
causes, her amiability, and her sweet 
timid beauty, Princess Mary, who has 
so completely won the hearts of the 
people, was verily a sunshine bride. 
Had he planned it himself, the Duke 
of Atholl could not have ordered 
better. It was indeed a golden day, 
and the accompaniments to the wed­
ding ceremony were set in brilliancy 
outside as well as inside the old Ab­
bey. The sun burst forth about the 
time the Princess left Buckingham 
Palace with the King, and its efful­
gent beams were still in play when 
she emerged with her husband after 
the ceremony and drove back to the 
Palace amid a sustained wave of 
cheering and the waving of hats and 
handkerchiefs. The women of Lon­
don, ail but the privileged few who 
witnessed the actual nuptials, were 
In the streets, and their unbounded 
enhusiasm was the measure of the 
appeal Princess Mary’s personality 
and attachment has made to their 
hearts.

, A STATELY SCENE.
The stream of well-known people 

making for the Abbey by motor car, 
horse carriage, and on foot kept the 
spectators in Whitehall and around 
the Abbey at a high pitch of curios­
ity, culminating In the pomp and 
glitter of the processions whose nota­
bilities, Queen Alexandra leading, 
embraced three generations of the 
British royal line. The great diver­
sity of guests within the Abbey, rang­
ing apart from the members of the 
Royal family, from the Premier to 
nurses and Labour men, was « dis­
tinguished epitome of the national 
life. It was more, for ail the grand­
eur of thé Empire was also there. 
As these “fair women and brave 
men” filed into their places, the in­
terior assumed the form of a beauti­
ful mosaic of colour, the dominant 
chord being struck by the rich uni­
forms of the gentlemen guest.i rather 
than the Bilks and brocades of the 
ladies. It was a well-disciplined and 1 
outwardly unemotional assembly. Un­
der the ordeal of facing this keenly 
watching but friendly eyed gather­
ing Princess Mary was a dignified 
and self-possessed figure. Only when 
it was all over did her slightly 
heightened colour bear evidence of 
any closely suppressed and tremulous 
emotion within. Of soldierly bear­
ing and healthily tanned in the face, 
the bridegroom carried himself with 
the ease and grace of a man who be­
longs to an illustrious line, and who 
knows something of diplomacy and the 
Empire as well as soldiering.

THE SERVICE.
But one remarked more than the 

proud bearing of the bridegroom and 
the sweet naturalness of the Prin­
cess in her bridal dress of old Honl- 
ton lace with its gleam of silver and 
pearls. The Queen, as always, a 
striking royal figure, looked paler 
than Is her wont, and her eyes were 
all for her daughter. The King’s 
gate, too, was mainly for the Prin­
cess. The bridesmaids, charming 
types of young womanhood and 
chosen from among the leading famil­
ies of the British nobility, were per­
fect in their statuesque composure. 
The accompanying music, mellow and 
beautiful, led up with perfect effect to 
the culminating notes of Mendelssohn’s 
Wedding March. The bridegroom 
touched the Princess’s hand, and to­
gether they knelt as the Archbishop of 
Canterbury gave out the old solemn 
charge of the Marriage Service, and 
the bride and bridegroom pledged 
themselves to that fidelity which 
prince or peasant must give to their 
mate and receive from her. Few of the 
vast congregation could see the act of 
placing the ring on the bride’s linger 
or hear the affirmations of the lovers, 
but a perceptible inclination of the 
heads could he noted from far down 
the aisles. This of course was the 
grand 'moment, and the silence 
throughout the church marked its 
solemnity. In his short and beautiful 
address, the Archbishop spoke of the 
new opportunities which had been giv­
en to Princess and Peer during the 
grim war- years, and the noble use 
both had made of them. His words of 
Godspeed upon life's partnership found 
a responsive echo in every breast.

HONEYMOON SEND-OFF.
Bowing and smiling in ackonwledg- 

ment o£ the plaudits ot * populace

bursting with loyalty and Inflamed 
with the sense of romance, the happy 
couple returned by a lengthened route 
to the Palace. An incident en route 
stood out among the events ot a mem­
orable day. As the bridal coach reach­
ed the Cenotaph Viscount Lascelles1 
saluted and the Princess passed 
through the window a number ot flow-1 
ers from her bridal bouquet, which 
were placed a tthe base ot the mom-. 
orial by an attendant. This tribute to 
the, "Glorious Dead’’ touched the 
hearts and minds of the witching 
throng. Subsequently the royal wed­
ding party appeared on the balcony 
of Buckingham Palace, and the en- j 
thusiastic crowd below sang “God, 
Save the King.’’ The honeymoon de- j 
parture* from Paddington gave multi­
tudes the opportunity of seeing and 
acclaiming the ' happy couple. The 
“send-off" from Buckingham Palace1 
was naturally of a touching domestic | 
kind, and some tears were shed, but1 
they were tears of affection and joy. j 
All the old-time customs which are 
supposed to bring luck were duly ob­
served, and the King and Queen were, 
the merriest of confetti-throwers.1 
Parliament rose early to mark the 
event, and at night Londoners gave 
themselves up to revelling and Junket­
ing, all the principal hotels and re­
staurants having arranged gala pro­
grammes.

THÉ WEDDING LtJNCHEON.
Apart from the wedding luncheon of 

the Royal Family there was a second 
one for over 100 guests, among whom 
were the Prime Minister, his Cabinet 
colleagues, and other members of both 
Houses of Parliament, and officials of 
the royal household. At this gathering, 
the health of the bride and bridegroom 
was proposed by Viscount Farquhar, 
the Lord Steward.

After luncheon the two parties as­
sembled in the Blue Drawing Room, 
where Princess Mary cut her bride 
cake. Thereafter the marriage register 
was signed for a second time, this 
document bing for preservation among 
the archives of the Court. All the 
signatories of’ the Abbey register sign­
ed it, and additional were Mr. Lloyd 
George and Mr. Chambetlain.

The bride and bridegroom, With the 
bridesmaids and best man, were after­
wards photographed in the Grand Hall, 
and the guests took the opportunity of 
bombarding the newly-married couple 
with rose leaves.

TENDER FAREWELLS.
While the King and his three sons 

and some of the bridesmaids were out­
side arming themselves with packets 
of rice and cbnfetti, the Queen, and 
Queen Alexandra remained in the 
Grand Hall giving good-bye to Prin­
cess Mary and her husband. Both the 
Queen and her daughter wept, linger­
ing long in each other’s arms and 
kissing one another affectionately. 
Queen Alexandra calmed them by her 
kind words and sympathetic caresses. 
Each dried their tears quickly, and, 
with glistening eyes, smiled once again 
as the bridegroom with a firm hand­
shake bade the Royal Mother and 
Grandmother au revoir. Their Majee 
ties could not trust themselves to see 
the honeymoon pair into their coach, 
but, standing at the window, they 
waved a farewell and watched the 
coach disappear through thé archway.

The coach had scarcely emerged 
from the archway, on the outer Bide 
of which the King and hie sons and 
the gueets were standing, than show­
ers of confdtti and rice fell from their 
hands on to the bridal pair, who ac­
cepted the joyful onslaught with 
laughing and intimate demeanour. 
They bent their heads as the showers 
of confetti grew in volume, and as 
they passed beyond the hall they 
glanced round and waved their fare­
wells.

Princess Mary was a lovely bride, 

serene and composed, though a trifle 
pale, as she approached the sanctuary 
and stood on the steps to give her hand 
to a commoner, vowing to obey him 
Just as do other wives. The Abbey was 
filled when the bridal procession en­
tered, so it was into a scene of splend­
our such as is rarely seen that the 
King stepped with his daughter. Every 
seat was filled, even up as far as the 
clerestory within whose grey arches 
spectators were crowded, with the 
bright lights ot the stained glass win­
dows above framing them.

THE ROYAL PABTY.
The Queen, wearing her gown ot 

cloth of gold brocaded with velvet 
and her hat of gold with a panache 
of white ostrich plumes, was seated 
within the sanctuary, where ' chairs 
had been placed for the families of 
the bride and bridegroom. Over her 
gown the Queen wore the sash of the 
Garter and many sparkling diamonds 
and pearls. Queen Alexandra was 
on the right of Her Majesty, and after 
the marriage ceremony, when the 
bride and bridegroom went to the 
altar, the King crossed the sanctuary 
and took his place between the two 
Queens, who went with him into the 
Edward the Confessor Chapel to sign 
the register. On the Queen’s right 
hand was the Duke of York, wearing 
the uniform of the Air Service; on 
Queen Alexandra’s left were Prince 
Henry and Prince George In naval 
uniform. The Princess Royal, Prin­
cess Christian, Princess Victoria, 
Louise (Duchess of Argyll), Princess 
Marie Louise, Princess Beatrice, and 
the Duchess of Albany, the Duchess 
of Athlone, Lady Patricia Ramsay, 
the Marchioness of Carisbrooke were 
on the right of the sanctuary; and on 
the left were the bridegroom's rela­
tions and friends, amongst whom 
were the Earl and Countess of Hare- 
wood, the Countess of Desart, Vis­
countess Boyne, Major the Hon. Ed­
ward Lascelles and Mrs. Lascelles. 

ARRIVAL OF THE, PRINCESS.

It was into this fine setting that 
Princess Mary came, completing the 
picture in her white and silver gown 
flth' a large diamond ornament, a

gift from the bridegroom, in the Tftr- 
sage, her tulle veil with Its outline 
of pearls thrown back from her face 
and a White Prayer Book in her 
hand. A royal bride does not wear 
her veil over her face like 
people when she goes to the altar, 
but has it thrown back. She was on 
the arm of the King, who was in unl- 
fosm with many orders, and behind 
came her eight bridesmaids in their 
silver frocks and carrying bouquets 
of pink sweet peas, silver leaves In 
their hair, fastened caps with veils 
of net. The music was exquisite, and 
surely never did the voices of the 
boys of the Abbey Choir sound with 
more bell-like notes. Colour, the 
sparkle of gold, the play of jewels 
were everywhere. Behind the clergy 
In their gorgeous vestments was the 
famous old picture of Richard the 
Second, heavily framed in gold. The 
banner of Canterbury was near the1 
altar, which was a blaze of gold with 
its chalice and cross when the sun 
shone out. The Church dignitaries 
and officials of the Abbey were In dull 
red and gold, and the Archbishop of 
Canterbury ware the resplendent j 
dope in which he officiated at the 
Coronation.

SCOTTISH NOTABILITIES.
The magnificent uniforms outshone 

the colours of the toilettes worn by 
ladies.

Trust Fund should be of a flexi­
bly financial nature. Yet the 
present administration have 
been playing hide-and-seek with 
it ever since they assumed con­
trol of the Government. They 
have taken and replaced as ex­
pediency and the state of their 
financial misconduct of affairs 
demanded, and so elastic has this 
fund been now made that no 
person—save the Executive 
Government—knows whether it 
has been catapulted into current 
account entirely and so padded 
up as general revenue in an ef­
fort to make receipts and ex­
penses balance.

The Prime Minister of New­
foundland, no later than Wed­
nesday. last admitted in the 
House of Assembly that the 
Government had gone to the 
Bank of Montreal and taken two 
and a half million dollars out of 
the Surplus Trust Fund and ap­
plied it to current account in or­
der to meet an actual deficit, and 
yet the Speech from the Throne 
entirely omits — deliberately 
omits—in that simple language, 

fhe Prime Minister said 
was so comprehensible, to make 
mention of this method of fin­
ancial prestidigitation. Playing 
fast and loose with public money 
is a game which has brought 
many a promising politician to 
ruin, and at the present rate of 
going the Liberal-Reform Gov­
ernment is heading towards de­
struction, dissolution and dis­
ruption, a calamity which the 
people at large would view with 
equanimity, if only the Colony 
itself were free from being in­
volved in their downfall. Taxes 
sweated out of the producers 
have been squandered right and 
left, and the nest egg provided 
by wise financiers has been brok­
en end its contents wasted as 
well. Sir Michael Cashin point­
ed out and animadverted on this 
reprehensible practice of 
present Government in appro­
priating Surplus Trust Fund 
monies and placing them in the

Standard dictionaries 
the word “Surplus” as 
that which remains when use 
need is satisfied : an excess^ of 
receipts over ordinary dfsburah- 
ments. Such definition is^ plain 
to every person. It is clear and 
concise and involves no further 
research or cross context as to 
its particular significance. Ac­
tually then in considering Pub­
lic Finance' a surplus is a sum 
left over to the credit of current 
account after all expenditure has 
been met hut of revenue. A 
sum to the good on account of 
the country fortunate to realize 
it. Of such there have been 
several in Newfoundland Public 
Finance. The sums of these, as 
they have accrued, have invari­
ably been placed in a Surplus 
Trust Fund, to. be used only in 
cases of national emergency, or 
when the Legislature in its wis­
dom decided that the Fund 
should be drawn upon for the 
construction of public works, 
calculated to be a lasting good to 
the Colony. It was never con-, 
templated that this Surplus ' Minister for hi* own end*. It was a

scandal to-day; Sir Michael, in refer­
ring to its present appearance, used 
an apt if unusual simile by saying it 
was like an "Irish wake.” Every of­
ficial had a pipe in his mouth and 
there was a smoke fog all over the < 
place. After demoralizing the depart- j 
ment and the Government, Mr. Coak- 
er had left, said Sir Michael. He next 
referred to the recent F.P.U. Confer­
ence at which Mr. Coaker had said 
that regulations of some sort were 
necessary for the welfare of the fishing 
industry.

COBLENZ FEELS REDUCTION OF
T. S. ARMY OF OCCUPATION.
Coblenx. (A. V. Mail.)—Coblenz, 

once the temporary home of thous­
ands of American soldiers, is again 
returning to its status as a German 
city. Within the last four months the 
American garrison on the Rhine has 
>een reduced to such an extent that 
Acre civilians now are seen on the 
rtreets than soldiers, while a few 
months ago the city had the appear­
ance of ifft army cantonment in the 
United States. Commercially the loss 
of so many soldiers can be felt 
throughout the American area. With 
the rate of exchange well over the 200 
mark, prices of all kinds of merchan­
dise had been advanced. .Now that 
the bulk of their, trade comes from 
the. German population of Coblenz, 
the stores are forced to ■ -educe their 
prices to fit the pocket books of their 
«"isomers Four months ago there 
wore 15,000 American soldiers sta­
tioned in the American area. With­
in that brief period the force here has 
been reduced by 9,000 men. The Am_- 
erican garrison in Coblenz to-day is 
smaller than the German force main­
tained here before 1914.

ever, know something of the carrying 
power of the more ordinary sounds, j

Take the human voice, for instance. 
It has been found that a "hefty” voice 
will carry quite 1,200 yards. The or­
dinary- average voice, however, will 
not travel much more than 1,000 yards.

The whistle of a train engine can be 
heard nearly two miles away, while 
the rumble of the train itself carries 
just over a mile and a-half.

The sound-waves set up by the fir­
ing of a rifle carry almost exactly one 
mile—a similar distance to those caus­
ed by the bark, of an average dog; and 
the croak of a frog goes just half-a- 
mile. Thunder is seldom heard more 
than 15 miles away from the “clap.”

During the Mount Katmai eruption 
in 1912 the noise was so tremendous 
ss to be heard 750 miles off. This is 
believed to be a record tor sound- 
travel. Sound moves only at the rate 
of 1.100 feet per second; so it would 
have been just one hour after the erup- ’ 
tton occurred before the report was 
heard at the extreme points.
