THRILLING RESCUE OF 37 NEW- 
FOUNDLANDERS.

HALIFAX, N.S., Oct 26.
Twenty-seven men and women, 

rescued by the American steamer Mt. 
Clay, from the schooner L and S, east 
of St. John’s, Newfoundland, on 
Thursday, arrived in port this morn­
ing, bearing thrilling tales of their 
narrow escape from death. The lit­
tle schooner, which was en route 
from Frames Harbor, Uhrafior, with 
twenty-one passengei% including 
three women-, a young girl of sixteen, 
and a lad of twelve, who had spent 
the summer fishing at Labrador and 
were bound, to their homes In Carbon- 
ear, began to leak in the heavy seas 
she met when off Cape Bonavista. A 
goodly portion of the cargo wae jet­
tisoned, many gallons of til being 
thrown overboard in the hope of quiet­
ing the tempestuous seas, after hero­
ic working of the pumps. Distress 
signals were displayed, according to 
members of the rescued party. These 
signals were evidently misunderstood 
by one passing steamer and apparent­
ly ignored by. another. Finally, after 
the party had given up all hopes of 
being rescued, the Mount Clay put in 
an appearance and, after effecting a 
rescue, extended every kindness to 
the nearly exhausted men and women, 
bringing them to this port from 
whence they leave for home, it is ex­
pected, by Red Cross liner Silvia, on 
Tuesday morning. The members of 
the crew are as follows:—Capt, Wil­
liam McCarthy; Mate, Reuben Hor- 
wood; Cook, Thomas Oakes; Seamen, 
Thomas Butt, Ambrose Kennedy and 
Edward Legge. The passengers on 
board were:—Mrs. Lena Oakes, Mrs.

$198, 6.98, To measure the temperatures in 
I lava at various depths, a party of 
United States volcanologists are dril1 
ling a series of holes In the huge 
crater at Mount Kilauea in Hawaii.

The possibility of utilizing the 
steam from the crater for power pur­
poses will be studied at the same 
time. To do this a small laboratory 
with small, engines and condensers 
has been buUt over the hottest of the 
crater holes.

In drilling, much difficulty has been 
encountered, due to the great hard­
ness of the basalt çoek that forms the 
solid lava foundation.

The Zinovieff Letter
The startling announcement 

in the press dispatches on Sat­
urday of the discovery of a se­
cret letter from Zinovieff, the 
President of the Committee of 
the Communist Internationale, 
urging the Soviet envoys to ex­
tend their propagandist activi­
ties, has promptly been followed 
by a denial from Moscow of any 
knowledge of the matter, and by 
indignant demands for an apol­
ogy.

The publication of the letter is 
claimed to have been the work 
of political agitators, and was 
also intended to arouse further 
hostility to the Anglo-Russian 
Treaty, but the disclosure was 
made by an official of the For­
eign Office, and it is as impossi­
ble to conceive that it had not 
received consideration by the 
Leader of the labour Party 
who is in charge of that Depart­
ment, as it is to understand what 
his motive could be in ‘exposing 
the alleged conspiracy on the eve 
of ai! election.

The former conduct of the 
Soviet representatives in Lon­
don has not been such as to war­
rant the public in trusting iro- 
plicity in their integrity. Not 
long" since Ramsay MacDonald 
issued a stinging rebuke to them 
when it was found that they 
were taking advantage of their 
position to distribute seditions 
literature throughout the coun­
try.

Mr. Justice Johnson held that the 
failure of the jury to bring in a ver­
dict is neither an acquittal or con­
viction and therefore the defendant 
should be held on remand.

Mr. Justice Kent concurred in the 
judgment of the Chief Justice. He 
held that there was no other count 
than that of larceny. The finding of 
not guilty had exhausted the indict­
ment and the accused was entitled to 
his discharge. He did not express 
opinion as to the right of the Crown 
to move in the matter again.

The Chief Justice granted the dis­
charge of the prisoner after which 
the Court arose until 11 a.m. to-mor­
row.

SOVIET GOVERNMENT DEMANDS 
AN APOLOGY.

MOSCOW, Oct. 27.
Responding to the note of protest 

from the British Foreign Office con­
cerning the alleged letter of M, 
Zinovieff President of the Executive 
of the Communist International urg­
ing propaganda for the overthrow of 
existing institutions in Great Britain, 
the Soviet • Government in a sharp 
note despatched late this afternoon 
denies the authenticity of this letter. 
The note seeks an apology for the 
subversive propaganda propensites 
imputed to the Soviet Government and 
proposes the establishment of an 
arbitary mission to pass upon- the 
merits of the so called Zinovieff let­
ter. It was telegraphed Christian 
Rakoveky, the Russian Charge in Lon­
don repudiating the letter. In re­
pudiating the Zinovieff .letter, the 
Soviet officials are Indignant over the 
fact that the British note of protest 
transmitted through the Soviet Dele­
gation in London last Friday night 
was signed by J. B. Gregory, who is 
described as an official of the Êritish 
Foreign Office instead of Premier 
MacDonald, which they regard as i 
affront -to the Soviet Republic.

They are es­
pecially indigent at the sentence in 
the British note that the Soviet Gov­
ernment must say definitely whether 
it has or has not tile power to stop 
such propagranda i by organizations 
over which it/cannot exercise con­
trol, The British note as published 
in London does not contain the fore­
going sentence in the form quoted, 
but tells the Soviet Government that 
if it has the power to carry out agree­
ments it ought to do so, and if it has 
not, end if the power and the respon­
sibilities which belong to the state in 
other countries are in Russia in the 
keeping pt private and irresponsible 
bodies, the Soviet Government ought 
not to make agreements which it 
knows it cannot keep.

“Thrills? Adventures? You can’t very 

well go into the Jungle without having 
them. The peculalr thing Is, though, 
that when you’re in the Jungle as a 
member of a identifiex. expedition, 
you’re not likely to be conscious that 
you’re' undergoing an adventure until 
after it is all ever. What you’re Inter­
ested In at the time Is capturing a 
particular specimen of bird, beast, rep­
tile, or fish—whatever it may he.

"That the specimen may chew your 
hand off or leave the mark of Its claws 
Oh your face In ltn effort tp get away 
somehow doesn't seem to occur to you 
while the fight is on. It Isn’t until af­
terward, when you alt down to think 
things over at your leisure, that the 
thought strikes you that you may have 
had a narrow escape.”

It was William Beebe talking. He is 
honorary curator of ornithology at the 
New York Zoological Park, known 
more familiarly as the 
and is director of the tropical station 
of the New York Zoological Society. 
He had Just returned from a five-month 
expedition into the wilds ot British 
Quiana. South America, in search of 
sootogioal specimens to add to the 
Bronx collection. He had brought hack 
innumerable cages filled with queer 
jungle creatures, some of which never 
before had been seen In this , country. 
Among these were tree-climbing por­
cupines, agoutis, long-tailed rodents, 
and yellow headed vultures.

Beebe is a very tall, very slim man 
of 47, who looks like a scholar, and 
talks like one—In precise phrases, ut- ! 
tered softly and rather diffidently. His j 

-face, his hands and forehead hare been 
burned to the hue ot mahogany by the 
tropic sun on his many expeditions 
into the wilds. Otherwise, in neither 
appearance nor manner does hé sug­
gest his adventurous calling. Yet oir 
more than one occasion he 
tacked and subdued some 
fiercest creatures of the Jungle with 
no weapon, more dangefous than his 
bare hands and his courage.

On the expedition from which hi 
just returned he lay In hie cabin one 
night and permitted a vampire hat to 
creep over his body, hoping that the 
creature would sink its teeth in his 
flesh and thus permit him to disclose 
to science for the first time the sensa­
tion ot having one of these strange.

pausing for orders , busied herself 
about providing this, to find that the 
only crate we had large enough to ac­
commodate an ant-eater was already 
occupied by a boa constrictor that had 
been captured a few days before!

“Ant-eaters, you know, live on ants 
and antlHte creatures called termites.’ 
They tear open the nesta with their 
claws and tick up the Insects with 
their tongues, which are longer even 
than their noses. We couldn’t supply 
our captive with, its. customary diet, 
but after a little experimenting devleed 
a ration that seemed to suit it very 
well—eggnogg three times a day; % 
half dosen egge and several quarte of 
milk.
