The fifteenth annual general g
of the Missionary Society of the Wes-
leyan Methodist Church in Canada, was
held in the Wesleyan Church, Oshawa,
on Wednesday. There was a large at-

' tendance, James Gooderham, Esq., of
Streetsville, was called to the chair.

The!Rev. Dr>Wood read an abstract of
the report, one of the most cheerin% -
peots of which is the record of the bap-
tism and admission into the Church in
Jeddo, Japan, of two well-educated Jap-
anese young men. Thess arc the first
fruits of the labors of the Ravs. (George
Young and Dr. McDonald, Wesleyan
Missionaries in that land of idolatry.
The following are some of the principal
statistics :—In Br.tish Columbia and
Red River there are fourteen missions
and fourteen missionaries ; amongst the
Indians in the Saskatchewan, Hudson
Bay Territory, British Columbia and the
Provinces of Ontario nm_l Quebec, there

The Rev. Dr. Lachlan.Taylor read
the financial statement, which showed a
very gratifying incrense on last year's
income. The total receipts for the year
ending 30th June last, are $118,690, be-
ing an advance of more than $10,000
over last year. Of this large income,
$18,326 were collected and presented to
the society by the Sabbath School child-
ren. The expenditure for the year
now closed exceeds the income by

case of liberality to the

,001.
A gratifying
Society’s Kmﬁs was announced, in the
receipt from an anonymous donor, from
Quebec, of the sum of $2,200.

The report was adopted, and a resolu-
tion was very cordially adopted, expres-
sive of the high estimate in which Dr.
Taylor’s services were held by the Com-
mittee and by the entire Wesleyan con-
nection, Dr. Taylor had previously
placed his resignation before the Com-
mittee, in view of his immediate depar-
ture for Europe, where he will, during
the next two or three years, advocate
the cause of emigration to the Dominion
of Canada, under the auspices of the Gov-
ernment of Ottawa.

The en*ire amount to be allotted by
the Society will probably exceed $120,-
000.
