LIQUOR LICENSE QUESTION.

To rae Eprror:—It is to - be hoped
that. the agitation for an amendment of
the existing unsatisfactory laws relating
$o liquor Jicenses - will -not_be allowed to
flag by reason of the difficulties which
nrust necessarily be met in- dealind with
such a‘question. I think it is generally
conceded that reform is needed, and I am
quite in accord with your leader in last
Friday's issue of your paper, viz.: *“What
is wanted is a good workable license law
suited to the-conditions of the country.
Let us see how Victoria stands in re-
lation ‘to liquor licences, the revenue from
which is retained by the municipality.
I find there are in force:
68 Retail Licenses :—

64 paying each anfdually... ...$12.800

4 paying $70 each for Taverns. ... 280
4 Restaurants selling beer and porter

93 Licenses, yielding annually.

Surely this number is largely in excess
of the actual requirements of the city,
and I feel sure that if a high license sys-
tem were adopted, the majority of licen-
ses under the existing law, gould hail
the change with satisfaction, and it would
undoubtedly eliminate a certain line of
saloons, so-called, that are at present no
credit to the city nor to the more  respect-
able class of licensees. ‘In the province of
Ontario, in'addition to the license duties
collected by the municipalities, the pro-
vincial government also imposes a license,
and all sums received form a license fund,
and after payment of the salary and ex-
penses of the inspector, one-third of the
fund is paid to the province and the re-
maining two-thirds to the municipality.
The board of license commissioners,
three in -number, are annually appointed
by the Government, the offices being
remuneration.
Their duties are defined by Crooks’, Act,
and practically consist in defining requi-
sites, for granting, limiting and regulating

law et al., those discussed by the B. C.
Board of Trade at its last quarterly meet-
ing, referred to in*your issue of 16th inst.

Argument in the ‘Higgins vs. Walkem
Appeal Case.

Mr. Robinson for the Appellant Takes the
Ground that the Publication of the Para-
graph in’ ¢ The Colonist ” was Not in It-
self Libellous or Uncomplimentary : to
Justice Walkem—Fisherigs Inspector Mowat
at Ottawa—Lobsters for the Pacific Coast.

[From our Own Correspondent.]

Orrawa, Oct. 23.—The “whole of to-
day’s sitting of the supreme court was
taken up with hearing the case of
Higgins vs: Walkem. Robinson, for the

publication of vhe :paragraph in, THE
Covronist in itself on the face of it was
not -libellous or even uncomplimentary. to
Justice Walkem, and that the court had
no right to look to'anything outside or to
draw inferences or innuendoes not war-
ranted by the text of the alleged libel. In
this case the innuendoes charged were not
warranted, while the mere fact of the
publication of what appeared in any

itself were libellous. ~Yet there were
circumstances in - which it - would = be
a defence, as in this case, wheré it was
done with a view of eliciting & refutation
from the party charged’ He drew atten-
tion to a.letter written by Judge Walkem
to McNamee, in which the former stated
he had heard that Mitchell intended to
swear to the correctness of the repottin
his paper, from which the paragraph was
taken, and suggested to McNamee that
he should allow himself to be examined
before the commission on oath for the
purpose of denying the report and attri-
buting a malicious motive to the proprie-
tor of the Free Press in publishing it. Tt
wag said at the trial that that was a very
remarkable [etter.

Chief Justice Ritchie, interposing, said
he thought it a very improper letter.

Robinson—It is not for me to say
whether it is proper or improper. It is
for me to call the attention pf the .court
to it. At all events, this letter was called
very remarkable because it suggesied to
the pefson who was to be examined what
evidence he should give. That was a way
of producing evidence that did not recom-
mend itself to anyone.

Justice Strong thought it was going
rather far to say that there should be a
new trial because the judge did not criti-
eize that letter.

Robinson—I am not putting in that
letter at all.

Justice Strong—How is it material ?

Robinson—As a question of evidlence,
where you are arguing for a new trial, a
comment of the plaintiff is always most
material. !

Chief Justice Ritchie—Unquestionably
tampering with a witness should be con-
demned and going up to a witness and
saying what he should swear when he
could know nothing about it at all.

Robinson—Suggesting to him he should
say if a certain person has made a state-
ment, it has been done for deliberate
malice. .

Justice Ritchie—If that is not tamper-
ing with a witness, I don’t know what
tampering with a yitness means.

Proceeding, Robinson dilated at some
length on the evidence to show that Mr.
Higgins had good faith in the publication,
The speech lasted four hours.

Bodwell, addressing the court, argued
that rule 287, of the Columbia courts, was
repealed by statute 44, chap. 1, section 22,

Blake, for respondent, said in mention-
ing the fact that Walkem was now a judge
of the supreme court, the object of THE

More Opium Smuggling.

San Francisco, Oct. 22.—G. L. Keyes,
purser of the steamer Wilmington, from
Seattle, and C. ¥. Townsend, of the same
vessel, were arrested by Special Agent
Treasy and Deputy Ames this afternoon
as they were walking off the steamer, and
$600 worth of prepared opium found in
band satchels they had with them. Some
time ago Ames was informed that on this
trip the Wilmington would bring ‘down
some opium. He told the custom house
authorities, and they refrained from seiz-
ing the opium so that the smugglers could
be captured. This afternoon the steamer
came to her berth, and Ames was ready
to arrest the men as they came ashoré.
They came down the gang-plank uncon-
scious of danger, each with a satchel in
hand, and ordered a hack. Just as they
were about to drive away, Agent Ames
stepped up and arrested them. They
were taken to the United States marshal’s
office, where each gave bonds in the sum
of $1,000. Special Agent Ames says he
can prove the opium was smuggled from
Canada to Tacoma. Townsend, who is
a lawyer, says the opium belonged to
Keyes, and he only took one of the bags
for accommodation.

The Great Corwith Failure.

CHicaeo, Oct. 22.—The air of mystery
continues to hang over the failure of the
big lead firm of Corwith & Co. Four days
have elapsed since the first suit was be-
gun which precipitated matters, but up to
to-night nothing definite is known of the
firm’s financial condition nor the where-
abouts of the senior member of the firm.
He was supposed to have started from
New York for Chicago several “days ago,
and if he has arrived here the fact is not

THE CHINA STEAMERS.

Mr. G. B. Dodwell, Shanghai Agent, Inter
viewed on the Sahject.
Geo. B. -Dodwell, . Shanghai, agent for
the C.P.R..line of steamships to China
and Japan, was in the city yesterday, and
was interviewed by several importers of
Chinese products in regard to freights
and the calling of steamers at Victoria.
It is understood that the interviews were
mutually satisfactory. = Mr. Dodwell was
seen at the Driard last eveniug by a Cor-
ONIST representative and pleasantly re-
ceived. :
Mr. Dodwell stated that he found it
was not generally known in Victoria that
it was the Guion Steamship Company
which was running the.C. P. R. line be-
tween British Columbia and China. The
is | head of this' company was Sir William
Pearce, and it was not the C. P. R. direc-
torate which - outlined their operations,
but Sir William. Whether they would
continue under the Guion direction as
the subsidized line he could not state.
When jn Victoriain the summer he had
been requested by Mr. Rithet to look
into the question of landing freight for
this cityon the inward voyage, and ou
his return “he had visited the various
points of call in China apd Japan. After
waiting the departure of several steamers,
he had come to the conclusion that it was
impossible to stow freight in one com-
partment for Victoria.” It would of neces-
sity have to be a middle compartment in
order that the ship might be properly
 trimmed. There were five or.six ports
which sent freight to Victoria, and the
quantity to be sent by any particular
boat was not known unﬁly the port
wasjreached. There might be ten tons or
one: hundred.  Victoria . freight had
averaged over one hundred tons so_far,
and : the greatest amount on any single
trip. was “four hundred tons. They had
endeavored in évery possible way to meet
Victoria shippers in their desire to have
freight landed here but had found it im-
practicable. The running of the steamers
was on . purely business lines, and in
order that this policy should be adhered
to it was impossible to land freight at
Victoria. - If . freight for the latter
exceeded that gaing overland there would
then - be a reason for it. ‘‘Make
Victoria a. free port,” remarked
Mr. Dodwell, ‘‘and it might not
be. many. years before you would
became a great shipping port. The mak-
ing of Hongkong into a free port has
transformed it from a barren rock into
the fourth shipping .port in the world.
The steamer Dnnube had been sent over
from Hoagkong in order to land Victoria
freight as cheaply and as quickly as pos-
sible after the steamer’s arrival. At pre-
sent freight was Janded in Victoria as
cheap, and, in many instances cheaper,
than at Vancouver, . This ‘was possible
because wherathere was ten tons for the
Iatter place there was a hundred for Vic-
toria, and a better rate could be given.
Ag matters were at present, however, he
could ngt hold out any hope that the
steamships would call'at Victoria.. What

What subjects should be
left to individual effort and what should
be left to be dealt with by the people as
a whole? 'These are questions to which
people everywhere are trying to, find an-
swers, but none that are universally sat-
isfactory haveasyet been given. There
is a large class in Canada as well as else-
where who believe that thic hand of gov-
ernment is required to . aid men in every
field of exertion. These men would leave
as little as possible to individual ‘intelli-
gence, enterprise and energy. They would
have government interfere in all matters
of trade arid commerce, in the encourage-
ment of industries, in the’ education of
the childremn, in the regulation of the own-
ership of land, in" the proprietorship of
railways and telegraphs, in the construc-
“tion of-roads, in the preservation of the
publicthealth, and in the direction of the
public morals. In fact, whenever any
reform- :or any improvement ‘is
proposed they  say that government
should take hold of ‘it and ‘earry it
out. It seems to us that the tendency of
the age and of -opinion in this country is
in this direction. ' People seem to have
lost faith in themselves and to be-inclined
to place unbounded trust in the wisdom
and energy and patriotism of govern-
ments.  Although expeérience’ teaches
them that what governments undertake
is often badly done, that they are slow to
act and that their motives are not always
pure, they cling to them  with the most
confiding dependence.

This school of thinkers con-
tend that it is the people and not the
govemmehts that make a country rich,
prosperous and powerful. If the people
areindustrious, intelligent, enteprising and
virtuous they will prosper under almost
any government and without anyegovern-
ment at_all. <A country, they hold, in
which every man respects the rights of
every other man does not need a govern-
ment. And the nearer a nation approaches
this ideal the happier the people are and
the more likely they are tu prosper, if
the conditions under which they live are
at all favorable. They assert that the
countries which are the most governed are
the -worst - governed, and that those in
which the people possess the greatest
liberty of “action are the best governed.
Great Britain is pointed out by them as
the country which in modern times has
progressed most rapidly-in every direc-
tion, and it is the country in which gov-
«rnment interferes the least with the
freedom of the individual. The tendency
to magnify the influence of politicians is
one of the consequences of attributing to
governments the quality of omnipotence.
If a country is indebtéd to its gover ]

who it is natural to.think would not have
a moment to spare from their official
dutiés, 'writ e articles for the reviews on
abstruse - subjects  and read papers be-
fore learned bodies that required much
time and deep research to prepare. ‘Mr.
Balfour affords the latest example of the
extraordinary industry . and erudition of
British statesmen. He read before the
Church Congress, which lately held its
sittings in Manchester, an elaborate paper
on the Religion of Humanity. In this
address The Times says, ‘‘ The Irish Secre-
tary vanished completely from sight, and
Mr. Balfour appear:d as a master of phil-
ogophic speculation. Not - content with
this display of intellectual versatility, he
was ready once more to take partin the dis-
cussion at a workingman’s meeting on *‘the
needs of human nature and thei supply
in Christianity.”

CANADA AND THE UNITE.E) STATES.

Sir Richard Cartwright has been talk-
ing to the people of 1ngersoll, Ontario,
about the: relations' between Canada and
the United States. He seems to hold the;
opinion that Canada, notwithstanding the;
protection of Great Britain, is-completely:
at the mercy of the Statés. We gather
from the report of his Speech that he be-
lieves that if it pleases the Americans’ to
be friendly and neighborly Canada can
dontinue to remain a colody of Great
Britain, but if they -take ' it-into their
heads to be unpleasant and unneighborly
it will be impossible for Canadians either
to maintain their connection with Great
Britain or to’ attain’ their independence.
The firm and Jasting friendship of the
United States, according to him, is neces-
gary to Canada. in apy condition outside
of annexation. -It isevidently his opinion
if the Dominion is not forcibly annexed to
the Republic to the south of it, it will be
altogether owing to-the forbearance of its
citizens. = He considers that the consum-
mation of a" federation between Great

‘Britain ‘and her colonies” depends, as far

as Canada is concerned, on the will and
pleasure ‘of the citizens of the United
States. If the Reform Party desires
frankly to recognize this position of help-
less-and humiiliating dependence. on . the
United States it will; we think, - rapidly
become smaller, weaker and less ' influens
tial than it even now is, Canadians, when
they were not so strong and much more
divided than they are to-day, assumed
and maintained an/attitude of independ-
ence towards the United States. ' In their
dealings with the Government of the Re-
public they maintained  their self-
réspect and firmly upheld what they
believed to be their rights.. They did not
cringe to their big neighbour, néeither did
they fawn upon. her. -They. dealt’ with
her in a fearless manner as with an equal,
and made no concessions that. were not
grounded on justice And fair and honor-
able dealing. 'We cannot see Why Cana-
da should dbandon that attitude now.
There i8 no reason why she should not
continue boldly to assert her, claims and
to firmly refuse to - yield what she is con-
vinced she ‘has a right to hold: We do
not think that the threats and vaporings
of .designing demagogues ‘should ' frighten
Canhdians out of their propriéty and cause
them tq grant to the men who, threaten
what they refused to those’ who made a
civil request. The‘people®f the United
States do not require t» be convinced that
Canadians feel well towhrds them and
thdt” they earnestly desire to live beside
them on the most friendly terms.  They
wish to buy from them and to sell to
them. Hitherto the trade policy of Can-
ada has been much more liberal than that
of the United Sfates. Every  advance
which our neighbours hive made has been
et more than half way, while some ad-
vances that we have made have been re-
jected with something like contempt. It
was the Americans who abrogated the old
reciprocity treaty, and they have time
and again refused to trade with Canada
on terms similar to those under that con-
vention, which worked so well for both
countries. This being the' case -it does
seem ‘undignified in Sir Richard Cart-
wrightand other representative Canadians
to press upon the Ainerican_ people pro-
posals “ for ,commercial union and unre-
bstricted reciprocity, which are coldly
heard and whiea meet with no. genera]
response. It must be remembered that
Mr. Butterworth and one or two en-
thusiasts are not the whole American
people. The answer which**has been
received to the Canadian proposals
for unrestricted reciprocity, so far as
they have been answered, in effect.
$If you wunt the  commercial . privileges
you seek you must become part and parcel
of the United States, commercial union
must form part of a scheme of political
unjon.” ThiswasSenator Sherman’s reply,
and many others say the same thing. It
does 100k singular that Sir Richard Cart-
wright knowing this still continues to talk
to Canadians about breaking down the
trade barriers between the two countries.
He now knows that influential Americans
demand annexation as a return for the
trade privileges he desires. Is he, and
are those who hear him, willing to pay
this price for unrestricted reeiprocity. If
they are.let them at once throw off all
disgunise and openly advocate union with
the United States, for it is mow known
that that is the price which the Americans
ask for commercial tinion. It can be had
on no other terms. Sénator Sherman has
been at great pains to make that clear,

G00D ADVICE.

Ldrd Stanley went'out of the beaten
track a few days ago when, replying toan
address presented to him by the Sons.of
England. ' His speech ‘was not a mere
echo of the sentiments and wishes con-
tained in the address.. . The Sons went a
little’ out the ‘usual way to express the ar-
dor of their loyalty and their disapproval
of any movement thaf ' might have a ten-
dency to weaken. the bond ’that unites
Canada with the Mother Country. ‘Itis
eyident that'His Excellency thodght that
the Sons were not quite as liberal and ds
tolerant as they “ought. to be, and that
they.expected the government to do' for
the people of ' the Dominion what the
people.should do for themselves. He,
therefore, gave them a ‘mild little lecture
which will, we have no doubt, do them
some good.  He said;

1 now come to another portion of your
address which perhaps touches rather
graver matters than we are' aware of or
are used to discuss or touch upon at these
occasions.  To pass'them by would be a
dereliction of duty, but to enter into any
detailed discussion of the general prin-
ciples upon which you have touched here,
would be alike out of place. You'speak of
your loyalty and of yourready and willing
assistance towards the maintenange of the
dignity of the Empire. ‘‘These,” you
say, ‘“‘are more than meaningless words or
valueless phrases.” - I assuré you that I
am fully prepared to take them 'at your
own va.lqe. You gay: “In allcolonies,
dependencies, nations and empires, there
are elements -of discontent and discord
present, which only require an excitantto
bring them 'into open . and troublesome
action. Such elements - exist in Great
Britain, India and Canada. It is for
statesmen tO keep thé evil*leaven ' from
mass.” We must take things as we find
them. I, for one, am quite  prepated to
deal .with ‘matters;as they arise. ' But,
gentlemen, let me point out that you have
fallen into an unnatural jerror, if I am
allowed to say so, in throwing upon the

| shoadders of-statesmen the whole burden

of the difficulties with  which - we have to
deal. In these days itis the people as
much as ourselves who make the name of
the Dominion & great one, It is not with
the statesmen alone that thé decision of
these great questions rests. It isi with
the great majority’ whom it is our| duty
to: constitutionally obey; and I do not
doubt that your own society, acting
through ‘legitimate chanmels, willibe a
very potent element, as similar soéieties
are for the public good.

The following passage in his Lordship’s
reply touches upon an evil whichds com-
mon to all parts of the Dominion and one
which every intelligent man should do his
best to combat and lessen. Sectionalism
is likely to do much harm in this Do-
minion, and it must be very active and
conspicuous when a comparative stranger,
as the Governor-General is, eould have
been so forcibly struck by it gs to con-
sider it his duty to warn Canadians against
it:— g

T have observed,” said his Lordslip,
‘“ever since I came here—I do not say
among the majority or the minority—
a disposition to look upon the interests-of
particular localities or of a particular part
of the country, or what not, rather than
the interests of the Dominion of which we
are commop members. We are not here
for the benefit of one section or of one
¢lass or creed of the’community. We ‘are
here for the benefit of true, Joyal, and
constitutional subjects of her Majesty,
and of the Dominion; and in that capacity
—putting aside all- party prejudices—and
so0 far as we are aware all religious ani-
mosities, all religious difficulties—I trust
your society and all those who_are called
upon to act in any capacity whatever in
this. Dominion may do their utmost for
the welfare of her Majesty aifd the em-
pire, in order to insure a’ continuance 'of
prosperity and of peace.” v

We have no doubtgthat the critisims
and suggestions contaifxgi,r in the Gover-
nor-General’s reply to th® address of - the
Sons of England will be taken in good

thoughtful consideration of all patriotie
Canadians.

TaE New York Bulletin directs atten-
tioh to the dearness and scarcity of mac-
kerel: . No. 1 shore pow commands from
$26 to $28 a barrel, No. 2 $23 to $25, No.
3-$20.. These very high prices  have
caused the people to.enquire if some other
fish could not be found to supply the
place of mackerel in the Amerjcan markeét.
It suggests pickled salmon, which can be
sold at about $14, 2 barrel. The fish are
rather large, but they can be cut so as to
suit the market. Salmon is greatly liked
wherever it is used, and when it is once
introduced it will' mnot- be long
recommending itself - as a break-
fast relish. The . fish, howaver, which is
destined to supersede all others in!every
market of the continent is the black cod.
It is more delicate in flavor and- quite as
fat as the mackerel and it is better salt
than fresh. - Those who have eaten it con-
sider it superior to any salted fish that is
put up. When the: “‘skil” (for cod is a
nisnomer) fishery is established ' there
will be no difficulty in finding a substitute
for mackerel which is as superior to mack-
erel as the mackerel is to the herring.

WE SEE that it. has been decided to hold
a carhival in Montreal this winter on &
greater scale than ever before. These
carnivals are puerile affairs. The only
good they do is to 'advertise the city in
which they are held. As a spectacle they
do not amount to much, and to the enjoy-
mentof those Who attend them there are
a great many drawbacks. They, however,
attract many strangers to the places in
which shey are ‘held at a season of the
yéar when idle people are longing for
some new sensation and they are’s source
of profit to ‘shopkeepers and hotel man-
agers. If thereis very little good in them
there. is perhaps. not much harm. The
worst effect they have’in Canada is to
deepen and extend the impression,already.
too prevalent, that Canada is an. arctic
country whete winter lasts” the’ greater
part-of the year and where its inhabitants
ean; only. keep:themselves from:freezing to
death. by wrapping themselves up in
blankets and .furs—a country: in :which
the only palaces are of ice and the only
ambsements are- sleigh-riding, * toboggan-
ing and snow-shoeing: This notion :which
Canadian artists have done somuch to ex-
tend the winter carnivals in'Montreal
have done a very great deal to perpetuate.

“THIS IS A COLD WORED,”

C. F. Wootten, a Quiet, Gentlemanly Stranger,
Suicides in His Room at the Pritchard
House—Melaneholy Apparently
the Cause.

Just two months agé, on the night of
the 18th of August, a quiet, gentlemauly
stranger arrived in the'city by one of “the
Sound steamers And engaged a room at
the Pritchard House, under the name of
C. F. Whittaker. = He was apparently
about fifty years of age, b feet 8'inches in
height and was neatly.aid quietly dressed.
“He carried very little baggage, but’ had
plenty of ‘money with which 'to meet his
bills at the house.” Most of his' time he
spent at the hotel, where he”'was well
liked by all who knew him. ~He'was not
a drinking man ora gambler; and took'no
one into his confidence in . regard to his
family affairs or the business, if any,
whach called him to Victoria. ', ft'was un-
derstood among those who knew him best
that he was a mining man “and a former
resident of Virginia City. ‘On Wednesday
evening, between eight. gnd nine d¢’clock,
he came into the bar-réom and asked’the
night bar-tender fora newspaper, which
he read fora time and then' placed on the
table, watked to the bar and ' called for a
glass of whiskey, which he “drank. He
thenbid * the ~ bar-tender good might
and remarking that Hhe was: going
to take a  good  might’s ' sleep,
went up’ to, his room. ,On Thursday
morning ' the'  Chinaman went to his
room,. opening the door with his pass
key. He saw that the bed was occupied,
and supposing the occupant to be asleep,
locked the door again and left the room
as it was. Yesterday morning Mr, J. B.
Jones, the proprietor of the house, re-
marked to the bartender that it was
strange he had seen nothing of old man
Whittaker for a day orso. - They decided
to investigate, and opening the door they
found-the bed occupied by a corpse.-  On
the bureau were the keyvof the room, a
partially emptied ginger ale bottle con-
taining a dark colored liquid, and a letter
addressed to the Masons -of Victoria,
which read as follows, and which'led at
once to the belief thab the deceased had
suicided while'in a fit-of melancholia:—

Victoria, Oct. 17, 1888.

To any lodge of the F.and A, M. of
Victoria, B.C., please ‘give me & decent
burial. I am a member and P. M. of
Washoe Lodge, No. 2, Washoe City, Ne-
vada, U. S. A., and send. your bill to my
lodge. You will please inform James
| Twaddell, Tulare City, Tulare County,
Cala., of this, and instruct him to tell my
wife. I ask her forgiveness. No one to
blame but myself. Thisis a cold world:
Good bye, Josie, good bye. May God
bless you and protect you. Ihave dis-
graced you. Forgive me. This is all—

rank. .

Known in Victoria as Wittaker.  Good
bye, my leve, good bye FRANK.

The clothes of the dead man were found
on a chair. The pockets, however, con-
tained nothing of importance or which
could be connected with his death. Mr.
Jones at once notified the police and Cor-
oner Jackson by telephone, and an officer
arriving at once took charge of ‘the body.
