BEHRING SEA CLAIMS.

(From the New York Times.)
The ratification of the treaty providing 

for a commission to determine the 
claims of Canadian sealers against the 
United States on account of the seizure 
of vessels in Behring sea promises to 
put an end to that part of the old con­
troversy. It could have been ended 
with less trouble, and probably with 
less expense, by carrying out the agree­
ment of 1894
ment and the British minister for the 
payment of a lump sum, but Congress, 
in its assumed wisdom, refused to ap- 
priate the money.

There has been some misconception on 
this subject on both sides of the Atlan­
tic, and it may be well to recall the facts. 
This matter was not settled by the Paris 
Arbitration Tribunal in 1893, but the 
determination of the main question as 
to jurisdiction left no doubt of the re­
sponsibility of the United States gov­
ernment for the losses'. There was a 
“ special finding ” upon facts agreed 
upon by the agents of the two govern­
ments as to the seizure of fourteen ves­
sels and the driving of three others out 
of Behring Sea by our revenue cutters, 
but the question of the value of these 
and whether any of them were owned by 
citizens of the United States was with­
drawn from the arbitration without any 
prejudice to our right to raise it in sub­
sequent negotiations.

In 1894 Secretary Gresham and Min­
ister Pauncefote undertook, by amicable 
agreement, to provide for a settlement 
of uieae claims in the speediest and 
easiest way. After a careful examina­
tion of the claims in the light of all the 
circumstances and of the Paris decision, 
they agreed upon the payment by the 
United States Government, subject to 
the approval of Congress, of $425,000 to 
the British Government, which, subject 
to the .approval of Parliament, should

Alderman Marchant and Alderman 
Macmillan have, perhaps without know­
ing it, given the electors of Victoria dis­
trict a valuable object lesson. These two 
intolerant and domineering members of 
the City Council have shown what ob­
struction really means. The majority 
of the Council would not be dictated to 
by this minority of two. Since the 
minority could not have their own way 
they were determined that no business 
should be done, and they set about, by 
an abuse of the rules of discussion, 
bullying the majority. They would be as 
much in the right morally and their 
course would be more manly if they 
armed themselves with bludgeons and 
told the majority plainly that they 
would never allow the Cotfncil to pro­
ceed, unless the majority gave in and 
acted as they wished.

Who are these two councillors that 
they should try to coerce the majority?. 
They have just the same rights as any 
other two councillors, and they have no 
more than two votes. When they try 
by a contemptible trick to make those 
two votes equal to six or seven they do 
what every honest and fair-minded man 
sees is tyrannical and unfair. Whether 
they were right or wrong in their con­
tention makes not the slightest differ­
ence. The majority of the council have 
a right to manage its affairs, and if they 
make a mistake they must bear the re­
sponsibility. By resorting to the trick 
of obstruction Messrs. Marchant and 
Macmillan have shown that they are not 
to be trusted with power.

It can easily be seen if such conduct as 
theirs should become general, delibera­
te bodies would be turned into perfect 
bear gardens and parliamentary govern­
ment would be impossible. What Aider- 
men Marchant and Macmillan have done 
on a small scale in a little theatre, the 
obstructionist faction in Ottawa have 
done on a larger scale and in a wider 
field. The conduct of both minorities 
was tricky and unmanly and opposed to 
good and orderly government, and should 
be discountenanced in every way by all 
lovers of constitutional government, let 
them belong to what party they may.

“We arrived at Kodiak on March 10, 
after an uneventful trip of thirteen 
days. We made remarkably good time 
during the first part of our voyage, blit 
on March 13 the wind became very light. 
Otherwise we could have made the trip 
within ten days. We were the first to 
arrive at Kodiak this season, and were 
received with great honors. The past 
winter has been a very severe one, 
and great quantities of snow and ice 
are everywhere in sight. We are un­
able to gain any positive information 
regarding the condition of the ice in Tarn- 
again Arm, but the natives are all 
of the opinion that on account of the se­
verity of tiie past season the ice in the 
arm must be very great, and think it will 
be impossible to-reach Six-Mile creek be­
fore the middle of May. The weather is 
very pleasant and not colder than in 
Seattle when he left. We have been in 
port for the past week waiting for favor­
able winds to sail up the inlet. The 
wind has been blowing a perfect gate, 
but we expect to sale for Keria to-mor­
row.”

wasMr. Justice Drake Refuses to Quash 

the Conviction in the 
McAnn Case.

Argument Heard by the Full Court 
Yesterday in Griffiths vs. Can- 

- onica and Ralston.

A judgment on an interesting point of 
law was given yesterday by Mr. Justice 
Drake on the motion to quash the con­
viction of one McAnn by Magistrate 
Wright, of Kaslo. The judge refused to 
quash the convection, his reasons being 
as follow :

I

The magistrate in this case having 
convicted the defendant of an infraction 
of a by-law adjudged a penalty which 
was in excess of the penalty allowed by 
law. The conviction was drawn up and 
transmitted to the countv court in ac­
cordance with section 81 of Cap. 26, 
1889, of provincial statutes. On 17th 
December, 1895, a rule nisi to quash the 
conviction was obtained. In pursuance 
of the rule the magistrate returned an 
amended conviction, omitting the hard 

• labor which had been imposed in the 
first instance. The point was raised 
that after a conviction had been returned 
to the county court and there filed no 
amendment could be made. On this 
I>oint ex parte Austen, 4 L.T., 102, was 
cited, and Lord Coleridge says that no 
authority exists which supports the doc­
trine that once a bad conviction has 
been filed in the records of the quarter 
sessions the magistrate in answer to a 

- rule to set it aside may return a good 
one. I don’t think Lord Coleridge means 
that after a conviction has once been 
returned to the quarter sessions it can­
not be altered in any respect, as the 
contrary has been held in many cases. 
See Selwood v. Mount, cap. 9, p. 76, 
and Charter v. Graeme, 13 Ad., and 
Ellis, N.S., 216. But a conviction im­
perfect from some error or omission in 
drawing it up, although returned to the 
county court, can be cured by return­
ing a good conviction in answer to a writ 
of certiorari. The statute 12 and 13 
Vic., cap. 45, sec. 7, was passed in order 
to remedy the frequent failure of 
justice owing to conviction being set 
aside on objections to the form of the 
order or judgment irrespective of the 
truth or merits of the matters in ques­
tion, and it enacts that if upon return of 
a writ of certiorari any objection shall 
be made on account of" any omission or 
mistake the court on proof can correct 
the same, and until the conviction is 
formally returned the magistrate 
turn a good conviction without the errors 
or mistaks complained^ of. Chaney v. 
Payne, 1 Q. B., 712. The question then 
arises whether the adjudication which 
inflicted hard labor can when the magis­
trates return a conviction omitting the 
hard labor be treated as bad. The 
of Regina v. Hartley, 20 Q.B., 481, seems 
very much in point, and the case of' Re­
gina v. Brady, 12 O. R., where the court 
held that the adjudication was varied by 
a change in the infliction of a fine or im­
prisonment, that such a step could only 
be taken in the presence of the defend­
ant. being in fact a new judgment, was 
not overruled. The court can only look 
at the conviction returned, and that con­
viction is valid on its face. The original 
adjudication imposing hard labor was 
not acted upon; if it had been I think 
the defect could not be cured by return­
ing a valid conviction. I abstain from 
laying down any general rule as to what 
errors and mistakes in a conviction 
where the magistrate had jurisdiction 
over the subject matter can or cannot 
be cured by returning a proper convic­
tion. I think the rule should be refused 
without costs, as the original conviction 
was undoubtedly bad.

INSURGENTS SURRENDER.
Havana, April 23.—It was reported 

to-day that one thousand insurgents in 
the province of Pinar del Rio had 
rendered unconditionally to the Spanish 
authorities. The town and district of 
Baracoa, province of Santiago de Cuba, 
are described as being in a horrible state 
on account of famine. Daring the month 
of March, of last year, only nine people 
in that district died, but this year dur­
ing the same month, seventy-one per­
sons died.

There is said to be great discontent be­
tween the whites and the blacks who 
compose the insurgent armies in the 
field. They all want to be leaders, it 
appears, and it is asserted that the 
blacks say that when Antonio Maceo re­
turns eastward he will have to fulfil his 
promise of seeing that the negroes are 
treated on an equality with the whites.
On the other hand, it is rumored that 
Maceo is worn out with fatigue and un­
able to cross the military line. Under 
these circumstances, it is added, he is 
going to try and save himselfandothers.

The plan, as outlined here, is to have 
his forces make an attack upon the 
military line, and if they are repulsed 
with serious loss he will propose to 
capitulate. Other versions of the story 
has it that Maceo will not try to cross 
the line until President Cleveland de­
cides upon the question of the belliger­
ency of the Cuban insurgents.

west.

The latter made excellent prac­
tice, firing about 215 shots, destroying 
the small reservoirs used for the storage 
of water, riddling the barracks, beating 
down the ' storehouses and doing great 
damage to the fortifications.

Three times the insurgents sent mes­
sengers to the fort offering to accept the 
surrender of the garrison with honor, 
but the Spaniards refused to give up the 
fort, and with great enthusiasm answer­
ed their intention of accepting death be­
fore surrender. The behavior of the 
Spaniards so impressed the messen­
ger of the insurgents, that after 
his last visit to the fort, 
he decided to remain under the 
Spanish flag. He said that the in­
surgents, during the first day’s fighting, 
lost thirty-three killed, among them 
being the insurgent Colonel Pena, who 
had recently landed in Cuba, and that, 
in addition, the enemy had 
wounded. The messenger was unable 
to say how many insurgents were killed 
during the other days’ fighting. The 
garrison only had eight men wounded.

News of the siege of Fort Zanja was 
carried to Manzanillo, and Gen. Hunoz, 
with a column of troops soon afterwards 
left that city on board four small gun-' 
boats and two tugboats for the river 
Canto, and protected by the guns of the 
warships, the troops were landed at two 
points in the vicinity of the besieged fort. 
The insurgents no sooner saw the.troops 
landing than they beat a retreat. As 
soon as all the soldiers were ashore the 
column started in pursuit of the insur­
gents and followed them to Jaguez 
Camanaiguan, where General Hunoz de­
stroyed the large camp which had pre­
viously been the rendezvous of the in­
surgent forces of the districts.

A SIMPLE QUESTION.

The Times is perfectly right when it 
■Bays that it is absurdly false to say that 
the Constitution requires the Dominion 
Parliament to restore Separate schools to 
Manitoba. It is also true that the law 
•did not require the Court to hang Stroe- 
bel. What the law did was to give the 
Court the power to try murderers, to con­
vict them and to punish them. In the 
same way the Constitution of Manitoba 
gives the Governor-tieneral in Council 
power to hear appeals from the acts of 
the Manitoba Legislature and invests 
Parliament with power to redress by 
remedial legislation any grievance that 
in its judgment may have been imposed 
upon the minority by those acts.

We are surprised that at this time of 
day the Times questions the authority of 
the Governor-General in Council and 
the Parliament of the Dominion to deal 
with such cases as that which the ob­
structive minority in Parliament would 
not allow the majority to consider and 
decide upon. Our contemporary ought 
to know that it wastes its space when it 
raises objections which have been an­
swered and shown to be of no force.

In order to make the matter so plain 
that any person of average intelligence 
will understand it, we will quote the sec­
tion of the Manitoba Act which applies 
to the case, the one on which the Judi­
cial Committee of ^the Privy Council 
founded its decision. Sub-section 2 of 
section 22 of that act reads as follows :

“An appeal shall lie to the Governor- 
General in Council from any act or de­
cision of the Legislature of the Province 
or of any Provincial authority affecting 
any right or privilege of the Protestant 
or Roman Catholic minority of the 
Queen’s subjects in relation to educa­
tion.”

This is very plain. The Manitoba 
school act of 1890 was an act of the 
Legislature of Manitoba. It took from 
the Roman Catholic minority privileges 
in relation to education which they had 
enjoyed for nineteen years. The 
minority, under the section we have 
quoted, appealed to the Governor-Gen­
eral in Council against that act. A 
question was raised at the time whether 
the Governor-General in Council had the 
power to entertain their appeal and to 
take action upon it. In order to resolve 
all doubts and to make sure that 
the Governor-General in Council pos­
sessed the power to hear the appeal of 
the minority, the advice of the J udicial 
Committee of the Privy Council wag ap­
plied for just in the same way as a pri­
vate person would in a case that was 
considered difficult get the best legal 
•pinion that 
Dominion Government could have heard 
the appeal without looking for any other 
professional advice than that of their 
own official legal adviser. But if they 
did so a howl would no doubt have been 
raised and it would have been declared 
that the Government were acting illeg­
ally; that they were doing what the 
Constitution did not warrant them to 
do. So the Government very prudently' 
determined to get an Opinion oh thé 
case that would be considered authorita­
tive and that could not be questioned 
even by the enemies of Manitoba’s mi­
nority. The opinion of the Judicial 
Committee was 'such that Mr. Dalton 
McCarthy himself was obliged to admit 
publicly that it was good law.

The Dominion Government having 
satisfied themselves that they had power 
to entertain the appeal of the minority, 
heard it and forwarded their decision to 
the Government of Manitoba.

“ In case any such Provincial law as 
from time to time seems to the Gov­
ernor-General iu Council requisite for 
the due execution of the provisions 
of this section is not made, oi* 
in case any decision of the 
Governor * General in Council on 
any appeal under this section is not duly 
executed by the proper Provincial 
authority in that behalf, then, and in 
every such case, and only in so far as 
the circumstances of each case may re­
quire, the ^Parliament of Canada may 
make remedial laws for the due execu­
tion of the provisions of this section and 
of any decision of the Governor-General 
in Council under this section.”

As the Government of Manitoba paid 
no attention to the decision of the Gov- 
ernor-Genéral in Council, all that îe- 
mained for the Dominion Government 
to do was to submit the case to the Pai - 
liament of Canada as the law directs. It 
was competent for the Governor-General 
in Council, that is, the Dominion Gov­
ernment, to tell the appellants that

“Inview of this comparison it does 
not seem possible to say that the eights 
and privileges of the Roman Catholic 
minority in relation to education have;

The 
system of education embodied in the 
acts of 1890, no doubt commends itself 
to and adequately supplies the wants of 
the great majority of the inhabitants of 
the Province, All legitimate grounds of 
complaint woujd be removed if that 
system were supplemented by provisions 
which would remove the grievance upon 
which the appeal -is founded, and were 
modified so far as might be necessary to 
give effect to these provisions.”

We trust now tbart, our contemporary 
sees that the Manitoba minority had a 
coestitetional right to appeal to the 
Governor-General in Council—practi­
cally the Dominion - Government ; 
that it is within the jurisdiction 
of the Dominion Government to hear 
that appeal, and to take action 
upon it; and that tbe Dominion Parlia­
ment is the tribunal appointed by the 
Constitution to -decide upon the merits 
of the appeal, and to provide a remedy 
if, in its judgment, a remedy is required. 
The proceedings in the Manitoba case, 
therefore, being from beginning to end 
constitutional, we trust that our con­
temporary sees that it is unreasonable 
and dishonest to apply to them the term 
coercion in a bad sense. It would be as 
reasonable and as honest to apply the 
term coercion in such a sense to the pro­
ceedings of a court of law and to the de­
cision of the judge in a case in which 
one of the suitors is compelled to do 
what is contrary to his intentions and 
his wishes, as to apply it to the course 
pursued by the Government in the 
Manitoba case.

AN UNSCRUPULOUS FACTION.

The session of the Dominion Parlia­
ment just closed has been remarkable for 
the obstruction to legislation offered by 
a number of men, Liberals and malcon­
tent Conservatives. This faction made 
obstruction, and nothing else, their pol­
icy. They were, when all told, but a 
small minority of the House, but the 
circumstances were peculiarly favorable 
to their trickery and their unprincipled 
policy. Parliament had but a short 
time to live and they saw that if they 
could endure the physical strain that 
would be put upon them while carrying 
out a policy of obstruction it was possi­
ble for them to effectually block legisla­
tion. With tjie aid of a number of hy­
pocritical Grits who pretended to 
disapprove of obstruction they 
succeeded. Notwithstanding the her­
culean efforts of the Government, 
to push the remedial bill through the 
House before the 23rd of April they 
withstood the Government so obstinately, 
that the Ministers saw that if they 
wished to pass any of the estimates they 
must drop the remedial bill.

A good many would consider it satis­
factory to know exactly, or nearly ex­
actly, where Mr. Laurier stands to-day 
on the trade question.

The fer­
vor of Mr. Laurier’e affection 
for unrestricted reciprocity was very 
great and his protestations of regard and 
constancy exceedingly strong. Here is 
one of them, made in Toronto in 1889 :

“ The policy which we advocate and 
will continue to advocate is the removal 
of all commercial barriers between this 
country and the United States. The 
Liberal party will remain true to the 
cause until it has triumphed. I do not 
expect to win in a day or a yepr. I am 
prepared for a long battle, and to stand 
in the cold shades of opposition until 
the cause has triumphed.”

After the-douche of cold water which 
Mr. Blake threw on the Grit party in 
his Durham letter, Mr. Laurier’s affec­
tion for unrestricted reciprocity cooled 
very considerably. We next find that 
he was terribly smitten with free trade 
as they have it in England.

While it is true that the passing of 
the remedial bill was a very important 
part of the business of the session, it 
was not its only business.
