SUBSIDIARY HIGH COURT POWERS,

Sec. 1.—The subsidiary high court is the
source: of all legitimate authority of the
ancient order of foresters in the Dominion
of Canada. It possesses exclusive jurisdic-
tion and power, subject, however, to such
laws as reserve certain rights to the high
court of the order.

To establish, regulate and control the
forms, ceremonies, “written and unwritten
work, and to provide for the safe keeping
and uniform teaching and dissemination of
the same.

To provide and furnish all lecture books,
dispensations, emblems, certificates, clear-
ances, and such other goods or parapherna-
lia as may be necessary for the uniform
working of the order.

To provide for the distribution of all pass-
words, and regulate the mode and manner
of using the same, and to prescribe such
regulations as may be necessary to secure
the safe and easy intercourse and indentifi-
cation of the brethren.

To establish the order in the Dominion
of Canada where the same has not been in-
stituted.

To provide a revenue, by means of a per
capita tax on each subordinate court, and
charges for supplies furrished.

To provide for annual and other returns
from cach distriot and subordimwbe court
under its jurisdiction,

To hear and determine through its final

| arbitrators all appeals from district or sub-

ordinate courts not in district,in accordance
with the tions of the order.

To enact laws and regulations of general
application to carry into effect -the forego-
ing, and all other powers reserved by these
laws, to the subsidiary high court or its ex
ecutive council, and such as may be neces-
sary to enforce its legitimate authority over
district and subordinate courts under its
jurisdiction.

To t dispensations to district courts;
to de%l:: the territorial extent of their
jurisdiction ; to grant dispensations to sub-
ordinate courts not within the territorial
jurisdiction of any district or court, and to
provide a constitution for each subordinate
court under itg jurisdiction.

Sec. 2.—All laws dnd dlterations in laws,
made at the high court meeting of each
year, shall come into effect'om the 1st of
October following, and other resolutions of
the subsidiary high court not intended to
be embodied as laws shall be binding at
the conclusion of the sittings of the subsi-
diary high court, unless otherwise ordered
by the meeting.

The meeting was addressed by the

E. J. Tye, * That we es-
tablish a subsidary high court for Canada.”
Carried.

Moved by Bro. G. Pallis, seeonded by
Bro. H. Webster, ‘ That the executive
council of the order shall be selected from
the district in which the executive council
is held, and that the council shall be resi-
nent within a radius of ten miles of the
centre of the city or town in which the
high  court is held.” Lost.

EXHUMING A MASTODON,
it
A Monster Dug Up in Oxford—The Bomes in
Splendid Condition—Probability of their
Coming to Toronto.

The attention of Hon. Adam Crooks
having been called to the discovery of the
remains of a mastodon in Oxford county,
he at once communicated with Professor
Ramsay Wright of University college, and
the latter gentleman went up to the scene
of the discovery on Saturday. He was ac.
companied by Mr. Arch. Pride, the assis-
tant curator of the college museum. On
arrival at Woodstock they were met by
Mr. Patullo of the Sentinel, who conducted
them to wkere some of the bones were on
exhitition at the market square. = The
lower jaw, all the cervicle vertebr, except
the atlas, the first two dorsal, the fourth
dorsal, fourteen ribs, twelve belonging  to
one side (varying from the first rib down to
the last), the humerus, the radius, the
ulna, the carpel and the metacarpel, bones
were exposed. They were extremely old,
but in very good condition. The professor
was of opinion that they were the oldest he
had yet seen. The man who had
dug them wup ran the exhibition,
but the show was suddeniy closed
by the market constable insisting on the
license fee of ten dollars. This was too
much for the amateur showman and he took
his bones home,

A party was then formed to visit the
scene of the discovery, five miles from
Woodstock. Among those presen’. were :
G. R. Patullo, Judge McQueen, Mr. Wol-
verton, Rev. Wm. Ashley, Rev, Wm. Mec-
Mullen, W. H. Van Ingen, G. Van Ingen,
Prof. Ramsay Wright and Mr. Pride. On
reaching the spot where the bones were dis-
covered they found that it was a peat moss
bog with considerable elevation -all round.
The bog from the nature of the ground
must have been under water a considerable
part of the year, and this added to the
preservation of the remains. The lateness
of the hour interfered with further search ;
but the farmer promised Professor Wright
that he would make more excavations im-
mediately in search of the remaining bones.
The farmer will doubtless come across
the remaining bones, and an effort will be
made to secure them for the university.
If this is done they will be brought to To-
ronto and mounted in the museum, where
they would prove a great attraction. The
animal found is similar to one exhibited by
showmen in this city some time ago as a |
behemoth. In a letter to the Globe at the
time Professor Wright showed that the re-
mains were those of a mastodon.

RAILWAYS AND RATES.

CLEVELAND, O., Oct. 24 —The Sheriff

cago to New York, 20c ; Philadelphia, 18c:;
Baltimore, 17¢ per hundred.
PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 24.—The Pennsyl-
vania railroad has determined to increase
all through passenger rates from the east
to points west of Pittsburg to-morrow.

It is not to
be supposed that the volume or volumes
that will result will be published shortly;
indeed Mrs. Garfield and Col. Rockwell, to
whom she has communicated her purpose,
have ‘intimated that the proper time will
be taken to assure completeness and ac-

It may or it may not; let ‘us hope, it
will.

THE POPE A PRISONER,

The whole Catholic world is deeply
maoved over Phe present situation at Rome.
So strained are the relations between the
quirinal and the vatican, and so hostile is
the temper of the Roman populace, that
the pentiff is virtually reduced to the
grievous alternative of imprisonment or
‘4\»!"v

When tke city of Rome was incorporated
with the Italian kingdom his holiness was
guaranteed that he should have, the attri-
butes of temporal sovereignty, though his
territory was limited by the walls of the
vatican.

1t was well understood, however, that
the pope would often be constrained to
leave his circumseribed dominions, whether
to visit- the most famous basilica of St.
P’e‘er’s, or to seek refugein a more healthful
leea'ity from the fever-laden air which
11als of Rome at certain seasons the most

ivus of dwelling vlaces. It was as-
sumea that on such occasions the Italian

government, professing, s it does, to up-
hold the Catholic religion, would accord to
the head of the church at least as much
protection - and respect as it would
give to any other sovereign travel.
ling within its territory, The Catholic
world would have experienced a shock of
indignation had it been told in 1870 that
the practical ontcome of the papal guaran-
tees would be the conversion of a palace
into a prison, from which voluntary exile
would offer the sole means of escape.

Such, however, seems to be at present
the hard predicament in which Leo XIIL is
placed. The unseemly demonstrations of
enmity and vindictivenessjwhich took place
in the streets of Rome when the remains
of Pius IX. wereborne from their temporary
to their permanent sepulchre, have been
followed by such flagrant exhibitions of
popular hostility toward his successor as
the Italian governmant would not -suffer
to be offered to the offiicial representa-
tives of the weakest state in Eu-
rope. The indignities to which the pontiff
has been subjected culminated on the
Sunday before last, when he was con-
strained to steal privily through the streets
to his throne in St. Peter’s, in order to be-
stow his benediction on a great company of
pilgrims assembled in the church. That
he could not venture to perform this duty
without humiliating precautions was de-
‘monstrated by the fact that on the same day
the pilgrims were insulted and assaulted by
the crowd, who yelled ¢ Death to the
Pope !" and “ Down with the Vatican !” It
is not surprising that Leo XIIIL, under the
stress of such painful circumstances, should
have pointed out how gravely bis dignity
and security were impaired, and should
have asked Catholics to pray for his liberty
and independence.

From these facts it is evident that the
pepe’s withdrawal from Rome is an impor-
tant and pressing question in his court.
The principal difficulty is to settle ona
suitable asylum hither to retire. The
island of Malta has been suggested but
there are considerable difficulties in the
way. A Spanish city has also been named,
and it is even reported that Bismarck has
offered to place Colonge at the disposal of
Leo. :

THE CHRARACTER OF CHRIST.

Wwill

The annual sermon of the Methodist mis-
sionary society was preached in the Me-
tropolitan church last night by the Rev.
George Douglas, president of the general
conference. His text was Isaiah xlii., 1-4
—the office of Christ. Christ was the eter-
nal fountain of wisdom to the universe and
herein lay one answer to those who said that
science and religion were antagonistic.
Rightly understood, science was the best
support and exponent of religion. Sppak-
ing of the tenderness of Christ. he said’that
as the greatest sufferer Himself He knew+
best- how to sympathise with sufferers.
Men spoke of the beauty of nature ; for his
part she filled him with a feeling of terror.
3he was hard and unfeeling, unsympathetic,
cruel, and relentless. So in the world they
found wealth and power crushing weakness
to the earth. How different was the char-
acter of Christ, ‘‘ A bruised reed shall He
not break and the smoking flax shall He
not queneh.” He went forth to comfort
the wretched and sorrowful, to lift up the
weak and to heal the wounded. God would
sooner blot out every star in heavem than
quench the qujvering hope of the penitent.

DR. LORD ON HILDEBRAND.

Dr. Lord delivered the first of a series of
historical lectures in Shaftesbury hall last
night, his subject being ¢ Hildebrand ; the
Papal Ppwer.” The lecture opened with
a boldly \drawn sketch of the state of so-
ciety in the eleventh century, and particu-
larly of,!th\: church, its monasteries and
conventy, which wece in a completely de-
based condition. Hildebrand, or to use his
papal title, Gregory the Seventh, was des-
tined to play the part of a reformer of these
evils. He was a man peculiarly fitted by
energy and courage for such a task. More-
over, he was perfectly unscrupulous about
the means he employed, holding that they
were justified by the great end he had in
view. In all these respects the lecturer com-
pared him to Oliver Cromwell. Thetwo great
reforms for which he strove were the re-
establishment of celibacy among the priests,
which had been openly infringed, and the
abclition of simony.

In this work of reform he soon found
himself opposed to the then emperor of
Germany, and the account of the struggle
between the two great potentates formed
oneof the finest portions of the lecture.
Cursed with the terrible ‘curse of excom-
munication. shunned by his own subjects
as an unholy being, the emperor succumbed
and rendered to Hildebrand the most
abject homage. This course the lecturer
himself strongly condemed, holding that no
threat should have induced him to sell his
empireto the papal power.

THE IRISH QUESTION.

To the Editor of The Toronto World.

Str,—So long as the Irish agitators in
their demand exceeded not the bounds of
reason, our, sympathies were with them ;
but immediately they set themselves up as
the virtuel rulers of their country and bid
defiance to the British government in face
of the fact ‘that all was being done by the
latter to ‘ameliorate their condition that
[ could reasonably be expected; our sympa-
thies were withdrawn.  Ome cannot help
feeling, as he -traces back a few hundred

ears of Irish history, -or rather English

istory, that the height of an Irishman’s
ambition is to~ be imprisoned for rebelling
agaiost the a.utbotitg of the British govern-
ment.” 'This gives him a name which ever
afterwards serves as & -word among his
countrymen in all parts of the world. He
is looked upon as a martyr who has snffer-
ed in his country’s behalf.” If their demand
for home rule was conceded - their next de-
mand would, undoubtedly, be repeal of the
union. This obtained, the consequences
would be England, by making such conces-
sions, would have sacrificed her own safety.
We are now told that Mr. Gladstone com-
mitted a blunder in arresting Parnell, the
leader of the agitation, or more properly
speaking, the rebellion. But there was no
other course open to Lim, unless he showed
the white feather and allowed 5;000,000
Celts to trinamph over five times their pum-
ber of Saxons. Thereis really no sense in
men pouring out streams of violent vitu-
peration upon the head of Mr. Gladstone,
as if he were some absolute and despotic
ruler instead of being merely the: elected’
representative of a majority of the people,
liable to be turned out of office at any
time he gives displeasure to those whom it
is his bounden duty to faithfully strive
to serve in accordance with ‘the
usage of constitutional government. To
have - conceded  that ~ which the
Irish agitators demanded would bave
cost him not only his office.but in all prob-
ability bis head. It isall very easy for
Wendell Philips and the Toronto Mail, and
other men, - and other journals, to make
firey speeches, and publish abusive articles
denouncery of the ablest, wisest, and
most liberal statesman that ever stood at
the helm of the British ship of state. But
let them put themselves in his place. He
has labored beyond his strength endeavor-
ing to legislate measurers of a consiliatory
nature, but the unreasonablenessof the
agitators render abortive for the time being
the working of those beneficial measures.
As it wasin the past, so we find it to-day,
the greatest ememies of Ireland are not
found - among British statesmen, but among
her own people, who obstruct legislation in
the house of commons, simply for the sake
of causing annoyance, and unwisely agitate
and stir up discontent at home; collect and
squander the hard earned money of those
whom they pretend to feel so much interest
in, and for whbose welfare they propose to
be willing to die. They do their country
more harm in one or two years by their
folly, than home rule could possibly do good
in-fifty years. But somé -person may ask
why should Canada enjoy- home rule and
prospective independence, and not Ireland ?
The answer is plain: In the first place there
is no analogy between the two cases—in the
one unity is strength, in the other, weak-
ness. By disuniting England and Ireland
both countries would be injuriéd, for both
would be weakened. Oh the other hand
by severing the connection between Canada
and Great Britain, the latter would not be
weakened but rather strengthened thereby;
and Canada would undoubtedly make much
greater progress when entirely free to man-
age her own affairs. 'If those men who are
continually heaping no end of calumny
upon Mr. Gladstone would buit haltlong
enough to ask themselves this simple ques-
tion, What shouldI doif I' wasin his
place ?

THE COAL TAX.

How the Dealers Propose to Settle Who Pays
the Duty.

The Mail and other_papers supporting
the government, and the Globe and other

it learned yesterday that the coal dealers
themselves are greatly exercised over it,
and are determined ‘to take aetion in the
matter.

In answer to this, it is un-
derstood that the dealers have drawn u
document, signed by all, to the effect that
if the government remove the tax they
will at once reduce the price fifty cents a
ton. At all events, the dealers met at the
Rossin yesterday and interviewed Hon.
Senator Aikins, minister of inland revenue,
on the matter. He promised to bring it be-
fore his colleagues.
