7 agreed to their request, Here it may be
worth while to mention that the Times
réceived its report of the interview [from
the colonial office, a fact which shows that
both the address and the reply were formol
state  documents, every word of
which - was  weighed and con-
sidered bq?:hnnd. ~ All  the more
importance, WHerefore, attaches to every
word of what was said in the address, and
every word of what the colonial minister
said in reply, The reply appesred in our
yesterday's issue, it may be as well now to
give the address, in order that our readers
may see the terms in which the colonial
agents asked for recognition :

My Lord,—~On behalf of the accredited represen~
tives of all the self-governing colonles, I am charged
to effer to yeur lordship our congratulat! upon
your acceptance of the office of secretary of state for
the colonies, and your of those duties
which were usefully disobarged by you under a
former administration,

We especially wish to thank your lordship for
giving us this opportunity to convey to you the for-
mal and united expression of the loyal attachment
of the great dependencies of the empire, which we
have the honor to represent, to our most gracious
sovereign, and the anxiqus desire entertained by all

* her colonial subjects to promote the prosperity and
tomsintain the permanence of the empire.

We, welcome the present interview as evincing an
appreciation of the growing importance of the cou.
stitutional colonles, and we trust that our personal
usefulness in serving our respective governments,
will be promoted by & more formal rescognition than
bhas hitherto been feund advisable, of the deep in-
terest which is felt by the colonfes in all that con-
cerns the welfare of the nation, of which they re-
gard themselves an integral part,

We eipecially rejoice that as representatives of
groat communities in vety varied and distant por-
tlons of the world, we are able, unitedly, to testify
to the welfare and prosperity which has uniiormly
followed the concession of local constitutiona! gov.
ernment, while enhancing the attachment to the
mether country of these dependencies, ©

In conelusion, we desire to express our conviction
that, under your lurdship’s administiutien, the in-
terests of the colonial empire will not fail to receive
every consideration, and that we shall pereonally
continue to find the same courtesy and Sattention
which we have ever experienced from the coloniul

The claim of the agents.general for- more
formal recognition than has hitherto been
accorded them matks a stage in the ineyit-
able development of the relations between
the mother country and the colonies, , .

‘I'be agents-general of the colonies
are "the channels of communication de-
veloped by a natural process to take the

place which the re[)uunntivsu of the
crown can no longer fill, - Their first duties
were to negotiate loans, to look after emi-
1ration, wnd to act generally as commercial
representatives, By imperceptible degrees
'they. have -assumed diplomatic funetions,
they have risen from consuls to envoys and
bave become the mouthpieces of their gov.

purposes.
Up to a certain point this process of de-
velopment.could go on very well without
formal recognition, but it is now felt to be
time that the agents-general should enjoy
the status of acoredited representatives of
their governments To obtain this status is
the resl object of the interview with Lord
Derby, and that, it must be conceded, goes
almost without saying. By a process which
we are ‘powerless to check or contro!, they
have come to be the only channel through
which  the imperial "goveinment can
obtain authentic knowledge of the aims and
wishes of acolonial one, and it ought, there-
