George W. Yarker, late manager of the
Toronto branch of the bank of Montreal,

has been appointed general manager of the
Federal bank, What Mr. Strathy’s posi-
tion exactly is we cannot say, the changes
in regard to that . gentleman having
been so numerous that he. does
not probably know himself. OnThursday
morning he was  deposed, restored at
noon, deposed again in the afternoon, and
Mr, Ingram appointed, On Saturday he
he was again appointed, and in the even-
ing it was announced that Mr.
- Yarker was the geveral manager. Per-
haps Mr, Strathy is now to be the man-
ager of the Toronto business. Among
other changes it is likely that the Mon-
treal branch will be closed, and there will
be important changes most likely in sey-
eral of the agencies, new men being putin
their places. There will also be changes
in the personnel of the staff at the head

office.

It is now admitted that the rest of the
bank heretofore stated in the reports to
- tohave been a million and a half, or 50
per cent. of the capital stock, is fictition
and that the stock will have to be reduce
one-third in order to put the bank on a
sound oasis. °

The following announcement was issued
yesterday ae an extra of the Telegram:

The follo is offi and has been hand-
ed to us for publication by the committee of
bankers:

“*A meeting of the rerrmntmves of the
banks in Toronto was held at the office of the
Ontario bank at noon on Saturday, to consider
the position of the Federal bank. A commit-
tee consisting of Mr. Yarker, manager of the
®ank of Montreal, Mr. Anderson, general

and Mr. Kemp, assistant

general manager of the bank of Com-
merce, Mr. Plummer, assistant general
manager of the Merchant’s bank, Hol-
land, general manager of the Ontario bank,
Mr. Coulson, cashier of the bank of Toronto,
and Mr. Wilkie, cashier of the Imperial bank,
inted, who, after a careful examina-

e assefs weresatisfied that the bank

is solvent beyond question, and abundantly

able to meet all its liabilities, and that under
competent ment the business can go on
without interrupbtion. The committes having
learned that the board ~endeavored to
secure the services of Mr. Yarker, pressed
that gentleman to twoeg: the position, and at
a meeting of the board held lndthe evel‘zixjrgtae

bank of Canada. - The fullest confidence in

the report of the committee and the appoint-
ment of Mr. Yarker was expressed by the
mn.naﬁera of the bank of British North Amer-
ica, Merchants’,  Dominion and Standard
banks, who were present, but had not acted
on the committee.

This statement is not a satisfactory one.
It does not say that the other banks have
really come to the assistance of the Fed-
eral, and haye agreed to advance money
sufficient to meet any calls that may be
made on the head office to-day, or on its
fourteen or fifteen branches throughout

the province. The men who issued the
above circular, however, are competent
men and know what they are doing; but
they should have taken the public more
into their confidence, and should have
given . them some exact statement
as to the liabilities of the bank
and as to its assets. Still we are
-assured that the representatives of the
Merchants’ bank, - the Ontario, the To-
" ronto, the Dominion, Commerce and Mol-
son’s agreed to see the Federal through,
and a paper to this effe¢t was drawn up, so
it is reported, by the golicitor of the Fed-
eral and sigiied by them. If this is so, the
bank ought to have no trouble in meeting
®any calls npon it. It is further stated by
friends of the bank that telegrams have
been sent to all the agencies of other banks
in places where the Federal has branches
to assist rhe Federal in every way.

Three millions of the gssets of the bank
is locked up, and cannot therefore be
realized at present. Over a million and a
third of this is in Manitoba, and a million
in the Potts lnumber company.

The removal of Mr. Ingram is one of the
principal topics of conversation. ' When he
came up here on Thursday he was called
into consultation by the board and told
them plump and plain that he would do
nothing unless given the general manager-
ship. In the funk the board then was
they consented, and deposed Mr. Strathy
without having made out a case against
the latter., They got it into their heads
that they had to make a change in the
management, and they bowed to the dicta-
tion of Mr. Ingram ; but when they began
to go to other banks there seemed to be a
want of confidence in Mr. Ingram,g for
what reason it could not exactly be learned.
The true reason The World suspects to be
this :. that he was an out-and out speculat-
ing Wanker, as distinguished from one who
devoted his attention to«legitimate bank- 3
ing. When he was appointed to the man-
agership in Montreal, he was appointed for
the very reason that he was an expert in
dangerous banking, in that kind of banking
whiehadvances money on stocks and expects
to make high profits thereby. - Mr. Nord-
heimsr was warned at the time that Mr,
Ingram was not the man to be entrusted
with a safe business ; but that if ie wanted
a high flyer Mr. Ingram was just the
man. The president, so we are informed,
said *“that is the kind ot a man we want.”
The clerks in the Toronto office as soon as
they heard that Mr, Ingram was to be over
them signed a- round robin that
they would not serve under him,
And when his name was an-
nounced in connection with the new deal
the other banks sgenzed to take no stock in
it, and owing to the pressure they brought
to bear on the directors, and the announce-
ment that Mr. Ingram had not been suc-
cessful in making certain arrangements
whereby he hoped to raise money in Mont-
real,they summarily removed him and began
negotiations with Mr. Yarker, the result
being that the latter was made genmeral

manager at a salary of $15,000 a year’

guaranteed for two .years. It is hinted
that he will get a cash bonusas well. This
is at least double offMr, Yarker’s former
income.

Mr. Yarker has been in the service of
the bank of Montreal for a long time, and
ought to be thoroughly conversant with
the banking business. It is true he has
pever been in sppreme command until
pow, but every man has to make a begin-
ping and his former experience ought to
stand him in good stead. Itis not likely
that he will cu'riynln accounts which he
suspscts to be tal with speculation, for

Mr. Ingram’s removal right after means
that at last the directors admit that
-the policy of the hank heretofore has heen

0

once and forever if they are to get out of
their present difficulties.

What course! Mr. Yarker will pursue in
regard to the future of the bank
is not yet known: Doubtless he
does not know himself,
not had an opportunity to look into
the concern thoroughly to find out where
it xeally stands, If heis a wise man he
will wipe out the impaired capital of the
bank, reduce the large accounts of some of
its customers, and cloge any ageneies that
may prove unprofitable.

All the managers of the outside agencies
of the Federal bank, about 14 in number,
were called into the city on Saturday, and
all responded with one exception. It is
understood that in gnticipation of & run at
their several agencies” each’ was furnished
with a certain amoupt of specie and legal
tender or orders on local agencies of other
banks to take back with them in order to

The Loan Companies.

Considerable of the loss that has been
entailed by Federal bank stock will fall
on the loan companies that are carrying
such stock on margin, and it is well that
the public should know the difference be-
tween the two kinds of loan "com-
panies. In the first place there
are loan companies like the (Can-
ada Permanent and the *Western Loan
and Savings company, which are organized
under the general loan companijes act, and
whose charters under that act expressly
forbid.them lending money on stocks; and
enjoins them to confine their business to
loans on real estate and the like, Those
companies which advance money on stocks
are organized under special acts of parlia-
ment, which confer on them power to lend
money on stocks and the like. The Lon-
don and Canada, and the Home Savings,
the City and District of Montreal are of
this class.

Bank stocks on Margin,
From the Montreal Witness.

The present unsettled condition of our
local stock market is awakening public
interest in the question of stock specula-
tion, and financiers are beginningto
realize the vast quantities of stocks that
are now being held on ““margin” and car-
ried on by our banks. Business men who for
months have noticed the rates for money,

quoted fo them at seven per cent and to
the stock gamblers at three and four per
cent are nowdasking if the banks would not
make more money by confining their loans
to legitimate borrowers, The returns
made to the government by the
different banks show ~that on De-
cember 31, 1883, the city district sav-
ings bank of this city was carrying
the following stocks for brokers : Bank of
Montreal, 2874 shares; Merchants, 4396 ;
Federal, 3354; Commerce, 2330; Do-
minion bank, 2830; Molsons, 203G ;
Toronto, 1334 ; Hochelaga, 1114; Peo-
ples, 787 ; Ontario, 390; Imperial, 500 ;
National, 240; Quebec, 115; Union
bank, 330; Eastern townships, 300, In
addition to bank stocks there are large
loans on the miscellaneous stocks made by
the banks and also by private \gapitalists.
It is estimated that there is frakn $10,000,-
000 to $12.000,000 of stocks being carried
on margins,

TORONTO RETAINS THE LACROSSE
CHAMPIONSHIP,

———

Victorious by Three Games to Omne—Fine
Combined Play of the Heme Twelve
1 Asasy o i

The ch’a’mpionlhip\ in lacrosse still re-
mains in Toronto, the match on Saturday
being a comparatively easy victory for the
home team, which won the first, third and
fourth games,” the Shamrocks only get-
ting the second. 'The match was played
on the Rosedale ground, and bad for spec-
tators the largest and most brilliant gath-
ering ever seen in this city at any game.
The large stand on the west side of the
grounds was filled with ladies dressed in
light and bright summer colors, while the
space in front of the stand and within the
fence was packed with’ menand boys all
anxious to see the.game. As the referee
put it the reputation of the game was at
stake owing to the hard play that had
taken place in the previous matches, and
he said he was determined to have fair
play and all avoidance of - rough work.
The game on Saturday was thoroughly
vindicated: there was no rough play, and
whenever the men were ordered to stop
to settle any slight dispute, the com-
mand was obeyed.

The Toronto team was, on the whole, as
good a one as ever was got together in the
history of the game in this city. = They
were in good form and played in the most
scientific -fashion. Their strongest point
was in their combined play, in which they
altogether overmatched their opponents;

‘but not only did they show combined play

and scientific play,but the second most im-
portant feature of their exhibition was the
speed at which they drove the game.
Never before was lacrosse rushed at| such
a pace as theToronto men made it go, and
this was altogether at variance with the
policy of the Shamrocks who were relying
on wearying their opponents out; but in
this failed, "The Shamrocks were weakened,
so they say, for the want of practice, their
grounds at Montreal being out of use ow-
ing to the improvements recentlymade. The
Shamrock team is made up of men who
have the build,the muscle and the stamina
to play lacrosse in first-class fashion, and
once they get into practice, we
know they will prove formidable
opponents of the champion team; but as it
was on Saturday the Toronto. team played
all around them. Time after time one of
the Toronto players would take the ball
away from ‘three Montrealers. If the
Shamrocks hope to sueceed there is no-
thing for them to do but get down to prac-
tice. They have got the men who can
piay the Torontos their hardest game, if
they only get them into form,

The first game was won by the Torontos
in three minutes, the ball being put
through by Dixon. The second game was
won by the Shamrocks, Mackey pnuin’f it
through with a swipe in 16 minutes, The
third game was won by the Torontos, and
the fourth as well, the last being the most
botly contested, extending a much longer
period than the others.

For the Torontos the most brilliant play
was shown by Garvin, Gerrie, Macpher-
son, Bonnell, Hubbell, Dixon and Smith,
the quickness of Garvin and Macpherson
being especially worthy of mention.

The referee was H. C. Becket of Mon-
treal and the umpires C. J. Band of Mon-
treal-and W. K. McKnaught of Toronto.
Between six and seven thousand people
witness€d the match.

The Montreal corps was due Ht 7.30,but
did not arrive until four hours later, hav-
ing been delayed by an accident at Trenton
where the special with the volunteers om
board ran into the rear of a freight train that

should have been on a siding. The loco-

motive was badly wrecked, and three
freight cars were smashed to splinters,
The car containing the rsgimental horses,
immediately in rear of the locomotive, was
slewed round, but the animals miraculously
escaped injury. It was 4.30 in the morn-
ing, ;and the men were rudely awakened
by the shoek, but not one sustained the
slightest bruise or'seratch. The aczident
was due to a misplaced semaphore. With
thankfulness for their ‘escape, the volun-
teers turned out and cleared the track, and
after a delay of four hours the train pro-
ceeded on its way, reaching here at 11.30.

tents had been pitched Saturday by a de-
tachment,of men from the infantry school.

They are
equipped to perfeetion, ‘with pioneer,
ambulance and signalling corps complete,
Their brass and fife and drum bands, the
combined strength of which is fifty, Xlay
ed them up. Col. Gardner dismissed his
men at the lacrosse grounds, and they lost
no time in getting under canvass. After
refreshing ablutions the volunteers were
served with piping hot rations
of roast beef, potatoes ‘and tea,
with bread ad lib. The officers messed
under a marquee, Jewell & Clow furnished
the cooks.

The Danger of Bank l‘lls.

The banks do not seem yet to have
learned that their great danger in panicky
‘times is their own bills. Itis the bank
bills that are passing round that ignorant
people get afraid of the moment a bank’s
standing is questioned. If the banks were
not empowered to issue notes they would
have to fall back on government paper
which is far more likely to continue cur-#
rent than bank bills in a crisis. So far the
partial issue of government notes has been
a success, and we hope to see the day
when the principle will be still further
carried out and the government issuestake
the place of all bank bills, It is true the
banks make some money out of the privi-
lege they now have of issuing bills, but
the risk is so great that in the long run
they are not benefitted by them. As a
matter of fact the notes of any bank are
generally good, no matter how bad the
bank may be, but the public do not so re-
gard them, and at the slightest hint there
is a general rush te turn its notes into
gold, or legal tender. In their own inter-
ests the banks. ought to ask the govern-
ment to substitute dominion bills for all
notes issued by themselves,

City Papers.

The World is pursuing a line of news-
paper policy altogether different from its
contemporaries, and that it has;succeeded
gherein is now an admitted fact. It 'does
not believe in a big paper full of poster
cuts and advertisements ; it does not be-
lieve in display type ; it does not believe
in long columns of illy-digested matter.
On the contrary it is striving to give all
the news in condensed form, but accurate,
1t is trying to give the people the facts of
anything that arises, and not to conceal
them ; it is trying to say whatever it has
to say in good form, in good language,
and to the point, Any spare money The
World may  have it is going to “put it
into the paper, and not in poster adver-
tisements or in long winded reports, It
will tty to employ the services of the best
talent, and to give its patrons quality in-
stead of quantity., It claims that it is by
far the nearest approach to a metropolitan
newspaper in the city. Our contempor-
aries ore devoting their energies, it would
appear,to the poster business. No first-class
newspaper in New York or in London ‘is
cngaged in the poster business, and The
World can seea field for itself in Toronto,
without violating the rules which guide

two. First, that investment in real estate,
if @ade with ordifiury good judgment, is
by far-safer than investments in stocks,
which latter are the prey of reckless
spéculators, who send them up, or down,
of out of sight, like the ball in a game of
lacrosse. And, next, that Toronto city
property is selling at prices far below- the
figures ruling in American cities of about
the same size and commercial importance,
We have before called attention to the
fact that several American journals, the
New York Herald for one, have since the
week of the panic there been using it as a
reagson why people with money to invest
should put it into real estate rather than
into stecks or bonds. The reason given
appears 30 be a sound and strong one; and
recent events in Toronto, as well as in
New York, give it a great deal of force,
And Toronto’s semi-centennial appears to
be a good occasion for pressing it.

Summer Drinks.

The New Orleans Times-Democrat has
been posting its readers on summer drinks,
and its remarks are worthy of consider-
ation, coming as they do from such a sul-
try climate, where one of the main studies
of life is to keep cool and healthy,

According to our southern contemporary
the best rule is to drink as little as possible
of anything, and ‘nothing at all during the
hot hours of theday. This advice is much
easier to follow than it may ‘appear at first
blush. Men heavily tasked, working un-
der the direct rays of the sun can easily do
without water by following a very simple
rule. What many people regard as thirst
is merely a dryness of the mouth and
throat, caused by breathing through the
mouth. The air taken into the lungs dries
the mouth, tongue and npper portion of
the throat, whereas, if one breathes
through the nose, keeping the lips closed,
as they ought to be, there will be no thirst,
To drink for the purpose of relieving a
throat made dry in this way is to over-
load the stomach with fluids not needed,
and which are consequently detrimental to
digestion.  Persons who are compelled to
cool and moisten their palates should first
rinse the mouth with a sip or two of water.
If afterward they feel that they must
drink, they should imbibe the water by
single sips.

The only thing which gives me any
alarm is, that amid the poEular “epections,
ashas been asserted by high authority,
laymen have entered our legislative and
administrative courts, who negleet to re-
cognize God at their tables, live without
family devotion, and absent themselves

Layberger Defeats Ten Eyck.
BosTON, June 28.—A three mile sculling
match for $100 a side between James Ten
Eyck of Peekskill, N. Y., and Nicholas Lay-
berger of Wheeling, W. Va., was rowed over
the Charles river course this afternoon. The

contest was a tine one from start to finish and
was witnessed by some 5000 or 6000 spectators.
Ten Eyck won the toss for choice of pesi-
tion and selected the insifle course. A4 the
quarter-mile Ten Eyck got a peep at Lay-
bergerls back. Layberzer soon closed
up and a most excitin, contest fol=
lowed. Layberger foun his rowlock
so stiff as to prevent that freedom to his arms
so essential to a quick stroke or a spurt. His
arms began to stiffen and became swollen and
sore, even at the stroke he was pulling. He
continued the same stroke, and -although Ten
Eyck tried several spurts to get away, Layber-

er kept well up. Atthe half-mile Ten Ejck
ed by about a foot, and both rowed stroke f r
stroke until the mill-dam was reached. “Here
they were bow and bow,and on squaring away
for the stakes off Cottage farm Ten Eyck made
another spurt and so _increased his speed.
Layberger still struggled at his steady stroke,
but in the next 100 yards the Peekskill man
again spurted and let in clear water and day-
light between the boats. Ten Eyck renewed
his spurts after each breathing spell and
reac is turn nearly two lengihs ahead of
the West Virginia man.

Ten Eyck turned easily, but Layberger had
difficulty on account of his rowlock pinching
the port oar. When he did get areund Ten
Eyck had increased his advantage to three
lengths, Layberger “followed determinedly
and made such speed as to hold Ten Eyck not-
withstanding the latter’s spurts. Ten Eyck
soon after showed fatigue and his spurts be-
ecame less frequent and Layberger began to
close upon him. Atthe mill dam but a length
separated them. . The next dozen strokes
brought Layberger even, and a few more
placed him in the lead by half a length, Reach-
ing the Stode Wall Layberger oEenod the gap
to a length of clear water. Ten Eyck had now
gained his second wind and began to quicken
and put life into_his stroke. At two and
one-half miles Layberger held a len
of the boat. In the next quarter Ten
Eyck began to ﬁain slowly.ZThose onfthe shore
were roaring themselves hoarse encouraging
the scullers, who, catching the impulse,
rowed “forall they were worth.” Entering
the last quarter mile the strain én Layberger’s
arms was sorely felt. Both were puffed to an
unnatural size and his right was almost on the

oint.of giving out. He kept to his work,
Bowcver. About 100 yards from the finish
Ten Eyck had shut out the clear water that
previously existed and was still gaining. Both
men at this stage strained every muscle and so
ologe did they get to each other thatat one
time it was t%ought, they would foul, The
fact that Layberger’s right arm was weaker
than his left caused him to veer out almost
into Ten Eyck’s course, but he finished safely,
winner by a short half length amid cheers of
hig gdmirers.
