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HOW THE LUMBER AND BARLEY IN-
TERESTS WILL BE AFFECTED,

thlololmkluaﬂlmllmro-
tatoes, Apples and Live Stock—Lower
Barley Duties Will Be a Benefit to the
New York Farmer—Lumber Will Not
. Be Cheapened.

Buffalo, Aug. 28,—While it is yet too
early to say definitely the effect of the
Tariff bill on the local markets, a report-
er who visited the produce wholesale dis-
trict reports that many of the dealers
% cussed ” the new Tariff bill, and said
that it would let in Canadian truck and

uld ruin many farmers hereabouts,
They all agreed that the cost of eggs,
apples and potatoes would be less.

“The new tariff opens the way for the
importation of ezgs, apples and potatoes
and other stuff from Canada,” said Mr.
C. L. Potter of the firm of Potter & Wil-
liams.

“As it -is now very little produce is
brought over fiom Cunada. We expect
to see the market gzlutted with Canadian
g:odnce. Eggs, apples and potatoes will

cheaper, but the American farmers
will be the sufferers. They can’t compete
with the Canadian farmers.”

Mr. Joseph W. Powell of Rea & Pow-
ell said he did not think that the new
tariff would have any perceptible effect
on the prices of provisions. He agr
with Mr, Potter, however, that the new
tariff would allow eggs, -apples and pota-
toes to be delivered cheaper {rom Canada
and that the prices would be reduced.

The tariff reduces the duty on butter
from six to four cents a pound, cheese
ditto, ezgs from five cents to three
cents a dogzen, and like commodities pro-
portionately.

The Lumber Trade.

In other departments, relating largely
to Canadian importations, leadinz busi-
ness men were jaterviewed. A synopsis of
the interviews are Ziven:

Hard lumber—John N. Secatcherd, a
prominent dealer in hard woods, said he
did not expect any change in the condi-
tion of that business under the new
tariff.

“After the Tariff bill had been pass-
ed,” said he, “we tried to make prices
wvith the Canadian dexlers on the basis
of the new tariff, but we found a disposi-
tion, on the part of ihe Canadian lumber-
wmen to add to their prices the $2 taken
off_by the tariff, which does not enable
us to et lumber auy cheaper than be-
fore. Whencver we have made prices on
lumber in Canada e have made it the
same delivered in Buffzlo as the price of
lumber brougit from Ohio, Pennsylvania
or the West and delivered here by the
producer, The Canadian, thercfore, paid
the tariff. Now he scems disposed to
take advantagze of the reduction of the
tariff.”

Pine Lumber Not Affedted.

Mr. Montgomery of the firm of Hol-
land, Graves & Montgomery. said the
business would not be materially affect-
ed by the tariff. American capital con-
trols the great lumber territory around
the Georgian Bay. Mr. Holland of this
firm, for instance, has extensive interests
there, and a few. .Americaus, probably
six, own all the timber in the Ottawa
district. Canada does not really manu-
facture more lumber than is needed for
its own use, Big luwbermen in Saginaw,
Bay City and other places have a prac-
tical monopoly of the best lumber dis-
tricts, and a large part of the lumber
is exported abroad.

As soon as business picked up, Mr.
Montromery thought the condition of
the market here would be excellent. He
thou:ht it was a mistake, however, to
admit dressed lumber free, as this would
result in the removal of the mills at
Ogdensburg, Owego and Burlington to
Canada in due time.

The Barley Duties.

. Hon. John B. Manning, who is a high
authority on the subject, said of the ef-
fect of the chauge in the barley sched-
ule: “Under the McKinley bill n duty of
80 cents a bushel specific was imposed
on barley. The present' law makes it 80
per-advalorem. The preseut price of
Canadian barley in Capada is ¢0 to 45
cents a bushel. The duty, therefore, will
amount to from 12 to 13 1-2 cents a
bushel, a difference in favor of the lower
duty of 16 1-2 cents a bushel. “Strange
as it may scem, the rate under the Me-
Kinley bili was a detriment to the grow-
ers of barley in this state. The high
duty preveuted the importation of Cana-
dian barley to any extent. The result
wag that the breswers and maltsters of
this State declined to buy State barley
unless they eould buy -it on the basis of
the value of western barley. Previous
to the passage of the McKinley tariff
bill, when the importation of Canadian
barley amounted to 10,000,000 bushels a
year, instead of it being an injury
to the interests of growers
of barley in  this state it
bad the opposite effect. State barley
grown in the counties of Erie, Niagara
and Orleans on the average is nearly as
good in quality as Canadian barley, and
sold within three to five cents as much
per hushel, but when the prohibitory
duty was placed on the barley and little
or no’Canadian barley was imported, the
brewers of this state said there was not
sufficient good barley grown in this
state to supply their wants, and decided
to use substitutes for the better grades
of 'barley mait, and coufined their pur-
chases - to malt made from western
barley. ?

The result was that thé price of bar-
ley was forced down to the basis of the
better grades of western barley, and the
interests of growers of barley in this state
were correspondingly iunjured. We may

kthcroiurc reasonnbly look with a lower
rate of duty for increased importation
from Canada, and that will benelit not
only the brewing and malting interests,
but also the agricultural interests for
the state.

Trade in Live Stock Will Increase.
“The changes in the stock schedule are
calculated to increase the volume of
handlings at Buffalo. In the fall heavy
entries are made here for sheep from
Canada. Under the McKinley bill the
duty was $1.50 per head for sheep and
76 ceuts a head for lambs. The new tar-
iff makes it 20 per cent. ad valorem on
all stock and cattle, which is quite a re-
duction. The duty on horses was $390 a
pead when the valuation was less than
$150, and 80 per cent. ad valorem when
valuation was higher. Now it is 20 per
cent. ad valorem on all.. Sheep and horses
are the principal stock importations re-
ceived here from Canada.

Lumber Goes in With a Rush.

*  Niagara Falls, N.Y., Aug. 28.—Customs
officers at this port bhave been busy to-
day with the mew tariff bill.

WANTED THi BILL S1GNED,

But Cleveland Resisted the Strong Pres-
sure Brought to Bear.

Washington, Aug. 28.—The new_ tariff
law became operative to-day, and from
now on all imports will be eubject to
its provisions, There was more or less

as
to just what agtion the President would
take upon the bill, but his letter of yes-
terday, to Representative Catchings au-
thorit&tively settled the matter, The
letter, while addressed to an individual,
is virtually a message to the people, on
which the President clearly defines his
views, and replies to some of the strong-
est arguments presented to him by his
party associates during the. past 10 days
suggesting the method of procedure best
calculated to benefit the party in the
coming campaign.

TUp to the last minute the pressure
upon the President to induce him to
affix his signature to the measure was
pot abated. The future welfare of the
party, the necessity of a division of re-
sponsibility and the immediate effect
upon the pending campaign were all
urged upon Mr. Cleveland
with great persistency. De-
mocrats who have stood by the
President through thick and thin were
disposed to .quertion the wisdom of his
action in refusing to sign his name to
the measure and they added their ap-
peals, but in vain. Even Senator
Palmer, Radical tariff reformer as he is,
felt that the President ought to have
signed the bill. Against all this pres-
sure, however, Mr. Cleveland remained
obdurate. He had intended to send a
message to the present session reiter-
ating the opinions so vigorously set
forth in the letter to Chairman Wilson,
and the document was partially prepared.
Other counsels prevailed, however, and
the President concluded that he would
say nothing more at this juncture. This
decision was not satisfactory to the ex-
treme tariff reformers, who wanted to
o into the fall elections with a slogan
from the President, but the more con-
servative members of the patrty,  who
were aware of the uses to which tha Wil-
son letter was being put by the Republi-
can Campaign . Committee, were quite
content for the President to remain
silent.

When Congress convenes again in De-
cember the President will further elabor-
ate his tariff reform views, and urge such
legislation as in his judgment is required
requisite to make good the party pledges
and relieve the Treasury of embarrass-
ment due to crudities and imperfections
in the present law.

COMMENT ON GROVER'S LETTER,

Senators Who Don't Like It Think *Twere
Better Unwritten. -

Washington, Aug. 28.—Among Senators
the letter of Mr. Cleveland to Mr. Catch-
ings, that appeared in the morning pap-
ers, attracted little attention. Not one
could be found who would be quoted,
save Mr. Mills, who said he had not
read it, but that if Mr. Cleveland had
sent out such a letter he was in full
sympathy with what he may have said.
Other Senators freely discussed the sub-
ject in private, but declined to permit
the use of their names. The consensus
of opinion, so far as the Senate is con-
cerned, appears to be that it would have
been better had the President left the
letter unwritten, One prominent South-
ern Senator remarked that there are
some things it would be better to leave
unsaid, and the President’s letter was
one of them, It was, this Senator observ-
ed, but another reflection upon the Tariff
bill, for which the Democratic party
was responsible, and a slap at the bill,
with the composition of which the Presi-
dent was thoroughly familiar before it
was passed by the Semate. This Senator
echoed the private remarks of others
when he said he believed the President
had made a mistake and had only suc-
ceeded in making it harder for the Demo-
crats to defend the legislation they had
enacted. Republicans refused to dis-
enss the letter, dismissing it with the
intimation that the condition of affairs
was bad enough, and anything they
might say would not make them worse.
The Work of Tarif Reform Will Continue

Representative Wilson of West Vir-
ginia, Chairman of the House Ways and
Means Committee, authorized a denial
of the statement that he was one of sev-
eral of the Democratic leaders who urg-
od Precident Cleveland to sign the
Tariff bill. “I never believed from the
day the bill passed,” said Mr. Wilson,
“that the President would sign it.
felt certain that he would not veto it,
but that he would allow it to becomo
a law without his signature. If I had
occupied his position I should bave done
precisely what he did. Holding these
views, I could not consistently
have asked him td affix his name to the
bill.”

“What do you think of the President’s
letter to Mr. Catchings ?

“I think it an admirable letter, both
in sentiment and phraseology.”

“Suppose,” Mr. Wilson was asked,
“the next House should be Democratic,
will another Tariff bill be brought in
during the Fifty-fourth Congress and the
work of reducing customs duties con-
tinne vigorously?”’

“The work of tariff reform,” replied
Mr. Wilson, impressively, “will be con-
tinued by easy gradations and by
special redactions from time to time un-
til we have accomplished our purpose.
This work will be performed, however,
in such a manner as neither to disturb
the business conditions of the country
nor to affect either employer or employe.

Second Sessiom of the 533rd Congress Over.

Washington, Aug. 28.—In accordance with
the terms of the joint resolution adopted
fast Friday, the House at 2 o’clock’ to-day
was adjourned for the second session of the
Fifty-third Congress without day. 'I:he
announcement was made by Speaker Crisp
with no ceremony whatever, and it inter-
rupted the reading clerk as he was making
his way through the text of the Hoar
anti-Lottery bill, consideration of which
had been asked for by Mr. Terry (Dem.,
Ark.) just two minutes before the hour
fixed for adjournment.

The Senate adjourned to-day.
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A LIBERAL LIGHT GONE OUT,

Death of D. MacDougall, Ex-Registrar of

‘Waterloo, Reform Orator and Journalist,

Berlin, Ont., Auz. 28.—D. MacDougall,
Ex-Registrar for the County of Waterloo,
died at his residence this evening of val-
vular disease of the heart.

Mr. MacDougall was 70 years of age.
His .iather came to Canada with a larze
family of 138 sons and ‘two daugzhters,
and engzaged in business in

His first situation was in the publishing
house of Rowsell & Thompson. Later he
published The Canadian Family Herald.
{He became an active Reform politician,
and was largely instrumental in getting
up influential deputations and petitions
to, Lord Elzin in support of the Rebellion
Losses bill. When William Lyon Mae-
kenzie returned from exile and was be-
sieged by an angry mob at Mr.  John
Maeclntosh’s house in Toronto, he was one
of those who assisted the old Liberal
leader and some of his relativesin effect-
ing their escape through the crowd of
rioters in Yonge-street, Mr. MacDougall
wae all his life a Liberal journalist and
was for many years a powerful speaker
for the Reform party in different parts
of the province, He contributed to The
Globe in ite earlier years, was editorial-
ly connected with The Hamilton Journal
and Express; and also with The Hamil-
ton Banner, and was editor and joint
owner of The Hastings Chronicle, pub-
lished at Belleville, and subsequently}
editor of The Kent Advertiser, published
at Chatham.

In 1856 he removed to Berlin, where
he became proprietor and editor of The
Berlin  Telegraph and German Canadian,
the latter being the first German Liberal
newspaper published in Canada.

In 1864 he was appointed Rezistrar of
Waterloo by the Sandfield Macdonald
Government, althouzh politically opposed
to that administration. He ﬁlle«f the
office of registrar until about three years
ago, when he resigned.

In 1875 Mr. MacDouzall was one of
the commissioners to represent Canada
at the Philadelphia International Exhi-
bition.

Mr. MacDouzall was never married.
Hisl nearest relatives are his two sisters,
Mrs. King, mother of Johm King, Q.C.,
and Miss Flora. MaeDougzall. The funeral
will take place on Thursday.

STARTLING RrPORTTHAT TRE JAPS
ARR INVADING CHINA,

Many Unconfirmed War Rumors — The
Japanese Said to Have €ut the Chinese
Army Of From Its Supplies and to Be
Marching on the Rear of Li Hung's
Troops.

Shanzhai, Aug. 28.—It is reported here
that the Japanese transports, escorted
by war vessels, are landing troops i
force to the northward of Taku, with the
intention of marching upon Pekin.

They are said to have 28 war ships
there. and to plan an attack on the Chi-
nese from the rear.

Another report says that the Japanese
have succeeded in landing 20,000 meuon
the banks of the Yalu River, separating
Corea from China, and that they have
thus cut off the supplies of the larze
army which the Chinese have sent down
the Corean Peninsula.

Between Two Fires.

Finally, this report says that the
Japanese troops are converging upon the
rear of the Chinese army, marching south-
ward, and that the latter will, conse-
quently, be taken between two fires,in
addition to beinz cut off from its sup-
plies, which, it is claimed, will alone
bt&ug about disaster.

third report says that the French

Commissioner at Honz-Tyong has en

murdered; by the soldiers of General Yeh.

All these reports are merely the current

rumors of Shanghai 'and lack confirma-

tion.

————

Reported Chinese Victory.

London, Aug. 29,—The Times corres-
pondent in Shanghai says: ‘“The Chinese
troops, who have been joined by 5000
Coreans, have rolled back the Japanese
with heavy loss to Kai-Song, 40 miles
porth of Seoul, The advance of the
Chinese continues, They are helped every-
where by the Coreans.” :

The Times vorrespondent cites no
trustworthy authority for this report.
Apparently he got it from the source
which ~has supplied him with previous
stories of Chinese victories, Neither the
Chinese nor Japanese Legations have
been informed.

'y »
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Corea 3 Years

London, Aug. 28.~ The Times publishes
a letter from Seoul, in which the writer
declares that Japan planned an invasion
of Corea three years ago. The plan of
operations was secretly matured to the
minutest detail. Topozraphical and mili-
tary maps of the whole of Corea were
prepared,*showing every road, river and
ford, with the depth and width of the
water, pontoon trains were constructed
and every military preparation was made
to complete the  conquest last year.
Otori, the Japauese Minister at Pekin,
was shifted to the interior court at Seoul,
where for six months he made it his busi-
ness to collect all necessary information
and to work secretly with the powerful
Japanese party in Corea. Durinz this
period he held repeated conferences with
various officials who are now playing
an important part in the military opera-
tions.

The Japanese descent, once bezun, was
to have been executed with phenomenal
rapidity. The various pretences by which
Otori contrived to deceive the Chinese re-
sident, as well as the Corean Govern-
ment and the foreizn representatives, are
now seen to have been ruses de Fuerre
to evade opposition to the landinz of
troops.

After detailing the genesis of the war,
the correspondent declares that the
Corean Administration is a cesspool of
corruption from the Kinz to the meanest
official. Extortion is the law. The re-
form of such & Zovernment womld com-
mand the sympathy of the civilized
world; but Japan desires not its reform,
but its subjugzation. Neither Japan nor
China ever really attempted any reforms
in Corea, but. broadly speaking, China is
Corea’s hereditary friend, while Japan is
her hereditary foe.

The Islam Released.

Glasgow, Aug. 28.—The steamer Islam,
which wae recently seized by order- of
the Government, npon information that
she was being fitted out as a warship
for one of the belligerents in the war be-
tween China and Japan has been releas-
ed, it having been guaranteed that she
would not be used as a man-of-war.

Jap Officers Homeward Bound.

Vancouver, B. C., Aug. 28.—The Cana-
dian Pacific steamer Empress of Japan
sailed last evening for Yokohama and
Hong Kong. Among her passengers were
a number of Japanese army officers
from Europe on their way home to join
their regiments,

CUT THE FRRNOH TO PIRCES.
Heavy Fighting for Three ‘Days Before
Timbucteo.

Paris, Aug. 28.~A despatch from St.
Louis, capital of the French possessions
in Semegambia, to The Journal Des De-
bats says: The Touaregs recently sur-
prised the French, and after three days’
fighting pursued them to Timbuctoo,
where another fight took place, result-
ing as before, in favor of the Touaregs.
The French sortied from Timbuctoo,but
were overwhelmed by numbers and forced
to retire. In the latter fight three com-
panies of the Freuch soldiers were com-
pletely cut to pieces.

The Dutch Were Defeated By Treachery

Amsterdam, Aug. 28.—Additional par-
ticulars concerning the defeat of the
Dutch expedition sent out to punish the
Rajah of Lombok Island have been re-
ceived. It  appears that the Rajah’s
troops treacherously surprised and at-
tacked the Dutch soldiers, killing 164 of
the latter. Among these were 14 offi-
cers, including the commander, General
Von Ham.

Hon, David Mills believed the prospects
were never more hopeful for the Liberal
party. It was extremely doubtful that
the present Government would hold an-
other session.

The bene-
fits derived by leading politicians meet-
ing there, he argued, were ample re-
ward for the expenditure on Govern-
ment House. He looked upon the Colon-
ial conference as an important movement,
but he believed that it should have been
presided over by a British statesman of
wide experience. He did not favor a
change of our political relations, He
believed there was room for the country
to grow and expand under our present
relations with the British Empire. He
denied that there was a monopoly of
love of British connection among their
opponents, The National Policy had
been more against British connection
than any other measure ever introduced
in Canada. The Government, therefore,
had not a very strong platiorm
on which to appeal to the country. They
had tariff reform, which was never re-
formed, and though the old man former-
ly at the head of affairs waved the old
flag successfully he did not believe the
present leaders could do it.

8ir Richard Cartwright Condemns.

Sir Richard Cartwright condemned at
length the xependiture of half a mil-
lion on the Tay Canal, a half a million
on Curran Bridge, and another quarter
million on the Caraquet Railway; the
losss of $150,000 revenue by the IFrench
treaty, the surrender of our rights by
the Behring Sea treaty. He also made a
general denmnnciation of the protective
system, contending that it took sixty
millions anually out of the pockets of the
people for which they received nothing.
Were we free to; sell our products to the
best advantage we would soon be .able
to sustain a population five-fokd, per-
haps ten-fold, as large as we now have.

CHIEF JUSTICR GALT KESIGNS
And May Be Succeeded By Mr. Ritchie,
Q.C., of Toronto.

1 )

Ottawa, Aug. 28.—Sir Thomas Galt,
Chief Justice of the Common Pleas, has
resigned. While the resignation has been
expected for some time there has been
nothing definite about it since Judge
Galt applied for six months’ leave of ab-
sence last April. A long leave of ab-
sence like this generally means a resig-
nation, but the Department of Justice
would say nothing definite beyond the
fact that there was no reason for his
resignation beyond his age.

Sir Thomas Galt was born in London,
Eug., Aug. 12, 1815, and is therefore 79
years old. He is the son of Mr. John
Galt, a name well known in literature,
and hjs brother was the late Sir Alex-
ander Dilloch Galt, High Commissioner
grom Canada to the Court of St. James.
Sir Thomas emigrated to Canada at the
age of 18, and after six years in the
employ of the Canada Company, he en-
tered the office of the late Chief Justice
Draper, and was called to the bar of
Upper Canada in 1840, and enterpd im-
mediately upon the practice of his pro-
fession. From the very outset he gave
evidence of great ability. In 1858 he
was created a Q.C., and in Easter term,
1869, he was eievated to the Bench as
Puisne Judge of the Court of Common
Pleas. On Nov. 7, 1887, he was appoint-
ed Chief Justice of the Common Pleas.

The resignation has been received here
within the last few days and there has
been no meeting of Council to accept it.
This is pretty sure to be done, however,
and Sir Thomas will be entitled to $4000
a year superannuation.

The salary of the office is $6000 from
the Federal Guvernment. Mr. Ritchie,
Q.C., of Toronto, is regarded as a likely
candidate for the position.

Charters have been granted to five
corporations to develop electric power
from the water passing over Niagara
Falls. Four of these corporations are
in the United Stated and one in Canada.
They are empowered to develop an ag-
gregate of 800,000 horse-power. This
includes 100,000 horse-power which it is
proposed to develop at Loekport by

‘means of a canal running from above the

Falls to that town and a like amount to
be obtained from a similar canal running
to “Model ” city, which has been laid
out glong the Niagara River near Lewis-
ton. The Canadian Power Co. are set
down for 800,000 horse-power, the mag-
nitude of which may be estimated when
it is stated that the total horse-power
vged in Toronto amounts to some 16,000

ry for power purposes. He  re-
ported that 120,000 horse-power would in-
volve a mean reduction of one and four-
fifth inches in the depth of the river. As
the Niagara River has a mean average
depth of six feet an enormous power
will have to be developed before the as-
spect of the Falls will be perceptibly
altered. A committee of the Constitu-
tional Convention that recently assem-
bled in New York State visited the
Falls, and reported against any further
charters being granted for the develop-
ment of power from Niagara Falls. The
committee recommended an amendment to
the state comnstitution, under which the
granting of further water privileges is
prohibited.

The making of so much electric energy
as is contemplated at the Falls presup-
poses a system of distribution to the
centres where power is consumed. While
it is true that the immediate vicinity of
the source of the emergy will attract
many manufacturing concerus, it is equal-
ly true that, speaking generally, ' the
power must be taken to the manufactory,
The manufactory will not go to the
power. The latest authoritative state:
ment in regard to the distribution of the
power was made by Vice-President
Rankine to a New York Tribune corre-
spondent last week. He said: *“[The
transmission plant will consist of steel
poles, copper wire and transformers to
increase the pressure of the current, “so
that it can be carried economically on
small copper wires. The wires will be
heavily insulated. The conductors will
be 25 feet from the ground. We have
three rights of way offered us; one along
the Canadian shore, one over Grand Is-
land and the other along the mainland
of the American shore. We are going
to take to Buffalo 10,000 horse-power
at a  pressure of 10,000 volts,
and will put wup to carry it
six copper wires 6-10ths of an inch
in diameter. ' The loss of electricity in
transmission to Buffalo will be less than
15 per cent., and we expect that this
Niagara electrical power can be sold in
Buffalo at less than two-thirds of the
cost of steam-power. Soft coal is sold
in Baffalo at $1.50 a ton. The Street
Railway Company and the Electric Light-
ing Company will take 10,000 horse-
power at once. Electricity is sent from
Tivoli to Rome, a distance of twenty
miles, and used as electrical power in
various ways. We expect to develop
15;000 electrical horse-power the present
year, and 50,000 in all eventually with
this tunnel.” §
MR. LAURIER ON THE 8f. LAWRENCE

ROVTE

Speaking at Sault Ste. Marie on Mon-
day Mr. Laurier referred in glowing
terms to the possibilities of that town
under a free trade regime. ‘‘Look at
the map,” said he, ‘“and you will see
the direct line of communication Wetween
Sault Ste. Marie and Montreal. Here all
the products of the west, whether our
own west or the American, have to
pass. They have to go to Montreal,
and Montreal, mind you, is nearer Sault
Ste. Marie than New York, Boston or any
American port on the Atlantic Ocean,
and the harbor of Montreal is nearer the
ports of Europe than New York, Boston
or any American port on the Atlantic
Ocean. Do you realize the immense ad-
vantages you have here ? Do you realize
the advantage if it were possible to
have reciprocity, so that the products
of the west would pass on their way to
Montreal and to the ocean? You would
be the highway between the entrance
port of America and the Continent of
Europe.”

As far as the transportation of produce
between America and Europe is con-
cerned, that can be diverted to the
channel Mr. Laurier speaks of without
the existence  of ‘free trade between
the two countries. Mr. Laurier's eulogy
of the Soo is confined to its geographical
situation in relation to the 8t. Lawrence
system and Europe. As long as the
St. Lawrence route is available
only for vessels drawing nine feet
of water the traffic that Mr.
Laurier thinks = ought to go to
Montreal will not do so, free trade or
no free trade. But once let a twenty-
foot waterway be established from Sault
Ste. Marie to Liverpool and all through
traffic will seek that channel. As Mr.
Laurier points out, Canada possesses the
best water system from the heart of the
continent to the seaboard. That sys-
tem is both shorter than any other and
it is capable of greater expansion and
efficiency. It is a system that will
benefit the United States even more
than Canada, and it will benefit Canada
in no slight degree. Knowing what we
do of the American shrewdness in busi-
ness we have no confidence in Mr.
Laurier's oft-repeated statement that
our neighbors are ready to make a re-
ciprocity treaty with us ‘as soon as we
elect a Liberal Government. But rea-
gons which would prevent them making
a reciprocity treaty with us would not
operate in the improvement of a joint
waterway. Mr. Laurier ought to take

kindly to the proposal for lolnt'el.nalv

ehlargement. It will bemefit Canada.
It will ‘benefit the United States. Natur-
ally, it 'is a project for ‘reciprocal im-
provement.

° IRRIGATION FOR CANADA.

The Dominion Government will be offi-
cially represented by Hon. T. M. Daly and
Mr, William Pearce at a Convention on
Irrigation that opens in Denver, Col,,
next Monday. Irrization has made little
or no headway .in Canada, although it
has worked wonders in many districts in
the United States, where it has been in-
troduced. Marvelous is the change that
irrigation has effected in California, Ari-
gona and other States. Land that was
absolutely useless in California is said to
be worth up to $1000 an acre for mere
agricultural purposes by reason of the in-
troduction of an efficicnt irrigation sys-
tem. At the present time an ‘American
company .is at work on a big irrigation
project. on the western coast of Mexieo.
where it/is proposed to utilize the waters
of the Yaqui.River to irrigate a very
large area of land that is now useless
for want of an adequate rainfall. With
L an efficient irrigating system it is ex-
poeted this Mexican desért will- be con-
verted into .a garden as fruitful as the
best gardens of California. An ample
supply. ' of water will enable the farmers
to reap two or even three crops a year.
There are many parts of Canada where
the rainfal is iusufficient and cannot be
depended on, and where the physical con-
ditions are such as to permit of artificial
irrigation. The farmer who can turn the
water on his land at the very time his
crops need it  possesses a certainty , that
makes his 1and extremely valuable. Irriga
tion in the United States has proved to be
a.profitable enterprise. So will it prove
in many places in Canada when it is
adopted.

An English View of Copyright.

Editor World: Until the appearance of
an’ article in Saturday’s World refer-
ring to the Canadian Copyright Act,
which has been turning up at intervals
for the last six years; I quite thought
this act had heen decently buried. .

It is interesting to note that since this
act was framed, the principal reason for

ing it has disdppeared, with the pass-
ing by the U.S. Government of an act
giving ‘to foréigners copyright on the
same terms as to its-own citizens, the
Canadian ‘publishers considering it a
grievance that American gublishers could
steal European works and they couldn’t.
If the Canadian Government had shown
any desire to collect the royalties due
British copyright owners in American
reprints imported into this country, or
to protect them from the continual im-
portation of reprints after they have
gone to heavy expenses to copyright the
works here, there would not be so much
opposition to this new act, but judging
from past experience the British pub-
lishers doubt both the Government’s de-
sire and ability to deal fairly  with
them, and having been victimized twice
already; think it about time to call a
halt.
It ‘does not seem strange that British
publishers should expect better terms
from Canada than from a foreign nation,
but it certainly does seem strange and
ridiculous both, for 'a country with a
small and scattered popnlntion like Can-
ada, to compel British, French, German
and American publishers to go to emor-
mous expensé to copyright their works
when the cost of such production in
this eountry would be about ten times
as much as the whole boak and music
business of the country would amount
to every year. When Canada has a popu-
lation of from sixty to seventy mill-
jons it %will be time for her to compel
publishers to produce their works in
the country to get a copyright, butat
the present time sugh an act simply
amounts to what youw quote Mr. Mars-
ton as saying, “a legalized robbery.”

It has recently beeun decided in the
American courts that for a foreigner to
secure copyright on music it is mnot
necessary to print and publish it in the
United States. This means a saving to
European publishers of something like an
expense of $75,000 a year, and yet
Canada, with a population of 5,000,
000, omly demands that a similar or
greater expense shall be incurred in this
country to secure the same rights.
am not losing sight of that 10 per cent.
which is to be paid when the work is
printed in this country without the au-
thor's consent, but I am satisfied that
the Government will lose sight of it if
the act ever becomes law.

Perhaps some member of the Copyright
Association will enlighten me a8 to how
the act will apply, and also who will
apply it in the following imaginary case:

uppose The Sunday World treats itsg
readers to a sacred song, the copyright
of which has not been secured by the
British author, I understand that the
proprietor of The Sunday World is liable
to the aunthor for a royalty of 10 per
cent of the published price; the price of
the paper is five cents, and the song
would probably occupy about 1-20th
part of the whole paper. I presume for
this reason 1-20th of a cent will be
considered the retail price of the song,
and the author, on a sale of say 10,000
copies, will be entitled to the magnifi-
cent sum of $2.50. Who will perform the
kind office of collector for this poor
author? I understand that the Govern-
ment is only responsible when the money
has been paid to it. It is just such cases
as thie which have made the Government
admit that it cannot bother about the
British author’s rights. Then why keep
trying to force an act through which is
simply a subterfuge to get something for
nothing ? There is no justiee in the act
if there were the slightest possibility of
its being properly administered. It is
a printer’s act, framed to benefit the
printing business without regard to
what is fair to authors or publishers.
Capnadian authors are put on the same
terms in Britain as if they were British
authors, and all the British author wants
is reciprocity. SYDNEY ASHDOWN.

CUT WAGES BUT NOT RENTS,

Vice-President Wicks of the Pullman
@ ny Gives Evidence Béfore the
Strike Commission.

Chicago, Aug. 28.—At the beginning of
to-day’s session of the National Labor
Commission, Chairman *Wright announe-
ed that he lnd requested the different
railroads centering in Chicago to file
statements of losses caused by the recent
strike. The ;gross loss on the Alton was
estimated at $286,360, The amount of
damage to the Lake Shore was put at
$6164. The loss in earnings was not
given, not having yet been compiled. Gen.
Superintendent E. P. Broughton of the
Chicazo and Eastern Illinois filed a state-
ment, showing the loss of the road during
the strike to be 40 per cent. of the re-
ceipts durinz an ordinary year. Gen.
Superintendent John D. Besler of the Chi-
cago, Burlington and Quiney Road de-
clared the property loss to be $115,000.

Vice-President Wicks of the Puliman
Company then took the stand. He was
cross-examined by Chairman Wright.

“Can you tell me the average profit
on a Pullman car?”’

“That depends on the state of busi-
ness, We have to go into the field with
other companies. Sometimes the profit is
2 per cent., sometimes 5 and sometimes
10 per cent.”

Mr. Wicks said the company lost $51,-
000 in trying to give its men work. Dur-
ing this time the men contributed labor
worth $60,000. He thought, perhaps, as
it has turned out, the better business pol-
icy of the company would have been to
grant the demands of the men, but there
was a principle involved that he did not
think could be ignored. If the demands
had been granted there might have been
trouble in future years.

“How many cars does the Pullman Co.
operate ?”

“About 2600. Many of these cars are
lying on side tracks deteriorating, hence
the $25,000,000 surplus must be taken as
such only with this fact remembered.
It costs us nearly as much to keep the
old carg in repair as.they earn.”

The witness aseribed the World’s Fair
as one of the eauses of the strike. He
said : “The men were making very good
wagzes during the fair year, as we let them
do as much overtime as they
suppose they found it very hard after the
prosperous times of the exposition year
to come down to bed-rock prices.”

“Has the Pullman Co. ever increased
wages voluntarily ?” “Not as regards any
largze body of men.”

“Don’t you think it would be a good
plan to regulate the wages by ' the
amount of business dpne by the em-
ployers ?”

“No, I do not think that plan would
work well. It would have a tendency
to slip-shod business methods. We go
into the market for our men just as we
do for materials. It is all regulated by
the law of supply and demand.”

Mr. Wicks thought if the men at Pull-
man had been let alone by outsiders they
would have gone back to work. ey,
however, gave Vice-President Howard 01
the A.R.U. eredit for having advised the
Pullman -employes not to strike. No
orders for eviction had been given out
yet, although the employes owe the
company $100,000 for back rents.

“Was areduction in wages made
every time a contract was faken at a
loss by the company ?”

“ No, sir; I do not think this is true.”-

“Now, isn’t it possible the foreman can
so reduce the price of piece work as to
make up for the loss incurred by the com-
pany in taking contracts below the esti-
mated cost ?”

“It is possible, but I do not think it
has been done.”

“Why were not rents reduced when
wages were cut ?”’

“The question of rents was an entire-
ly different ome from the question of
wages. Only about one-third of our em-
ployes lived in Puilman. We ecould not
have reduced any rents for the majority
who lived outside. There is no connee-
tion between the Pullman Car Works and
the town of Pullman. The men don't
have to live in Pullman unless they wish.”

“You don’t recognize that there are
any questions in regard to wages that
can be properly arbitrated ?”

“I do not. I think all companies know
what wages they can afford to pay.”

“What is your policy as to unions?”’
asked Mr. Kernan.

“We don't recognize the men as mem-
bers of* unions, but as individuals.”

“Do you think tbe men would have a
fair chance with the company coming be-
fore it one at a time 2" ?

“If they are not able to plead their
own cause it is their own misfortune.”

“You don’t think; then, that the men
have any right to organize for redress
of grievances ?”’

“No, sir : if they don’t want to work at
the wages we offer they have the privi-
lege of going somewhere else.”

The witness gave the capacity of the
works as five cars & week in the pass-
enzer department, and 40 cars per day
in the freight shops.

Gen. Nelson A. Miles was called to the
stand and denied making the remark that
he{ had broken the backbone of the strike,
but admitted sayinz: “We have broken
the backbone of the opposition to Feder-
al Government.”

Two police inspectors igave unimpor-
tant testimony and the following esti-
mates of losses on account of the strike
were submitted by representatives of the
roads mentioned: Chicazo and Northwest-
ern $572,690, Illinois Central $740,000,
Chicazo and Erie $115,376. ,

Pullman to Be Indicted for Running Sa-
looms.

Chicago, Aug. 28.—Attorney-General
Moloney will serve an amended bill of in-
formation in quo warranto proceedings
on officials of the Pullman Palace Car
Co. this morning. He has decided on
a line of attack.

entirely done by manual labor with a
spade and a heavy four-pronged rake,
tmugh I occasionally saw a cow or a
ny. with a little thatched roof on its
gzcﬂ to shoot off the rain, dragging a
sort of harrow through the mud. As
.80on as the spring crop of barley or rape-
seed is garnered and hung up to dry, the
ground is trenched with the spade, and
water is turned over it until it has be-
come a soft slush, which is work-
ed level with the rake. The
oung rice plants, grown thick together
n nursery patches, are pulled up when
the flelds are ready for planting, their
roots are washed and they are tied in
bundles, which are thrown into the mud
and water; then the men and women
wade in, untie a bundle, and set the
seedlings in lines by just pressing them
with their fingers into the mud. They
do this wonderfully quick, and can
plant eight or nine in a row without
moving from their places; when the
fleld is all planted it looks like a pond
with a delicate green haze over it. The
dividing banks are planted with beans
or other vegetables, so_that not a yard
of ground is wasted. This was the 18th
