Clare Ford, the young mulatto tailor-

ruthlessly stot down. The crime, which
has created such widespread interest, wijl
be forgotten in the lapse of years, but

From the opening of the trial on Tues-
day last until the jury rendered their

. yerdict the prisoner displayed not” the
- slightest sign of fear.

The peril she was
in braced her nerves, while a weaker
than she would have been utterly un-
strung. With nerve and eyes that never
quailed, she faced the witnesses while
in the dock and the spectators when she
entered the witness box. During the
short interval between the retirement
of the jury and their return, her eyes
were half closed. Once, and once only,
a couple of tears welled from her eyes
and stood out upon her harsh and fur-
rowed cheek like drops of turpentine
upon the firbark. But quickly she wiped
them away and resumed her look of
guiet scorn—defiant even to the last.

A Popular Verdict.

When the jurors filed into court and
the foreman announced the- verdict of
“Not guilty,” not a muscle of the
prisoner’s face moved. She received the
announcement’ that gave her life and
Jiberty with the same nonchalance that
ghe had exhibited throughout the- trial.
Not so ‘the spectators, however, The,
storm of applause which greeted the
verdiet showed that the girl had num-
erous sympathizers present. No attempt
was made to suppress the clapping of
. hands and-stamping of feet by the con-
stables.

Mis Lordship’s Remarks.

' When the tumult ceased Mr. Murdoch
moved for the discharge of €lara.

A Remarkable Scene-

Then ensued a scene the like of which
bas never heretofore been witnessed in
acourt of justice in this city. The dock
was speedily surrounded. Clara’s coun-
sel shook hands with her and congratu-
Jated her on the outcome. Eliza Reid,
the young mulatto waitress at Mrs. Dor-
say's, who swore to the al;pi for the
prisoner, kissed her affectiomately, and
the spectators, many of whom had never
seen the girl before, crowded each other
in an effort to be first to shake her hand.
Leaning on the arm of Eliza
Reid, and, escorted by two of her most
enthusiastic champions, she left the court
room, followed by an immense throng.
When she reached the street she was given
an ovation by the crowd, which, appris-
ed of the verdiect, had collected. The
four walked arm-in-arm along Adelaide-
ptreet to Sister Dorsay’s restaurant in
York-street. The girl was followed by
an immense mob, which swelled in num-
bers every moment. When Mrs. Dorsay’s
was reached the throng filled the road-
way from curb to curb.

“I told her I would bring her back
%o you,” .gaid Eliza, as Sister Dorsay
clasped Clara in a warm embrace.

Clara Hoids a Reception.

As many as could: squeeze Into ‘the
shop did so, and with these Clara shook
bands, Then she came to the deorway
and the mob cheered again. * Keep cool,
don't ‘get excited,” she called out. Then
she made a little speech. Here it is:

“I thank you for the way you stood
by me. This does the boys of Toronto
eredit. I thank you all.”

For some time afterwards Clara held
& reeeption, and young girls, middle-
aged women and men of all classes
erowded around to get a look at the
beroine of the drama of the day. Among
the callers were the foreman and several
jurors, Flora McKay did not call until
Sunday afternoon.

A Canvass of the Jurors.

The fact that the accused prisoner was
B woman and the additional circumstance
that the confession was made by the
Prisoner in what is popularly known as
the'detectives' “sweat box,” told great-
ly in her favor with the jury. Among
those sentiments which it is somewhat
difficult to sustain by argument, but
Which are yet very deepeseated and very
Beneral in the breasts of men, is that
Which revolts from the capital execution
of women. It is a common, though per-
baps not a proved, maxim that women
once b«:come bad are worse than men.
There is no doubt that women have
been guilty of as deliberate and hideous
deeds as the annals of erime preserve,
Jet there are very few men so little:
touched by sentiment as not to shrink'
from the idea of hanging & woman. Per-
l.lﬂps.\t is consciousness of their physical
Inferiority ; perhaps the fancy comes in
to make us shudder at the picture con-
jured up in our mind's eye of one bear-
ing the outward form of that sex, to
Which man looks as embodying the
best and highest virtues, undergoing the
degrading and cruel ordeal of the seaf-
fold. In a purely legal or equitable
point of view it is hard to give a good
reason why women murderers should not
be hanged as long as men are, yet the
lunate shrinking from it would be taken
by some philosophers of the sentimental
order as good proof why a distinction
should be., made between the sexes.

The majority of the jurors were of the

opinion that the “sweat box” of the
detectives is the dreadful institution
which the counsel for the defence pic-
tured it to be. They took no
stock in the view bheld by His
Lordship that  detectives were
necespary for the enforcement of
law. Neither did they give much heed
to the claim of the couinty crown attor-
ney that there isn’t much danger of in-
juring an innocent ' person by’ putting
him or her through a searching examinaw.
"tion; that in a great many criminal cases
there comep & time when it is necessary
to get one or moyre of the guilty per<
sons and either scare them or argue them
into a confession. The argument that
treating criminals with extreme kindness
would make little headway in convincing
desperate persons who have their liberty
at stake was met by the statement that
the woman was not a desperate criminal
but a defenceless woman who was bluffed
and coddled by turns and who was put
into the sweat box, not “after the lines
had been drawn closely around her, but
when there was not a tittle of evidence
against her, and that the only evidence
produced against her was the admissions
that had been scared out of her.
Scenes of the Trial

Fresh from conducting experiments in
order to satisfy themselves whether the
markings on the Westwood bullet would
be present on all bullets fired from the
revolver belonging to (Clara Ford, the
jury filed into court at 10 o’cleck.

Mr. Johnston, of counsel for prisoner,
promptly arose and asked that the jury
be allowed to retire for a short time,
as there was a matter to which he
wished to call His Lordship’s attention
that it would perhaps be better the
jury should not hear. The jury accord-
ingly filed out again. i

Mr. Johnston, addressing His Lordship,
eaid he thought it was due to the' pri-
soner to call the attention of the court
to what he thought he might call a
highly improper comment on the case in
that morning’s World. The artiele bore
on its face such evidence of malicious-
ness and unfairness that he thought he
need say nothing further, but would ask
His Lordship to read the article.

His Lordship in reply said if newspap-
ers made unfair comments the matter
should be taken up by the Attorney-
General or other officer of the Crown.
It did not rest upon the prisoner to
do so. He offered to grant Mr. John-
ston an order, however, .to show cause
why thére should be a committal for
contempt if he so desired.

Chancellor Boyd then read the article
complained of and said: Of course, the
jury is supposed to be excluded
from reading papgrs, and the publica-
tion could have no possible effect on the
court. He suggested that if a motion
were made it should apply to newspapers
generally. The same thing occurred in
the Birchall ease, but the judges dis-
agreed as to what constituted unfair
comment. .

The Condition of the Water-front.

The jury were then allowed to return
and the defence called witnesses with &
view of discrediting the testimony of
SBergeant Reburn, that the gzirl might
have gone along the waterfront south
of the Fort in returning from the West-
wood place. George DBennett, city edi-
tor of The Telegram; E. P. Clark, a re-
porter, and Artist Thompson swore that
they did not think a person could have
made the journey. Deputy Harbor Mas-
ter Postlethwaite was called to show
that the condition of the lake preeluded
the possibility of the course having been
traversed.

Then evidence as to character was in-
troduced. Mrs. Clark, who owned the
house in which Clara Ford and her fos-
i ter mother, Mrs. McKay, lived, said she
always found Clara an honest, straight-
forward and truthful girl. Witness said
she did not think the prisoner knew,
Frank Westwood. The daughter of the
last witness, Ida Clark, had known Clara
for seven years, and found her an honest,
industrious, truthful girl.

Sister Dorsay Testifies.

Sicter Dorsay was nextecalled. She
was attired entirely in black, the two
violet flowers in her hat showed
more distinetly as the result of their
sombre sursoundings. The Sister said
she had lived in Toronto all her life,
but did not know whether she was born
here, and the Chancellor smiled for the
first time Since the trial opened. The
Sister was Clara’s landlady for about
two years, and had known her off and
on since she was a child. Clara’s mother,
who then lived on the site of the present
Court House, used to deal with witness
80 years ago. The Sister, ‘who says
she reads The World every morning,
first ‘'knew of the Westwood tragedy on
Monday, Oct. 8, when she read it in
her favorite paper. Prefacing her evi-
dence with the remark that she only in-
tended to tell what was true, as she
knew she would have to give an account-
ing for it, she swore that Clara left the
house after tea, saying she was Zoing
to the theatre, and returned home at
11, or shortly afterwards. Witness said
good evening to the prisoner as she
went upstairs to her room. )

Mr. Dewart’s attempt to “make her
tell stories” did not succeed with Mrs.
Dorsay, who emphatically stuck to her
statement that Clara came home at 11
o’clock the night of the tragedy. Once
the Crown Attorney addressed her as
Mrs. Crogier. Then there was a scene.
‘“Mrs. Crozier—Don’t you call me Mrs.
Crozier,” she indignantly exclaimed in a
tone which convulsed the court. “What
what!” she called out, when asked if
she had ever said that Clara could get
upstairs of a night until 12.80 without
her seeing her. :

To His Lordship the witness stated
that she remembered Clara being at
the theatre on Saturday, Oct. 6, be-
cause. her washing was brought back
on Monday from Mrs. Crozier's, and
Clara also told her that Mrs. Crozier
wished to borrow $2.50 from her on the
preceding Sunday./.

His Lordship asked Mrs. Dorsay if she
had her spectacles with her, and she re-
plied that she had not. She was ex-
cused while she went home for them.
On her return the good lady easily read
several extracts from a newspaper.
“We'll pass you as a good reader,” said
the Chancellor, with a smile. “Did you
think I couldn’t read ?” asked Mrs. Dor-
say, and His Lordship joined in the laugh
which followed.

Opera House Employes,

Then the defence umdertook to show
that Clara Ford was at the Toronto
Opera House on the night of Oct. 6.
William Melville, an usher at the thea-
tre, swore that he saw the prisoner at
the performance of‘the ‘ Black Crook,”
which was played from Oct. 1 to Oct. 6.
His impression was that it was on
Saturday npight he saw her. To His
Lordship witness said no person was
with Clara at the theatre. Constable
MecLachlin saw Clara during the “ Black
Crook ”” week, but what night it was
he could not say.~ After the performance
he met her in Queen-street, going west.

Witness did not observe anyone with
her. L)

Mamie Dorsay knew that Clara came
home the night of the tragedy about 11,
because earlier in the evening Clara came
in wearing a new jacket and witness
had tried it on. The hall door was gen-
erally locked at 11.

Eliza Reid, who was employed at Mrs.
Dorsay’s, remembered Clara coming home
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on the night of Oct. 6 before the hall
door had been locked, but she could not
tell the hour. Rev. Mr. Ingalls, rector
of St. Mark's for 16 years past, testi-
fied that Clara Ford’s habits were good,
and her reputation for truth and inte-
grity was excellent. The reverend gen-
tleman stated that if the girl admitted
baving written immoral letters it would
:ertainzly alter his opinion of her charac-
er.

Miss Jennie Watson of 110 Richmond-
street west, with whom Flora McKay
was living on Oet. 6, swore that a girl
whom ehe believed to be the prisoner call-
ed at her house on Friday, Oct. 5, and
told her not to let Flora out nights, ex-
cept to go to the theatre occasionally.
On the next night Flora went out, re-
turning between 10 and 11.

The Hour of the Shooting.

In an effort to.prove Westwood was
shot after 11 p.m., at which hour the
Dorsays swore Clara wasin her room,
the defence called Vincent Card, aged 8,
Vincent’s good looking blonde sister; Lena
and fhe mother of these two witnesdses.
The Westwood family swore that the boy
was shot at 10.45. Vincent Card, who
was not sworn, said he heard a shot, but
did not know what time it was, but he
mentioned the fact to his sister. Lena
swore it was after 11, and her mother
corroborated her.

Treasurer Graham of the Toronto
Opera House swore that the seat Clara
Ford claims to have occupied in the
third row of the balcony on Saturday,
Oct. 6, was only sold on that one night
during the “Black Crook” engagement,
being vacant the other nights of the week.

This was the defence

Contradicting Clara.

In rebuttal Inspector Stark was called

and- swore positively that the version
given by the prisoner, as to the interview
between herself and witness the night of
the arrest, was untrue. Sergt. Reburn
swore he never told Clara she was mak-
ing the story up. He gave equallly posi-
tive denials to all the statements made
by prisoner as to promises that it would
b: better for her if she told the' truth,
ete. ;
Constable Slemin swore that Mrs, Dor-
say told him the day of Clara’s arrest
she did not know what time Clara re-
turned the night of Oct. 6. She also
said that the hall door was frequently
open until 12.80 Sfaturday nights, and
Clara could have gone upstairs without
being seen by her. Dctective Porter,who
accompanied Slemin, corrohorated this
testimony.

The Crown offered no further evidence.

A short discussion then ensued as ‘o
whether the case should proceed or an
adjournment take place until Monday.
Mr. Johnston urged that the case proceed.
Mr. Dewart pointed out that he would
be under a disadvantage,and eventually
it was resolved to leave the matter to
the jury to decide. The jury retired and
upon their return from consultation
stated that they preferred the case to
proceed,provided His Lordship would give
them a reasonable time to consider after
the conclusion of ihe case.

Addresses of Counsel.

Mr. Johuston at 8 o’clock commenced
his address to the jury. He pointed out
the terrible odds the counsel for the de-
fence bad to fight against—odds per-
haps unparalleled in the history of Cana-
dian trials. Not ounly had they opposed
to them all the resources of the Crown,
with unlimited money at its command,

;but they had retained as special coun-

sel the foremost criminal lawyer in On-
tario ; .but, more than .that, they had
detectives camped upon the prisoner’s
trail for six months. While, on the other
hand, this woman, without a dollar in
the world, orphaned, defenceless, and
alone, had been locked up, without an
opportunity of sceing her witnesses. Then
they had put in the box jail birds, a man
so low that he robbed his mother, and
they had ransacked the moral sewers of
the city to rake up evidence against the
prisoner. Without fee, without expecta-
tion of reward, he and his fellow-counsel,
fully convinced of this woman’s innocence,
had felt it their duty to defend her,
when the prisoner asked them to do so.

Another important point was that
there is an utter absence of motive. It
was quite true that technically under
the law the Crown did not require to
show motive—that motive follows the
result. . With the exception of Libby
Black, a woman who was serving her
third term for drunkenness, and who, if
she received her deserts, would have a
further term for the graver crime of per-
jury added to her present one, there was
nothing to show: that the prisoner even
knew Frank Westwood. Had she known
or been intimate with him would there
not have been dozens of residents of
Parkdale where Clara lived so. long.
brought forward to prove the fact ? Then
a letter was put in containing some re-
ference to “Westwood’s Frank,” and the
Crown sought to show by this that young
Westwood had told her something. When
Westwood was shot down he was a boy
of 18, The letters were written five
years previous. What could a woman of
28, the age Clara would then be, and a
child of 18 have in common? The idea
is preposterous. The attempt that has
been made to villify the young man is
unworthy of the Crown, and is directly
contrary to the evidence produced by
the prosecution itself, as to-the char-
acter of the young man. Revenge and
jealousy are two of the strongest causes
for murder. Had the Crown proved that
this prisoner had had trouble with de-
ceased, or been intimate with him, then
the case would be stronger, but even
then he failed to admit that the testi-
mony adduced would be sufficient to
warrant a jury in convicting the ac-
cused.

Libby Black Again.

Again he reverted, to the evidence of
Libby Black, and criticized the Crown
for having put this woman in the box
to drag young Westwood through her
own mire, her own filth and her own
immoral reputation, and blacken the
character of him who was not here to
defend himself.

Referring to the letters, he said, was
it not a fair presumption that Doren-
wend, who had treasured up these let-
ters for five yearsin order to be reveng-
ed: at some time on a poor colored wo-
man, had set the machinery in motion
against. the -prisoner? Admitting that
prisoner wrote the letters, what particu-
lar connection can there be between
these letters and a crime committed
five years afterwards? Her statement
that she did not know Frank Westwood
was not contradicted by the letters, for
she said she had often heard the Clark
girls mention Frank Westwood’s name.
The. Ante-Mortem Proves the Prisoner’s

Innocence.

Frank Westwood, who best - knew
whether any person had a spite against
him, and who alone saw the party who
fired the shot, gave his ante-mortem de-
position, which had been preserved, when
on the border line between time _and
eternity, when he knew that within a
few hours his spirit would ascend to
the God that gave it—this young man
told of the shooting. Will you accept
the statements of the detectives in pre-
ference to the ante-mortem deposition
sealed with the seal of death?  This
statement, eoming from the very jaws
of death, says the  murderer was a
medium-sized man with a mustache, and
that the man looked like James Lowe,
a chum of Gus Clark. And yet, in the
face of that, you are asked to believe
that this prisoner, masquerading in
men’s clothes, shot Frank Westwood.
Do you think that if this prisoner had
been intimate with Frank Westwood he

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A GOURT THAT NEEDS REFORM
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TREB SUPREME COURT REQUIRES A |

THOROUGR OVERBAULING,

Judges Incapable of Work and There Is a
Decided Want of Harmony—The Letter
Box Scandal a Fizzle—New Customs
Rulings—McGreevy Will Not Be Again
Expelled.

Ottawa, May B.—At yesterday’s meet-
ing of the Cabinet four months’.leave of
absence, or until Sept. 1, was granted to
Mr. Justice Fournier of the Supreme
Court. The learned judge is very seri-
ously ill, but apparently has no thought
ol retiring from active work, ae it is

said his letter applying for a holiday.

contained no reference whatever to hi
prospective retirement. The court meets
on Tuesday to take up the May list of
appeals, and, in comsequence of Judge
Fournier’s absence, some appeals may
have to go over until the autumn. Five
judges constitute a iquorum of the court,
but Mr. Justice Sedgwick is precluded
from hearing some cases, as in his former
capacity of Deputy Minister of Justice
he advised the crown regarding them.
In legal as well as political circles there
is a growing feeling that radical meas-
ures will have to be taken to change the
persounel of the court. The manner in
which business is conducted amounts al-
most to a public scandal. In addition
to the physical incapacity for work of
certain of the judges there is said tol be
a lamentable absence of esprit de corps.
Conferences between the judges, which
used to be the rule, are now. the excep-
tion, the result being most unsatisiac-
tory. It is questionable whether in a
barbarian state, where the dispensing of
justice is carried on in the most primi-
tive manuer, would two judgments be
delivered omn the same day, the one con-
tradictory of the other, and yet this is
what has actually occurred in the Su-
preme Court of Canada within the past
few mouths.

Cannot Expel McGreevy Without Cause.

Apropos of the report in certain news-
papers that the Opposition will move to
again expel Mr. McGreevy from the House
of Commons, both May and Bourinot lay
down the principle that Parliament can-
not create a disability unknown to the
law, Expulsion, though vacating the
seat of a member, does not create a dis-
ability to serve again in parliament.
The House may expel a member as often
as it likes, but in each case a separate

and distinet resolution, setting forth the |

reasons for expulsion, would have to be
moved. It is not likely that Mr. Me-
Greevy will be asked to endure punish-
meng a second time for -the same offence.
A proposition of jthat character would
lack the essential element of British fair
play.
That Letter Box Scandal.

It will require a person with a wel-
seasoned stomach to swallow the column
of rot which The Toronto Star dished
up for the delectation of its readers Sat-
urday night. One may judge of the truth
of the alleged scandals from the follow-
ing facts: It is chargéd that a contract
for 10,000 letter boxes was awarded
some time ago at $14 each, but that the
contractor only received $7 each, the
inference which is left to the newepaper
reader being that $70,000 was corruptly
withheld from the contractor, either by
the Minister or by certain officials.

Your correspondent is in a position to
affirm: that at no time has a contract
been awarded for letter boxes exceeding
five dozen in number, the department
only keeping a small number in stock,
and the demand being limited. The ab-
surdity of the “scandal” is further ex-
emplified when it is stated that there
are not more than 2500 public letter
boxes in the Dominion. For instance, in
Toronto there are 285, in Ottawa 63,
and so on. The man who conjured up

New Customs Rulings.

Foreigners taking up their, residence in
Canada temporarily are allowed to
bring in, duty free, personal effects,
steam yachts, etc., provided they are
taken out of the country again with-
in a reasonable period. The existing
rule has now been amended so as to in-
clude horses, harness ‘and carriages
brought into Canada for their personal
use by parties who intend to reside in
the Dominion for a limited period.

A difference of opinion existing among
collectors as to the rating of the vari-
ous kinds of springs not enumerated, in
order to secure uniformity the Cus-
toms Department has decided that all
springs, n.e.s., for whatever purpose
they are to be used, are to be rated
under tariff item No. 254, at 1 cent
per pound and 20 per cent.

At a Canadian port recently an at-
tempt was made to secure free entry
of hotel furniture as “settlers’ effects.”
The decision of the Department is that
furniture for family purposes omly, and
which complies with ‘the provisions of
item 489, is entitled to free admission. All
extra is dutiable. Importations of this
nature should be reported to the De-
partment.

A recent departmental ruling says that
samples of tweeds, coatings, dress fa-
brics and like manufactures exceeding
one-half yard in length are not to be
accepted, as being of no commercial
value. When fabrics one-half yard or
less in length are imported, collectors
must satisfy themselves that such are to
be used solely as samples. In computing
duty on wine, fyactions of a degree of
strength up tg‘and including 5-10 are
to be dropped, while over 5-10 are to
be counted as a whole degree of strength.
The exatt strength of all importations
of wine is to be shown on the entries.

Prince Edward Isiand Railway.

A Prince Edward Island deputation,
consisting of A. A. McLean, Dr." Jenkins
and Alexander Martin, introduced by
Messrs. Macdonald and McLean, M.P.’s,
interviewed the Government Saturday
and urged extenmsion of the Prince Ed-
ward Islnad Railway from Southport to
Murray Harbor and from Elmira "to
Souris, a distance of about 65 miles,
and running through a well-settled
country.

Alexander Martin of Prince Edward Is-
land is visiting the Capital. He is the
prospective Liberal-Conservative mem -
ber for East Queens, having accepted the
nomination, against Commodore Welsh,
and from present appearances will beat
“the ancient mariner ” out of his boots.

Lieutenant-Governor Mackintosh left
for Regina yesterday.

The close season for black bass fishing
commences on the 10th inst. in Ontario
and Quebec dnd lasts until June 30.

SIR HARCOURTS MOLISHNESS

P ]

HE I8 APPARBNTLY ANXIOUS TO
WRECK HIS GOVERNMENT,

Determined to Push ‘His Local Veto Mea.
sure Despite His Colleagues’ Protests—
The Budget a Surprise to the Ministry
—Question as to a Pacific Cable Con~
ference.

London, May 5.—Sir William Harcourt’s
speech in the House, presenting the an-
nual Budget, is being utilized as a Con-
servative growl in the absence of any-
thing with moré solidity as a basis of
innumerable stories to the effect that
a dissolution of Parliament is imminent.
The same stories were told a year ago,
but the ground for their repetition is
fortified by ‘the fact that the Chancellor
of the Exchequer defended his Budget
proposals by intimating that it was
improbable that he would have an op-
portunity to propose another Budget a
year thence. It must be borne in mind,
however, that thisis a typical Harcourt
method. He is wont to show his feel-
ings publicly and then allow his anger
to 'evaporate, never jn the meantime
surrendering any of the advantages he
assumes to treat so lightly. '

Ministers Unaware of Budget Proposals.
The troubles in the OCabinet have
their origin in the old custom, dating
from the incumbency of Mr. Gladstone
in the Premiership, of allowing the
Chancellor of the Exchequer great lati-
tude in the matter of making Budget
proposals, and permitting him to observe
strict secrecy in regard to them. This
practice of withholding such informa-
tion from his Ministerial colleagues has
engendered a good deal of bad feeling.
Until immediately before the Budget was
presented to the House of Commons, not
a single member of the Ministry, with
the exception of the Chancellor of the
Exchequer himself, was aware of the
pature and scope of tthe proposals for
which the entire Cabinet saw, the draft
of the Budget Thursday morning ; it was
exceedingly simple, and seemed to pre-
clude the necessity of a protracted de-
bate, but when it was presented to the
House it had a vastly different aspect.
The Ministerial inspection of the measure
gave the idea ‘that it was a bill which
every member could subscribe to.
Some Ministers were unanimous in favor
of putting it through without delay.
Some Ministers, however, were disposed
to push the Irish nd bill and the
Welsh Chunrch Disestablishment  bill
ahead of the Budget or any other mea-
sure for party purposes. This pro-
cedure was opposed by the Chancellor
of the Exchequer, +who declared
that the most of the time of
the session until Whit-Sunday,
all of it, in fact, was properly his. Be-
fore this, however, Sir William wished
to have the Local Veto bill passed
through its second reading, although it
is well known that several Liberal mem-
bers will vote against it. This probably
means its defeat. §i
Local Veto a Vital Measure.

The Speaker describes the Local Veto
bill as the only uncertain element in the
life or fate of the Ministry, and it con-
tinues by declaring that every Liberal
has tried to insist that no headstrong
action be taken thereon. The Minister
who was responsible for the catastro-
phe to the Government through the
action on the License bill has never been
forgiven.

The Premier and many of his collea-
gues in the Ministry have stated that the
House of Lords question is the one upon
which the country would be asked to
pronounce at the next election and it
would be a distinet breach of faith to
substitute enother for it. This undoubt-
edly represents the intention of Lord
Rosebery and a majority of the Cabinet,
whose troubles are chiefly personal and
not political. It is generally remarked
that Mr. H. Campbell-Banneraman, Sec-
retary of State for War, is the only
one of the Ministers who seem to be on
good terms with all of his colleagues.

The Pacific Cable,

Sir George Baden-Powell has given

notice that in the House of Com-
mons on ~ Monday he will ask
Mr. Sydney Buxton, Parliamentary
Secretary for the Colonial Ofifice,
whether the Government has received a
request from Camada to call a conference
of “the colonies interested in the matier
with a view of arranging the details of
laying and majintaining a submarine Pa-
cific cable between Canada and Austras
lia, and what décision, if any, the Gov-
ernment had reached in regard to the
subject.

Notice has also beeni given by 8ir Grorge
Baden-Powell that he will move & resog
lution in the” House of Commons calling

‘attention to the necessity for strategic

and commercial reasons of establishing
a Pacific cable without delay.

More Corinto Lossons Required.

The announcement i® made that an ar.
rangement has been made between the
Guatemalan-committee and the British
agent sent to conclude a settlement, that
the Guatemalan debt ghall be paid as fol-
lows: The external bondholders shall
receive £70 bond at 4 per cent in each
£100 and the internal bondholders shall
receive & similar bond in each £80. The
Pall Mall Gazette in commenting on this
says: Guatemala could pay the sum
demanded if she eared to be honest, but
a few more lessons to South Americans
such as have been taught at Corinto are
obviously required.

UPPER CANADA COLLEGE.

It looks very much as if Upper Canada
College. was doomed to extinction, and
that at no distant date. What turns
out to be a very serious mistake was
the Government’s decision some years
ago to remove the college to Deer
Park. The resources of the college were
all exhausted in the erection of a too
costly building. It was thought when
the building was devised that it would
be the means of inducing a larger at-
tendance. In epite of its excellent
accommodation, and in spite of an ef-
ficient teaching staff, the results antici-
pated have not materialized. Instead
of new pupils coming to the school, th_e
attendance is growing less. Nothing is
in sight to warrant the Government or
the authorities to believe that more
boys will be attracted to the instituion
than are now attending it. Independent
of the decrease in pupils, there are also
other influences working adversely
to continuance of the col-
lege. The control of the ib-
stitution has practically passed into
the hands of a clique. Some seven thou-
sand pupils have passed through Upper
Canada College. A year or two ago
the virtual control of the institution was
handed over to this body, acting through
a board of trustees. When the Board
of Trustees were elected, only some
two hundred and forty out of the seven
thousand graduates of the college took
the trouble to vote for representatives
on the board. The Government retain-
ed the right to appoint five represen~
tatives to the board, this being one
more that the representatives elected
by the college graduates. A short t'ime
ago the Government appointees resign-
ed, and the Minister of Education leit
it to the other half of the board to
pominate their successors. As & result,
we have a Board of Trustees to-day
practically appointed by the 240 vot-
ers. In this way the codtrol of the
college has pagsed into the hands of a
cliqgue, who by no means represent the
college graduates as a whole.

preference to one of the Collegiate in-
stitutes. If the educational chain, be-
ginning at the Primary schools and end-
ing with the Provincial University, there
is no place for Upper Canada College.
It occupied a necessary’ position in days
gone by, but to-day it could pass out
of existence without being missed by
anybody. If wealthy peopie desire an ex-
clusive college for their sons they have
what they desire in the colleges at St.
Catharines and Port Hope. These col -
leges, indeed, are now attracting the
class of students that formerly went to
Upper Canada College. .

The Government would be glad to be
rid of it, because they feel it has mo
future in store for it. It has been sug-
gested that it be turned into a women’s
university. Although University College
did not admit girl students until seven or
eight years ago, it has now some 200
of these students regularly attending lec-
tures. The possibilities are that within
five years the girl students will outnum-
ber the men. In colleges where co-edue
cation exists the natural tendency has
been for women to get a separate col-
lege of their own as soon as the number
warranted it. It looks as if these con-
ditions would arise here in the course of
a few years. The present staff of Upper
Canada would be adequate, with a few
changes, for a university of this kind.
Another suggestion has been to turn the
college into a consumptive hospital. The
friends of this idea are willing, we under-
stand, to put up a considerable sum for
buildings and grounds. If they could
raise a decent amount the Gov-
ernment might do worse than
allow them to get  possession
Its site is most salubrious, and
its use as a consumptive hospital
would be a direct benefit to the whole
province.

WATER FOR THE ISLAND.

The Engineer recommends that per-
mission be granted the Toronto Ferry
Company to obtain its water supply
from the conduit pipe. We think i
a mistake to allow-the company to run
an independent pumping plant of its
own. There should be one water sys-
tem for the Island and the company,
which is the largest of all water con-
sumers on the Island, should be made
to take its supply from that system.
The city should either instal its own
plant, or it should make arrangements
with the Toronto Ferry Company to
have it pump a sufficient supply for the
whole Iskdnd. The opportunity for
getting the Island water supply in pro-
per shape is at the present moment. If
we allow the Ferry Company to operate
its own pumping plant, it may be diffi-
cult in the future to compel them to
use the water the city may decide upon
furnishing for Island residents. In that
event the expense will be higher for all
concerned. «

J. Y. McBain of Peterboro Suspended

From Privileges of Board of Trade.

The Council of the Toronto Board of
Trade have decided to suspend Mr. Me-
Bain, grain merchant, Peterboro, for
dishonorable conduct for a period of
seven days, from May 6. A notice to
this effect was posted on ’'Change on
SBaturday.

The circumstances which led to the
suspension- are pretty much as' follows:
On Feb 16 several cars of barley were
loaded for Mr. McBain at Peterboro.
He then asked Mr. W. Bletcher; grain
inspector at Port Hope, to come and
inspect the grain. Mr. Bletcher arrived
late Saturday night, Feb. 16, Mr. Me-
Bain appeared to be in a hurry to have
the inspection made. The latter said it
would inspect No. 1, and he prevailed
upon the inspector to give him (Me-
Bain) a certificate in trust for No. 1.
The inspector advised Mr. McBain on
Monday not to use it, and cancelled the
certificate’ for No. 1, as it did not
come up to that standard.

On March 2, also a Saturday, the bar-
ley was sold to E. P. McKay & Co. of
Toronto as No. 1, and McBain drew,
on demand on the Toronto firm. It
was late on the Saturday and Mr.
Bletcher, having heard that the barley
was sold to E. P. McKay & Co., warned
the latter by telegraph that it would
not go No. 1, which resulted fortunate-
Iy in the draft being dishonored. Mr.
McBain had demanded payment for No.
1 barley, and refused to arbitrate.

Mr. McKay generously used ‘his in-
fluence to make the punishment as light
as possible for the Peterboro firm.
Many familiar with the case advised the
expulsion of McBain, but as stated the
council suspended him from the privileges
of the board for seven days,

Special Information to Be Submitted to
the Government.

London, May 4.—The committee act-

ness box, which she did with the charm
and confidence of innocence, to admit
that she made the confession was the
boldest, the mnoblest, the ~most heroic
Bet ever witnessed in a criminal trial in
this country. If Clara Ford shot Frank
Westwood would she dare to go into
the witness box and tell that story as
she did? :

Conecluding, the counsel adverted to
the testimony of the Crozier family. The
statements of the different members
varied greatly as to how the girl was
dressed, and as to what d[,\ov:ket she car-
ried the revolver in, and excepting the
mother the witnesses were not sure
what night it was that she had the wea-
pon. :

Mr. Johnston concluded an address of
214 hours, by urging the jurors to
render no uncertain verdict, but to atamp
with their disapproval and thus eud for
all time confessions obtained by the
autoeratic and eczar-like conduct by
which that of Clara Ford was extracted.

Mr. Dewart’s Address.

At 65.16 Crown Attorney Dewart com-
menced the most important address he
had been called upon to deliver since he
donved his gown. He accepted the posi-
tion which eircumstances had forced upon
him without hesitation and capitally
filled the gap.

Referring to the aspersions cast upon
the detectives that she was not treated
with faif play, he pointed out that, al-
though having strong reasons for sus-

ting the prisoner, the detectives mere-

detained her in the office until such
times as they could institute the
most thorough inquiries among witnesses
not before known to the detectives, ra-
ther than lock up a woman who might
be innocent.

If you believe that Clara Ford con-
fessed she shot Frank Westwood, it is
bound-
en duty to {ind her guilty.
His Lordship had admitted the confes-

jon. If he was wrong in so doing there

s still an appeal ‘to a higher court,
and you can rely upon it that everything
will be dome to protect the interests
of the prisoner.

Had the prisoner been able to give
a clear account of where she was on the
night of the tragedy, and mentioned the
names of parties who could corroborate
her, these parties would have been seen,
and the prisoner would at once have

Sed. The prisoner said she
as at Ahe theatre with Flora McKay.
Flora was sent for and corroborated the
prisoner’s story. Then Sergeant Re-
burn chanced to remark, ‘“Where is that
edora hat you wore?”’ and the prisoner
jed that she gave it to Mrs. Crozier.
Mrs. Crozier was sent for-and when she
came said prisoner was at her house
that night. Then Flora was again
brought down and she swears that she
was not at the theatre, but that she
made that statement in the lirst.  in-
stance in order to shield Clara. Finding
the alibi she had manufactured in order
to be a prop, disproved and the only
avenue of escape cut off, what more
natural than that she should say “‘Yes,
Iadmit-I killed Frank Westwood!”

The prisoner in her statement, which
she made so glibly in the box, coutra-
dicted no less than 13 witnesses in ma-
terial points. Nine of these witnesses are
impartial citizens, and only four of them
-golice officers. What can you conclude

ut that her statement was a bold and
mnblushing perjury! Why did she deny
Xhat she was at Croziers’? The fact that

ber being there was not a fact inconsis-
The scene of
the tragedy is two miles distant. The
mere fact of her being at Croziers’ form-

B0 link in the chain of evidence, ex-

pt. When' Clara chose to deny it, and

denying it admitted her guilt. The rea-
gon for the denial was manifest—it was
bacause her presence there was inconsis-
tent with the story of her movements.

The fact that no attempt had  been
made to break down the testimony of
Flora McKay, except by the’denial of
the prisoner, was the best proof that
the ments of the child were true,
and that the prisoner failed to make the
appointment with her to attend the
theatre on Oct. 6. Is there any reason
why the putative child of the prisoner
should tell a story which tells so strong-
1y against her mother if it is not true?
Would not the ties of flesh and blood
rather lead her to tell a story favor-
able to the prisoner? Then Mrs. Phyle
eorroborates Flora.

What’s your conclusion from her
denial of the evidence of Richard Vyse
that she had a revolver? !

There are some witnesses from whom
counsel cannot wrest a confession that
their statements are false. I admit
that I was mnable to cope with the
ability of Clara Ford, as evidenced in
the witness box, but I ask you to recol-
lect the manner in which Clara Ford
spoke of the detectives. Did you not
note the legal mind? Did you not ob-
gerve its counterpart in the address to
the jury by the learned counsel for the
prisoner ? ¥

Contrast the prisoner’s demeanor in
the witness box with her story as to
bow she was worried and troubled, and
then call to your mind how she de-
scribed with marvelous minuteness what
she alleges took place in the
detective office, and then believe her
story if you can.

The Allbi.

An attempt had been made to estab-
lish an alibi., Was ever an alibi set up
before that so miserably failed? First
Mrs. Dorsay, the lady with the bad
memory, who couldn’t remember whe-
ther she was at the Court House two
days ago swearing as to the hour that
Clara came home the night of Oct. 6.
So with the Dorsay girl—she didn’t see
Clara return. She also swore that the
hall door was not closed until 12 o’clock.
The evidence for the Crown shows that
she had an hour and a half’'s time be-
tween the hour of the shooting and 12
o'clock, a sufficient interval, even had
she made the circuitous route she claims
she did.

As to the opera house employes, none
of them swore specifically that it was
Saturday night that Clara was at the
theatre. None of them recollected see-
ing Flora with hér, and two were posi-
tive Flora accompanied her the night
she saw them. And this is the testimony
the defence ask you to accept in pre-
ference to the exact and positive evi-
dence of the five members of the Crozier
family.

If prisoner was innocent why did she
say to the detectives when asked if she
had a revolver, “Oh, it's the West-
wood case !” -

If the giving of the fedora hat to the
Croziers’ was a perfectly innocent mat-
ter, why did she lie about it? Why
did she say that she gave it to thelad
~in September, whereas it was after the
Westwood murder? :

The strongest proof of the truth of
the testimony of Detective Reburn is
found in the fact that, although this
prisoner complains that she was wrongly
used, she made no outery during the long
months that have intervened sipce her
arrest. Is that how an innocent woman
would have acted?

The fact that the Westwood bullet had
the same characteristics as bullets fired
from the prisomer’s revolver was &
further corroborating circumstance.

Concluding his address of 90 minutes’
duration, Mr. Dewart said: Now, as to
the demeanor of the woman in the box,
I ask you was it the demeanor of a wo-
man conscious of her innocence ? Was it
pot rather the demeanor of such a woman
as could write'such a letter as that she
admitted having penned, a woman whose
feelings of moral right and wrong had
become so blunted that she valued nei-
gher the life of him she slew nor her own?
Was it not the courage that comes from
a epirit of bravado? Has she not her-
gelf spoken of a spirit of devilment?

You may have admiration for a woman
who gives her evidence in the manner
that Clara Ford did, but it is the admira-
tion that you have for the daring or
recklessness of the Mexican bandit who,
careless of his own life, goes to_ any
length, or the admiration of the Indian
stoie, who knowing no fear- would go so
far as to shoot down a man,
(though he knew his life might pay the
penalty the next moment. You may
bave that admiration, but it is only ad-
miration for a spirit of bravado.”

\ His Lordship's Charge.

At the conclusion of Mr. Dewart’s ad-
dress the court adjourned for am hour.
At 8 o’clock His Lordship commenced his
address to the jury. While a fair pre-
sentation of the facts adduced, the charge
was probably the strongest ever de -
livered against a prisomer in a court of
justice. This case is one that
hae two sides, said the Chancellor,
but determining upon it you must not be
actuated by sympathy or compassion. A
good deal has been said about detectives
and police officers. If we had no crime
in this country we would not need
these officials, but so long as we have
crime we must have detectives. It is
part of the government of this country.
Just as jurors are entrusted with the
enforcement of the law of  this
country, so are police officers. No
one disputes that a crime was com-
mitted. Has the crime been brought home
to the prisoner ? The evidence shows to a
demonstration that the shooting took

| .place at 10 minutes to 11 o'tlock. You

will not, therefore, have to enquire
further as to the time. There are many
peculiar circumstances in this case.
Both the deceased and the prisoner had
good characters so far as we have heard.
Certain matters have been referred to
with regard to -her. which you will
have to consider. There is the writing
of the letters. She says she did not
know young Westwood. There is evi-
dence that she did know him. There is
evidence that she spoke to him, and
there is testimony .that she told Miss
Crozier that she knew him ever since he
was so high, indicating the height of her
waist. Aunother strange circumstance is
the ante-mortem statement of the dead
boy desecribing the party who shot
him as a man of medium height with a
mustache. He also said that he was not
implicated with any girls. You have
to judge whether this statement clears
Clara Fgrd. You will have to judge
whether Westwood could see the person
who shot him. The night was dark and
the light in the hall, I should guess,
would not illuminate the face of the
assassin, Then you must remember that
the person who shot him, if it was Clara
Ford, was disguised. His ante-mortem
shows that he did not place much re-
liance upon the supposition he
entertained that it was Gus Clark’s
chum. As for Westwood, we don't know
whether he committed the assauit on the
girl or not. A great many young men
are very good at home and . different
away. It may be that Westwood did
not remember the assault or did mnot
place much importance upon the fact,
and consequently did not associate her
with the tragedy, or he may have sus-
pected her and did not wish to grieve
his parents by associating her name with
the deed.

A great deal has been said about her
heroic conduct in the witness box. You
are not to pay any attention to this.
She was entering the box to try to get
away from facts eworn against her.

All That'a Man Hath Will He Give

Now you are to exercise a good deal
of caution in the case of a woman, com-
ing into the box, knowing that her life
is at stake, you are to remember the
saying of Job long ago: “Skin for
skin, yea, all that a man hath will he
give for his life.” You are not to
sweep away all the other evidence with-
out due consideration. The detectives
are men of long experience om the force.

Is this prisoner a woman to be awed
by the questions of detectives, or is
she on the other hand, not a woman
who could make up a story of this kind?
Prisoner claims in the witness box
that she went to the theatre with her
deughter. On the other hand, in_ her
confession ' she says she was at Park-
dale. In this conmection, the evidence
of the Croziers is very important. All the
family say she was at their place for
more than an hour on that Saturday
night. All of them say that she was
very much excited. Oi course all this
is very inconsistent with her being at
the theatre. So is the story of  Flora
McKay, who gave her cvidence with ap-
parent - truthfulness and candor., This
girl, whom the prisoner referred to as
the ome who would clear her of being
at the Westwood’s, admitted that she
had in the first place told the detectives
that she was in the opera house, be-
cause she wished to clear her mother.

BMrs. Dorsay's Statements.

This was the evidence that the prisoner
was not at the opera house.

To support Clara Ford that she was at
the opera house, Mrs. Dorsay, her daugh-
ter and Eliza Reid were called, but nei-
ther of the last-mentioned corm
roborated Mrs. Dorsay’s statement
that Clara returned at 11 o’clock the
night of Oct. 6. Against this evidence
you have the admission of Miss Reid that
the hall door was generally locked at
12 o'clock. This would allow a full
hour from the time of the shooting for
the gi®l to return. The officers say
it took them 1 hour and 85 minutes to
traverse the ground. Of course, a per-
son,having committed a crime of this kind,
would be in great haste to get away
from the scenme. Something had been
said about water along the waterfront
preventing a  person traversing the
ground easily. Of course & person
such as the slayer of Westwood would
not thesitate about rushing through
water or eéven taking off her shoes. As
for Lily Black's evidence, no person be-,
lieves that she spoke to Frank West-
wood. She did not know Westwood.
It is possible -some person passed him-
self off as the dead boy.

The Peculiar Bullet.

His Lordship then referred to_ the ex-
periments with the revolver, and pointe
out the fact that markings on the West-
wood bullet were also found on other
bullets discharged from the prisoner's
revolver. :

Again adverting to Clara’e testimony,
he pointed out that she contradicted the
stories of many other witnesses. In con-
travention of this is the dying deposition
of Westwood that a young man with a
mustache shot him. There is nothing to
prove that Clara had a mustache.

Coming back to the evidence of the
Croziers again, he called attention to
the friendly terms which existed between
the family and the prisoner, and asked
the jury to judge whether the Croziers
could have any object in testifying false-
ly against the accused.

ThePrisoner's M otive.

Then there is the absence of motive.
The only motive that has been shown is
the one given by prisoner herself.

In conclusion, His Lordship told the
jury that if they found the prisoner guil-
ty it was advisable that they should
find also whether they would be dis-
posed to find her guilty if the evidence as
io the confession had not been admitted.
This might assist the court in arriving
at a conclusion in the reserved case as
to the admissibility of the confession.

His Lordship's charge occupied 86
minutes.

The jury retired at 8.85. Mr. Johns-
ton called attention to several matters
which His Lordship had overlooked in his
charg?, and requested that the jury be
recalled and the evidence of Eliza Reid,
that she saw Clara retiring at 11 o’clock
the night of the tragedy, and that of
George Crozier, that he was at his
mother’s house at 8 o’cloeck of Oct. 6,
and did not see prisoner there, be pointed
owt to them. He also asked that the
jury be told.that if a reasonable doubt
existed, that if they thought the tes -
timony was equally divided as to Clara’s
guilt or innocence, it was their duty to
acquit. .

The jury were again brought back and
so directed, and again retired. In 48
minutes they returned with their ver-
dict of not guiity, and it was so re-
corded.
