The heat wave of the past few 
days was shattered Wednesday night 
when another heavy electrical storm 
swept over this district, and a heavy 
rain chased the humidity from the 
air, and the mercury slumped de­
lightfully to a point where the fat 
man smiled and the ice in the re­
frigerator took on a new lease of 
life.

The floor space on the 
ground floor comprises 7,700 square feet. • Along the 
main floor there runs a 400-foot frieze illustrating the 
Canadian Pacific route from the United Kingdom to 
Japan. In this diorama there will be moving models of 
Canadian Pacific liners crosing the Atlantic and Pacific 
Oceans, mechanically driven and electrically illumin­
ated, and the train journey across the Dominion will be 
depicted by two Trans-Canada trains, each consisting of 
locomotive and eight coaches. These also will he 
electrically illuminated and mechanically driven, with 
lead and rear lights, etc., and the realistic effect will be 
supplemented by an illuminated signal system, auto­
matic gates, and all the other appurtenances of a com­

plete rally.: 1 <:.clc.
In an atlj- ;,ing section of the interior exhibits there 

will be shown six mechanically and electrically illum­
inated vitascope models of Liverpool, Quebec, the 
prairie region, Banff Springs Hotel In the Canadian 
Kockies, Vancouver and Yokohama.

A fruit orchard scene in British Columbia and a scene 
depicting Japan and Japanese life are next presented 
for the entertainment and édification of the visitors. 
The mode! of Japan gives a general view of the country 
around Fuji Yama, with the world-famed mount itself 
rising high in the heavens. There will also be models 
of Japanese houses, bridges, streets and other typical 
sights of the Flowery Kingdom.

Prospective settlers in the Dominion will be attracted 
by the model of a 160-acre irrigation farm in the west, 
with all the buildings and equipment, running water 
and moving train running across the holding. The 
adventure-lover will be charmed by the spacious scene 
depicting the big game life of Canada. Grizzly bears, 
black bears» wolves, muskox and other representative 
specimens of the denizens of the wilds will confront 
the spectators in defiant attitude. All over the build­
ing, too, the heads of big game will snarl or grin, ac­
cording to the respective temperaments of their erst­
while owners.

Early last July a small party of riders was encamped 
on the plateau which lies between Tunbling Creek 

Glacier and the gap in the Vermilion Range of the Cana­
dian Rockies known as the Wolverine Pass. The day 
was warm and conducive to sleep, and, because on this 
account one of the party dozed and dreamed and later 
caused the other members of the party to enthuse over 
Ilia dream, there gathered in the Yoho Valley of British 
Columbia a week since, two hundred and six prominent 
Canadians, Americans and Europeans, calling themselves 
‘Trail Riders of the Canadian Rockies. Each had 
qualified for membership in the Order by riding at one 
time or another not less than fifty miles through the 
Rockies on horseback.

This unique gathering, recording as it did the first 
attempt to form an association of mounted mountain 
climbers was characterized by Dr. Charles W. Walcott, 
head of the Smithsonian Institute of Washington and 
honorary president of the Trail Riders, as a step which 
avili prove one of the greatest international attractions.

The attendance at the First Annual Ride of the Trail 
Riders exceeded by far the most sanguine hopes of the 
organisers, but fortunately, Yoho Camp, that beautiful 
village of chalets a mile above the sea, had been reinforced 
•with twenty Indian teepees and a huge Sun Dance Lodge 
which had been erected as camp headquarters by Stony 
Indians under the supervision pf Chief Walking-in-the- 
road.

Only one trail rider left this camp with what could be 
termed a legitimate grouch. This was Dr. Walcott who 
believes that bears stole the side of mutton which was 
hanging at the back of his chalet when he last saw it.

This decision was arrived at, after 
the Board had read over letters from 
Secretaries of other High School 
Boards and Boards of Education em- 
‘ tying four and five teachers and 

;er having read a letter from F. W 
Merchant, Acting Deputy Minister of 
Education, who was one time Prin­
cipal of London Collegiate Institute 
and afterwards also a Principal of-a 
Normal School. Mr. Merchant's let­
ter and the other letters referred to, 
Mr. Watt says were taken away by 
some person and threfpre I had to 
get a cbpiy.of Mr. Merchant’s letter 
from the Department of Education. 
The following is a copy of Mr. Mer­
chant’s letter :

Toronto, June 20th, 1924 
Dear Sir:—

I am directed by the Minister of 
Education to acknowledge the re­
ceipt of your letter of recent date re 
gardinlg the staff of the Watford 
High School and in reply to state 
that, in view of the conditions he 
will be satisfied with a staff of four 
teachers, if the total enrolment does 
not exceed 120 pupils.

It would appear advisable to ap­
point at nresent only four teachers. 
Then, if if is found at the re-opening 
of the High Sihcool that the enrol­
ment'exceeds 120, the advice of the 
High School Inspector concerned 
should ibe obtained as to a fifth 
teacher.

At a special meeting of eur Board 
of Education held on July 21st, some 
members of the Board wanted to re­
consider the matter to still have a 
fifth teacher, notwithstanding it was 
decided not to have one before and 
at last there was a motion passed 
that the Secretary of our Board 
should write to Mr. L(evan, High 
School Inspector, to see what he had 
to say about it, he having inspected 
our High School and knew the cir­
cumstances. He wrote a letter and 
the matter came up at our regular 
meeting of our Board of Education 
and notwithstanding Mr. Levan’s 
letter and the letter» that were re­
ceived from other High Schools and 
Collegiate Institutes that had four 
and five teachers, showing that they 
had more attendance per teacher 
than we had, a motion was made 
that we advertise for a fifth teacher 
for our High School. A copy of Mr. 
Levan’s letter is as follows:

Toronto, July 25th, 1924 
Mr. D. Watt,

Secretary, High School Board,
Watford, Ont,

Dear Sir:—
Your letter addressed to the Dep­

uty Minister "of Education several 
weeks ago was referred to me for a 
recommendation and the letter you 
receivd in reply from Dr. Merchant 
embodied .my views on your situation 
in Watford.

The question hinges, I may say, 
on the attendance you are likely to 
have next September. My rcommend- 
ation (contained in Dr. Merchant’s 
letter to you) was based on the 
assumption that the attendance in 
September was likely to be the same 
as when I visited the school, viz, 121 
pupils. While this number is slightly 
over the ratio of 30 to 1, prescribed 
in the Regulations, it is so slightly in 
excess that the Inspector would not 
make it a reason for demanding a 
fifth teacher. It would involve, I 
know, some inconvenience, more par­
ticularly that of seating the Upper 
School in the Science laboratory and 
requiring them to go to the room 
vacated when another class needed 
to use the laboratory. This ;s an in­
convenience, undoubtedly, but I dio 
not deem it so great an inconven­
ience as the breaking up of the 
school into two parts almost vi of a 
mile apart and the payment of 
$1400 or $1500 additional in sal­
ary. This opinion, I say, was based 
on the assumption that the attend- 
nce would not increase. If the atten­
dance should increase, I recommend­
ed that the Inspector should be con­
sulted.

I think the whole matter turns oil 
the attendance you expect in Septem­
ber next. If there is a reasonable cer­
tainty that the attendance will in­
crease to say 135, you will undoubt­
edly have to provide a fifth teacher.

Your Board Is better acquainted than 
I aim with .ijhe^yojpects foi the com­
ing year".1 It » eaafer to get a gooe 
teacher now than it will be In Sep­
tember. H a fifth teacher is requir­
ed in September and is not on hand, 
there will necessarily be an unsatis­
factory organization and a conse­
quence stowing up of the work of the 
school for three or four weeks.

iMy conclusion is that if there is 
a reasonable certainty of there be­
ing an attendance of A 35 pupils in 
September, you would be acting in 
the best interests of the School in 
engaging a fifth teacher now. If the 
attendance is not likely to be more 
than 120, you can manage, though 
with some inconvenience, I admit, 
with a staff of four teachers.

I consider that the ratepayers and 
citizens of Watford should know the 
facts of this matter. I voted against 
having a fifth teacher and stated 
that if it was necessary to have a 
fifth teacher then we could advertise 
for one, when we found there was a 
necessity for doing sp and after the 
School opened in September.

At the regular meeting of out 
Board in May, our High School Prin­
cipal, stated that We had then 112 
on the roll and 104 of an average 
attendance. This fact was also before 
cur Board and it may not be possible 
that we will have sufficient in Sep­
tember when we open to have a fifth 
teacher. Mr. Levan gays, 135. If we 
do, it is time enough then to adver­
tise for a fifth teacher,. instead of 
causing oer ratepayers more taxes to 
pay and they are too high now, high­
er than any place I know of in West­
ern Ontario, and it is a detriment to 
our Town the high taxes we are pay­
ing and it is time to try and econo­
mize wherever we can.

I also brought up at our Board 
meetings the question of having only 
four teachers instead of five in our 
Public School, but no action was tak­
en in this respect, ' tiotirithsitaading 
there is not a School in Western On­
tario that has the same number of 
teachers for the - same number of 
pupils that we have. We can quite 
easily get along with four teachers 
and here we would save more money 
that we would not have to raise in 
taxes. It certainly is time that we be­
gin to economize in matters that 
effect the taxes of the Town. I know, 
the fact is, that many people are 
hesitating coming to reside in Wat­
ford because of the high taxes and 
if we wish the Town to prosper and 
go ahead, we must not have our tax­
es go any higher, but lower. I trust 
this will explain why I have taken 
the stand I have on the Board of Edu 
cation, in trying to get the taxes 
down.

■Commencement will be made by 
the Ontario department of high­
ways this month on the work of 
carrying into effect Hon. George S. 
Henry’s scheme of numbering the 
provincial highways, also the erect­
ion on these highways of municipal, 
township and county boundary signs 
as well as direction and danger signs. 
These signs will be painted white 
with black lettering. The highway 
number sigrfi are expected to be a 
■big aid to motorists on tour, as it 
will enable them to know at all times 
if on the right road. Those approach­
ing dangerous curves and other spots 
requiring especial care in driving 
will be so warned by signs erected 
at least 300 feet away. One of the 
most important steps to be taken in 
this connection will be the erection 
of danger signs placed 300 feet away 
from all railway level crossings.

Auto trucks 
and accessories will occupy the lower 
west wing of the Coliseum.
