On the 14th ult. a meeting compos-
ed of about thirteen Methodist and
Presbyterian ministers, leaders . of
their respective churches in North On-
tario, was convened for the purpose
of making a careful survey of this
large district, with a view to.provide
every portion of it with regular re-
ligious services without unavoidable
overlapping of ministerial effort or
needless duplication of funds available

‘ for needy populations. Four other
ministers, familiar with the district.
who were unable to be present, signi-
fied in writiag their hearty concur-
rence with the object of the meeting.

A considerable time was spent in a
careful survey of the ground, and fin-
ally a plan,was matured which the
members believed was entirely feas-
ible and would wisely meet the pur-
pose in view, This plan with needful
explanation has been submitted to the
C(‘entral Committee for the two before-
mentioned churches, together with
the Congregational Church. This
(‘entral Committee was appointed in
January to take into consideration
matters of this kind which might be
submitted to them from time to time.
