BEEF SCRAP VERSUS
SKIM MILK FOR HENS.
A
(Experimental Farms Note,)

It is an accepted fact that hens
must have some form orf animal pro-
cin 4n their nd this
s usually sup
j years ago an start-
ed at the Experimenta! Farm, Nap-
pan, N. S, to determine tha relative
values of beef scrap and skim milk
when added to the laying ration. Two
pens were made up Of ten birds each,
as uniform in breeding, age and type
as it was possible to select, The ra-
tions fed to each pen were alike and
constant except that Pen 1 received!
beef scrap and Pen 2 skim mikk. The
results obtaiped show the possibili-
ties there are of realizing good value
for skim milk by feeding more of it
to the hen.

The average production from the
ten birds receiving beetf scrap for the
two six-months feeding periods (Nov.
1st to April 30th each year) was 615.6
eggs at a feed cost of $13.75 or 26.8
cents per dozen, leaving a profit over
feed cost of 97.2 cents per bird., In
Pen 2 the ten birds receiving skim
milk over the same period had an
average production of 699.5 eggs at a|
feed cost of $12.70 or 218 cents a
dozen leaving a profit over feed cost
of $1.49 per bird.

By taking the average of two years
it was found that 598.7 pounds skim
milk valued at 20 cents per hundred
and thus costing” $1.20 gave greater
returns than 39 pounds beef scrap at
a market price of $7.24 per hundred
thus costing $2.62. If as believed at
the Experimental Farm, the increase
in production from the pens receiving
milk can be attributed to the value of
skim milk as a food for laying hens,
it would only be fair to state that the
farmer had received slightly better
than one dollar per hundredweight
for his skim milk when he marketed

POULTRY MITES AND LICE.
(Experimental Farms Note.)

One- of the greatest: hot-weather
problems on the poultry farm is the
control of extermal parasites, Of all
such pests that trouble poultry in
Canada that Red Mite is by far the
most troublesome. These are not red
in colour as the name would lead one
to suppose, but grey,
when they become gorged with blood
that they appear red.
usually found on the fowl during the |
day but in the cracks and crevices
rapidly. The young re-eatedly
these casts appear on the roosts and
at the side of the cracks as a white
powder. This is often the first in-
dication of the presence of the mites.
At night when the birds are roosting
the pests will swarm over them pierc-
ing their skins with needle like jaws
and sucking the blood. The results
in a stoppage of egg-laying or in
greatly reduced production.

Do not wait unti] you know mites
are present. At the Dominion Ex-
perimental Farms the roosts and ad-
jacent parts are painted or soaked
every week or so throughout the
warm weather with a solutiomn of one
of the coal tar disinfectants or a
special paint made by diluting, either
one of the coal tar disinfectants or
crude carbolic, one part, to four or
five parts of coal oil or fuel oil.

‘When the mites are known to be
present a thorough house cleasing is
in order. Remove all droppings and
old nesting material, scrape and
sweep out every particle of dirt and
burn it. Sweep down the walls and
with the aid of a spray pump satur-
ate every crack in the house and the
fixtures with a good strong disinfect-
ant solution.

The control of lice is much easier,
for while there are a number of dif-
ferent species, the same methods of
control are satisfactory for all, The
natural method of control is the dust
bath; more effective if a little flow-
ers of sulphur be added. However,
there are always some birds in a
flock that will not use the bath, so
it is safest if lice are noticed, to treat
each bird individually. At the Cen-
tral Experimental Farm blue oint-
ment is used, a little being rubbed
beneath the wings and below the
vent, to kill the lice and any that
may hatch.

For setting hens, depend on the
dust and sulphur rubbed into the
plumage, as the ointment will not
only kill the lice but the germs in
the eggs as well,

Severat new air stations are to be
opened in Ontario and Quebec in
the near future for the purpose of
extending the forest area to be pa-
trolled by airplanes. A base is to
be established at Ramsay Lake near
Sudbury, and from this peint all
Ontario work will radiate; opera-
tions being carried on at Orient
Bay, Remi Lake and at least two
other substations not yet announced.

If the Canadian nre-war exports
of flour are considered az 100, the
Dominion’s average export ‘total
between 1921 and 1923 can be con-
sidered as 207. Comparatively,
pre-war exports of the United
States being rated at 100, its pres-
ent export is at the rate of 147.
This indicates that Canada has
more than doubled her export trade
in flour while the United States
has increased its trade by 47 per
cent. Before the war Canada em»
ported 3,832,000 barrels, while at
present her exports average 7,885,-
000 barrels a year.—‘"Journal of
Commerce.”

From the statisticans office, Wake-

in reference to apple crop reports:

“According to reports from the
farmers conditions up to July 1st were

| much more favorable to apples than

average and 13 per cent. better than
last year for New England as a whole.
Tn per cent. of a normal outlook
July 7st, the figures are:— Maine 88,
New Hampshire 88, Vermont 87, Mass
82. Rhode Island 84, Connecticut 82,
New England 85.2, earlier varieties
are reported better than later ones,
Baldwin and McIntosh are mostly a
moderate crop.
