-Letters full of interesting information were read from
Miupé'hgnmy and Btovel, also one from Mies SBimpson,
weltten just before lesving from ladia, expressing her
appreciation of the earnest prayara offared for her, and
the foving: sympathy extended to her during her visit
home.”

HINDRANCES TO FOREIGN MISSION WORK.

Hindranoes to Foreign Mission work may be locked
at from different points of view, each leading us to dif-
ferent conoclusions. For instanoce, if we were to ask one
of our missionaries what he oonsidered the hindrances
to his work, he would give ua one set of reasons ; or if
we should take a general survey of Christendom snd
look at the hindrances in thjs large semse, we should
have quite another list of statements, and perhaps after
looking over thess obstacles to mission work in general,
we should fesl that the little we could do would be
powerless to help in their removal., But I tske it that
those who placed this subject on our programme to-day,
meant that we should make it an intensely practical
matter, and if possible, a helpfcl one for the little,
partioalar, everyday diffBculties.

In the first place, it is true that the hindrances do exist.
We dwell joyfully on the story of what Missions have
done during the last 100 years, and rightly so for they
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have been marvellous and are unparalleled in history.
But we are apt to gain too much confidence as we think
of the past aud forget the woeful needs of to-day. After
»ll naid and done, it is still true that the great majority
of thoss for whom Cbrist died are ‘still without know-
ledge of Him, and this truth is the more saddening when
wo remember that auch could not long be the case, if
evoryone who is called by Ohrist's name were hearing it
worthily. Why i»s it that almost every Miasionary
Sociaty is oalling for more funds, and is seriously ham-

pored by the laock of them, if it ia not that Christians ars

not truly following Ohrist 1 We need not go outside of
our own little Convention and the various organizations
it represents to be sure that missions are not making
the progress they should.

Looking for hindrances is not an ideal task. If you
are engaged on an important piece of work you feel
annoyed if something hinders you, and you haye to stop.
to find out the hindrance and remove it, you would con.
sider the time better spent in dirgotly continuing your
work. Yet, to-day, how many oolumns of printed wat.
ter and hours of precious time must be devoted to the
dreary task of searchibg out obstacles, when they ought
w be better epent iu the more direct work of praise and
service. But as long es we are of the earth and do our
work imperfectly we ehall have to lose timein this way,
so wo will set ourselves to the task.

If T were to ask some of the delegates present, repre-
senting our Circles in country, town, or city, what they
considered the greatest hindrances to their work in the
home ochurches, I think the answers would run some-
what aa follows : —

** We cannot get the women of our church out to a
ruesting to learn and talk abou$ missions. Distances are
s great and weather and roads often such that it ia im-
possible for us to meet regularly,” or, '* We have no one
to be lesder since Mra. Willingworker moved away, 8o
our Circle has fallen to pieces, and interest in mission
work is at & very low ebb.” Or we may even hear so
pitiful a story as this :—** Our officers had a diflerence
and two or three resigned and there is such ill-feeling
in the ohurch that Missions have no place in the people’s
hearta."

Another might tell us,—'‘ Half the women of our
church do not believe in missinns, and even think the
missionaries’ lot more enjoyable than theirs, and they
will not give to their support,” or ** Many of our mem-
bers are forgetful of Circle day and will not spare time
for it from social engagements. We have great dif-
ficulty in getting anyone to help to make our meatings
ateractive. It is 8o monotonous for the same fow to do
all the work."”

And lastly, but far from being least in importance,
comes the old worn-out complaint, ** Times are 8o hard,
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weo cannot spare any money for missions!” (8ome
writer remarks that times are slways hard when.money
is wanted for the Kingdom).

These then are the reasons why our work is not being
done as it should be. These are the reasons which we
must present to vur Master when He asks us bye-and-
bye why we have brought so few eouls with us into His
kingdom. What a dreary list it is ! And how these
constant complaints muat grieve the heart of our
Saviour !

But a glance at the hindrances named assures us that
they are the outgrowth of some more serious short-
comings—offshoots of a stalk so deeply rooted that we
may say of it truly,  This kind cometh not out but by
prayer and fasting.” Let us consider four of the great
causes whioh lie back of the petty hindrances that so
hamper our work. First smong them comes the fact
that there ia far too little conversation with our Master
among the women of our churches—far to few contid
exchanged between ourselves and Him. ‘' Ob,” you
say, ‘‘you are telling us that we ought to pray more—
we know that—we are tired of hearing it.” Yes, my
fellow-worker, and have you acted upon your knowledge
until God is tired of heariug you pray ! You must con-
fess, I must confeas that we have not. The fact that we
know 6o well the need of prayer, makes all the sadder
the fact that we do not pray, Hore we are given n task
which we ourselves are powoerless to ‘perform, yot we
stubbornly turn from the only Power that can help us.
We want more prayer, and s special kind df prayer. Do
you remember how the Syro-Pheenecian woman prayed
whon she followed Jesus a0 persistently 7 *‘ Have mercy
on me O Lord, Thou 8on of David ! Have mercy on me,
my danghter is grievously vexed with a devil 1" - Why}
did she pray '* Have mercy on me." Becaure her
dsughter's need was 8o much her own that her ory was
the outcomse of a great persons! grief. How many of us
do you suppose plead for missions in this way? *‘Oh
Lord, have mercy upon me, my soul is bowed down.
My brethren in India are dying without Thee. Milliona
for whom Christ died know Thee not ! Lord Help me "
Christ could not refuse to answer such pradyer. But we
do not make the needs of the perishing our own, and
why ! Because many of us do not know what those
needs are. Ignorance of the unfruitful parts of the vine-
yard makes such prayer impossible. But is this ignor-
ance exouasble 7 Surely, in this day and age when so
much is written, and printed, and spoken on the sub-
jeot of miseions, no one can remain ignorant of the needa
of the field without guilt. We could know if we would,
and from him to whom much has been given, much will
be required. And in our prayer, not only should we
identify oursclvea with the needy, but we should also
identify ourselves with our God. When Asa, King of
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Judah, led his comparatively amall army against a million
Ethiopians, he prayed thus:—'‘Help us, Oh Lord our
God, for we rely un Thee and in Thy name are we come
ot against this multitude. O Lord, Thou art our God,
let not man prevail against Thee.” Asa started out
with the conviation that his cause was the Lord’s cause,
and should the enemy prevail against him he would prevail
against God. 8o should we pray for missions. ‘‘ Help
us, O Lord our God, for we rely on Theé, and in Thy
Name we go out against the terrors of heathendom. Oh
Lord, Thou art our God, let not the forces of iniquity
prevail againat Thee.” Such prayer by God's children
would soon reduce our list of hindrances, for no one
could so pray without working earnestly to help to answer
t{ér own prayer.

, A second great reason why our work is hindered, is the
failure to underatand the right motive of Foreign Mission
Work. So many women seem to take an interest in our
work to please tho Circle president or because it looks
well to do 80, or out of an impulsive sympathy with wo-
wen in foreign lands, and consequently their interest is
. not very permaneut. But, however praisworthy any
other motive may be there is none so pure and high as
that of obedience. The effurt to carry out Christ's com-
mand *‘ Go preach my Gospel "—There is no other that
Proves 8o lasting an incentive to work aa this, none that
gives 80 much comfort in the work, and none that pro-
mises suoh rewards. There is no other motive that
places us so far boyond the fear of other’s opinions,
either of praise or blame, and none that will lead us to
attempt 8o much for Ohrist. We oould refuse work for
every other reason but that it is for Jesus' sake, re-
membering that we are equipped with double strength
for every task.

The third of the causesof hindrance we might think of
is the lack of personal contact of the interested with the
indifferent. A very euccessful Cirole president with
whom I am acquainted would give you as one of the
secrets of her success this answer : ** Why, I call on peo-
ple persiatently, I buttonhole them when wo meet on the
street, I use every opportunity to give a personal invita-
tion to the women of our church to come and hear a lit-
tle about mission work. 7 nevergive itup!” Aod how
it pays, this personal touch with the indifferent. Your
pastor depends largely on personal pleading with the un-
converted, in winning them one by one when he hopes
for the growth of the kingdom. When your Mayor or
councilmen stand for re-election at the end of the year,
they organize their forces so that, if possible, every
doubtful voter in his constituency may be canvaased per-
sonally. If we who are full of enthusiaswn for mission
work wish others to bo so, we must canvass them person-
ally ; we must be oontent to win our constitueucy one by

one. When Christ healed the leper, the unclean, out-

oaat loper, He stretched forth His hand and totched him
Only Jesus would touoh a leper | The touch meant lov.
and sympathy, and touch, personsl contact, that mean,
love and intereat ; and sympatby will do more to win th:
uninterested to service for the Master than a hundred
announcements from the pulpit of meetings to which ** !
are invited.” Try this plen of personal canvass; if por
sistent effurts of this kind do not meet with success,
pray that Ohrist may open the blind eyes that they may
see the fields ‘¢ white already to harvest.”

Finally, and this thought is oue that is worn out in
preaching, though painfully new in practice. Fhe grea!
cause of hindrance to missions, is the prevalance, eve
among God's children, of the selfish spirit—too little uf
the spirit of self-sacrifice, the spirit of Christ. It is for
this reason that we hear the oft repeated call for monoy.
and the constant warnings to help our Bocieties vut «i
debt. Oh, the shame of it! God is not & God to make
us His stewarde and not give us the means wherowith w»
discharge our duties thoroughly. But weare not faith.
ful stewards. We aquander His money. If every ouc
of His children gave to Him ouly the tenth of the old
diapensation, how His.work would prosper! Yet to
many of us withhold even this and use it for selfish pur
poses. It is not that our churches do not represvnt
wealth enough, it is that they represent too little uf
Christ. If Jesus should ask oach of us, ** Lovest thou
me moro than thy monoey, thine own ease or comfurt,
thy social life?'" we could not hay, “*Yea Lord,” and
feel that our actions supported our answer. e read
th‘sg one day we shall be like Him for we shall see Him
as He is. (h, the grandeur of the thought! Like Him
in{ Mig purity, like Him in majesty, but best of all like
Him in utter forgetfulness of self I Truly we shall be
new creatures.

But pow, what shall come of our oonsideration of
‘* Hindrances " this afternoon 1 You feel that the only
thing that justifies you in stopping an ordinary piece of
work to look for hindrances, is the faot that when you
have found them you can remove them. And the only
thing that justifies usin looking for hindrances to Mis.
sion work this afterncon is the fact, that ®hgn we
know them we may do our share in removing them. 1
you are conscious that yuur lack of prayer is keoping
back the work, then pray. If you know of soms one
whom personal influence wight win, be persevering in
the effort to win them ; if it is your want of self-sacrifice
that makes the funds of your Oirole come short, or the
meetings unsuccessful, then practice more of self-denial
and ask our Lord to keep you close to Him that it may
be all the easier to copy His spirit. After Judah had
made David King over them, Israel delayed somo tine
following Judah's example. Finslly Abner wrote to
them and msid, *‘ Ye have sought in times past to make
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David king over you, now then do it.” Yes, we have
thought in times past that we would make the8onof David
more completely king of our lives, that we would talk
with Him more, sacrifice for Him more. Now then do
it ; do it, and God grant that none of us may be proved
to have been hindraoces when the day comes that
“'gvery man's work shall betried by fire of what sort it is.”
THE GODS OF INDIA.

Wo have caught sight in parsing of s little doll-like
abject, tricked out in finery, but uglier and odder than
any conceivable doll—a preposterons little figure with an
clephant’a head and truuk sttached to & humean budy,
dressed in an immensely full crinoline skirt, and looking
liko some novel form of an elephant ballet-dancer.

**Mem 8ahib,” replied my guide with the utmost

mvity, ‘“this is the god of wisdom, Guoputti, son of
ivE.

** But why with an elephant's head 7 "

** Gunputti fought with Vishnu,” answers the pundit.
* Siva, to end the quarrel, cut off Gunputti's head. . The
mother, Kali, threatening to wreck the universe if the
hoad was not restored, Siva promised to do it, but the
head could not be found, so he gave him that of the
first anirual they met—an elephant.™

** Ani elephant is wise too 1"

“Very wiee, Mem Sahib. Gupputti ia invoked by
travollers and acholars. His name is written ut the
hesd of philosophic books.”

We look at the pantomine doll again—its foolish gown,
its ponderous proboscis curling down among the spangles.
Yes, it is quite true ; India worships this. This is a fair
example of her innumerable gods—the guds of Hindviem

-that all-inclusive, all-accommodating cult, ** a religion
which unites the grossest possible idolatry, in the most
horrible and degraded forms, with a very high develop-
ment of philosophy ; a faith that covers and includes
monotheism, polytheism, atheiam, morslity and im-
morality, ceremonial, non-ceremonial, nu rites or sny
smount of ritual--binding its followers inflexibly to-
gether like columus of the%mrdent adsmantine atone.”

From the Gulden Temple and Lake of Immortality in
Northern India, down to the Bombay shrines we are
visiting to-day, and away acroas the continent, till it
meots the faith of Buddha in Burmab, the Himalayas,
and Ceylon, this ancient idolatry atill reigne—reigna
over more than five times as many men and women as
there are in the United Kingdom at this hour.

Duzens and scores of people, mostly men and boys
(for very few women are anywhere to be seen) gather
round us whenever we stop our gari and get down with
tho guide to see wbat Hindu temples actually are.
Somoetimes the shrine is very sacred, no European being
sllowed within ; sometimes & considerable temple, with
little shrines around it, a bandsome pillared entrance,
shaven priests, and the perpetual bull gazing uncon-
sciously towards the central idol. Worshippers pour
water uver the stone bull's back.

“Why do they do that 1"
the snawer.

** What use is it when he can't feel 1"

I ask. ** Worship,” is

““ It is the system.”

This is the constant reply to every query as to under-
lyinweuonﬂ. Always the same thing over again.

** Why do you have a stone bull here 1”'—It is written
in tho Puranas.” .

‘* Why do they ring the bell 1""—It is a kind of sign
of warshippiog the God. :

**Can the god hear the bell7"~-**I cannot answer
that question.”

‘*But do you think that he can hear?"—*'1 would
rather not say.” , .

You turn to another--** Do fjou think he can hear 1"
—**No."

**Then why do you ring the bell !”—**It is the sys-
tom.”

‘“It is written in the Vedaa, ‘ King the bell,’” ox-
plaine my guide. Re is himself a scholsr, teaches Marathi
in the mission-house, and sees the folly of idolatry, and
yot romarks all the same—*‘ It is tho system.”

One wayside temple is very pretty ; green trees out-
side, a verandah over the lofty entrance, and s young
fellow in red and green and purple looking down ; a
quiet spot with little birds flitting past and s large tree
in leaf-in the courtyard. The tinkle of the soft bell
shows the whereabouts of the idol. A group of men
around the door are excitedly discussing the marriage
question. Near the priest's house on the courtyard a
cow is tethered to the tree. Women, with the usual
pretty figures, pass here and there, and children, bright,
wee creatures with jewelled nose-rings are playiun
about. They seem to do 8o freely all-over the sacr
precinots. The latter are dark and gloomy,- wooden
pillars supporting the low roof, fresco piotures on the
wall representing grotesque gods variously occupied ;
glass candle-bowls hung from the ceiling, and a de-
coratod canopy stretches over the idol.

‘“ What is this building at the side 1" I ank.
for holy men--poor men "’ (pilgrims and fakirs).

‘Do people worship here much 1”—* Every day,
once a week, on the chief day.”

“How do they worship7"—** With fuwers and
water."”

‘* Can the idols ase tho flowers or the water 1" ** No.”

*“ Placen

*“Then why 7" ¢ It is the system.”
‘* Have you read the Now Testament' " I ssk an in-
‘telligent lovking young priest. .** Being a Hindu,” he

answers, ‘‘I don't wish to read that."

What does he read—the histories of his idolsa?7 * Do
you know that, as a Bungali newspaper* confesses,
‘ abomination worship is the rmain ingredient of modern
Hinduism ' " 1

The difference between it and other images of Krishna
is accounted for by the saying that ‘' his limbs dropped
off on account of his wickedness.”

Krishua, they roplied very warmly, these were but his
sports. You English have your sports. You have the rallway,

Naturally ** his way” is followed by his dovotees.
** Starting from the worship of a sensual god, they have
sunk to his level. . . . . he nemesis of their origin
seems to have followed them all.” Cunseorating body
and soul to the god, supposed to bo incarnate in
hin prieats, ‘‘the worshippers throng into the temples.

. . . and in more esoteric worship emulate the example
of their prototypo, Krishna. . . . But 'it is a shame
even to speak of those things which are done of them "—
in worship."”

Wo turn away from the dilapidated, picturesque old
temple—home of what thought, of what iniquity ‘-
thinking with amazement that the Church of .Jesus
Christ still allows this Hindu system to outrage with its
sacret ocult and open festivals the great names of Religion
and Humanity. As Carey eaid a century ago, of those
who might be witnesses for Christ, " in face of facts like
these, staying at home is becommg umful in many

. cases, and will become 8o more and more.’

8adly we wond our way out of the **sacred ™ grecincu,
among broken old stone, fragments of Maroti, Guaputti,
and the sacred bull lying about on the ground. In spite

of being castaways they are venerated, and the people

protent a little when I venture to examine them. Children

crowd around us—a sudden swarm of gay mites gathered

in half a minute, and chased away %}y a vigorous old

wife.

even notified that we were s nuisance. Then wo tricd
to keep schuol under a tree in the street. More than
once we almost succeeded in securing land for a shed.
but at the last minute some orthodox Hindu would he
sure to make a fuss and spoil the bargain. You can
imagine our joy and thankfulness over this bit of land,
and the completion of the shed. It was s very happy
time for both teachers aud scholars the day we held uwur
first service in the shed.

We hope to do better work now that we have fewer
interruptions and have better opportunities of really
gotting the children in hand. Pray for this scho..
espeoially.

But some are learning that we
aro not 6o bad after all, and 1 know I am gaining the
confidence of aome. Two boys who attend my Bunday
School, were talking some days ago about religion, and
aaid that if the priests taught like the Protestant mis-
sionary there would be & groat many more penplo believe
in religion,

I arrived here April 20th, and started my Sunday
School June 18th. I began with only three boys, snd the
avorage attendance for the first seven Sundaya was not
quite four. But eaoh of the last two Bundays I had ten,
and each of the two preceding I had eight. They never
heard gospel hymns, nor prayers offered in the name of
Jusua bofure, and are very muoh pleased with both. I
did not have prayer for the first few Sundays, as I did
not feel that I had s free enough use of 8panish, but
after I began to have prayer the boys never wanted it
omitted. Once or twice they thought I was going to
forget it, and they ssked if we weren't going to pray,
1t was six or seven weeks before they would attempt to
join in the singing, but it would have done your heart
good if you had been hear last Sunday to hear them sing-
ing alone, ‘* When He Comsth ” in 8panish, and another
hymn with beautiful gospel words tv the tune of ** Jesus
Loves Mo, This I know.” My heart is full of gratitude
to God for the way the work is opening up, and I hope
it may not be long before snme of these boye will know
the Saviour.

Besides the SBuuday School I have had men in every
Sunday for the last three months fur religious conversa-
tion. Last Sunday there were four in, and five the week
before. One of them is a lawyer who haa come yuite
regularly from the firat. A few weeks ago he seemed
under conviction of sin, and laet Bunday he said he was
trusting Jesus, und looking to Bim alone for salvation.
So far as I can see he seema to bave fairly clear ideas of
the plan of salvation, and T am rather inclined tu think
he is saved, but T have not yet oncouraged him to say
that he is.

Miss Murray writes :

Another hindrance that is met with in Cocanada and
other large towns is the ungodliness of many of the Eng-
lish residents. Even the women in the zenanas often re-
mark a8 wo speak to them of sin and its punishment :—
** But Doralu (menning English people) do 80."

I presume you sre familiar with the term '* nautch
girls,” or **dancing girls.”" They are the prostitutes of
the land. One day in visiting oue of these houses of ill-
fame I was speaking with the inmates about the immod-
est way in which they perform in the atreets (they sre
engaged by the Hindoos to sing and dance at weddings,
etc.), whereupon one of them, s protty woman bedecked

with jewels, roplied to the effect that she did not con-
sider herself or the women of her caste more immodest
than English women who dance with men. 8he had
heard uf ** balls” and of how men and women dance to-
gether, but would not believe it until she went one nmight
and saw for herself. This familiarity was to her shock-
ing to say the lesst. .

The Lord's day is spent by many of the English people
at the Club in playing tennis or other pastimes, and on
the wholo their influence is not good.

Wo are having indications of the presence of Geod in
our midst. Four were baptized yesterday. Chinnam-
me's brother and sister-indaw were of the four. There
is a general awakening among the Madigas living near
Chinnsmma’s hore and we hope many will come out.

Chinnamma bas gone to help Miss MacLaurin in Vay-
yuru. Mahalakshmi has removed to Peddapuram. Cas-
sie has not yet returned to the work.

Minnie ia doing good, faithful work, Miriam also is
in the work. »

Since this picture was taken ther
mother died, and now these little ones with their baby
sister, only a [ew months old, have gone to live with
their grand-mother in Cocanads and g§o are not iu my
class now. Poor little Luther was with his mother s
much and cried much for her, but we will ask Jesus v
tenderly watoh over them and lead them to Himself.

No. 3. .This in my little pet, ~— Ap-pa-la-nur
sam-ma is her name. She is Verrachargulu's little
girl and so sweet and loving. She and I ara great friends
now. Do you see all those little balls on the middle
anklets, Thoy make a little tinkling noise as she toddles
along that always reminds me of the rhyme about the
woman that had *‘rings on her fingers and bells on her
toes, so she makes music wherever she goes.” Litls
A is very young, but not too young to learn the

Now we will introduce you to No. 4, — Rutnama,
a consin of Appalanursamma’s and SBuuslingham’s little
girl.

if they had been as sick as Marion, would have died; their
and mammas would not have called a doctor who

could help them, but a naughty man who knows noth-
ing about medicine. He would give something he would
call medicine, which in all probability would make the
child worse. Then he would say the child bad a devil
and he could not cure it with medicine. It would have
to be burnt to let the devil out. You think that isawful,
don't you? But you will open your eyes wide when I
tell you that 1 don’t think I have seen one heathen child
whose stomach was not covered with marks where it had
been burned. Just think ! Perhaps some of you have
a little baby brother or sister at home. What if your
mamma would hest s needle real hot, and then burn
baby’s stomach in forty or fifty places with it? You
would say, ‘ Mamma has goue crazy,” and you would run
to find somebody to take her to the asylum, would'nt
youl Yet this is just what the heathen mothers do.
They think it keeps the baby from being sick. How
those poor littJe babies must suffer ! Are’nt you glad
ou were born in a Christian home? 1 have seena num-

{er of people with a large mark from a burn on their fore-
heads, and upon enquiring found out that at one time
when they had a severe headache their parents or
heathen priest said they were possessed of a devil, and
their forehead was burned to make the devil go away.
I read, just last week, about a little girl who was folind
l‘;g a missionary, whose fingers were nearly all gone.
hen asked. why her hands were in that condition, she
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said she had done something nhughty. Her mother
thinking she had a devil took her and held her handa
before & fire until her fingers were nearly all burnt away.
How sad these things are! How Jesus, who took little
children in his arms and bleased them, must feol as he
looks down from his home in Heaven and sees these
things ! Just think, dear boys and girls, He died to eave
all these little Hindu children and their parenta just as
much as ho died for us and our parenta. gut these poor
people don't know about our loving Haviour. They
worship the ugliest looking things, made of metal, wood,
etc. I know some of you would be frightened of them
if you eaw them. But Jesus does not want them to
worship these awful idols, so before he went home to
Heaven he told us to go and tell these psople about Him ;
how he left his home in Heaven about 1800 years ago,
and came to this world ; how he was poor, juatlike theso
Eeople, and didn't have a house or any place to live in ;

ow wicked men took him and nailed l?I'iu hands and feet
to 8 big wooden cross, and how He hung there till He
died. All this He suffered that He might be able to have
us all with him in Heaven by-and-by.

But dear me ! children, there are so few. of us to tell
the story! When do you suppose all these people will
hear it. Ah me ! many of ther will never hear it. So
many die every day without konowing anything about
Jesus who gave His.life for them. Are you doing all you
can for these poor little heathen childzen 7 Do your best,
boys and girls, and ask everybody you see to help you
send the gospel to Indin. Do all you can for the heathen
now, aud as you grow older the Lord will give you wore
money to spend for him. If you don't have much money
to give perhaps He will ask $ou to give yourselvea.
Would'nt that be nice T There is no work in the world
whioch would give you as much real joy and true, abiding
happiness as this work of ** telling the Old, Old Story,”
in hesthen lands. Now I think I will olose, thiz my
first letter must not be too long, or you will be so tired
listening to it, you will never want to hear from me
again,

When you write tell me how large your Band is. What
are your agea{ What you do to ieﬂ) make the meetings
interesting. How you earn your money for your mite
boxes, and ask all the questions you want to. .

Now, before you go home, you had better have a little
prayer-meoting for the boys and girls in India. And
when you say your prayers every nig%t. don't forget them.
Also remember your missionaries.

Read by Mrs. Jost, of Guysbero', at the Annual Meeting of
W.B. M. U.

Turn back with me this evening to that wonderful
story of beginnings, recorded in Genesis, and read the
various progressive steps leading up to the creation of
man. At the close of the fifth day of creation, ag God
reviewed the work of His hands, and the order and
beauty that had asprung into being, at the word of His
power, He pronounced it ‘‘Good.” But at the close of

the sixth day, when the orowning act of the weelt's work

Iminated In the creation of mau, as God surveyed His
finished work, He pronounced it ** Very Good.”

Although man-#as placed in the Garden of Paradise.
amid ita perfect loveliness, unmarred by any sbhadow or
taint of impurity, with every thing around him that was
‘“good for food,” or ¢ pleasant to the eye,"” something
was still lacking to complete his well-being ; and in order
to supply this lsck and perfect the bliss of Eden, Gud
oreated woman, to be the equal (not the rival), tho com

nion, and the help meest for man. Too anon, alas,
E:fore the orafty, subtle temptation of the devil, vur
common mothoer fell from her high estate, and with her
husband, forfeited the favor of God. Soon the guilty
opes are brought before their Maker, to face His dis.
pleasure, and hear from His lips the sentence propor-
tionate to their guilt.

Punishment falls first on the deceiver : and in addi.
tion to this punishment, the far reaching deolaration ix
made, *' I will Eut enmity between thee and the woman,”
» statement which succeeding ages has so sbundantly
verified. Thank God, tho assurance of enmity does not
close the verdiot of the Judge: but in addition, the
promise is given of the ultimate triumph of the ‘* woman's
seed,” who shopld ** bruise the serpent’s head.” Folluw
ing this promisb, comes the direct punishment inflicted
upon the woman, sorrow and suffering that must he
borne, and subjection that must be endured. In this
outline, wu are not touching the penalty of death, tem.
potal or eternal, but rather glancing at the fall as it has
affucted the life of woman through all the centuries of
the past. Forth from the Garden of Paradise with aluw
reluctant steps, and bowed beneath the burden of »
ourse, and punishment only half uanderstood, passed our
sorrowful mother, to comprehend more fully, with every
passing yesr, the meaning of her sentence.

An the years glide into centuries, to the daughters of
Eve come in fullesb measure, the sad inheritaice of «
mother’s sin. How' bitterly and how relentlesaly the
“ enmity of Satan " has followed the daughtera of Eve;
sod with what ruthless oruelty the yoke of subjection
has been forced upon their necks, let the blotted, tear.
dimmed pages of history show.

Just in proportion as the world has gone away from
God and come under the power and dominion of Batan,
has'this *‘ enmity "’ besn mauifested, in the more entire
and servile subjection of women. One of the greatest
aims and works of the Devil in this world had been 10
carry out the purpose begun in Eden, in effcoting the
entire degradation and demoralizatiou of womanhood.

A gleam of light breaks through the darkness when
God calls Abraham, and through him establishes a new
order of things, in the setting apart of a nation for Him
selt.

as the son of man, but as the son of Mary, waa the
deliverer to come.
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Through a woman came the ocurse on all mankind ;
through a woman must come redemption from that curse.
We say * In Him the tribes of Adam boast more blesa-
ings than' their fathers lost,” and fail to recognize the
full extent and meaning of this bosst. When Ohrist
came to remove the curse and open the Gate of Heaven
1o il believers, included in that mission, also, was the
reatoration of women to the place assigned her by God
in the creation. ‘**For thia purpose the Son of God
was manifestod, that He might destroy the work of the
Devil.”

Woumeu have borne the oursc of the fall to its fullest
extent, and hardly dared to rejoice in or failed entirely
t» comprehend the' fact, that by the Incarnatiou of the
Son of (lod, they have been raised ngain to their firat
ostate. What has been the meaaing of Mary’s song to
Peotestant Christian women, during the past ceaturies,
“* For He hath looked upon the low estate of His bond-
maiden, for bebold, from honceforth all generations shall
call mo blessed.” What has that meant to you and me,
and to the whole. generation of wonien of the f)muem
day 9 How have we been recoguizing Mary's claim to
this title, and what u‘:;re have we had in the tribute of
hlessing, whioh succetding generations should accord T
Does not Mary’s claim for Christian women and for
universal womauhood, lie in the fuct that through her,
tiod's ourse has been removed from them, by Him who
hure the curse for us ; the bondage of servitude, broken
by Him who asconded up on high, leading captivity cap-
uve; and bearing up to the Throne of Gud, ss trophies
of His victory over the enemy, the new nature, which
wur conquering King of Glory, bore, by virtus of His
human mother ; and the new name, before which every
knee shall bow and every tongue confess the name of
Jesus, which His human mother gave her baby boy in
the lowly manger on the hills of Bethlehem.

Remember, we are looking at thir question from its
social side, aa the curse of God hus affected woman in
her socisl oapacity, with the purpose of seelig the meaa-
g of Jesus' command to those women who Brat saw
their rison Lord, and also all that was implied in that
command.

Centuries before the Pealmist bebeld in prophetio
vision, the glorious triumphs of the Cburch, when ** Gud
should arise and His enemies bu acatterod,” and as a
distinctive feature of that time, and of the means used
for the spreading abroad of the nows of ealvation, He
declares that **the women who publish the tidings are a
great host.” Of their share in the victory He also
assures us, for, while kings led forth their victorious
srmies, ** She who tarried at home should divide the
apoil.”

Through all the ministry of Jesus, see His tendorness,
His compassion, Bis appreciation of those women who
were brought under His notice. How graciously Ho
revesled to the woman of Samaris, His ability to satisfy
her longings, to fill her soul with joy, and Lo give to her
that ** loving water,” which should *‘spring up ™ within
her [mor. parched, restless, Jonging heart, and fluod her
wholo being with the wonderful **peace of God.” To
the woman whom Bimon despised, the loviug Lord gave
His bleased forgiveness of sin ; and the Word tells us
that Ho loved Martha and Mary. His care for His
mother, even in the agony of deat{. abowa His thought-
ful love for her,

At length, in fulilnient of that ancient promise made
in Eden, the bruised heel of our Immanuel testifies tn

the serpent’s enmity to Mary's Son ; but the third morn-
ing dawus ; and those women who miunistered to Jesus
in life, and mourned and wept as the Savioyr hung upen
the cross in death, come '* very early in the moraing,"”
to (imy the last tribute of their love, when to their awed
aud woondering eyes comes the vision of their Risen Lord,
and His voice bids them, **Go, tell the story of His
Resurrection.” Out of that **other garden,” fiy the
eager feot to tell the wondrous story of the triumph of
the ‘* woman’s seed.” The ‘' serpent’s hesd "’ hua beon
orushed beneath the Vistor's *heel,” and the bitter
yoke is broken from off the neck of woman !

The ** enmity of Satan” remaing the same, as is fully
proved by the condition in which women are held by all
those who aro the servants of 8atan, and who have no
knowledge of Goud ; but it is the enmity of  conquered
foe ; and with tho knowledge of the truth comoes freedom
and uplifting and the fulnese of life.

All through the history of the Church women have
been the messengers of Christ. We hear of Phwbe and
Priacilla amoug others of whom Paul wrote, as. ‘' those
women who have labored with mo in tho Lurd,” and
wheun, on the lonely lsle of Patmus, to the beloved dis-
ciple was grauted the wonderful vision of the glury of
the Church triumphant, the crowning splendor of that
ilowing grandeur, was when the ‘‘Second Adam,” our

ord from Hesven olaimed His Bride, the Church of the
living God ; redeemed at such infinite cost, from every
kigdred aud tribo and tongue. Here we ses fully
revealed the baauty and the glory of which we catch hints
aad shadows in the earthly Eden, with the added asaur-
%n:; that no ovil serpent can ever enter the Paradise of

The voice of Jesus sounds to-day, as it floata acroes
the couturies, from that garden wherein was Joseph's
rock-hewn tomb, and the measage comes to you and me,
Go toll the story that the promise is fulfilled, and the
enemy has been conquered by Mary’s triumphant Son.

Traly woman's voice should be the first to tell the
story of her deliverance ; to proclaim the power of His
might, who came to set at liberty those who were bound ;
to redeem from the curse thuse who had groaned so Jong
beneath its load ! Oh, women ! slow of heart to believe
all that tho propheis have spoken, Jesus, born of a
woman, by that Incarnati-n hes 1aised you to your place
again, out of your ruin and your wretchedness. To you
the commands comes. Go, tell! (o, tell those dark
eyed sisters in the harem and the hut, the story of {heir
redemption, Go, tell it out where the child widowa
weep, in hopeless misery and sbject despair. Go to the
outcast and the fallen, and tell of the blood that can
cleanse and the love that can cover all the sin. Go. tell
it out, where the toiling woman slaves as a beast of
hurden under the Tropio saun. To India, and Africa, and
the 1slands of the Sea, tell it out that Jesus saves! Go,
tel! the daughters of Fve, that their burdens are liftcd off
their ehouldere by the strong Son of Gud !

The habits and customs of centuries bind them down
by their relentless force, and no one hus told them of
Him who came to save and bore the curse and paid all
the price of their full relesse. The wail of suffering
womanhood is borne on every Lreitzo that blows. In
every vountry and in every clime where Jesus is not
known, women are the slaves and the burden bearers
still.

And who will go to tell them that
by My Incarnation and My Oroga, I have obtained eternal
redemption for themu? I have died to set them free ! ”

Two weeks ago I started a little Bunday Bohool down
in the town, and the hospital assistant, Mr. Paul, is »
Christian, and his house has a nice large room in the
front, right on the street. People of various castes live
all round sbout. 8o this room is our meeting place
Lot me tell you about to-day’s session of our little schoal.
Wo met a little after 7 a.m. Besides three who live in
the house, there woro eleven present, all girls but three.
The order of service was as follows : s very short prayer .
singing and practicing a little hymn ; a short talk with
questions about the appearanae of the angel to Zachariah.
announcing the birth of John ; another practice at the
hymn : review of four questions in catechism previously
taught and teaching two new questions; talk on the
birth of Jesus; some more bymn practice and some
more catechism ; s hymn and prayer. The talks were
based on pictures from old lesson rolls, and so will be
remembered. The new lesson in the catechism conveyed
these two great truths to my little Hindu scholars : (God
is everywhere, and God is a Spirit, therefore we cannot
see him. Think of little idolaters learning the second «f
these great truths.

While we were hard at work a bright little girl, neatly
dressed, ¢amse in and sat down in the middle of the others.
Ther. there was such a commotion, and while they all

N
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woved” awny from her, I heard one girl with very dirty
clothes on say, ** dirty.”” At least that’s what the word
usually means, They have such queer customs and are
s0 outspoken about many things, that we never mention,
hence I considered it wise not to make any inquiries, so [
just remarked that God looks at the heart to see whether
it is olean or not rather than at one’s clothes. However,
it worried me to ses how two or three girls kept edging
away and making remarks as though the little one hsd
the small-pox. Meanwhile she was as bright as a new
pin, and snswered sll my questions so promptly. As
soon 88 they were-all gone the preacher who was with
me told me that the child’s mother had died about s
week ago, and hence she was ceremonially unclean for
ten days. The child was a Brahman, neatly .dressed,
while the girl most afraid of contamination was a S8hudra
in a dirty cloth. -I was inclined to feel indignant at first,
but I soon remembered that the Israelites had similar
laws in regard to ceremonial uncleanness. Btill a very
strong feeling of pity rose up in my heart for the little
motherless girl, and I was glad to think she had begun
to learn something about the great Baviour of sinners.

My preacher went on to tell me that the child's father
died some years sgo and that the mother’s death was
partly due to grief at the loas of some wmoney. Her
eldest son had been fooled by a biragi or fakir into
believing that the latter could turn silver into gold. Bo
the foolish youth hed entrusted seven hundred rupees to
the holy wan, and been relieved of further care of the
money, as he never saw it agsin, I
