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CHAPTER XX.

Cnaprer xvii. verse 12— Aud when Moses lifted
up his hands, Israel overcame; but if he let them down a
little, Amclec overcame. And Moses’ hands  were
hicavy ; sb they took u stone, and pui under him 5 and
hosat onit.  And Aaron and Ilcr stayed wy. his hands
on botlvsides,  And it came to pass that his hands were
aot weary till sunset.”

Here is a striking figere of our Saviour with his arms
stretched out till sunset upon the cross; the sign of vic-
tory to his people contending with their spiritual encmics.
Of such moment was this cublem, that God commaunded
Maoses *¢ to write it for a memorial w a book, &c. And
Moses built an altar, and called the same thereof, the
Lord my exalation ;” verse 14, 15.—t was on the ahar
of the cross, erected on Mount Cahvary, that the Lord
our propitiatory vicum, was lumscdf cxalted.  And,
“when am exalted,” sid be, * 1 will draw all things
‘to myself. The Lord is thus our exaltstion;” and in the
same scnse does o thus, in the Canticle of Caaticles
address his Churcl : * zader the applo tree I raised thee
up.” To him therefore in tie words of Musts, she can
say 3 ¢ the Lord my exaltation.”” In this sign, as was
shewn to her first Euperor Constantine, she is destined
to overcome all her enemies. 1IN HOC SIGNO VINCES
“in this Sign shalt thou conquer.”

Chapter 13, verse 12.—**At the holocausts and sacri-
fices, which Jethro, the hinsman of Moses offered vp 10
God, in the desart, Aaron and 1l the ancients of Israel
came to cat bread with him before the Lord.”

This shews the sacrifice of the Geatdes; the Euchar-
istic sacrifice in particular 3 rccognised as legitimate by
the authoritles in the old faw.

Verse 19.—~In the arrangements muade by Moscs, ac-
cording to the wise suggesuon of Jedio, we sce the
authorization of the wisc disciplinary regulations ordained
by the Church, without any immediate ot cxtcaordinary
interposition of the Deity.

Chapter xix., verse 8.—*And whea Moses liad related
tho people’s words to the Lord.” Thwugh the Lord
knows all things, ke appointed Moscs , and, like Moses,
his legitimate pastors ; 1o mediate between him and his
people ; and, by offeriag up their prayees wih his own;
10 speak their common mind 10 the Lord.

Verse 14.~*"And Moses came dosn from the moum
to the poople, and sanciificd them.  And when they had
weshed their garments, ho ~aid to them, be ready against
the third day ; and come not ncar yout wives.”

Chapter xx —After promuigating his law on Mount
Sinai in thunder and lightning and with the sound of
trumpets; inorder to mahe a deep and lasting impres-
sion on the minds of his whole puople assembled to-
gether, to hear his voice, and witness the awful scene 5
and after warning them not to contaminate themselves
with the idolatrous rites of the surfounding nations, by
worshipping idols the works of man’s hunds ; Almighty
God commands them to make his altars of earth; or if
of stone, he forbids the stone, used for that purpose to be
hewen. ¢ If thon Yift a t2 "} uponit,” says he, * it shall
be defiled.”

The unpolished stones which composed the altar,on wlich
sacrifice was offered up to God, represent the Apostles,the
founders of the Church after the Savicur,, who was ¢ the
chief corner stone,” of his religion. These were to be,
as earth, meananl humble; orif of stone, they were to
owe nothing to human art, industry or influence. Thoy
were to be in every respect just, and oaly what God had
made them ; “the mean things, as St.Vaul says, “‘chosen
to confound the wise ; that no {lesh may glory in itself.”

Chapter xxi., verse 2.—In the laws relating to justice,
which God gave his people ; there is litde to be noticed
as figurative ; except that 1he bondage of the Hebrew
servant ended after six years.  On the seventh year he
was free; indicative of man’s final freedom from his
carthly thrall ; when his week of toil,the duration of this
world, ends atlast in the Sabbath of etemity.

Verse 25,—4If thou lend money to ary c¢f my people
who is poor, who dwelleth with thee ; thou shalt not be
hard upon them, as an extortioner; nor odpress them
with usuries.”

The Church of God has never failed to enforce this
law; forbidding her children in lending to oppress, the
borrower with usury and extortion. She allows however
to the lender a just compensation for the ‘oss he may
sustain by lending; still forbidding him to press even
that compensation, when the granting it waild prove a
serious injury to tho borrower.

Many imagine it unlawful, almost underany circum-
stances, to take interest for money lent. But, except
where the lender runs no risk, and sustais no loss in
lending ; the present state of socicty may ender i law-
falin many cases to take a legal interest, br what one
lends.

This law was given to an agricalturist feople, whose
money lay dormant and unpreductive in deir own keep-
ing, and therefore in lending it o loss wai sustained. —
But the case is different in a commercial end speculating
community. The money lent may be list; or i not it
it accumulates by profit to the borrower; and it is just
that the lender share in the profits accruing to the bor-
rower from the money lent him. If tls were not ad-
mited, then all banking, commercial and joint stock so-
ciries were unlawful; which, I presume, no theologian
will venture to affirm.

Chapter xviii., verse 10, 11.—Here we iind establishied
the weeh of years, and the injundion renewed of ob-
serviag, as cstallished from the Leginning, the weeh of
days.

Verse 14.—* Three times everyy ear you shall cele.
brute feasts to me.” ’

Verse 17.—¢ Thrice a year shall all thy males ap-
pear before tho Lord thy God.”

We observed before that in ought regarding the Deity
or pointing out to us somo_particular duty regarding so-
lely the Deity; the number tkree is used ; the nomber
seven in what regards only man. But on this subject we
shall have afterwards occasion to enlarge.

Verse 19.—** Thou shalt not boil a kid in the milk of
its dam.”  Besides the humanity of this precept, thero is
this spiriteal meaning attached to it that whatis intend-
ed for the nourishment of life, and the support of our sin-
ful progeny, is not to be made the clement of its death
and destruction.

Verse 20.—* Belold, I will send my angel, who shall
go before thee and keep thee in thy journey &c. Take
notice of him, and lear his veice; and do not think him
one to be contemned, &c.”?

This, and many such like passages of the Bible and
New Testament prove what tle Catholic Church hasal-
ways taught and believed 5 thait Gud employs his angels
to guide us through the snares aad guard us agaiost the
assaults of the devils our invsible cnemics. *I have
given my angels charge,” says he, * to guide thee i.i all
thy ways; they shall bear the¢ up in their hands, lest
perchance thou dash thy foot igainst a stone 3 PsaLus
90. 11, 12.  And whero in all the Scriptures their pre-
tended rule of faith, do Protestants find it forbidden to
entertain such a belief? No where from the beginning
of Genesis to the end of Revelation.  And yet these are
the people who pretend to ground their new negative or
Protestant  doctrines, on absolutely nothing but the
“written word," or Scripture !

Chapter xxiv., verse 8.—*¢ And he took the bloodand
spriakled it upon the people; and he said, this is the ,
blood of the covenant which the Lord hath made with
yor concerning all these words.”

The blood of the victim thus sprinkled by Moses on
the people, is, like that of the paschal lamb, sprinkled
on tho door posts in Fgypt, an emblem of the blood of
our divino victim, Jesus Chuist; which preserves his
people from destruction.

The most important intelligence is the
appointment of Lord Ashburton as a spe-
cial minister to Washington to negociate
for the immediate and final settlemeni of
the great questions on which the govern-
ments of Great Britain and the United
States are at jssue. This decisive step,
it is to be hoped, will result in securing
the object contemplated—the preserva-
tion of the peaccful relations existing st
present between the two.countries.  The
opinions of seme of the leading journals
with respect to this appointment and the
objects of the mission, will be read with
interest.

Chartism appears to be on the increase,
