MEDULLARY OANOCER OURED BY ARSENI-
OAL MUOILAG

The following iz a good example of the kind of
cases for which arsenical mucilage treatment, in-
treduced by Dr. Marsden, Surgeon to the Cancer
Hospital, is most preferred  The tumour being a
medullary cancer of comparatively small size,
situated on the exterior of the body, and net
penetrating deeply into the tissues at the base, all
the conditions as to nature, sire, situation, and
connections, combined to’ favour the use of the
remedy, and the result was as successful as could
be desired.

The tumour grew from the ekin over the trs-
pezius muscle near ite’anterior edge, about midway
between the head and shoulder. It was quite
circalar at its base, with & diameter of nearly an
inch, and- rose about three-quarters of an inch
sbove the level of the skin at its highest point in
the centre—closely resembling, in fact, & large
strawberry in size and sbape, a3 well as in colour,
the whole surface having a red fleshy appearance,
cut up by fissures of various depths, and thickly
covered by large round granulations. It was so
closely encircled by skin, that it overlapred a
little at the edges ; the skin, however, around the
base was ‘not otherwise perceptibly altered except
in colour, thers being here simply an_areols two
or three linea in breadth, of a purplish Bue, in ths
direction of which the veins were visibly inereas-
ed and enlarged. It bled on the slightest touch,
and, being extremely sensitive, was the source of
constaut paine The history of the case showed
that, about three years before, s small tumour
appeared at the site of the present one, and, on
being lanced, discharged blood freely. It continu-
ed to bleed more or less occasicaally until the
wound closed, when, in consequence of its incresse
and the pain arising from it, it was excised ; soon
afterwards it reformes, and was excised, but atill
kept on growing; and, at the time of the pe-
tient's admission into the hospital,on February 22,
1872, presented the characters desaribed. The
patient was @ moderately healthy woman, 42
years of age,

As the patient was in tolerably good health,
there was no occasion for delay on that ground ;
accordingly, on February 23, the arsenical paste
(cousisting of arsenious acid and mucilage of
acacia, in the proportion of two drachms of the
acid to one drachm of the mucilage, made into a
thick paste) was laid over the whole suxface of
the tumour, and covered with cuttings of lint in
the usual way. In three days, the diseased mass
was quite movable, and a sulcus lay between it
and the skin, Jeaving it attached only at a amall
portion of the base, Bread-and-water porltices
were then applied end changed every three or
four bours; and of the fourth day (February 27)
the whole mass came away in & lump, leaving in
place of the tumour & conical cavity with slightly

indurated edges. The wound was poulticed in
the eaine way as before for & few days, and then
dressed with weak spirit lotion. Heslthy granu-
lations sprang up over the ‘whole surface of the
cavity, and by the 23rd of March ita xize was re-
duced to about a third, and the induration had
entirely disappeared, and the only indication of
the former disease left wus the cicatrix and an
incressed vascularity of the skin around it. The
patient remaing quite well up to the present date
(October 8),

Another case with s tamour, aa near a3 possible
in rescmblance to the above, situated on the chest
near the middle line imrmediately above the
breast, is at present in the hospital under the
care of Mr. Porter, for which the same method of
treatment is being employed This patient ina
feeble old woman, 70 years of age, and has had
the paste twice applied; the first application,
although it appeared to remove the wholeof the
disease, being followed by u slight return of the
the growth when the wound was nearly healed.
It is now, afier the second application, progres-
sing favourably, without any symptom of a retarn
of the disease. Dr. Combie, the house surgeon,
remarks that, during his residence at the hoepital,
he has seen other cases of recovery by this treat-
ment continuing well at conziderable intervals
afterwarda, althongh in one instance the diseaso
removed from the cheek had appeared on the
tongue about three years afterwards.—Brit. Med.

THE ANTISEPTIO SYSTEM AT EDINBURGH.

The result of providing an insufficient exit for
the discharge is the occurrence of tension from ita
accumulation in the wound, and its tension gives
rise toa degree of inflammation that not only
causes & considerable increase in amount of serum
thrown out, but may even lead on to suppuration.
This was all illustrated in the case of J. McB——,
who was admitted under Mr. Lister's care with
an ununited fracture of the shaft of the humerus
of some months’ standing. The operation, which
took place on Feb. 12th, 1873, was, owing to the
*obliquity of the fracture, s very tedious ore, and

nvolved a very free handling of the soft parts
After the ends of the fragments were removed,
they were firmly brought together by a piece of
stout gilver wire passed through holes drilled in
them, the ends of ‘which were tightly twisted to-
gether and left exposed in the wound. Contrary
to Mr. Lister's general custom, satures were then
spplied in the upper half of the incision. The
smount of scrum thrown out during the frst
twenty-four hours was very great, and, as it <id
not find a sufficiently free exit, a amall amouat
of inflammation was set up, which was indicatcd

This increas-
od somewkat in amourt in the fow- following
days, but remained free from putrefactive odour,
the silver wire in the wound being quite untarn-
ished, and the man soffering no constitutionsal
disturbance whatever.

- The considernticn of this case leads to the ob- -
servation that it is a great mistako to suppose
that in none of Mr. Lister's cases does suppura-
tion occur, and still greater for any surgeon to
relinquish the antiseptis trestment of & wound the
moment o spark of pus eppears init  Mr, Lister
Inys great stresa on ths fact that suppuration may
be caused by any sbnormal stimulus whatever,
whether the indirect or nervous, as in crdinary
infammation, or by the direct action ot'a chemical
irritant, the letter class incinding that which re-
sulta from the stimulation of an antiseptic salt as
well as that which ip caused by the product~ of
putrefaction,

It is obvious that it is the occurrence of
pixefactive suppurstion alone, that involves the
failure of the antiseptic treatment. Sappuration,
as the result of direct stimulation, far from being
the exception, is seen in every granujpting sore
treated autiseptically, its amonnt being dependent
on the frequency of the dressing and the strength
of the lotion used, as well us on the fact that
where carbolic acid is employed, the present pro-
tective doez not form a perfect obstacle to its
passage from the dressing to the surface of the
wound. The innocaous character of the pus thos
generated under the stimulus of an antiseptic salt
is well illustrated in the process of skin-grafiing,
which in Mr. Lister's hands bas attained a state
of great perfection. The granulating surfaceto
be opernted on is first freed from putrefaction by
careful dressing with carbolic or boracic acid for
some days previously (the use of the protective
being in its case of course dispensed with), and
the part from which the graftsare to be taken is
also purified by washing with a solution of car
bolic acid. A small piers of epidermis is then
raised with a sharp scaipel passed only just suf-
ficiently deep to draw blood, and divided om the
thumb-nail (which has been washed with boracie
lotion) into pieces not larger than a small pin's
head ; these are placed on the granulating surface,
which is covered with a dreszing of protective and
boracic lint.. During this process and at sabse-
quent changings of the dressing, boracic lotion iy
used in ths form of spray, so that the emall grafts
may not be disturbed by the flow of liguid over
them. In this way twenty-one grrits werein one
case obtained from a shaving not larger than half
a threepenny-pieco, and I am informed that out
of such & number neariy all may be expected to
succeed. One cannot help being struck by the

Bome of the most siriking results of the treat-
ment are obtained in cses of compound fracture
and in swputations.

Tho skin was
muteh undermined in ol directions, so  thnt the
finger conld bo pavad round fiom the wound
atnost to the outur side of the sole, where, ns
was afterwands diseovered, an extensive Joss of
vitality  Lad talen place; while, at the xamo
time, a anall sujerticial slongh appenred on the
onter side of the domwitm; one of tuc nctatarxal
hanes was also broken.  Eight days after admis-
sion no suppumtion hiud occured, though MMr.

the slough in the sole had been incised and partly
removed, but neitler in its vicinity norin that
of the one on the dorsum was theve the slightest
rudnesy or inflamiuition : and since that time, I
ara told, the case Lis progressed mostfavourably.

BICHLORIDE OF MERCURY IN BRAIN
DISEASES.

Dr. Charles Elam vecently related to the Royal
Medical and Chirurgical Society three cases of
brain disease, whae striking and unexpected
Lenefit resulted fromn treatment by the bichloride
of mergw'y., The List case was that of a boy,
nzed six, who, on iiing brought firs to the hos-

—mbst probably of tubercular origin,—charactes
ized by imperfoct pamlysis, squinting, doublo v -
sion, and slammering, with greatly enfecbled fac-
ultics. Ax it was considered that no treatment
could render tho cnso moro hopeless than it ap-
peared to be, ho nad preseribed halfdracim doses
of tho solution of bicklorido of mercury, and was
onlered to bo kept in the recumbent position.
This treatwent was coutinued withont charigo of
any kind for two months, at tho end of "which
tino rocovery was conplete. Thero was ne tmeo
of discasc, bodily or 1aental, to bo detocted.

The sccond easo is ono of a female child, aged
three, presenting tho aapect &f pesfect idiouy, with
general pavnlysix both of the wppor and lewsr ox-
tremitics, loss of apcech and power of nitention,
with involuntary and constant passago of wrine
and frecer, For similar xeasons this caso was
treated liko the fommer; and in one month the
child was nblo to run alwut, to attend when spo-
ken to, and to atteipt to artienlato sounds when
told to do 8o, A changu-in medicine wax follow-
cd_ Ly an dnmedinto and sorioun relapre, and the
lichloride liad again to be resorted to, when ime
provaucnt again occurred.  The child is sill un-
der treajuent, but very much improved in every
wny. .

THE TREATMENT OF EPILEPSY.

Dr. Elam, of the National Hospituk for the Za-
ralyzed and Epileptic, statea that the treatment
of Epilepsy chicfly rolicd upon is founded upon
the employment of the bromides of potassinm and
ammoninm alone, or combined with ammonia,
chloric cther, the alkaline carbonateti or iodides,
tonics, nrsenic, belladonne, cte. Tho most im-
portant adjunct, hotrever, in the writsr's opinion,
is the chlorul hydmte, which, when given in doses
of ten to fifteen grnins with the bromides, rarcly
fails to reduce very greatly both tho number and
violence, of the attacks, and sometimes, even in
old and hopeless, cases, puts an entiro stop for
some weeks to the fits, It is remarked, also,
that one of the most sucoessful of the hereditary
cascs was treated entirely by digitalis and iron,
no bromide having been given.

THERAPEUTICS.

ON SILICATE OF SODA.
MO Papillon and Rabuteau recently com
to the Academy of Sciences at Paris, a report of
their interesting rescarches on the aetions of sili-
cate of soda. The therapeutical effects of this
salt are especially worthy of notice. They have
recently been tested by some of the hospital sar-
geons here, particularly Dr. Mare Séo and Dr.
Dubreuil, and the results have been very remark-
able. Silicate of soda issaid by them to be high-
1y effiicacions in catarrh ofithe bladder, where the
urine tends to undergo ammoniacal fement;ntion,
in vénereal runnings, in specific ulcerations, ete. Tt

GYNJECOLOGY.

i-|Dr. TILT ON THE PROGRESS OF PEL-

VIC PATEOLOGY. .

At the meeting of the Obstetrical Bocicty of
London; Dr. E. J. Tilt, the Presideat, read a po-
per on thr Progress of Pelvic Pathology during
the last twenty-five years. He briefly sketched
the state ‘of ovarian and pelvic pathology minco -
the revival of gynmcology in 1816 up to 1850,
fwhen he publisked his work.op Ovwarisp Inflam-
mation, and Jon Diseases of Mensirustion, the
main points of the work being embodied in the
following Pitopesitions :—1. That the recognized
&quncy of {ofliinmatory lesions in the ovaries
and %o tirsucs that surronnd them, s of much

greater practiml,importince than is generally ad-~

T
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mitted. 2. That of all inflammaatory lesions of

the ovary, those involving destrnction to the
whole organ are very rare, while the most nu-
merous, and " uhercfore the most important, may
be ascribed to a disease that may be called either
chronic or subacute ovaritia, 3, That as a rule
pelvin diseaser of women radiate from morbid
ovulation. 4. That morbid ovulation is the most
frequent canse of ovaritin 5. That ovaritis fre-
quently canses pelvic peritonitis. 6. That blood
* i3 frequently poured out from the ovary and the
oviducts into the peritonenm. 7. That subacute
ovaritis mot wunfrequently causes and prolongs
metritis. 8. That ovaritis generally leads to con-
siderable and varied disturbance of menstruation.
9. Thet some chronic ovarian tumours may be
considered as aberrstions from the normal strae-
ture of the Graafian cella " Dr. Tilt pointed out
that the teaching embodied in these propositions
was now to a grest extent acccpted, motwith-
standing the adverse criticisms of Dr. Rigby, Dr.
West, Dr. Henry Bennet, and Dr. Flgetwood
Churchill ; and the author claimed that what he
had taught in 1850 bad been amply demonstrat-
ed, clinically and necroscopically, in the subse-
quently published writings of Aran, Bernutz,
Negrier, Gallard, and Biredy. Dr. Tilt particu-
larly noticed the vast xmportance of peritonitis es
cause, sequel, or factor in many pelvie discases ;
and be thought we had still to find the origin of
that acute peritonitis sometimes met with in con-
nection with' salpingitis, and in absence of any
disease of the ovaries. Adhesive bands, the re-
sult of pelvic peritonitis, firmly binding down the
womb to the rectum, or elsewhere, were repre-
sented as frequent and remediable unless they en-
countered the gradually increasing strain of a
pregrant womb ; and Dr. Tilt inferred that these
strong adhesive bands would render useless, if not
dangerous, any long-continued attempt to restore
the womb to its right position by intra-uterine
pessaries.

FRENCH UTERINE SURGERY.

A late sitting of the Pasis Society of Surgery
was taken up by two interesting discussions on
subjects of uterine surgery. Dr. Courty, of
Montpellier, first read & paper on the Surgical
Treatment of Stricture of the Cervix Uterhk. He
* stated that forcible or slow dilatation was not
sufficient to dilate in & permancet manner the va-
ginal orifice of the cervix uteri, and that surgical
means were necessary for stopping dysmenorrheea
of a specin]l mechanical character, and in some
cases, removing sterility. Dr. Courty has em-
ployed three methods—1. Instantaneous bilateral
loosening by means of the knife or double hys-
terotome. Dr. Courty prefers, however, a teno-
tome with a blunt point, a narrow blade, and a
long handle. * Cieatricial tissue soon narrows
again the cervical canal, so that Dr. Courty em-
employs this proceeding only in cases where a
folded mucous membrane shows that theze is tis-
sue enough for providing for the process of re-
traction. 2. In oxder to prevent cicatricial re-
traction of the angles, M. Courty makes use of a
special instrumont, which consists of 4wo metallio

rings passed trough the substance of the cervix,
one on the right and the other on the left, like
rings of the lobule of the ear. Both of the rings
cut, and the result of the section is added to the
normal orifice. 3, ‘When the preceding methods
ave insufficient, the author has recourse to auto-
plasty, for performing which he bas adopted three
different procedures. The first consista in mak-
ing an incision on each side of ‘the cervix, and a
suture of the external mucous membrane with
the internal one, when they are looss enough to
be broaght fogether. By the second procedure,
M. Courty cutz a -quadrilateral mucous flap in
front and another behind; he dissects the two
flaps and excisca the prominent part of the cervix
uteri; he then concludes with a sutare.  Thindly,
instead of cutting out arterior and posterior flaps,
M. Courty cuts two lateral flaps of a triangular
or quadrangular shape. Into each bleeding com-
missure of the uterine tissue he introduces a flap
of mucous membrane, which he maintains by
means of a suture. This Iast proceeding he has
excployed twelve times during the last four years
with excellent resulta. Out of his tyelve cases
of operation he had not .loat one patient.. In all
the cases the symptoms had disappeared after the
operation. Of course there were other causes of
sterility besides narrowness of the orifice. In one
of his cases, however, with an excessively conical
cervix and a very parrow orifce, fecundation
took place so speedily after the operation that it
was difficult not to aseribe it to the procedure.

In the debate which followed, Dr. Duprés made
remarks on the rarity of strictures of the cervix;
out of 4000 patients he had observed at Lourcine,
he hsd only seen two cases of stricture.

SHORT NOTES.

TREATMENT. OF ACUTE ARTICULAR RHEUMATISM
WITH HYDRCUHLORATE OF TRIMETHYLAMIN.
An interesting case of the avove is recorded by

Dr. Martineau in the last number of the Gazette

Medicale de Parie. Since the experiment of Dr.

Dujardin-Baumetz with trimethylamin in the

treatment of articular rheumatism the profession

in France has becn making trials of the ealt, and

Dr. Martinenn in the above case was induced to

try the hydrochlorate of trimethylamin as amore

stable and trustworthy substance. The results
were very remarkable. In thres days a very
severe attack of articular rheumatism’ was- entire-
ly cured without any critical phenomena or me-
tastasis,. ‘The effect on the fever is especinlly
worthy of being noted. The pulse, which was
89 on_March 8th, fell to 69 on the 9th, 60 on the
10th, and to 51 on the 1lth. Dr. Martinean
thinks the action of the drug on the cardiac
muscle more powerful than digitalin, or any
other heart sodative, and considers that it is call-
ed upon to play & most important part in the
treatment of fever. The drug was administered
in the following form and doses :—Tilleu! (linden-
tree leaves) water, three and a half ounces ; pep-
permint water, one ounce and a balf; syrup of
bitter-orange peel, one ocunce; hydrochlorate of
trimethylamin, ten grains; one tablespoonful

every two hows.  On the third day the dose was

redaced to s tablespoonful every four hours, on
account of the fall of the punlse.
TREATMESNT OF CONSTIPATION BY ABSENIC.

Dr. Isnard of Marseilles has employed arsenical
preparations for the treatment of constipation,
with euccess, The preparation which he prefers
to all others, as being especially easy touseand
sure in ita’ effocts, is arsenious acid in doses oi
about three to four grains t> one litre of distilled
water. Each teaspoonful of the solution thus
confains sbout one-gixty-sixth of the substance.
The uzual dose is from six to ten
taken in the course of the day, and prefersbly at
meals with wine and water. In some individuals
the dese must be Jpss, acconling to special circuin-
stances, in otbers the dose may be increased tem-
porarily to twelve or fiftéen teaspoonfuls, sfter
which it must be lessened n+ soon &s the constipa-
tion has lost its obstinate chiaracter.

PHOSPHORUS IN DISEASE) OF THE NERVOUS

‘BYSTEL

Dr. Dickizson has been cxperimenting clinical. -
ly with phosphorus in cascs of affections of the
nervous system characterized by deficency of ner-
vous energy, and has obtained decided evidence
of the value of ihis remedy. He recommends »
method by which phosphorus can be givenins
form at once active and inoffensive, namely, dis-
solved in oil or lard, and enclosed in a gelatine
capsule; the doss is abont one-thirtieth of a grain,
and it may be taken two or three hmesuday,
always after food.

DISLOCATION OF TEX FEMUR.

In the Canada Medical and Suorgical Journal .
for May, Dr. A. Dixon Wagner relates a case of
dislocation of the femur into the thyroid foramen
in a girl ten years of age, in which reductior: was
effected, after threo trials, eight weeks afier, the
injury occurred.  The reporter believes that in
time the patient will regain the entire usefulness
of the limb.

CONNECTION BETWEEN MENSTURATION AND
. SMALL-POX.

Dr. Otto Obermeier, sfier careful investigation’
of 104 cases of small-pox in women, has come ‘to
the following conclusions :—1. Menstruation gen-
erally coincides with the first period of small-
pox (in three-fourths of the cases), and comes on
generally at the time of the eruption. 2 The
disorders of menstruation are not so frequent as
is generally stated (only one-fourth of the cases) ;
the supervention of the disease, especially the
eraptive period, hastens the appearance of the
menses, whilst their retardation is exceptional, as
also their absence and suppression ; and it is very
seldom {that small-pox brings- on real hemorr- -
hage.

. fully educated as required by law in all the otler
branches of medical study, they would necess.ri-
ly diminish in nambers and influence, and uiti-
mately die ou? in this province, unless saved fi-m
such a fate by importations from the United
Staten It was undonbtedly this prospect of ox-
tinction tbat inflnenced Dr. Campbell and iis
ussociates to withdaaw, The outburst of natuaal
fe:ling against him in the Conucil for making "iis
unsupported and unfounded charges against Ir
Aikine, the Treasuver, was simply the oceasirn,
aud be lugged in his grievance of a persousl Cis-
appointment in not Leing promoted from the
Vice-presidency to the Presideat’s chairas anotl.er
cover to his action. The very reasons actuatiag
the homceopathiats are the justifying reasons for
pointed to by the general body of practitioners si:b-
mitting to a distasteful alliance witha sect whose
medical principles can command no respect and
whose medical prastice can only be regarded a3 5o
much humbug and imposition. Happily there is
an end to this enforced coalition ; and the cir
oamstanc:s of the rupture, when properly under-
stcod by the public, must serve to lessen the
prestige of the homeopathic body. It must cver
stand anainst them that they oould not induce &
singlo Canadian medival student to embrace their
doctrines and present himself to their examiners

for gualification as a homeopathist dering
the four years that the system of union has been
in force,

It may be remarked that hitherto the homao-
pathists have wielded a certain amount of politi-
cal influence, and no doubt they are infivential
enough to have their board re-established on a
demand being made to the legislature.. Dr.
Campbell is very energetic, and he will be playing
his forte when heseeks the support of members of
the House to his new bill—very different from his
last one, as & disjunctive instead of a unifying
measure—which will probably become law. The
legisiatare cares nothing for the demerits of
homeopathy as a system of charlatanism; it is
guided simply by an instinct to give every clam-
orous applicant what is wanted, and therefore we
expect things to assume their old shape by and
bye 50 far as the Homeopathic Board in Ontario

is concerned. -

The Massachusetta Medical Society has ex-
pelled seven members for being members of an
exclusive medical sect, and advertising themselves
as practitioners of & special system of treatment.
The members thus expelled were homceopathista.
The Boston Medienl and Surgical Journal con-
gratalates the society “that it is in & way o be
at length delivered of a source of annoyance to
itself and of reproach from without.” Thisisthe
fecling and action evinced towards sectaries by a
body of practitioners perbaps the most sagacious
and highly cultured of any in the United Stales.

The scheme fora Conjoint Examination of
candidates for the qualifications of the Royal
College of Phyisicaus and the Royal College of
Surgeons, in England, has advanced so far that
the committee of reference has presented a second
report, dealing with the payment of examiners
and the expenses incidental to the examinations.
This report has been discsused at the College of
Physicians, and apparently it is likely to form a
financial basis on  which the Conjoint Board will
b established. The committes of refzrence are
now engaged ir preparing regulations relating to
the preliminary and professional education of
candidates, and these regulations will from the
subject of & third report. Untii thin matter is
scttled, therefore, the conjoint scheme will be im-
perfect ; but it is likely that it will soon approach
coupletion, as undoubtedly the most difficalt
matters have been already got over. The Con-
joint Examination echeme, we believe, isdestined
to be realized. 'We may note, for the informa-
tion of those who contemplate procuring s double
English qualification, that the fee to be charged
ench candidate for the two examinations is placed
at thirty guineas ; fifteen guineas to be paid be-
fore admission to the Srst examination and fifteen
guineas before admission to the pass examina-

SURGICAL CLINIQUR -

TRAUMATIC ANEURISM OF THE
FEMORAL ARTERY. .

De. Noisa—My Dear Sir,—In response to
your request that I should contribute something
for your new medical journal, I will endeavour
to describe one of the many interesting cases
which occurred during last winter at the Surgi-
cal Clinique of the University of Michigan.

The notes taken at the patient’s bedside I am
so unfortunate Dot to have by me at this mo-
ment, nevertheless the practical points of the
case may be quite as well described withous them.

The patient was & man, aged 45, a German
farmer, unable to speak a word of English, of a
very phlegmatic tempsrament, and low intelleo-
tual orgenization. The only interesting thing
about the man was his surgical affection, which,
however, went far towards compensating for his
congenital deficiencies,

This affection was a trauvmatic anentism of the
femoral artery, which completely filled Scarpa’s
triangle, had existed for several years, end which
had recently grown so rapidly and given 50 much
trouble, that the patient was advised to come
from Saginaw, Michigan, to the University for.
trestment. On questioning the patient through
an interpreter, we learned that three years ago,
while standing near his daughter, who was mow-
ing; he received a wound from the point of the
scythe in the upper part of the thigh, and that
the hemorrhage had been all but fatal, he baving
bled till he fainted, when a surgeon arived and
succeeded in arresting the hemorrhage and clos-
ing the wound. In a short time a tumour ap-
peared at the seat of the injury, and bad contina-
ed to grow and become more and more painful,
and to interfere more and more with the useful-
ness of the limb, until tl.c anroyance had become
unbearable. ..

On examination the tumour waa found to mea-
sure seven inches in length, with strong pulsa-
tion, thrill, and bruit. The upper end of the ta-
mour was &t Poupart's ligament, and the lower at
the epex of the triangle, and the muscles forming
the boundary were displaced to a considerable de-
gree. The cicatrix of the original wound could
be plainly seen ; but, owing to the irregularity of
the tumour, it was difficult to measure precisely
the distance of the old mark from Poupart’s liga~
ment. It appeared to be sbout 34 inches. -

The diagnosis of the case was sufficiently plain,
but the particular method of trestment was no$
80 readily determined. “Ligatare of the external
ilinc suggested itself ; and to the majority of the
gentlemen who saw the case with me appeared to
be the best course to pursue, and had it been quite.
clear that the point of injury in the artery was
above the profunda ( that is, in the common fern-
oral), of course there would have been no choice,
a8 0o sane man would dream of tying the commmn
femoral even supposing there had been room to
do so without opening the ase of the aneurism,
which in this case there was not. .As the cica-
trix appeaed to be about 3} inches below Pou-
pert’s lignment, and as the profunds is generally
given off at a distance of from one to two inches

below that stractire, I was led to beliove thst it



waa the superficial fe noral that had been wound-
ed, and that the opening in the vessel was far
«nough from the profands to admit of a good clot
forming between my ligature and that branch.

In this belief I determined to cut right throngh
the sac of the ancuriam, and placs a ligature

above and below the bleeding point of thy vessel
¥ did not overlook the possibility of the profunda
being given off much lower down ghan it ususily
is, and the certainty in such circumstances of fat-
-al secondary hemorrhage, neither did I overlook
the risk incurred in laying open such an immense
aneurismal sac and attempting to secure the ves-
sel gt the point of injury; but on ‘weighing care-
fally all the chances I arrived at the conclusion
that elthough ligature of.the external ilinc would
-be the easiest, and so far as the operation was
concerned, the safest thing to de; still the best
-chance of saving the man's life was by laying’
-open the sac and tying the superficial femoral.
In discussing the case before the class, ¥ took oc-
<casion to read ‘from John Bell's “Principles of
Sorgery,” the account of his celebrated case of
Araumstic gluteal anenrigm, and also Syme's simi-
-lar cases in whick I had myself assisted, and from
which a good"idea could be form=d of the gres:
-difficnlties and dangers which attended this meth-
‘od of operating, as executed by these distingnish-
ed surgeons. Mr. Bell, especially, in his own
quaint and forcible style, lays down the rule that
. in such a case nothing is to be gained by caution,
that all depends npon the boldness and coolness
of the operator. In his case the patient lost so
" much blood that he was thought at one time to
be dead, and it was several hours before he could
be removed from the * great operution” table
. In Syme's cases I could myzelf testify to the
terrific nature of the hemorrhage. In the per-
formance of this operation Syme had the great
advantage ever Bell of chloroform ; and, thanks
to Professor Lister, I had besides this another
advantage over Syme, viz, Lister’s Aortic Com-
pressor.

The operation wss performed in presence of the
class, all the faculty, and a number of practition-
ers. Chloroforma was used, and I got a clamp
made after the pattern of Lister's aortic compres-
sor, with which I hoped to control, to some ex-
tent at least. the hemorrhage which, without this

. modern imprevement, would no doubt have been
very serious. As soon as the patient was fully
under the influence of chloroform,- the clamp was
screwed down until all pulsation in the tumour,
as well as the femoral srtery of the other leg,
was stopped, and then, with the utmost delibera-
tion, I mede an incision from one end of the tn-
mour to the other, tuned cut the clots, found the
opening in the artery, dissected the vessel up to
the requisite extent. and placed one ligature
above suvd snother below the slit, which was
found to be about one inch in length. The vlamp
was then gradually-and carefully unscrewed, and
v ing was found to be quite secure The
amount of blood lost during the whole operation
was not sufficient to saturate a common-sized

-. spongo, and the patient was entirely unconscious

of pain. . i

day. . iicl, was the very first to try it, al-
though the suggestion came from his now cele-
brated son-in-law ; but conld John' Bell have be-
Reld the execution of thia maodern procedure, he
could not kave failed to admit that his favourite
art had progressed almost to the extent of revo-
lution since the time when he adorned its ranks.
True, he might bave thought that a great deal of
the “ poetry” was taken out of the operation;
but when by “ poetry” you mean inexpressible
agony and extreme danger to the patient, to say
nothing of the anxiety and risk to the operator,
we may well afford to dispense with the * poetry.”

To retmrn to this history. The patient suf-
fered almost no shock. His appetite was good,
and sll his fanctions normal forseveral days after
the operation.” The large sac suppurated freely,
and then granulated and contracted within a
week to one-third the original size.

At the end of this time, that is to say, on the
ninth day afler the operstion, w» appeared parti-
cularly well, so much so that his brother, who
acted as interpreter, and on whom he was ex-
ceedingly dependent, thought all danger was past,
and withont a moment’s warning left him and
returned to his home. Almost immediately after
his departure the patient became very restless,
and even got upoutof bed. Diarrhes very soon
came on, und although every precaution was tak-
en to keep bim still, he moved about almost in-
cessantly ; and suddenly hemorrhage appeared
in the wound, not rapid, but pretty free oozing,
which, however, was axrested before I got to the
hospital by my colleague, Prof. Frothingham.
On my arrival I proceeded to examine the wourd,
and at once was relicved to find that the apper

ligature was quite firm, and that the hsemoarrhage
was from the neighborhood of the lower ligature.
I immediately applied a ligature to the bleeding
points, and no more heemorrhage occurred.

Although comparatively little blood had been
Jost, the patient experienced a severe shbock, for
which his brother’s inopportune departure was
as much to blame as the hemorthage. The diar-
rhoea became very much worse, and treatment
failed to relieve it. The utmost efforts were
made to stimulate him, but he obstinately refused
all kinds of food, his pulse became gradually
but steadily weaker, and he died about twenty-
four hours after the departure of his brother.

A post-mortem examination was made next
day with the following resulta. In the first place,
the shdominal organs were examined and found
free from the slightest appearance of contusion or
injury of any kind from the clamp. In.the sco-
ond place, it was seen that the profunds artery
was at least two inches above the npper ligature,
and that the superficinl femoral between that
branch and the ligature was completely occluded
by a well organized clot. Thirdly, that the he-
morrhsge had been due to a small muscular
brench which was given off immediately below
the lower ligature. n

The use of the clamp and the Yigature of the
femoral in preference to the external ilias were
most fully vindicated . .

The patient was & poor, spiritleas creature, snd

a very slight shock in addition the desertion of
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his broths* sufficed to overwhelm him altogether.

As to the adrtic compressor, I would just ob~
serve, in conclusion, that it is a very simple con-
trivance, and one that I am sure is caleulated o
be of immenss utility. In all opwrations about
the femoral or pelvic regions, whers there is dan-
ger of serigus and especially ampu-
tation of the hip-jeint, and even in post-partum
hemorrhage, I should not hesitate to ane it.

BARON LIEBIG ON BEEF TEA,

The question as to the nuiritive value of ex-
tract of meat has again been discussed by Baroa
Liebig, in = paper in which he carefully reviews
the leading objections which have been: urged
against itt The veteran ~chemist’s vindication,
of his opinions is of cousiderable interest, as he
there sets forth his views on this subject shorily

and precisely, end endesvours to correct the mis-

representations of the doctrine’ which he really
teaches and which bhe saserts that be taught from
the beginning. He wishesit to be well understood
that * he never asserted that beef tea and extract
of meat contained substsnces necessary for the

formation of albumen in the blood or muscular -

tissue ;" and “that by the addition of extract of
of meat to our food, we neither economize carbon
for the maintenance of the temperature nor nitro-..

gen for the sustenance of the organs of our body ;

and-that, therefore, it cannot be called ¢ food in
the ordinary sense,’ but we thereby incresse the
working capabilities of the body. and its capacity
to remist exterior injurious influences, i ¢, to
maintain health under unfavourable circam-
stancea” Those constituenus of meat which are

. |soluble in boiling water take no part in the for-

mation and renovation of the muscular tissnés,
but by their effect on the nerves they exercise a
moat decided influence on the muscular work,
wherein meat differs from all cther animal and

vegetable food. He therefore places extract of

meat, and with it tea and coffee, under the head
of “nervous food,” in contradistinction to sxii-
cles of “commen food,” which sexve for the pre-
servation of the tempersture and restoration of
the machine. Beef tea and extract of meat ure of
themselve® incapable of supperting putrition or
maintaining life. Liebig, however, with justice,
condemns the conclusions of those who, from com-

parative experiments on the nutritive value of .

fresh meat and meat-extract, taken per os, argue
that the latter is not only useless for purposes of.
nutrition, but positively injuriovs. It should be
clearly understood that beef tes and extract of
meat are only to be regarded in the light of anxil~

iaries to food, rather than independent articles of

nutriment.—London Mod. Record, April 16,
1873.

don, with the following results :—

Sulphats of Copper Pills.—Fivst sample, no cop-
.per conld be detected in 100 pilules; second
sample, no copper could bo detected in 200 pil-
ules. The quantity of snlphato of copper in the
above pilules should have been 0.006 and 0.012
grain respectively. If oven as littlo as 0.0001 of
s grain of the sulphato had been presomt,’ it
would haye been detected.

Corrosive Sublimate Pilules—It was just pos-
siblo to detect morcury in 200 of the pilulen
The amount was, however, less than corresponds
to 0.0005 grain of corrosive sublimate, whercas
0.012 grain of this salt should have been present.

Nuz Vomics Pilules, Belladonna Pilules.~—No
strychnia or atropia respectively could be detect-
od, oven when 300 pilules wore employed. In
the case of nux vomica, e. g, 300 pilules should
have contained about one ten thousandth™part of
» grain of strychnia, Now, so small a quantity
83 ono sevihty thousandth part of a grain of
strychnia is well known to give distinct reactions
to chemical tests, but no reaction could be obtain-
ed iu the present case.

8o far, then, it would appear that we must
place any cures following the uso of pilules simi-
lar {o the above to the credit of the imagination.
The Practitioner promises tocontinue the subjett
on & future occasion, and the further results shall
be laid before our readera.

ROPAGATION OF TYPHOID FEVER
BY MILK.

I the summer of 1872 an epidemic broke out
in the village of Armley {in the borough of
of Leeds, England) which Dr. Ballard, in an
official report just published, proves, boyond rea-
sonable doubt, was propagated through the medi-
um of the milk supply. It will be remembered
that a similer epidemic broke out at Islington, and
which Dr. Ballard proved to the same cause,

Dr Ballard in his report of the epidemic at
Armley, shows how remarkably the fever picked
out the customers of ths dairyman, who is believed
to have contracted the fever in a ngjghboring
Tocality five or zix weeks before the epidemic began;
how %ic iargest consurzers were among the earli-
est and the smallest among the latest attacked ;
and from the diﬂ‘erent facts stated and line of
argument indicated he comes to the. conclusion
that the outbreak was due to the distribution of
milk from the particular dairy of the infected
dairyman, which milk had in some way become
contaminated with the poison of entoric fever.
He then proceeds to show how this contamina-

tion may have occurred, and proves that a well|;

in the dairyman’s yard used for dairy and do-
mestic purposes was liable o be contaminated
by the contenis of &’ privy and a dunglole,
into one of which, if not both, the diecharges
of the dairyman when ill would be thrown;
and he further shows that the sudder outburst
of fever oocurred within a fortnight of the

m—

pevod when the well would most probably have
becomo polluted in the - foregoing maner,
while the time of its cessation followed the
closute of the well at an interval consistent
with the theory of the polluted water (added
doubtless to the milk) being the efficient agent
in the propagation of the fover.

RELATION OF THE PULSE TO THE
CONDITION OF THE £TOMACH.

Tmportant observations have recently ‘been
made by Mayer and Pribram on the reflex rela-
tions of tho stomach to the centres of inncrvation
for the circulation (Centralblatt, March 22,1873).
The previous experiments of Goltz showed, what
has ever since been accepted, that irritation of
the wall of the stomnch reduces the frequency of
the pulse. The present experiments heve deter
mined that this slowing is accompanied by a rise
in thoe arterial blood: pressure; and that the same
result is obtained whether the irritation applied
to the gastric wall is electrical or mechanical—
for example, pinching the stomsch with forceps.
The rise in the blood-pressure is plainly roflex,
and its causation from contraction of the smaller
or periphernl arteries. Similar results were ob-
tainod by inserting a bladder in the stomach and
inflating it.  On the other hand, the application
of cold to the stomach, either by means of iced
water or or by ice itself, yielded no positive re-
sult, provided mechanical irritation was carefully
avoided. Further experiments seemed to refer
the effect on the circulation to irritation of the
serous and muscular coats of the stomach while
irritation of the mucéus membrane ;.mly did not
evidently affect the pulse.

Theso results may help to explain the sud-
den death “which is frequently seen in severe
injuries to the stomach. The experiments point
out that the opinion of Quy is also in agreement
with the resuits at which they have arrived—that
the frequency of the pulse falls under vegetable
diet.—[Med. Times and Gaz, May 10, 1873.

The circemstances detailed tpok
so strong an effect upon Wardrop that he deter~
mined ‘o discontinue a vicious system. Frauds
of this description are so frequent since the estab-
lishment of proprietary special hospitals and dis~
pensaries that surgeons in general practice, par-
ticularly in the metropolis, ave robbed of &
portion of their income.—{Med. Times.and Gaz. .

In the “struggle for existence,” how does the
pheasant, which, from nesting on the ground, is
peculiarly exposed to four-footed or ground ver-
min, maintain berself and ker eggs intact? Mzx.
'W. B. Tegetmeier, in his woik on * Pheasants
for the Covert and the Awviary,” suggests an an--
swer. The peculiar specific odour of the bird is
suppressed during incubation, not, however, as a
voluntary act. This suppression, Mr. Tegetmeier
ascribes to vicarious- secretion—the odoriferous
particles usually exhaled by the skin being, for
such time as the bird is sitting,. excreted into
the intestinal canal, most probably into the ce-
cum or cloace.

At tho South it has Leen far more fatal, according to
all the reports, to the coloured thaan to the white popu-

DEATH FROM CHLOROFORM.

The following case is reported in the Am. Practitioner
for June, 1873:—

Chloroform was administered in a napkin to a youth
aged 12, for the cxtraction of & tooth. DBefore commg
under its infl he vomited.  After bad sub:
sided ho was again slowly brought wnder the influence
of chloroform, and complaining of the pain given by the
extraction of one of the roots of the teoth, a little more

of the anxsthetic was administered.  Simultancously

with the extmction of the remainder of the tooth, the

pulse flickéred and a sudden pallor came over bhis face,
All efforts at resuscitation were in vain, Theamonnt

of chloroform (Squibl's) used, including that which was

inhaled prior to the vomiting, was abont half an ounce.
An autopsy does not appear to have heen made,

DEATH DURING AN/ESTHESIA., |
Dr. Cabot reported to the Boston Soc. for Med. Im.
provement (Feb, 24, 1873), a cascshowing what he con-
sidered the only danger in the uso of ethewas an anws-
thetic, and a danger to all theti .
The patient, an old man, weak, but not excessively so,
had undergone an operation which lasted three-quarters
of an hour. He was removed from the operating room,
and the usnal orders to watcn him were given. Five

hours afterwards ho hadia violent attack of dyspneea,
and died. Food was found in one of the bronchial
tu

bes,

He also referred to a similar case which had ocenrred
some time ago. A fat woman, while lying on her back,
under ether, vomited, and sone of the vomitus, (thﬁng
into the trachea, killed her.— Boston Med. and surg.

DRINKING FOINTAINS.

1t is highly gratifying to learn that the Metropolitan']
Drinking Fountain and Cattle Trough Association,
which has just held its fourtcenth anniversary, is ina
very flourishing condition. During the pest year the
expenditure amounted to nearly 3000 pounds, and the
financial year closed with a balance in hand of over 600
pounds. Up to the present time more than 300 troughs
and fountains have been ted by the A n,
and the boon thus conferred upon men and animals'is
incalculable. The opportunity of water-drinking thus
offered to the metropolitan populations is apparently
not lost upon them, for the report stated that as many
as 5000 w{mmom had drunk atone fountain in a single
uay, that the water-rate payablo by a slngle trough
or fonntain was in some cases as much as 30 poun
ggr annum. The lstter fact brings the value of water

The annual mecting of tho Irish Medical Association
took placoon Monday, the 2ud inst., the chair being
tilled by Dr. Hyues, president. Tho report of the Coun-
cil referred, amongst other things, to the nced of in-
creased pay to the medical attendants of the Royal
Irish Constabulary, the objections to the new Army
Medical Warrant, aud to Mr. Headlam's Bili, which it
was considered required dmeut before it should re-
ecive support,  Resolutivus were agreed to relative to
an application to Irclaud of the Public Health Act, and
of sympathy with the rilitia surgeons who have been
injured by tho recent Army Regulation Act.

The caso of the Fenian convict Redding, who was
coneernodin the murder of constable Brett at Manches-
ter, camo before the Court of Queen’s Bench the other
‘day. He accused the medical officers of Chatham and
Millbank of cruclty, inasmuch as when suffering from
incipitent paralysis ho was treated as amalingerer. To
test the genuinencss of his ““symptoms,” iho was sub-,
jected to galvanism, he had a hot poker applied to
the inneraspect of the femar, and a quill was passed
gently along the soles of his feet. His complaint that
these operations caused him soverp pain convinéed the
surgeons that theirsuspicions of malingering wero jus-
titied, and he was treated accordingly. On the expiry
of his term of imprisonment he applied for & criminal
information against the surgeons for cruclty, and a rule
nisi was obtained. The Attorney-G I showed cause
against the rulo on Wednesday, the 28th ult, and
Thursday, and the Judges decreed that it ought to be
discharged.:  Mr. Justice Blackburn said that Redding
had greatly exaggerated his treatment, and Afr., Jus-
tice Quain expresscd himself still more strongly, In

Herr Gruppe, an apothecary
in Manils, has found in it an uncrystallizable
very hygroscopic bitter substance, to which he|prpg
has given the name of ditain. The principal
Spanish physicisn in Manila, Dr. Miguel Zina.
bas given it to numerous hospital petients under
his care, and has found that ditain is not only o
perfect substitate for quines, but that its use is
not followed by the disagreeable resalts which
often attend the ues of quinia. Xt is given in the
same doses and in the mame way“as quinia. In
many cases, alsy, its activity as a tonic was well
‘marked. The ditain is prepared from the bark
in the same way &s quinea from chinchona: 100
grammes of bark give 2 grammes of ditain, 0.85
grammes of a perfectly inactive extractive matier.
A xingle treo yields a large qumtity of bark
withoat injuringits growth. Itiscalculated that
the price of ditainin Europe would bs about 160
Jrancs per kilo (3s. 6d. to 4s. per ounce).—Brit.
