Second, they
never go back if they are not cordially
received upon their first visit.

We purpose that our work shall be
carried on with these facts foremost in
our minds, therefore we have organized
this system of visitation to meet one
point, and are now aiming aia thorough
organization of our Reception Com-
mittes, and trust ere long to report
this, as well as all other Committees in
perfect working order.

We do not wish any one of our
readers to mistake our motives in thus
referring to our plans and work. We
are quite willing to work on quietly and
unostentatiously in the field assigned
us by the Lord, but at the same time
we recognise the duty we owe to our
many friends and contributors to give
from time to time an account of the
modes adopted for efficiently carrying
on the work they have so liberally sup-
ported.
