It is intended to place in Highclere Churoh
(London) some fit ing memorial of the late
Earl of Carnarvon, through whose munifloence
the beantiful edifice was erected some years
ago, and &8s his Lordship was in the habit of
reading the Lessons in the churoh, it is pro-
posed that the memorial should take the form
o & brass leotern,

Tux Bishop of Marlborough presided last
week at a meeting in Kensington, Eng., in
sapport of the Social Scheme of the Church
Army, and pointed out that * General’ Booth's
project was nothing to be compared to what
was being donv by the Church of England.

Tk Bishop of St, Asaph, Wales, said at the
special ruridecanal meeting of clergy and laity
at Oswestry: *1 have seen somothing of the
work of the Churck Army in this diccese, and
saleo in a large parish in South Wales. I mnst
spesak in the highest terms of the work of the
Churoh Army captaine, I have not before
now, s others have, expressed this formally,
but I mean to do so on all suiiable ocoesions.
I hope to see more of the Church Arwmy Evan-
gelists employed in the various parishes
of this diooese,

Ox the Feast of the Epipbauy, the custom
ary * offering of gold, frank inconse, and myrrh’
was made on bebalf of the Queen in the Chupel
Royal St. Jumes' Palace. The Hon. 8ir
Spencer Ponsonby-Fane, K.C.B., and Captain
Waultoer Stopford, gentlemen ushers in wailing,
attended snd presented Her Majesty's gift.
The Bishop of London, Dean of Her Majesty's
Cbapels Roya!, offiviated, assisted by the Rev.
Rdgsr Sheppard (sub dean), the Rev, H. A, Cot
ton, and the Rev, E W. Kempe, and the Holy
Commanion was celebrated.

I7 hes been decided to commemorate Bishop
Thorold's connection with the diccese of
Rochester, Eogland—which after thirteen
years, is no about to end— by erecting & chancel
soreen or choir stalls in the restorea churoh of
St. Ssvicur, Sonthwark., The ideu is a parti-
cularly happy one in view of the great interest
which the Bishop of Rochester takes in this
grand old church—some day to be, in the not

'very distant future, we hope, the Cathedral for

South London—which is now in course of
being restored under the care of Sir Arthur

Blomfield.

Tax new Christ Church Mission Church, Old

Ford-roed, London E., has been opened by the
Bishop of Bedford. The memorial stone was
laid in July last by the Countess of Meath.
The church is sitnated in a distriot with a
population of 5,080 of the poorer class. The
total oost of the undertaking is £2,600, and
only £400 remaing to be raised to free the com-

mittes from debt. The new churoh is bailt in
the Eurly Eoglich style, froely trested, 57 feet
by 32 feet, and with sohoolroom, vestry, and
residence the aron oovered is asbout 220 feet,
A large congregation atltended the oponing ser-
vice. The Bishop preunched from Psalm ov. 1,

THx distressin East Loundon, although severs,
doring the severe woather lataly experienced
in England, has happily uwot beon so terribly
widespread &8 might bave boen feared. Such
parishes at Whitechapol and S8horeditch have
guffered greatly, but the Church organirations
are strong and well-worked there, and the ef-
forts of the clergy have been most painstaking
and successful, The Bishop of Bedford was
asked whother tho Paroochial clergy gave rolief
only to Churchmen. Hore is his charaoteristio
answor : ‘ We do not doal with congregations,
but With territorial distriots, and no distinction
of ‘oreed comes in. Indeed, our attention is
often drewn to oases of distress aud siockness by
officers of Nonoconformist bodies, sud we relieve
them from ordinary motives of Christian ohar-
ity, and with no arriere pensee that if we set
them up sgain they must comse to Charch,’

Holy Trinity, Paddington, on & late Sunday
blessed the scheme aliogether, and anathoma-
tized ull and sandry who opposed it, though he
bimself hud no jeurs that the ‘General’ would
himeelf ruin it by extending its benofits to im-
proper objects. Churchmesn, will however,
agree fur more with the views enunoiated in
the same puarish in & very able sermon st 8t,
Savionr's by the Riv. Marshall Tweddell, in
which he protested sgainst dislinciive Church
agoncies, like the Church Army and the Waifs
and Strays Soociety, boing igno:ed. He con~
tended, morsover, that Churchmen had no right
to sapport 4 scheme which ignored the Buora-
meats, and treated holy things in 4 wmanner
that pavoured ol blasphemy, « point insisted on
by the Bishop of Wakefield 1u a letter to the
Bishop of Bedford.—The Church Review.

A mer—
chant who is himself a professing Christian
will bave a olerk in his employ, & woman will
have a servant in her house for monthe, and
poerhaps yesrs, and never try to find out
whether that man or womsn is saved or Jost.

Lot us provide ourselves with good books and !

papers to lend and give away. Above all let
us pray the Lord of the Harvest that He will
not only send forth laborers into His harvest
but that He will permit ourselves to be among
those laborers. Even though we may bo shut
up in the room, our earnest prayers may uphold
the tired hands of bard working, faithfal pas-
tors and workers in the fields and help to bring
down the much needed showers of blessing to
revive the viveyards and gardens of the Lord.

How blessed a privilege ia this of intercessory
prayer. It is as if the Great Intercessor of all
sllowed us, Hiz humble followers, to add &
few grains to that incense which He offers
before the Throne. Do we read a thrilling
story of mission work far away on the other
side of the world? We can send up a prayer
for its success and for those who are working
therein. Hag some friend or perhaps some
Sunday-school scholar sirayed beyond the reach
of bund or voice ? They are not out of reach
as long ag the way to God is open to our inter-

answer. Probably they could not have done so,
But at Hig gracious invitation they followed
Him and abode with Him that night, We
have no socount of what passed beiween our
Lord and His guests, but it is evident that
the interview was satisfactory, for when Andrew
found bis brother Simon his first words were,
“ We have found the Messias,"”

' What seek ye?"” We are told that St,
Bernard was in the habit of asking himself
“ Bernard, why art thow here?” Should we
not do well at times 10 ask onrselves the same
guestion ?

At churoh, what seek we ? Do we go thither
to meet our Lotd, who has promised to be pre.
gent in a gpecial macnner where two or three
are gathered together in His name? Do we
go to be tanght and edified in the things which
helong te our pessa? Or do we go for the
sake of some other attraction—the musio, or
the expeotation of half an hour's intellestual
entertainment, or as I once heard a person say,
‘becanse there is nowhere else to go on Sun-
duy "? People sometimes complain that they
derive litile or no profit from holy ordinances,
Porhsps & little honest conslderation of our
Lord's question may lfive us 8 resson., The
gpring wmay be plentiful and the water of the
best, bat if we carry no pitoher we shall bring
nothing home.

In the blessed season of Lent, which is at
hand, it is well to ask ourselves this question,
Why do we decline society engagements and
attend multiplied services, and perhaps put on
a plain dress? Is it becamse we consider it
rather & genteel thing todo? Is it because we
fanoy that we are thereby laying up merit for
ourselves, or possibly purchasing immunity
from the penalties of time wasted in dissipation,
or is it because we really desire to grow in
grace and in likeness to our Lord ?  Let us be
honest with ourselves, for on our answar to this

question will depend the profit of our Lenten
geason.—Parish Visitor.

¢ Neither will I offer unto the Lord my God of
that which doth cost me nothing.’

¢ Present your bodies & living saorifice, hely,
acceptable unto God, which is your reaBYnable
service.’

The Christian life begins, con'innes and ends
in the habitual offering of these bodies of ours
to the inward refining fire of the Holy Ghost,
that they may become ¢living sacrifices.’ As
there oan be no saorifice where there is mo
death, & ¢ living sacrifice ’ is essentially, a living

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THE INDIAN TROUBLES IN THE U.8.

———

It is impossible to spesk of our last * Indian
War” with equanimity. From whatever point
of view we look at it, it bristles with the thorns
of a righteous indignation, It is & shame to
America that with the liberal disposition of
government and people towards these Indians,
go much just complaint as to their treatment
should exist. It is & shame that thoir progress
towards civilization should be 8o sadly hindereJ.
Tt is a shame that the fearful ecenes of Wounded
Knee, should ever have been. And it is a
shame that our gallant army should have to
pay the penalty in bardships, wounds and
death, for s mismansgement snd dishonesty the
sermy is in nowise responsible for. That the
Indians have grievances oannot be denied. That
this people is anxious to treat them justly and
fiberally is as olear as the noonday sun. What
ig the troublethen? The only answer to that
is, our wretched agenoy system, and the funda
mental error of tresting with tribes as if they
were nations, and igroring the individaal unit,

All the evidence goes to shcw that after pen-
ning these Indians on a reservation, and 8o
depriving them of tbeir ancient dependence,
we fail either to feed and clothe them decently,
or to make them seif-supporting. One army
officer says that if he were an Indisn knowing
what he knows of the wrongs they have
guffered, he would kill every white man he
meots on sight. While (+eneral Sherman says
in substance *the Indians must work or be
apnibilated.” Somewbere between these ex-
tremes the real truth lies, For the Indian bas
his wrongs undonbtedly, and serious ones, He
also has his fanlts, apd serious ones they are.

Amidst all the dreary talk pro and ocon,
poured out upon this subject so fall of misery
and shame, s0 burdened with blundering, the
one oentral question is What shall be doue to
gave the Indian? What shall be done to save
America (U.S.) from further failure, shame
and bloodshed ? Books ocan be written aboat
the past record. There are two sides to it, as
any one osn see who has lived amidst the
Indians. You cannot judge the Chippewss by
the Sioux, or the Sionx by the Chippewas The
orderly, humane, oivilized and religious Indians
of White Barth Reservation, Minn,, éannot be
compsred for 8 moment with the poor savages
beaded by that implacable old fanatic, Sitting
Bull. Their records are entirely different.
Their condition is equally so. The Chippewas
have never ruthlessly murdered men, women
and children, have never gone to war with the
whites, The Sionx have committed the blood.
jest orimes in the past, and by ihese crimes
have awakened the deadly hatred of the local
whites, There are even Sioux and Sionx;
witness the higher spirit shown by the Ogalallas
over the Brules in this present pitiful situation.
The trouble with the eastern oritio is too often
that he ideslizes the Indian, and Inmps them ali
together s suffering saints, The trouble with
the frontiersman i8 too often thal he lumps
them all together, and brutslly says ‘‘ the good
Indian is the dead Indian.” Neither is right,
or justified in his wholesale methods of dispos—
ing of the Indian question. But of what use is
it to prolong this endless talk aboot past
wrongs and suffering on both sides? Let the
dead past go, It is irreparable. Lot us use its
lessons to help us a8 & light house helps & ship
on 8 rooky coast, Of what use is it to indulge
in tirados of abuse ard recrimination ?

What shall we do to be saved from further
disgrace, suffering wrongs and orime ? That is
the point in it all. Let us keep that, Remem-
bering our blunders, let us amend them.
Remembering the shameless dishonesties prac—~

/eoised at some of the sgencies let us put an end
the sitnation that permitted them, or made

them possible. Thorn trees do not produce |
grapes, Why then persist in trying to make

them produce grapes? It is admitted on sl

sides that our Indian troubles all arise from

the one fruitful souree of the so-called agency.

Doubtless there are some sgents who have

loyslly tried to do their duty, and have fairly
sucoeeded, Witness White Earth and Standing
Rock. But cur wretched system of political
appointments bas always been and is to day, on

the whole, a disgraceful failare. Why should

men seek sn agency which pays & meagre
salary of bat 81,5600 per annum ? If the salary
is &1l there is *' in it" for them ? That teils the
whole miserable story, aud acoounts for the
+windling practices of which we hear so much
said, be the charges all true or only half
true.

Why not then turn the Indian Agencies over
to the War Department ¥ The high character
for honor and truth, the proudest distinction of
our officers, is their best qualification for their
good corduct in such positions. It is the only
way to ineure honest agencies, moreover they
have & strong motive behind them. The army
does not want Indian wars. For when they
oome it must take all the hardship, risk sll the
danger, bear all the responsibility of their eon
duct. Then why not utilize these Sioux, and
make them soldiers in the United States regu—
lar army ? It is agreed that. v light oslvary
or infantry they have no equals, perhaps, as
raw material.

The great trouble with these Pine Ridge
Indians has beon that they have had nothing to
do. Their progress towsrds self-support has
been insufficient, Sumoh crops as they have had
been failures of late, Give them honorable em-
ployment as soldiers, and decent pay as such,
and there will be an end forever to Sioux wurs,
No troops can show finer conduct than the
Indian polioe have genersally showe in peace and
war, Witness the incident of the capture and
death of Sitting Bull. Let congress passa bill
for the orgavization of a Sioux Brigade. Appeal
to their self-respect. @ive them employment
suitable to their present conditions and ideas,
and they can bo trained easily into good oit-
izens, in time, Follow that up with individnal
sllotments of Jand, and sever the tribal relation
ulimately, and so make them American oitizens
in fact, standing on the eame ground &s the
white man.

Apd finaily let the government generously
asgist the churches in their eacnest efforts to
Christianize and educate the children all, and
so many of the older Indians as oan be reached
by the use of all right methods, and human
inducements. Here is the kernel of the whole
matter, when one comes to look for permanent
results, Who ever heard of Christian Indians
going on the warpath ? And who can question
their capacity to receive education and Chris.
tianity, save the ignoramus and the fanatio ?
Thanke be to God, this is past discussion 'Lhe
conduot of the Cbristians Indians in this sor-
rowful chupter of woes, th ePine Ridge tragedy
proves this, if any further proof wore needed.
Here is the one and only permanent solution of
the Indian question, Make the Indians dis-
ciples of the Prince of Peace, and they will
“geek peace and ensue it,” and learn step by
step to follow after the things that are lovely
and of good report amongst all men, Instruct
their souls, and you will save their bodies, Oar
past failures ory to heaven for ameadment, and
in the paths of religion and rightecusness alone
we oan atone for that past, and insure the
remedy, The Golden Rule applied, the Risen
Lord accepted and followed, thus and only thus
can our failure to these poor souls end in a
final sncoess, worthy of & grest and Christian
pation like Amerioa.—North Dakota Church-

the whole fabrio ot their faith, ‘The false in
one fulse in all' snuygests itenlf. And while
you 8re holding fast to the great varities. and
9n1y regarding thesa things as outsido and un-~
important, fAey are ocut loore, and drift and
drift, till a denial of tho three days of Jonah
takes away their faith in the threo days of Jesus ;
and the frank honesty of a young mind, taught
to think that the specches of Mnses and the
prophecics of Daniel are sfter thonghts of an
idealixing dramatist or of an unsorupulous
nationslist amovg the Jews, argues most
reasonably ihat conscions deception dosiroys
the trustworthiness of the whole Book; and
either that authority muat be refosed to Books
whose authorship and aathenticity aro ro dis-
credited if not denied; or that the Church ean
no longer be trusted in hor witness to the
Cexon, if she has in the ignorance of wilfulness
or of carelessness, allowed such things to be,—
Bishop Doane.

Wx thank God porhaps for prosperity, health,
plenty, honor, and we do well. Thay ave the
gifts of God’s providence, and demand our
acknowledpoments, Bat they are not the onl
blessings His goodness bestows upon us. Ad-
versity shonld be added to the number of His
favors, and remembercd in our devont thanks-
giving,—uUgden.

A spirit above our weak wills ia stirring the
hearts of Christians to :cek a regained unity,
Our danger is lest we sreck it by our human

plans and concordate, which will only be a rope
of sand. Unity will oome; our Lord's divine
prayer will be angwered ; but it onun only come
as all other good gifts of God come, from above
in snswer to prayer. It will not come until
the love of God hss ‘made Christian honrts
ready to receive this procious gift,—Bishop

Bisaor'8 CorrLaage Firm —Between one two
o’elock p.m, on the B6th Pebruary it was dis-
covered that a fire had broken out in the apart-
ments ocoapied by eervants in the atic or roof
of the building used as a Boys' Sohool in con-
nection with Bishop's College, Lennoxville,

The flames spread with great rapidity, and it
becime apparent that unless assistance were
ibtuined from Sherbrooke the whole of the
huildings wonld be destroyed, After some de.
iy n1oquent was sent to Sherbrooke for aid,
»od u mesm fire engine, followed by the reol
sr.d bose wak send there. Some delay necessa-
rily ooourred, sud the school bunilding was by
this time one mua-s of limes Bishop Wiiliams'
Wing was in u vimilar condition. Tho Rectory
was 80on beyon : hope and worst and sadde-t
of all, the boautiful chspel was obviously
doomed. Itsecmed almost hopelesa to astempt
to save the College proper. All exertions were
bent upon this tnsk, and fortanately with sue-
oess, The other buildings named were lost.
Duaring all this time, however, wiiling hands
hud been employed in #aving bedding, clothing
und everything that ocould be moved, all of
which were piled in the College grounds. Con-
slderable damage must have been done to the
Collego by water, otherwise the main part of it
is uninjured.

Arrangements were at onco msade for the
lodging of the boys, for whose reception muny
offers were tendered.

Notwithstandiag the great loss ~ustained, the
sehool will be carried on, sud that it will not
be necessary to send the scholars away.

Fortanately, no one was hurt serionsly, and
with their usual energy the school suthorities
st onoe set to work to devise means for carry-
ing on the work of this institutlon.

While the loss of the school building and
Bishop Williams’ Wing are greatly to be re-
gretted, former boys of the school and old
students of the College will especially be grieved
that the beautitul Chapel, hallowed to them by
50 many associations, is now a complete wreok,

It is impossible to ascertain at the present
moment the amount of loss smstained by this
unfortonsate eoiflagration, but po money can
replace the building, originaily buiit by Dr.
Nicholle, and within whose sacred walls so
many now emivent in various professions in
various quarters of the globe have koelt and
prayed togetber and joined in hymns of praise,
— Sherbrooke Gazette.

At s
meeting of pewholders held on the evening of
the 3rd inst., the following resolutions were
passed unauvimously :

‘ The sittings of this church are all free. It
is desired that families and other regular at.
tendants shall ocoupy their aocustomed seats,
and the ushers are instructed to economise
space in the pews, [Ihis church is supported
by the free~will offerings, through the weekly
offertory, of those vho attend its services.’

It was explained that while the pews have
been generally rented in the past, still as far as
visitors and cccasionsl attendaunts were con-
cerned they have been freely placed at their
service and oonsequently the new arrangement
will cause no more inconvenience to rogular
attendants than hitherto. On the other haud,
it will greatly strengthen the position of the
Reotor and his fellow-workers of the cong-ega-
tion in their efforts to get non charchers and
others who need the mlnistrations of the church
to attend regularly and do away with the erro-
neous impression that so often obtaius, that
non-pewholders are not wanted in a pew-renting
church and from which 8t. Jude’s has not been
free any more than many others,
2sides the foregoing it was also determined
to add commodioas reading rooms, 20 feet by
26 feet, which will ba open every evening of
the week, but Sunday, free to all comers They
will be made attractive and comfortable and
will be supplied with magazines, books and
papers, &5. 1t is proposed also to supply re-
freshments in the way of a cup of coffee or tes
at 3 mere nominal price, the objeot being to
counteract the attraotion of saloons and to open
a place where strangers in the oity and young
men sud others may be able to meet aud be
secure of & weloomae,

The church whioh has been closed for some
ti-ne past owing t0 these repairs and improve.
ments will shortly reopen, when it will be

We have just finished our flest year's work,
and looking back we are filled with thankfal-
neas to Almighty God for the many tnkons of
His guidunoe aud fostering ocare. Looking
torward, the memory of past meroies quickons
our faith, and encoarages us to hope for a
useful fatnre We have now sixty children on
the roll, and expect we shall shortly huve all
our building will accommodate, viz 73. These
bave come to us from all parts of this vast
diocese, and are in almost evary stage of pro-
gress, Some who have boon to sohools at other
Todisn Miesions can read, write and sposk
Enoglish pretty weli; othors have never before
been under tutlon or discipline. Yet wo are
much encouraged by the good bebaviour and
aptness of both boysand girls, The former, in
addition to farm work and various daties about
the house, have lately taken up oarpeniry—.
the repair of shoes, which alus, wear out only
tco quickly, and printing. The varpanters are
now putting up several additional buildiags,
and the printers are busy on the Rupert's Land
Gleaner, and other work., The magazine referr-
ed to in issued monthly, and gives informuation
abont the general work of this diocese, as well
as sbout the school. With it is incorporated
the Church Missionary Siciety's Gleaner, an
illustrated missionary periodiosl of great in-
terest and value. I shall be very thankful to
receive subsoriptions for this, price 75 cents
per year.

The increase of pupils, and the heavy ontlay
involved in the expansion of our indastrial
work, in the matter of both salaries ot instruo-
tors, ard necessary plant, huve togother proved
8 very sorious tax npon our fands. [ would
therefore onoe moroe urgently app:l to Chris-
tian frienda for sympathy and help Wo need
ahout §1 000 bafore the wiater ends to maet oar
variourn needs, and shall be mist gratetal for
oontritations towards this amount. Wo ave
aleo much in need of additional snnunl gub-
soriptions, and are eapeoially anxioas for further
promises of stated sums toward: the suppart of
iidividual ohildres. Fifty dol'ars is the
amount we ask for each child, Taiy, in addi-
tion to the Government grant, will, wu hope,
almost cover the average vost por vhild M.y,
howaover, who could not give this, either us in-
dividoals or organizsiions; suoh as Suaday
sohools or Mission bands, might be able to pro.
mise us some smaller amount, Will not some
of your readers try to do it ?

Mr, Wilson, whose name has bscome almost
a household word in connection with Indian
achools, has already plesded, betwar than [ oan,
the needs of our Lodiau obildren. With him I
believe that no branch of our Caurob's work
for our native races is of more importaoce than
this on behalf of the children, Nor is there
sny more full of encouragement, us to both
gpiritual and temporal resuita,

It is my earnest prayer that both his work
and mine may be greatly helped by the wonder-

tul quickening of the missionary epirit in our
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Church. I specially hope that the proposed
attempt to interost children during Lent may
be very fruitfal in blessing both the children
and the missionary canse.

I propose (D. V.) to take advantage of the
kind permission of the Bishops of the different
diocese to spend from Fub. 18th to March 22nd
in personally plending for my work, and shall
be very thankfal for opportunities of doing so.

Migs1oN Funp GpANTS,—At the last meeting
of the Synod, the sam voted to the various
Country Miesions was considorsbly iarger than
that granted on suy previous occasion,

Seversl new purishes bave heen constituted
and four additionsl clergy uppointed.

The Bishop has himselt guaranteed any def-
oienoy there may bein the Mission Fund owing
to theso jarge granis,

From a siatomont propuarcd by the Secrotarios
there will only be 4 deliviency o abour 8800 o
bo made up, and it chuichmuu thronghont whe
Diooese will co~oporuio wi.h the Board, thist
sum may be reduced suli turibar,

The schedulo of grants passsa by Synod, cn
Ootober 15th, 1690, show a8 required a total of
$4,600, sud the estimate of Keceipts for the
yeour 1891 is onty $3,800.

Al tho tast session of the Synod it was ro-
solved :—

“That in order 10 varry out seotion 6 of the
Canon of Dioccessn Fiaunoe, uan annusl mission.
ary meeting (o be oonvenou by a depatation
to be appomted by the Bishop) shall be held in
every parish and mission swauon in this Dio-
cese during the sutumn or winter, and at such
meeting a colleotion shall bo taken up on behalt
of the Uiocesan Mission Fund, A Purochial
collection for the same objeot shall be made
annuslly, in every parish snd wmission under
tho supervision of 1ne olergyman, who shall
remit the proceeds of such collection to the
Secretaries on or before the 26th day of April,”

By the adoption of this resolution the mission
fund orgacization is made similar to that in
the eastern dioceses, and two very important
pbjects are attained. 1lst, by means of the

annual missionary meetings every Churchman
will have an oppnrtunity of becoming acqusin.
ted with the working and with the needs of the
Fuand, and secondly, throngh the parochiul
collections every Churchman will have a per-
sonal appeal made to him and an opportunity
given him to help the missions of the Church,

St. James' CroroE —The history of this
Church, daring the psast year, has boen one of
progress, The number of new houses which
have been built in the parish is verylarge, and
there is & corresponding increase in the number
of sents occupied in the Churoch.

A new organ, built in England, is now in its
place, to the great improvement of the musioal
part of the services,

A sncoessfal Service of Song was held in the
Church, in which the choir was assisted by
many of the bast singoers of Viotoria, and the
offertory, of over $80, was devoted to the
Organ Fand,

The success of this service was largely due to
the painstaking care of the voluntary choir
msster, Mr. George Juy, to whom, at Christmas
time, the charch wardens and ohoir presented a
bandsome gold watch snd obain, a8 a mark of
their high appreciation of his zeal and ability.

The Ladies’ Sowing Souciely were, a8 usasl, to
the fore, and by their eale of work realized no
less than $300 for the pacish,

A new pulpit, the gift of Mr. Nicholson, is
about to be placed in the Church.

This valuable testimony, coming 84
it does from the bhearts of the Missionsries
themselves, will, I trust, serve to remove the
lust rempant of fear lest this especial form of
helping them should prove wounding to their
sensibilities, or lowering to their selt-respe:t.
They have asked God to open & way for the
eduoation of their children, and Ha has Iuld it
npon the hearts of some of us to help them in
the matter, None need t ke a share in this
Branch of Mission work who do not feel thms
inwardly impeiled thereto, and none need aoc-
oept ita results at oar hands, who can make
other arrangements for their liitlo oses. Al-
ready nlne children have provision offered in
whole or in part, for their education, and bat
for the great distances to be traversed, and the
lnng delay in postal communication, all the
selected carndidates would already be in the
enjoyment of the privileges proffered them,

Amongst your readers, sir, may there not be
many Christian parents who may not have
enrolied themselves under any special Mission-
ary organization, but who muy yet gladly make
the Treasury of the Women's Auxiliary of their
own diocess, the medinm of some token of their
sympathy in an effort which must commend
nselt to their hearts, if it be only in tnanks.
giving for the blessings which sacrround their
vwn more tenderly nurtured children in ecivil-
izzd and happy Canada? As Loot diaws near
may they remember amongst their other pluns
of self denial for others, the olaims upon their
sympnthies of the ‘ Liord’s horitage,’ the child-
ren of Hiws ministering servants in Algoms and
the far Northwest?

EAST LONDON AND THE SALVATION
ARMY.

“Urbanus,” writing in the Echo on this
subject, says :—*‘East London was the birth—
plece of the Salvation Army. I well recollect
Mr. Booth s'arting his mission there in 1865,
Now let us see what impression the Army has
made in East London in five-and-twenty years.
Tuke the Tower Hsamlete, in the oentre of
which Mr. Booth first planted his fiag, These
incinde Bow, Limehouse, Mile End, Poplar, St.
George's-in the-East, Stepney and Whitechapel,
which togother have & population of nearly
half a million, According to the 'Protestant

Discenters’ Almanac for 1891,' the Army has
one meeling place in Stepney, one in Lime
houre, and one in Poplar. That is all. Taking
Lond: n over the border, there iz meeting
places at Canning Town, Plaistow, Stratford,
Leyton, and Barking, In the great parish of
Beihnalgreen the srmy ocoupies one railway
arch. ln Shoreditch, another great East End
perigh, it has one meeting place, in a8 mews.
In Hackoey, & still larger parish, beside the
Claplon Homes, it has three meeling places.
Ot course, these are ordinary meeting places of
the Armwy, and are exclusive of its shelters and
homes for fallen women, The testimony of
many East End olergymen and Nonconformist
ministers that the Army was a failure in the
East Eud only confirmed my own observations
as an Hast Ender, sbred and born; but I was
really sstcnished to find how complete the
failnre had been, Whiteohapel Church wonld
take ail the Tower Hamlets Salvationists and
leave room to spare,”

THE NEW ARCHBISHOP OF YORK,

——

The Qaeen has approved tho nomination of
the Lord Bishop of Peterborougi to the Arch~
bishopric of York.

William Connor Mages, s tan of an Irish
clergyman, was born at Cork in 1821, and
having been at & achool at Kilkenny entered
the University of Dablin 8s & student at the
early age of thirtesn. Mr, Mugoe carried off a
scholarship in 1838 and Archbishop King's
Divinity Prize. While at college be distinguish.
ed himself by his brilliant speeches at the
debates of the College Historioal Society, thus
giving early evidenoe of his oratorical powers,
He took his B. A.degree in 1842, his M A, and
B D, twelve years later, and his D, D. in
1860.

In 1844 Mr Magee was wdmitted to the
diaconate by the Bishop of Cheater, Dr
Somner, for Avchbishop Whately, his title
being to St. Thomes's, Dablin, and he was
advanced to the priesthood by the Bishop of
Taam.

In 1847 Mr. Magee became ourate of St
Saviour'’s Bath, snd in 1B51 minister of the
Octagon Chapel, Bath, At that time he was a
great Hvangelical, and his fame as & palpit
orator drew vast congregations, while his
sermons were extonsively published, both in
the press and in more enduring forms. Lord
Auockland, Bisbop of Bath and Wolls, made him
a prebendary of Wells, and on the first forma~
tion of the Liberation Society Mr, Magee put
forth a very telling statement as to wha. the
Church of England was doing in the way of
voluntary efforts. His memory is still affec-
tionately cherished at Bath, In 1856 ho was
appointed minister of Quebec Chapel, famous
for its great preachers, avd he eleotrifiad the
London world with his eloguence. Thirty
years ago he returned to Ireland as rector and
viocar of Eaniskillen, and precentor of Clogher.,
In 1864 he was appointed Dean of Cork by the
Earl ot Carlisle, and it is & singular oircum.
stance that he made his first great impression
on English folk as a speaker—in contradistine
tion to 8 preacher—at York, He had taken
part in the second Church Congress at Oxford,
and at that held at York in 1866 the Bishop of
Oxford, Dr, Wilberforce, said to the writer of
those lines, ““we have had the most marvellous
speeches from three deans—OCork, Emly, and
another—who must be Biehops,” The pre-
diotion was verified. Dr, Magee being appointed
to the English, Dr, Alexander (o the Irish, and
Dr. Douglas to the Indian Bench. As Desn of
the Chapels Royal in Ireland he oame much
ander thoe notice of the Dake of Abercorn, and
his sermon at the opening of the Charch Con-
gress at Dublin, in 1868, no doubt obtained him
his bishoprio. Mr. Walpole, then Horae Secre:
tary, was present, and wroteto Mr, Disraeli
that heauthor of the brilliantsermon, “TChey
beckonod to their partners in the other ship,”
&o.,, must have an Hoglish ses, When the
Bishop was appointed to sucoeed Dr. Jeune
(whose talented son, the well-knowa Q. C.,, he
has recently made his Chancsllor) the country
was agitated irom one end to the other on the
question of the disestablishment of the [rish
Church, His maiden speech in the House of
Lerds was probably the greatest effort of his
life, and though he spoke with the fixed con-
viotion that disestablishment ecould not be
warded off, his eloquenca roused the enthusiasm
ot the Upper House—no easy thing to accom-
plish—~to fever height.

The Bishop's subseqguent history has been one
of great speeches and sermons of extraordinary
power. He has not been a ap.cially sncoesefa!
diocesan administrator, and not been very
partial to his cathedrsl city ; bat what was
koown as the Sleepy Diocese has woke up
nnder the presidency of so listingnisned &
chief, and both clergy and laity have been

proud of s Bishop whe in London drawing-
rooms and olubs has been esgerly sought aftor,
and ia admitted to bo the best speaker in the
House of Liord., He has done an immense
work in Church bailding, and he was a most
suoccossful president of the Church Congross,
when for the firat time an address of woeloomo
was presented by Ninconfirmist ministers,
Reocently his presidenay of the House of Lords
Committee on Child Ingurance still further
illustrated his wounderfal basiness onpuoitios,
The Bishop had the courage of his convictions,
and never feared to speak oat, His famons
saying &8 to a free being preferable to a sober
Eogland will reour to everyone, while he pro.
tested vehemently, at a luncheon following the
laying the stone of the new works at Pater-
borough Catbedral many years ago, against
the idea of asking for & Parliamentary grant
tor any oathedral restoration, when less far-
sighted people were making that sugrestion.
Under & cold and somowhat repulsive manner
he had a kind heart, and oneday an incumbent
within walking distance of the Palace at Peter.
borough, who was in very delicate hoalth, was
astonished at the Bishop walking into the
vestry as the bell was ubout to stop, and say-
ing, “shall I preach for you today?” It is
needless to dwell on the B shop's unrivalled
powess ofhumor it and ssrossm, Cortainly
he does not fall into the catagory of those
Bishops of whom Archdescon Farrar has said
that their names would be forgotten some weoks
aftor their death, Of late years ho has had the
assistanoe of a Coadjutor Bitbop, who hus re-
lieved him of much routine dnty.—Church
Review.

BISHOP WALKER'S CAR CATHEDRAL,

The Bishop of North Dakota has held services
in his oar at Bewell, Abercrombie, Christino
Sheldon, Lisbon, LsMoure, QOakes, Grand
Rapids, Jamestown, Fargo, Oriska, Tower City
and Davenport in his diocose,

At overy point except threo the ocar was
crowded. In some instanoces people were an-
able to gain entrance. As many &s ninety two

persons have been present at & service. The
sing' ng has been hearty and the response
strong. In some pleoes two services were hold,
Iovariably the second was more largoly at.
tended than the first. Iu several oases the
nomber of persons present was equal to the
entire population of the town aud half a3 many
more 88 those resident within it. Railroad
men have been present in greater or larger
force at every one of the services held.

Many persons have attended who have not
been at any kind of worship for many a year,
who deliberately stay away therofrom.

In sevoral places men huve remained after
the service or come to the Bishop daring the
day when anchored on the side track to talk
on the subject of their mouls and duty. 'This
has been one of the most satisfactory featares
of this work.

Some people have como to the Bs »p and
thanked him with flowing tears for tho priv.
ileges thus brought to them.

At every place tvere was an urgent requost
for services in the car a8 soun as possible ugain,

One infant has been baptized in tho oar.

The enthusiasm and interest at every place
but two have exoeeded the Bishop's most srdent
expeotations. He personally takes oare of the
oar, sweeps it out, lights the lamps, and pre-
pares them for use, bailds the fire and koeps it
alight, makes his owa bed, arranges the ohairs
in order for each service. This urisea fron the
taot that at some points thero are not many
poople living in the neighborhood of the depot’
snd a8 & rule those who do, huve their whole
time oocupied in oaring for their daily duties,
Tne Bishop has been compelled to-play the

organ himseif at one half the serviees held by
him.—North Dakota Ohurchman,

“ THE FAITH WHICH WAS ONCE FOR
ALL DELIVERED.”

There have boen since the present awaken
ing of the Christisn world to the importance of
reunion many plans soggested for bringing
abont some mode of mutual interchange of
ministry without an adoption of the original
system of the Church as this is embodied in the
papers of the Bishopa,

One of the most popular of these is that
known in general as ‘A Federation of the
Churches.’

As indicated by the term, the leading idea

soems to be to cstablish some sort of an arrange.
ment between such of the Christian denomina-
tions s may unite in the agreement by which
each of those in the asscointion shall preserve
its own ‘oorporate’ existenoe, teach its own
special dootrines, have its own Croed,—eXcept-
ing only in such points as may have been
adopted a8 the vonditions.of their Foederation,
~while at the same time the ministry of each
ghall bo aliowed free interchange in preaching

)

and in other offices of the Charch, with all the
others,

Apart from sny principles concorning the
nature of the Church, the practical dificulties
of any such scherne would be insnperable.

How sbonld the basis of their association be
prepared 7 Sheuld & consnltation of certain
denominations lay down the conditions and ask

we to think that the acts of any rush self-
conetituted body wounld be scoepted by the
other parte of Chiistendom? Can any save
man imagine that & universal conference of the
innumerable scets of Protestantism could be
bad, or, if it should Le attempted, that it could
possibly agree on any terms which would
allow that each should interchange its pulpits
apd its Bacraments with all the others? And
without such nniversal agreement the divisions
of Protestantism, even outside the Church,
wonld be no nearer a unity than they are to-
day.

’.jI"his brings us to the consideration of the
much-vexed question of the refusal of the
Church to allow the ministers of other denom-
iuations to presch in its pulpits or to tuke part
in ite publio offices.

This is not, as some scem to think, an exhi
bition of the insolence of caste on the part of
our clorgy ; still less is it an expression of t4eir
genke of 1sdividusl merit or personal superior-
ity. God forbid that any one belonging to the
ministry of the Cburch of Christ should have
these teelings, or feelings in any manner akin
to iLen I This were, indeed, not only un-
Chrisuan, but unchurchly and unwarranted
npon sy ground. There are numbers in the
minietry of the Communions of which we
s} 0uk, ot whose feet I have willingly eat as an
humble lesroor in many of the deep truths of
theolegy @1d the spiritusl experiences of the
Chiisvan lite; the guestion in no senee con-
corns tuv ipdividial members of their ministry,
or the pu;acual exvelionce of the men to whom'
the work of 1hoir ministrations is committed.
Tuo Church holds itself to be ¢ the witness and
keepor ' of the fundamental elements of the
Church’s organization and order as well as of

it deolarea in the Ordinal that ‘no man shall
be suffered to execnte any of the fanotions’ of
the ministry ¢ in this Churoh oxcept he have
had Episcopal ordination,’ this is simply an
application of one of the principles which was
sniversally accepted in the Church of tha Apos

tles, and from which no portion of the historio
Church has ever departed.

There is also another comsideration arising
from the relation of the Episcopate to the other
eloments of the primitive Chureb that may be
poted hore, The existence and snccessions of
Bishops do not stard alone in the constitution
of the primitive Church, any more than its
scoepted Creed. No one of its original cloments
oan be disoarded from this Church without
imminent peril to the preservation of the
others,

The Episeopate and the requirement of Epis-
aopal ordination, like the others, are integral
parts of an organic whole; the same ‘ ancient
suthors,’ in the eame argument, often in the
eame passage or page, in which they refer to
the existence and teschings of the Soriptures of
the New Testament, will also assert the Apos-
tolio origin and tue suocession of the Bishops
a8 facts egially undoubted and umwversal in
every portiun ot the Church, If we refuse to
acoept their testimony, when they witness to
faots so patent as the connection of the Bishops
with the Churoch, or to allow full weight to
their authority when they assnme * an snbroken
line of the Episcopate’ as a reality which no
one wounld question, oan we rely upon them sas
irusiworthy evidence in the far more diffienlt
and subtle disoussions on the authorship and
divineness of the books of the New Testament ?
It would prove, sooner or later, a disastrons ex-

periment to disparage their testimony as to the

the othors to adopt thom? What reason have|J

the Holy Soriptures and the Faith; and when-

position and character of the Bpiscopal Order,
and then expect to have them received as chief
witnesses in support of the canonicity of Holy
Scriptare.

‘ The Historie Episcopate ' is thus to e ac-~
cepted, with the other principles of the original
form of the Church, as oneof the essential parts
of that Church, and as such it cannot be re.
jocted from any proper basis of reanion.
Wheother there shall ever be & reunion of
Christ ndom, or how it can be effscted, lies
only in the mind of the * All-knowing.'

Time, zeal, great Jabor, and self-saorifioe m1st
all be given, and in abandant measure, bafore
any such result oan be attained, But if there
over shall be any reunion of Christendom, it
only oan be, I believe, upon essentially the
principles whioh have been outlined here.—
Church Review.

THE BISHOP OF GLOUCESTER AND
BRISTOL ON THE LINCOLN
JUDGMENT.

The Bishop of Gloucester and Bristol, in an
address to the lergy and laity of his dinocese,
iays ;—'The judgment of the Archbishop of the
Provinoe in the unhappy oase of the Bishop of
Lincoln is all that we expeoted it would be—
learned, lnoid, vigorous, impartial, and, withal,
peace-seeking and tolerant; but itis still no
more than the judgment of 8 Court regarded
by many as deficient in due canonical authori-
ty, and legally affecting no omne :ave the
Suffragan who waa brought before it, or such
other of the Suffragans of the province as are
sble consocientiously to acoept its authority,
Individual priests oan only be affacted by it
through the aotion of their own Bishop, and
his appropriation, so to spesk, and formal ap-
plication of its decisions to any cade that might
be brought before him, Bat this is a conrse
which, so far a3 we ocan judge at present, does.
not seem likely to be very generally taken;
And we may be thankful that it seems to be 80 :
for of this I am persuaded—that sny precipit-
anoy in aotion would be productive of the
gravest mischief to the Churoh of Eagland, and
to that spiritual progress and efficiency of our
Church which is now admitted by every fair
judging man in this kingdom, My ocounsel,
then, is to make no changes in consequence of
this judgment until they are prescribed by
legitimate authority. Ido notgive this counsel
with any side glance at the unwelcome faot that
this jndgment has been appealed againat ; nor
do I oare to waste one momsnt in forming any
conjeoture of what the issue of the appeal may
be. Whether any of the decisions of the judg-
ment bo reversed or upheld, the judgment re-
mains and must remain to every true Church-
man & gpiritual utteravce of highest authority
—an utterance that by its wisdom and impar-
tiality has the highest olaim on our respectful
attention. It is true that it is to some of us
the judgment of a Court which we cannot
regard, at any rate for the purpose for which
il was convened, a8 of due canonical authority ;
gtill it is the voice of the Archbishop of the
Provinoe, with Bishops for his assessors. It is
a Spiritual Court in the full sense of the words,
and as such must be to all loyal Churchmen of
an anthority spiritually higher than that of any
lay or mixed Court that might hereafter be
oalled together. I do not, then give my advice
with any reserved thought, I give it as being
tully and firmly persuded that this is not the
right time to make chanpges, and that now to
make them might not only qsll out dormant
sutagonisms, but, in the sequel, bring about
difficulties which we cannot now adequately
reatise. Such advice is obvious enougn, and
easy to give and to receive, Dificulties greatly

inorease when we go beyond this particular
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oase and try to define what ought to be the just
limits of ritusl. A few principles, however,
geem to be emerging with some degres of
clearness. One of these is that ritusl usages
must be regarded as meaning and symbolising
gomething, What that something is it may not
slways bo easy to define, Still something there
is, and in dealing with ritnal nsages, to regard
them &8 either the infinitely little or as having
1o dootrinal significance whatsver, is simply to
leave antagonisms as we fiad them, and serious-
ly to augment existing difficnlties,

It may be quite true that in the case of some
of the usages the teaching originally intended
to be conveyed may have become obscured,
and that the real gronnd on which the msage
is maintained and defended isits antiguity and
sometimes its universality, Still, it is impos.
gible to deny that there are usages and cere-
monies which are intimately conne~ted with
dootrine, and are tenacicusly maintained, and
just as tenaciously opposed, beoause both parties
know that dootrine is the moving principle.
Such usages will never be disposed of by the
declaration that they are to be understood to
have no dootrinal significance. Neither party
will admit this, and contrcversy will continue
with even inoressed ssperity. In attempting
to lay down limits of ritual, limita of dootrine
will commonly have, in some form or other, to
be regarded as a part of the problem, and it is
idle to think it oan be otherwise, Another and
very obvious principle is that s ocareful and
sensitive regara should be had for the feelings
of congregations, and that ohanges in ritual
poaiti-ely must not be introdused withoat some
referonce to higher authority, We have had
of late a great deal ton much of wiat has been
called fanoy ritual —if, in some oases, happily
becoming fewer, it may not have deserved &
much moreserious name. Tairdly, this seems
to be plain—that the attempt at the present
time to come to any sottlement of the ritual
question by any definite enactments is hopeless
and mischevious, To modify, for example, or
to remove the ornaments Rubrio, would be to
bring about a catastrophe which even now we
cannot perhaps edeqaately realise. That rabric
is regarded by numberless devout persons, and
rightly regarded, as the moans whereby the
Euocharist has been restored to its proper place
in the services of the Church, and to tonoh it is
really to touch all thai is dearest to their
highest religious sonsibilities. We must leave
our Prayer book alone. Lot us only agree to
be loyal alike to its spirit and its letter, and ali
yet may be well. If we can only agree, on the
one hand, not to ignore its Catholic spirit, nor
to negleot its ordinances, aad, on the other
hand, zot to s:b introduce what it patently dis.
avows, there inay yot b2 a closer knitting to
gether of all hearts, snd & blessed future of
%ea?e for the Church of our baptism,—Chursh

ells.

THE INFLUENCE OF IMITATIONIN
MATTERS OF RITUAL.

Those who have carefully stndied the Arch-
bishop's jadgment in its falpess must have he—
come oconsocious of thoir own comparative
ignorance. The simple decisions on the various
points, with the short eummaries of the reasons
on which they are based, as given in & couple
of colamns in our newspapors, gave & neces—
garily imperfeot idea of the judgment. The
ocarofully arranged historical faots, as read in
full reports, not only give weight to the deci-

gions, but impress upon mos* men who know &

something of ritual history the importance of
a wider and deeper knowledge than they
possess. Yot men of all parties in the Churoh

fanoied that they coald jastify their aotions
from their investigations, Few men in their
own oases have allowed enough for the force of

imitation, Men are, as a rule, receptive rather
than critical, imitative rather than original,

We are told that in the old days of Newman's
inflaence in Oxford many of his disciples were
geen with short trousers and black socoks, be-
cause Newman happened to dress in that way.
Younger Oxford men remember that from
fifteen to twenty years ago many of the advano.
ed High Churoh school used to walk with necks
bent forward and heads bent dowr, with their
hands behind them, in consoions or unconsoious
imitation of the leader whom they reverenced.
Iwitation, whnioh leads to mannerisms and
carioatures in ordinary life, has a strong infla.
ence in shaping religious observances and
modes of religious thonght,

It is not too much to say that muoh modern
ritualiem is based on imitation rather thao on
knowledge. Members of congregations with
mithetio tastes have foand ritual acta not only
pleasing to them pérsonally, but helpful from
the thought that such acts were iun accordanoe
with primitive practices and essentislly sym-
bolical of dootrines. The olergy, in adopting
the practices that have suited the tastes of their
congregations, have followed in many cases the
modern traditions of their pazty, and tried to
assimilate their ritual to the standard set in a
fow well. known churches. They have imitated
others because they believed that in so doing
they were helping to teach the dootrines whioh
such imitations seemed to them to symbolise.
Imitation is & natural feature in man's charao-
ter, and men whose personal knowledge is im=
perfect are justified in conforming to a personal
standard.

If the Archbishop's judgment had disregarded
primitive onstoms and continuous traditions,
any obange in ritnal would have been & diffi-
cuity. Bat the judgment is based on reasoning
whioh all can understand. It does not oaly
state what is legal and what isillegal : it holps
men to understand the meaning of actions
whioh they have praotised ; it makes a dis-
tinotion between primitive oustoms and new
fashioned innovations ; it shows what is essen-
tial and what is merely in accordance with
individual preferences. Where an sction is
shown not to be a symbol of one special dootrine
but to be an act of devotion practised alike by
each school of religious thought, or where it is
shown that there is no traditional connection
botween one interpretation of a rubric and
dootrinal views asto the Sacrament of the
Lord’s Supper, submission to the judgment
becomes easy. The hero of one of Moliere's
plays had spoken prose all his life without
being conscious of it. Thereverse has been tho
osge with many of the clergy; thoy have
fanoied they were practising symbolical actions,
and they have simply beeu conducting their
gervices in & manner which gratified their
tastes. The Archbishop’s judgment, in faot,
oxplains to ue what ritual means. Mon who
aoted from imitation can now act from know-
ledge.

As to the duty of obedience in the provirce
of Canterbary, there oan be little doubt. Io
matters where differences eXiat, the private
interpretation of the parish clergy is forbidden
in tho Prayer book. The Bishop of the dicocse
in the first instance, the Archbishop of the
province finally, is entrusted with the respon:
wmbility of deciding what the Rubrics meun.
The Archbishop of Canterbury has not sat
alone. In five dioceses the clergy know the
interpretation of the Rabrioa approved by their
Bishop. From this interpretation probably
fow of the other Bishops, if any, would be
found to differ, Even if individual Bishops
ive no direct orders a8 to obedience, the
Archbishop's jadgment is in men's hands. His
interpretation has suthoritative weight; the
private interpretation of individual olergymen
are, from & Churoh point of view, sbgolutely
worthiess. Men have to decide between acting
in accordance with the rulingof sn authority
which they are bound to recognige, and soting

on their own private notions, The question
simply is whether the Churoh is congeries of
inolated congregations, with practices dependent
on the whims of individuals, or a corporate
body with definite rules.

Though in any oase obodiencs wonld seem
necessary, obedienco is made more easy by the
faot that men in their ritual observances have
been influenced rather by imitation than by
knowledge.—A. C. 8. in Church Bells,

POWER OF THE MINISTRY.

Bishop Stevens deliverod an address in the
leoture-room of the Courch of the Holy Trinity,
Philadelphia, to & number of the miaisters of
the oity on the subjeot, * What ia the Chief
Power of the Ministry?' Although in poor
health the Bishop wmade & forsible and oon-
vincing sppesl, which must be fruitfal of good
resnits, Ho thought that the snswor to the
question, ** Whercin does the chief powor of the
ministry lic? could be found in the words
of Christ when Ho said, ** Yo shall have power

after that the Eoly Ghost bas come upon you."”
The speaker continned: “Wo may know a
groat doal about Cbrist and yot not be able to
preach Christ. 1t is mot ezough to be ac-
gnuinted with His personal history, what Ho
gaid and did, but one must be possessed of the
Holy Spirit. Oaly as weo know and under-
stand the power of the Holy Ghost working in
us ean wo preach Christ as He should he
preached.” Knowledge of the truth is revealod
only by the Holy Spirit. It does not come
from mero study of the Bible.

Thoe speaker thonght the Word of God was
used too muok in a perfupotory manner. Itis
visited to cull texts from, to work up sermons,
but it is not sought on our knocs ssking God to
open io us that groust woll of trath, A spirit of
fuith ehonld ba more pervading. As it is
atterly impossible for the carnal mind to ander-
stend Christ, wo must be tavgbt by the Spirit
of Christ. Ministers should rely on the power
of the Holy Ghost to teach them the Word of
God, and then upon the same power to help
them preach that Word. The minister maat
first feol tho effect of that spirit before ho can
impart the tenvkings of the Word to others.

“ One of the great evils of this day,” bo son-
tinued, © in ibe ministry, ospeoially among the
youngor olergy, is the tendency to preach upon
what is oalled tho times.” Those young men
believe that they are doing great sarvice when
they attack the provsiling errors of infidelity.
But often their statement of tho infdol's case
iy stropger than their sormon, with which they
combat 1t. The Bishop deeply deplored the
geneationulism in proaching that very many
yonng meu find g0 altoring.  Thero are others
more intent upon preacking an eloqueat sor-
mon than on proaching the Gospel.  They are
anxions 1o havo peoplo suy as they loavo the
church, ** What a0 cloguent sermon ; how wall
eXpresecd "

These minis'ors strive fur success, but too
often they forget what succoss is in the ojes of
God. Sucocess in winning sonl to Christ is too
~ften lost sight of in the desire fur the world’s
approval. Man must bo convinoed that he
is mnwortay, Tho ond of the ministry is re-
conoiliatim, to bring men back to God. Moen
will not be bronght buek to God nntil thoy feel
that they are away from Him. Ir conelasion
he exhorted all present to raly more zpon God's
Word in preachiug an. less upon mar's word,
The Word shonid slways be approached rever-
ently, More and more he felt the importance
of the Holy Spirit in preaching the Gaupel, and
ho appealed to all to let it be their guide and

power.

THE USES OF ALCOHOL.

By Bulletin No. 22 of the Conaua
Burean it is ascertained that the
quantity of distilled spirits con
gumed in the arts, manufactures,
and medioine in the United States
during the yesr ended Desocember
13th, 1889, was 10,976,842 proof
gallops. The guanti'y of aloohol
(proof gallons) was 61745,162;
cologne spirit, 1,453.048; high
wines, 76,992 ; whisky, 2 023,900;
brandy, 266,874; rum. 189,681 ;
gin, 222,295 —total, 10,976,842, Re-
turns making up this aggregate
were received from the following
gonroes: Wholesale druggists and
manufacturers, 7,866,640; eleo
mosynary institations, 102 780, and
rotail apothecaries, 2,907,412, Ac-
cording to the roport of the Com-
missioner of Internal Revenue for
the year ended Juno 30, 1889, the
total of 10,739,934 proof gallons of
aloohol were withdrawn from bovd.
Inasmuch as only 674,152 proof
gellons are acoounted for as the
result of tho census ioquiry, itis
oopsidered that the remsinder—
3,994,582 proof gallons—represents
8 gortain quantity used in the arts,
but not reported to the cersas offize,
and 8 certsin amount used for
drinking purposes. The drinking
of alcohol, in sume cases diluted
with water, tho bullelin assures us,
by certain elements of cur foreign
populstion, notably those from
northern European countries and
Ruogsians, is much grealer thun
could have beon supposed. Com-
missioner Porter says: * Inquiry
of some of the large honees in the
Northwest familiar with this par
ticular trade clicits the information
that folly one-half of the aiconol
gold in that seolion is drunk, it
being the favorite beverage of these
foreign races, It is estimated by
competont suthority that about
fifteen barrels of aluohol are daily
copsumed for tuis purpose in New
York oity ulone. A considerable
smount i consumed by the same
element in the coal r1egivns of
Pennrylvania, and undoubtedly in
othor looslities. It is likely also
that aloohol findy its way into
many of the lower-olass barrooms
of the country, where, compounded
into & low grade of whiskey, it is
sold over ihe bar.—Baltimore Sun.
