-A startling report bag. been published by the
medical ofticer of health of Marylebone. Accord-
ing 'to that gentleman, the sanitary condition
of that part of the metrogolis is positively alarm-
jng. He statés that the deaths from. scaxlet fever
during the past two months have been five times
more than the avérage during. thé past nineteen
years. There is some consolation in thegaccum-
panying assertion, that this high death-rate has not
arigen from cuuses beyond humnan conirol, The
principal and immediate cause is inexcusable ne-
glect or ignorance of the elementary laws of sanita-
tion. -Another cause’ s, tbat the sanitary acts are
not as perfect as they should be. But the imper-
fections of the law have really hardly anything to
do with the havoc caused by scarlet fever in Mary-
lebone. Itis to the non-observance of the law we
have to attribute this serious state of things, There
is no reason why scarlet fever shouid not be stamped
out, as well a8 the-cattle disease, Is it to be sup-
posed that cattle trade interosts are of more value
in-the eyes of the legislature than human lives 7—

RELIGIOUS TOLERATION.

To the Editor of the True WirTness.

Sir,—In the issue of the Evening Star of Oct.,
appeared a paragraph, copied from the London I‘rmn
giviog an account of the erection of a Bephst
church in the Eternal City. The paragraph ran as
follows :

Had the above been manufactured in the shop of
the Monireal Witness 1t would assuredly have passed
unheeded by me; but procoedmg from the oracle
of English journalism, it may not be out of place to
analyse it and thereby discover its real value.

It would be useless to deny that the fact of &
Baptist, a Presbyterian or a church of any other
Protestant denomination being erected in Roms or
in any purely Catholic country, is a subject of deep
pain to every Cathollc heart.

This de-
finition, for any thing I can =ee to the contrary,
embraces every case both civil and religious. 1n
this sensg, toleration {s an excellent thing—nay it
‘is a virtue. Bear ye one another's burdens says the

Beripture.  When the great fire of 1851 desolated
the city of Montreal, a bye law was enacted, that in
fature, within the hmlts of the city, no "wooden
buildings shonld be erected, but that such wooden
structures as had escaped the conflagration, should
be allowed to remain,—in other woras should be
tolerated, because their demolition would: involve
great personal inconvenience. Now, I agk, because
these flimsy, inflammable fabrics are tolemted in
certain que.rters of the city, would they be tolerat.

In
works of charity and brotherly love, He even gave
them the preference over those of his own. nation.
Is it henceforth to be inferred that-thelr religion
was better than the Jéwish ? By no means—When
the Samaritan woman, with whom He conversed
at the well, said to me, Our fathers adored on this
mouuotain, and you say that at Jerusalem is the
place where men must adere,—He replied,—You
adore that which you know unot; we adore that
which we know, for salvation is of the Jews, St.
John Chap. iv. 20, 22.

For ex-
ample—at the late gigantic Tea-mesting held in
New York two years ago, one of the Reverend
Speakers proposed the following beantiful senti-
ment, + - (That it did not procure his eleva.
tion to the rank of knight.of the Leather Medal
was certainly an oversight, on the part of hisallied
brethren.) #As the Almlghty did not create all
trees of the same sort, bat delighted in variety, so
the diversity of the modes of our religions worehip
all tending to do him honour, must be plessing in
his sight.” I allow that Proteslxnt Eugland tolerates
the Catholic religion, It is very painful, ne doubt,

to see us reclaiming piecemeal our old field, and
ridding it of the thorns and thistles with which it
was completely overgrown, but on the other. hand,

if our unity and consequent strength bo to Protest-
ants a subject of suffering, no less painful to us are
their hundred and one divisions, and the deplorable
blindness of so many sects, each trying to palm off
its ephemeral opinions as the word of God.
