‘THR PIONEERS OF A GEEAT MOVEMBNT OF QON-
VERSIONS,

Fifty years age the flowing tide was not
with ns, Fromthe hour of the “Reformation”
individual converts were made ; in twoe and
threes they entered the ark, In 1840 the
Traotarlan Movement—then some seven yearn
old—was only beginning te hear the fruit
which was te come 2o sbundantly five years
later. Qonverts were still rare epecimens of a
apeoles belleved te be all but extioos, The
Hon, Gilbert Talbot wan a marked man when
he crossed the Rublocen at the end of the thir-
ties, Very eariy in the forties the converts in.
cluded a populsr yeung Evangellcal preacher
in London, whe had been & fellow of Mag-
dalen Ooliege Oxford, Richard Waldo Sib-
thorp. Taking orders, he spent not only
hia labor, but a ocemiderable fertune, over
churches and charities, until, temporarily
qunsettled in falth, he cearsd to aay Mass,and
humbly withdrew to one of the almshouses

.-le had bails in Liaceln, A theusand thread-
bare storles notwishatandlng, never rejsined
‘the Auglicans ; and after a shor time of re-

tirement hls soruples vanished,so that darlog
bis last yesr, unt1l old age orippled bhis
sctiviry, he was ome of the meost energetic
ecoleslastios In bin diecess, Of bim Mr,
Gladstone has sald : *I can never tiink of
him baot a simpls, rare, truly elect aoul.”

Constancy encugh for any three had the
Hen. and R3v, Gierge Spencer, better known
as Father Igostios.  **May their prayers re-
tara inte thelr ewn bosom !

It was Father Ignoatius who casusliy met
and quiokly converted Ambrose de Llels atil!
in his t sens, Thissalntamong the Spenocers,
is may be ramarked, was an Evangelical be.
{ore he was & Catholic, iand young De L'sle
wau led inthefirst instance by simple piety to
embrace a religlon of the eoclestelogloal ac-
cldents of whiok be only later became a de.
vatee. No single name, perhape, represents
more gonsploncusly than his the peresistent
generosit; exhibit:d by some of the early
converts who found the COatholics of England
{n the catacombe and bulls for them churohes
of beauty. The famil.es of thees men, to the
third and fourth geperation, share i
the wsacrifices of their slres; and
not the it-esm of politica shall reb
them of the gratitude Catholios owe them, ar
the rewsrd promised them by the Immutabla
Word, From Ambrose e Liste Lord Bea-
cinsfield borrowed h's Eastace de Lyle in
“Osuingsby” ; for Lord Beaconsfield had
even then begun te realizy dimly the large
place the Cstiolic religion wae te take in
modern Eaglwnd. Already hle pen was st
work en these modern eket shea of Catbolios,
mostly converte, whioh at the end of the
series cnlminated in that ef Grandisen in
« Lothait”—greatly revised and broucht
down to date as Nigel Penruddeck in ** En.
dymlop."”

A ORISIS THAT WAS TOO MUCH FOR ANGLI-
CANISM,

YWith the aecesslon of Dr, Newman in 1845,
the politlcal dream that t1e Establiehment
was t» be the great agenoy in omoe more
making Eogland merry was radely broken.
The oconversjon ef Faber brought the same
dissppoistment home even more keenly to
thoe heart of Lord Jobn Manners and others
of'the Young Eagland party. Faber wos one
of them in heart and mind ; and he, at any
rate, had—If Newman nevir—those popular
aympatikies which have Iately bsen revived
under the name of Damocratlo Torylsm
Lord Bsaconsfield was net very sxpliocit about
the kind of Anglicanism which was to win
eur peassntcy and our peers. In the Genere]
Preface to his nevela hesays: *“ The writer
and those who acted with him, lroked upon
t10 Anglican Charcb ae & malu machinery by
which these reaults might be reslizad. There
were few great things l1eft in Eagland, and
the Courch was one, Nor de I deubt that If,
 quarter ol a cem ury ago, there had ariesn
a oburchman eqasl io she oceaslon, the
position of ecolesiastical affslrs In tats
country would have been diffarent frem tbat
which they now oooupy. But these preat
matt ra foll int) the hande of monks and
sochoolmen ; und little mors than a year after
the publiost en of ¢ Coningwby,’ the secesslon
of Dr. Newmsn dealt a blow to the Church
of Eogland under which 1t still reels.”

THE CATHOLIC CHURCH AND DEMOCRACY.

But we are back agaln to first prinaiples,
Thne Cathollo Caurch and the demeoraoy are
face t1 face, They are at home together un-
der the Ref rmer’s tree ; and the time may
yet come, though net with heart-searchinge
on both sides, when they will feel equally nt
eage In t1s acheols and in the churches. The
Oardinal Archbishop of Westminster, with a
aart for hia pulgit, and Olerkenwell Green for
his ost1edral, and teetotallam for his theme,
and costermongers for his congregation—sure-
ly this was t7at very man of whom Lord
Boaaconsnald dreamed—aneither * mook” nor
¢ aohoolmsn,” but with sl the quslitles of
each, linked with thoea of tie man of our
more speclous timer. Oae toiska that Lord
Baoonsfield, had he lived, conld not have
foregone ome delight—that of asklng this
great Prinos of the Roman Oburch, who was
alie a Ropal Oommissloner on the Housing
of the Paor and en ths Kiucatlen of their
ohlidren, toacoepk a seat in the British Houase
of Peers. He was bern the man o de I8, but
he lacked she sppertunity, Now there Is the

opuoortunity—but where, among taieir petty
pelitiolans, is the man?

NEWMAN'S CONVERSION,

Forty-five years huve gens sinoe Newman
abjared the State religlon—'‘ not,” as he
wrote to a frlend, ‘‘ net from dlsappeintment
or Impatience, but beeause I1hiok the Church
of Roms the Oathollo Churoh, and oura net &
patt of the Qatholic Church, beoanse nst o
commuaaion with Rome, and beoause I fesl
that I could not honestly be a teacher in It
any leager.” Father Domlnic did the deed, of
which the <ff208 oaonot even now be
messured, The ripplea made in the bap-
tlamal frent bave et:rbal m tlon; to be
immerged at last in the *pure river of the
weter of life, clear aan orystil, proceeding
from the threne.” Of thas8 memorabls cov-
version wae sald st the time, in our lssue of
Outober 25:h, 1845 : ¢ Oar readera will na.
tarally expect from us & few worde on the
subjeot of Mr, Newman's osnveraton, but
we confess we find greas difficulties In ful.
filllng that expeotation.  The subjecsis s
wide and yet a0 slmple, 0 peraounsl and yet
diffaslve, that we herdly knew what to say
or what to avold saylng, Thia great event
bas been looked for anxiously and long. It
has besn prayed for ; It has been written for;
it has been wished ; it has been dreaded ; 1t
has at length come.

4¢So far as & remote observer can presume,
Imperfecs at best, to judge of Character, the
Angliean E:t bl shment has been deprived ef
the largeat mind and the meoat penctrating
intellect lately to be found, at least among
ber children. We congratalate Mr, Nawman
warmly and with the most devated aff:otlon
on hls bappy oenverslon, and our readers on
thele ehare ia the fortunata event, God
knows lt fills va wit:1 a jiy we osnnot
sdequately express, and witn expsctations
enfliolently sanguine, we think, t1ough net
qa:ty 8o aanguioe, na thees of some batter
hopers wmong ourselves. May God presper
him in every way ; and from the firat beur of
hls baptism to the list hour of his bresth,
may the Almighty delga to ase him varemit
tlogly In the nobleit sorvice thia werld can
witnea.”

HOW IR AFFECTED HIS FRIENDS.

The news, thus soneunced among Cathe-
lios, with ne Indecent tricmph, was recelved
with * I teld you no' by the Evangellcals and
with dismay by the Traotarisns. ‘*Ab, that
ia a and place,” sa'd Keble, years afterwards,
pointlog out a spet near she parsonsge at
Hurel sy ; *“thad 1 connectsd with the moat
padnfal event of my life. It wan there thatl
kpoew for certainJ. H. N. had left ns, One
aay I receivad a I.tter in bis handwritleg. I
folt sure of what it contained, and I oarried
it about with me all through the day, sfraid
to openit., A\ lant I gotaway to » chalk plt,
and then, forcing myself te read the letter, 1
found that my forebodings had been too true
—it was the snnomncement that he was
gone.”

How Puiey felt that parting s equally we'l
known, Iodeed, half toe parsonages of Eog-
land bad their gravel pit that day and & man
{n agony by it ; and some burlad {a {: thelr
brighteat hopes ; and ethers, bowed to the
earth, ploked up new pehbles for thelr eling,
and went eut armed like young Davids toslsy
Phillstiniam Ina religlon.

FATHER FABRER'S BECEPTION INTO THE
CILURCH,

Within a morta of Newman’s secession
came t 1ab of hia *‘acolyte’’ —Frederiok Faber.
The 16:h of November, 1845, was the last
Sanday on which he ofticluted in hias charch
at Elten—that ohurch la which he had +1 nost
tornoat].f his heart to offer it to his Redeomer,
that he might know tie Divine way and
work the Divine will. At Eveo-song that
day the rustics, whom he had timpted to
ohuroh by cricket in the rectory grounds be-
tween the two services, had a stili greater
surprise. lne brilliant young Racver, in
breken tones, ¥old them t1at the dootrines he
bad taught them, though true, wers not those
of the Cburch of Eagland, and tiat conse-
quently he muei go where t uth was to be
fonod. *' Then,” says hls friend and fellow-
convert, Father John E. Bowden—** then be
haatily descended she pulpit etairs, throw off
his sarplics, and made hie way qulckly
through t1e vestty to the rectory., Fora
fow moments the ocongregation remained in
blank astinishment; ana then, while the
mejority turned slowly homewards, some fol-
lewed him to the rectory and implored him
to reconslder bis decision. He might preach
whatever dootrine he pleased, they saild, and
they wonld never qaestion it, if only he re-
malned with them,” Next day saw him re-
ceived Inte the Ohuroh by Blehop Warelng,
of Northampton, and whon he was confirmed,
be felt himaelf, like the Apoatlens at Pentecest,
permeated by the sensible presence of the
Heuly Ghost,

WHAT MANNING SACRIFICED RY LEAVING
ANGLICANISM.

Six years later came what we may call the
cther great boom smeng the converstons of
the halt century. We turn for the chronloie
of it to our ownioolumns in the Aprilof 1851:
“Mr. Manning (#e said) has really att smpt-
od to wurk the E.-tiblishment upon QCathalio
princlples fa a high snd important offiilal
position, Bat even he, with all his great
position and his {mport nt connectiens, his
prudence, his eloquence, nis remarkable aptl-
tude for and acquaintance with sffairs, hie
forbearance, his patience snd hie holloees,
hae at last folt that he could do nethlag, tiat
tie Ohurch of Eogland Is Protetant, and
Proteatant it will remain,

¢ Bat while we thas oongratulate our
readers on this lmportant acceselen of ose of
the leadlng minds of the Avglioan Establish-
ment, we shall hardly have done onr duty as
journalints or as Cathclios If we do not sy
gometaing on the great, the herelo, sacrificen
this man has made for the sake nf Citaollo
t-uth. He has given up all that was most
dear to thakb lofty ambitlon which forms the
peoulfar temptation of minde of the noblest
mold. A position exactly suited to his talents,
of widely-extended Infiaence, and a splendid
fature ; the favor of men, snd the almost
certainty of ultimately onrrylng cus his views
s Bishop ; $he devoted adhorence of treopa
of frlends; an sbode as falr sn any of these

Archdencon Manning, with his brother-in-
low, Henry Wilberforoe, aided by Mr. Glad-.
tione, had drawn up = manifesto agalnas the
continuanoce of Mr, Gorbam in his minissry,
ster what was, In effact, a denlal on hls part
of belief In baptismal regeneration. Thirteen
nameés were appended to the manifesto ; and
seven of them translatod within a brief space
their words into deeds when the Anglican
Church remained dumb under *‘ the aban-
denment of one of its Articles.”” Theso
maven ware Mauning, R. I. Wilberforoe,
Henry Wilberforce, Dodaworth, Cavendiah,
Bidely and HopeSoott. Mr. Gladastone,
when he heard that Manning and Hope: Scots
had really gone, wald he f:1: as if he had lost
hls two eyes, Blshaop Sslwyn waas apostoll-
cally broken-hearted about Maoning. ¢ He
migtt have been the Xavier of the Eaglish
Church,” he sald, Bas he for whom Aongll-
cans, lay and clerloal, lament:d, what aald
ho himaslf ? *‘Ifeel,” hosald, *‘ asif I bad
no derlre unfalfilled, bat to presevere tn what
God has given me for Hie Son's nake,”

A FEW OF THE OTHER MORE
CUNVERTS.

Auvnd this tragedy of Oxford, ot Elton, of
Laviogton, was enacted within revea years
{n litwelly several hundeeds of the Anglican
rectorles of Eogland. The years 1845 and
1846 enw eceres of such renunciations ; the
noxs thres yesrs saw units and tens; 1530
and 1852 saw them by acores agaln ; and
every yoar since has had {t ahare, What
have been the result the Cnarch In Eagland
knows, The two Qardinaly are ocenveris.
Faber has bla aplendid recerd, eof leas than
twenty years of Catholic] o, lo & whele lib-
rary of epiritual wrltlngs; and on Londen he
has lel¢ a greater mark, In its way, than we
thlnk ef as made by any ether man—the
Oratory. To him, an the Fater ot the Qom-
munity—though Newman ranks as ita tech-
nloal founder—to him and te the inflaence
which he had ever others, and whioch they
again tranemitted, iv direotly due to the ex-
Tatence of that great centre of the religfous
lif' 1o Lionden. "* Cth-rs awmongst the oon-
vertsare sosttered over Loodon and over
Eagland. Tne salt of the earty, they bave
made froftfal & land they found barren;
Bishops like Coffia, of Southwark ; Patier-
s, of Ocders and Saperlors of communities,
and oblet priests of large churcher, such as
Fataer S:bastian Bowden, of the Uratory ;

Dillon moved to adjourn in order to
oall attention to dhe danger to the public peace
arising from the violent and uacoostitutional
action of the magistrates and police of Cashel
aad Tipperary. He challenged Mr. Balfour to
give tne reasons why the Tippsrary meeting
was proclsimed. He avowed his intention to
addreuss all the proclaimrd msetings he pisaibly
counld. If the forces againsd them were %00
strong he would advise the people to disperse
and avoid blosdsbed. He denounced the police
tcr attackiog a peaceful mee:iog, even if it had
been proclaimed, withouu giving due warning to
epable those present to escape.

-Mr. Bilfour said that su adequats force
had been sent to Tipperary to preserve oz-
der, I nuoything serious happaved the
blame would rest upon those who defied the
proclamation.

THE TEMPORAL POWER.

The Sovereignty of the Church
Militant.

History's Lessoms-An Eloguent Defense of
the Righta of the Holy Sees by Cardiaal
Manateg.

Csrdinal Manntog, speaking of the Temporal
Power, says:

* When the world beoame Chrlstian ne
orowned head clatmed the Vicir of Obrist s
s subjsot, If mot a subject, he muat havs
been a soverelgn, {or there is no Intermedinte
between a sovereign and a subjeot. Even the
empty Law of Guarantees deciares the Pope
fe be a sovereign, because the Q(atholio
world believea him to be.

‘‘ Rome has been wrecked, sacked, burned
and deatreyed over and over agaln. Do you
believe the Ilome of to-day to be the R me of
the Cx>sars? They who say so do nout read
htutry, oc, If they do, fa l to underntand ¢,
Da you belisve that the Rome of t -day s
the Rome of the early Carletisny, or of the
eatly Puntiffs ? N, it is the third or fourth
Rome. There Is Romse piled upon Lome,
Thoere are three oltles lylng under the foun.
dation of the city of Rome that stands to day,
Rome has been the centre of all the conflag-
rations agalce: she Oharob: and over and
over again It hew beon burned. As one $lme
for forty days there was uot heard a human
voloe within the clt; and nothing but barking
of foxes was hoard gn the Aventine Hill. Io
the time of Olement VIL, during the great
outbreak of the Lutheren syatem, Rome was
taken by alege, sacked and wrecked and tor-
meated for & montb, with atrocities and
borrora whioh exceed all that can be read in
history. No doubt the world thought, as
they think now, that the power ef the Pope
was at an end.

Three centuries gooe by and the Pentlff fs
yet in Rome. Do not think I ferget what t1e
world has done against taat kingdom whioh
shall never have an end. As by an Induotion,
It i1 the normal 1aw of the soverelgnty of the
Vicar of Carlet to be slways araailed, per-
secuted, often trampled upon, snd, seemingly
etruck to the earth ; taesecond law, founded
on the same induction, I8 that se oftn thst
it has been struck down, so often It haa
been ralsed mgaio, and as often as men
have usurped it, =0 often have they been
obliged to vestors It. From the present
stato of Rome do I draw this moast
perfect and mesured convictlon. What we
see that thie hour I8 but oms more of those
swelling waves of turbulence, whlaoh if tor the
moment passing over she Kingdom of His
Church oo earth, When Plus VI, died in
extle peopls thonght the end had ocome.
When Piua VII. was alx yaars in banishmens
tiey were sure of it. When Pius IX, was
tu Gaeta they were potitlve all was over.
When the walls of Rome were breached in
1870 sil the newsapapers jiined In declaring
their feeling that tho temporal power of the
Popes was gone forever,and, as a great statre-
man said, the spirltual power should xoon
fol:ow. For thou knowest not,my sen,how the
world Is goverened.’

“What, then, can we da ? We gannet 1ift
a hand, Nothing buot the hand ef God can
bring resterst on. We oan pray, we can
affirm true prinolples, and stand steadfast 1o
tne right. Twelve years have psmsed, and
men hegin £ thiok the temporsl sovereignty
ot the Pope 18 all over now and will never re-
torn. Some even #se wlilit, *Perhaps, atzer,
all, it 1a better eo,’ they say. With fsintness
of tue heart and feebleneis ol faltb, t1ey for-
get the promise that ‘His kingdem shall not
be delivered te another people,’ and that ‘of
His kingdom there shsll be no end.’ Its
retura may not be in our time ; but we
know that heaven and earth shsll pess away.
but 18 Word of God cannot pasa away, Of
thla we are firmly convinced. So long as there
ia a Obristlan werd,so long as the YV:oar of our
Liord ehall not lose his rightfol throne, and
it shall come to an end enly when his Divine
Master ahall return to take anaccount of all
thinga, Lock on the poiltioal werld—iee
how the kings, soverelgus and princes, who
tarped awsy their facos sud never opened
thelr months or lifted a hand t» protest
againtt this invaslon of the Hely See, have
beeo scouraged iIn tielr own territirles,
There Is not one whooe life bas not been at-
tempted. or that is not troatl:d by discerd
or impendlog revolutlon, I1: may be our
own oountry nsxt, wonderfolly favored ae it
is beyond sll its mer.ts. But of late, In thess
last generations, Egland bas not lifted its
hand sgainat the Viest of eur Lora.

¢t Parhaps, at’the present time, $hore lu
nst a Government that 18 not weak or a oivil
power that is net shaken. Governments are
embarrassed, and the will of the muliltude s
all pawerfal. They look for some great
orials, Look at France. Look at Germany,
wit1 a military power which nothing osa
rosist, Lok at Italp, t'aat benutifol land of
a graceful Oatholio people, with {ts Citnelle
life thrratened, and its slmple falth Imperil-
led by tae domination of the power which
has set itsell agalnst the falth of Ohrist and
His Vioar., There can bé no peace or sslety
a0 1ong as the present vlolat 0a of Romeshall
lass, for the one only principle ef stability
in the world Is that which oreates the
Oksistian worid.

DEATH OF A NOBLE VETERAN.

James Page, One of Nelien's Galiant Tars—
The Oldest Man in the British Empire,
or Probably in the World.

Died at Dunbar, in the Township of
Willlsmaburg, County of Dandas, Prevtnce
of Oantarie, on the 10ih day ef May, 1890,
James Page, aged 123, & vative ef Susacx,
Eogland, burled at North Willlamsburg.

 Look Thou upon me and have mercy on
me, for I am alone and poer."'—Pa, 24,

*“Bat 1 have pit my trust ln Thee, O
Lord, I said Thou art my God.”"—Pas. 30.

I claim the indulgence of your readers to
give a condensed blographical skitoh of the
deceased. Dauring the last thirty years I
have been on very Intimate rel.t'ona with
Mr. Page, I pald hlm frequent vielts and
was about ten years a close nwighbour to him,
I always took great delight in lstening t3
his patriotio descriptien-of the remlnfscences

five years ago 1 stren;ly nrged him so make
spplication to the Dake of Cambridge Com-
mander-in-Chicf for a pension., . I undertook
it for him with good prospects of succesa hut
we were doomed to dissppeintment aa Mr,
Page’s discharge was unfortunst:ly burped
and therefore we had relzotantly t2 abandon

the wundertaking. I always consldered
the British Government never recegoiz-
ed bhis ment or gave himjoecice,
Ho was a poor man and Igoored but
he was a brave and gallant eoldier, Tnere is

gonerally a discrimimation ef favenr.tism in
favour of the rich In such oases while a peor
man of superler merit Is abaolutely for-
gotter. He was with Nelsen in all the naval
engsgemente, In Bony's war, Copenhager,
Trafalgar, &c. T aecertalned from the deceas-
ei that he was thirty-five yeara of age at the
battle of Copenhagen, which was fought on
the second day April 1802, Conscquently he
would be 123 yearas of age lait mennth.
He oftin  informsd me 'of weeing the
Priooce ef Denmark coming en board of
Nelson's flagshlp and the surrender of the
Danlsh fleet which was taken captive to Eag-
land. He drew a rough map for me of the
flos t'ng timber rafta in » semicironlar form
which surrounded the oity and were heavily
manned and supplled with the best of
urtillery. 1 alwayes believed In poor Jimmy's
veracity and teok In his luold desariptiona of
she cannonadicg In all its minateand appal-
Ing Incidente. [ recelved facts from him
whioh were never recorded In histery. He
often told me that those land lobbers never
gave a full trothfal history aa they wore not
at the soene of battle and never fired a shot,
this wan certalnly plausible and logical. He
was present and saaw Benaparte go en beard
the Belleyophon amidat the joyfal aoclama-
tions of the sallors wherecelved extra 1ations
of ram for a jabilatien. He also Informed
me that Captaln Maltland was aubsequertly
conrtmartialled fer treason for belng In the
estimation of the cfficers too lentent and
oeurteous te ' Bony.” This Inever saw re-
corded Ju history and felt dablous, bus some
time sftsrwards 1 saw a statement of the
same factain one of the Dnllin magsz'nes
which confirmed Jamie's amertion. Oaptan
Maltiand was trisd snd hencurably acquitted,
his defence was that he was brooght upa
gontieman and soldier, that he olaimed he
had no superier ia loyalty to his king and
counsry, and that be extended the conrtesy
and respoot of a gentleman te brave Beny In
bis dowfall and misfertunes. T

Jamle Page was well and favorably knewn
and highly esteemed by yonnf snd eld in shis
country. He lived for a locg time near
Beuok's HI{ and 'was very oemforiably
altuased to my knewledge. He was genercus,
obaritable and hoapltable, His house was
open to the widow, orphan, wayfarer and
stranger. He had large sympathios and were
practioally fulfiiled, He was every inch a
man of military ambition, and well worthy
of premotion, He had no education; thia
waa & harrler to hia anccess, buk he wsa poa-
ronsed of a clear and brilliant understanding.
In the treublesome times of 1837, when she
toosin of war sounded, ha ssarted, loit hia
wife alome, and walked $e¢ Prescett, got on
board of a gunboat and served his country to
the cemsation of hoatilitles,

He was marrisd twioe bnt never had a
family, There sre old men In thls county
who were little bogs when Mr. Page was an
old, old man. Ha was supperted by the
Dotncll for a number of yearaand reaided
with Mr. and Mre. Baoon, Dunbar, where he
died. They were kind and generous to him
In every respect, Mrs. Bacon deserves great
oredit for her patience and genererity to him.
The good people of Danbsr, Willlamaburg
and Winohesser, and all who knew him in
Dandas always.manifested the kindestrespect
te him for whioh shey are to be complimented.

For years past Red Ielsnd, which Is eixty
milea distant frem Sacdy Polnt, has been the
only station visited by Frenoh fishermen.
Even this station fs not up to this date coon-
pled by the French this year.

WAR AND BLOODSHED,

The Herald deolarea that this ontrage npon
the Imperial and oceolonial rights was aggzra-
vated in the higheat degres by the circum-
stanoes of insolenoe and violence which at-

CANADA WOULD BE INVADED

If Eugland Shoeuid Lsvy Tribute on the
Amertican Seabeard.

WasHINGTON, June 4.—Daring the discus-
slon of the Fortifioatien bill in the Senate an
amandment to inoreawe the apprepristion fcr
nflsd sen ooast mortars from $250,000 t»
$400,000 gave rise to an argamens in which
the exposed condition of American semports
wan desoribed by Mesara, Dawes aad Hsals
snd thelr apprehensiens were ridlculed by
M. Cockrell. The latter, cemmenting upon
a remark that an lrenclad of even a fourtt
olass power oould levy centribntiona oa the
seaboard cities, said that he would like Great
Britaln to levy a war contribution of even a
nfokel en New York. Taat act would be fol-
lowed by an invaelon of Canada and-a cen-
fiscation of every partiole of property owned
there by Great Brit .in, amounting to biliiens
and billiens.

WIHAT WOULD CANADA BE DOING?

Mr, Hale remarked that the Canadian off-
set would make no tigure in the question, be-
osuse if tiers were any hostilisies betwesa
Great Bricaln snd the United S:st:e (which
ke prayed would be averted) England would
assume in advance that the Ualted Siat s
wonld take possesslon of Cinada, and ene
reason why Bogland might ba drivea by force
of oircumstanoes to exact contributions trom
senooast clifes weuld be baoause she knew
tiat she would lose Caoada. The Ualted
States oould ne! recoup upen her by taking
CUanada, becauss the tis which held Usnada
to Great Britain was very emall any way.
He believed that the annexation view in
Canada wae oertaluly enlarging and becoming
more powerful, and that Cinada woeuld la a
poacefal way and at no distant day ceme te
the Unltad States.

to the requirements of aoy previnoce, lke
Maniteba, whese cironmatances may be differ-
en$ from the ethers. Baut if iImmigrants come
of thelr own account and with a falr aswur-
snoes of employment when they get here,
this ia & part of the Queen's Domin-
fons, and thers Is netning whatever
in thelr class er oalling, msybe, to warrant
us In driving taem away. The American
legtalasion againat consract laber, regarded
frem our special polns ef view, is the very
reverse of wise sinoe {t excludea jaet those
{mmigeants whe are assured of employment,
sad therefors oannet be burdens en ohailty
here.”

naturs and never ri tarns foto itielf. Comets
in gencrsl are suppesed t> drep from space
into the solar system, and after paming
around the sup, to leave it never t1 return,
There are some comets, however, which are
permanent members of the solar syitem and
are prolifio, Theee are suppozed te have
been brought Into the syatem by the disturb-
ing actien of ene or more of the great j linets
au they wers entering or attemptiag to leave.

An acoeunt was given of the remarkable
comet of Lexall, whioch was made A member
of our ayatem in 1767 by Juplter as it was
entering, probably for tha firat time, It pas:-
ed near the earth in 1770 and made one cem-
plate revelntlon around the sun ; thep, as It
paned near Jupitar again, In 1779, it was
osught by it isfluence and thrown Intoa
d:ff:rent orblk, What that erbit was was
uwot known untll lait year, in which the
wanderer was agaln picked up and found to
have probably been thrown Inta a twenty-six
year perled by Jupiter [In 1779, and again
meeting [t in 1883, t1 have changed Its paricd
to onse of elghyc years. In taat orbit It ia new
travelling, but prebably will undergo eome
ether change frem f{ta next meeting with
Jup'ter in 1923,

Other advantagss are not lacking, Among
thete are when cold westar Is used, thein-
vigorating exerolse ¢f the nervoua and cirou-
lat:ng eyatemes, the resl tinca to weather
chang:s, and the tonicity of rkin epgendered
by immerslon, TFarther, it ie nadeniuble that
the non-removal of effote masters from the
body imposes & most unwholesome check
upon waste excretlon in deeper tissunes. It
s said that some savsge races maintaln a
robnst lite in apite of persens] unclsarliness;
but thess triber, it must be remembered. are
txoe} tionally favored in regard to fresh air
apd vxerciss, Itis probable, ¢lio that even
they de not thrive as they should, and would
uoder porer conditions. For civilized men
of sedentary habits, the advantage vf posssss-
Ing a (1san and freely active tkin in a virtasl
necemity of healihy exlatenoce,

THE SEED POTATO PUZZLE,

In potato growth, sltbough the plant may
be indefialsely propagated from & p cuttings,
we are not after top growth, as {n the onve of
the rose gersnlum, but ajtsr tuberr. Persls-
t-ut propsgatlon from top cattiogs, without
ever glviog any of the planta time to develop
tabars, would, I believe, breed the hablt of
tuber formatlon entfrely out of a potato
plant. How long thls woald take I prepase
to learn by experimeat. The pctits plant
hay deterlorated, Imperfeot development of
fowers ; absence of true seed ; necessity of
frequent renevation by seedings; slmoat
unanimone verdiot of the growera—all ooa.
tribute preof, The average ylelds, even with
the better aystema of cultivation and uoader
the higher oulture now given, and with the
best Improved varleties, are decreasing in-
atead of Incressing as they ought, Profeasor
G.ff, by & weries ol onrefully oconduoted ex-
perime tv, has shown that perelstent selection
of tabers iroa: the most preductive hils for
seed peroeptibly fncreases yleld, while suoh
seleotion frem the least produotlive hills per-
ospribly deoreames yleld. Nobedy nowadays
daros to deny that alogle eye plantngs give
the amallest yleld per hill, while whels tubers
glve the largeat, Single eye planting, there-
fors, must necowsarlly result in dwarflog,
gradua) decasase in yield and deterloratien. 1
have for ten years trled every pemstble way
{rxoept planting In vows 1o close tont the
whole feld wodld have to be cultlvated by
hand) %o raise as good and as profitable s orop
from single oyes mu from whole tubers, and
bave asigmally falled In every . imtance,
Wherever cemparative trinla have beea made
and reperted fo yecent yoars, the claims for
heavy seedihg were lndorsed. The coantry
ix fast golng back to tho oid sand safs muthod
of using seed mere liberslly., The saving of
a few bushely of vead v in moss ceans ¢f panny
wie,”"~New York Tribune.

PERTILIZERT.

If svery farmer could get the truth solidly
planted in his *uppoer atory” that he naver
made or saw a plant grow an Inob in a)l the
days of his life thas was nct led with the
thres primal elementa that maks all vegota-
bles grow— to wit, petash, nitrogen and phos-
phorlo acid—he might be indaced te pause
and consider that tho waste of thene claments
ef plant growth kept monoy frem oomlni In.
te bls pockst justas certalnly as the breaking
of a bank wonid rob bhim of kis deposits if he
has any o 1t. Ho might as well expect to
make milk withont fesding his cowe, or make
a fire withoub fael, as to expect crops weuld
grow without being fed with the sbove-
named elements, Aslde frem the supply of
them, that to & greater or less per ocent. s in
all ao)ls not ulterly barren, the source of
supply within resch of the praotiosl farmer,
s from the a0lld and liguld excremsnia of
animals,

Strangely enongh the moss of us who bave
led lives upon the farm have been $aught to
hold thas to save the solld fertilizers, snd ap.
ply them to the soll, was the alm ol good
farming, thas ustsly igneriug the mere vala.
able ligalds, treatiog tham as a nalianocs, sand
actaslly butls stables to get rid of them in the

- quickest and easlest way—when the fact I»,

shere Is moro of the tares prime elements of
plant growth—potash, puosphoric acid and
nitiogen volded every day in tbe l'quid ex-
crements of an animal, even >f those fed lib-
erally of well balanced ratlons, than the rame
snimal volds ef solids,

By way of demomstrating thie trath, the
New York experiment st:ilon analyzsd aep-
arately the liquide and solide {rom sevoral
animely, and teund there were 3875 centa’
worth ef p« tash, phoephoric acld and nitro
gen In the solid voldings of esch animal.
The price put to each cf these slementa was
jast what each fu worth by the ten, inthe
roarkets of the world, and they weould have
besn worth that te well, jost as standard, as
a commerofal product, as a barr¢l of pork or
a ton of cheese, The liquids were anslszed
and it was feond that there were of the same
elements 6166 centa' worth per day frem each
apimal,

Nor Is that all. Not from the aame expert-
moent do we learn it, but oall it np from
other scurcee—the solid fertilizars neod the
liquids t> exhaustively prepare them for aa.
similstion ae plamt foed ; vo that io loaing the
Jiquids, the good there ls in the aclids Is par-
tinily lost,

CULTURE OF ROOT CROPS

That rcots are a nseful addition to the
winter ration of most domestic animals la
quite commonly admitted, bus from the large
ameunt of water they covt.in it Is necenssry
that they should be ralied at a very smasil
ocort ty make thelr use profitable as food for
anfmals. Two things, says Profestor Roberts
of the Qornell Uciversity Experlment Sta-
tion, make the rafsing of manglss expensive.
First, germination is imperfact ; second, it Ie
oitsn slow to atart,and being slew, the weedn
get the 1ta1t of the young beetr, thus neces-
sitating much hand-weeding and a large in-
crease in expense.

The mistake tba ¢ l§ commonly made, sayn
the same authority, {e that beets ars venally
plartad entirely too Iate, the common prac-
tice belng to plant the root ground after the
corn Is out of the way, Thte In regarded as
not the beat practloe, The beet is & plant
native to muoh colder latitede than corn, and
will germinate and grow in temperatares
whers corn would do nothing. The root
ground should be ploughed as early In the
spring as the land csn be brought into proper
conditien for the seed, It shenld be rich,
mellow and finely pulverized while there ls
sufficlent meclstore fu the enll to ineure rapid
and even germination, If the planting Is de-
layed ti:l the latter part of May an inciplert
drought Is eoften responmaible for the slow
start of the beets. AY the statlon, by plant-
ing early and using seed keown to be good,
they have succeed in ralsing roots at = coay
80 low that they can be fed with prefit. Last
seanon the bert: were planted April 18, The
season was web and mere tnan the usuasl
amonnt of hand-weeding was neceteary. The
goat per bushei for seed and labor was saven
cents, the charge for laber and tesm bslog
nearly double what they can be had for an
ordinary farms, Even at these prices (15
cents per hour for man and 20 cente per hour
for t3am), in more faverable years, rosta have
been raised at a coat of five certs per bushel
for seed and labor.

Those who bave never ralsed doocks do not
kpow that dacklings grow mach faitr than
chickes, and come at a time when the beat
prices for chicks have pamed, Dacks will
lay at leart eue hundred and forty eggs a
year, and will begio when six montha eld.

and of geod size-—dressiog, whea in market
condition, to meat the most exacting taete.
