OUR CORPOBRATION BLOWERS.

All honor to the pbilaatbropic efforts of Council-
lors Purdy and Ardagh, in denouncing the “ arbi-
trory” features of the Pound Law, submitted to the
Buowens on Monday last. Most graphically did the
former gontlemaa portray its crushing effects on the
“poor” of the city ; righteously did he battle for the
frugal Dairy-women of St. Patrick’s Ward, whose
cattle now grow fat on strect garbage, and by this
means aro enablod to supply the milk-consuming
communily at three-pence 8 quart, what under the
proposed law, disallowing this running at largo,
would bo charged ten-pence. Painful, indeed, was
the picturs he drow of the result of any curtail-
ment of the lactic liquid in Zis own case, and
that of ks family. Powerfully did he appeal to his
colleagues, with family incumbrances like himself;
to resist any interference with the present policy of
the mill-producers’; Boally pitehing upen Ald. Carr
to vindicate their claimg, as owing not o little of his
Aldermanic proportions to one of the fraternity in
his own Ward. Mr. Oarr confessed to ‘many indul-
gences received by the kivd-hearted milk-women
binted at; but urged, in extonuation, that he had
out-grown his early tastes by a fellowship with the
Council. He waxed “iudiguant” at the aim of Mr.
Purdy to fasten on him ¢ want of consideration for
the poor~he came thero to legislato for all classes,
and considered the proposed Pound Law met tbe
goneral want. Councillor Ardagh pounded the
Pound Law as an attempt of those possessing
“ brond acres ” to crush the poor man, by compel-
ling the latter to keep their cattle out of their neigh-
bours’ flower-gardens, and was about to give our
quotation from Cowper, but the length of his speech
unforunately produced a low form of fever, and was
obliged to cool himself at the Corporation fount.
Councillor Carruthors objected to the law on the
ground that cows and pigs were an “ornament” be-
foro o man’s door. Aldermsn Bugg was mute, but
seomed to sympathise with Oouncillor Ardagh.
Councillor Sproatt spoke loud, but said nothing.
CaptainMoodie forgot the cows, and descanted on the
libortias of the people. Qouancillor Craig was abscat,
but is known to favour the toleration of swine, J.
E. Smith staid at home to prepare a speech on the
uext reading of thobill. Alderman Dunn exploded
while discussing the Report of tho Committeo on
Fire, Water, and Gas, and was rendered useless for
the Pound Law. OCouncillor Upton was oblivious
of bis presence at the Council Board, nppa.rexiuy
absorbed in a severe scrutiny of his watch-chain,
Councillor Fox rose to cxpress his views, but bocome
embarrassed because of not having read the bill:
Alderman Boomer mado. several cfforts to raise
points of order, but in po caso succeeded. Aftor
two hours of severe blowing, the Mayor, who took
every side of the question, was at 1st gent back to
big chair, with & report of progress, advancing the
Pound Law 80 far a3 to refer it to the City Solicitor.

‘We commend Councillor Purdy to the considera-
tion of tho patrons of Tue GrumsLer; he degerves
tho special notico of the philanthropically disposed.
