ta bo proud of its banklng system. One

more perfectly adapted to the multi-

form needs of a country situated like

our own could hardly ib. devised. The

tr.ce Is known by its fruit, and surely

we have but little cause ta complnin

of the crop; indeed when a comparl-

son le made between the system of the

tro countries wet may well plume our-

selves on thel result. We have. perhaps

been inclined occasionally ta do soa

somewhat ostentatiously. Ta give. our
pu,eglibors credit, they have borne

tle taunts patiently; yet they will

not heed the lesson, emphasized though

it is by frequent windfalls among themi,

by fallures of emall banks, wlth oc-

caslonally a large one, mounting up

close luto the hundreds every year.

We do not, know ta what we owe an

artIcle taken from ' McKillop's New

York Olreular,"recently, and reproduced

in tlh "tRecord" of St. John, N. B., a

new daily la that city. Perhape the

dulliess ln homel trade is makingt them

turn their thouglits to brighter ellmes,

at ail events ta a country of fewer

hwnk troubles. In this article the des-

iroubllity of amalgamatIng the smaller

Maritime banks ln one. large and corres-

pondingly strong Institution le

istrongly advocated.
The four banks ln the city of Hall-

fax, N. S., are those indicated, and, the

suggestion 1s made that the Merehants

Bauk of Halifax, the Peoples Bank' Of

Balifax, the Union Bank of Halifax and

thle Halifax, Banklng Co., should be

formed ito ont great corporation.

This would, it is polnted out,'give the

city a financlal institution with an

authorised capital Of $3,800,00, and

a reserve of $970,00O,-would very

much reduce flic cost of working,ý since

the offices and agencles of the tour

banks would be merged into one at,

eacb place, and would enable the com-
bination bank to praetically eontrol

tþe- financial situation and thus ta earn

more money for its shareholders.

The succese of the amalgamation in
Halifax once assured, others of the

smaller banks ln the Dominion woulyd

follow the example. A few powerful

organizations would take the place of

the thlirty-nine now existent chartered

'banks, and the Canadîan banking sys-

tem, fondly believed ta bc perfeelb,

would be "l mprovcd 1"
Unfortunately for our American

friend such an amalgamation eau hard-

ly be Classed ln the categoryl of possi-

bilities - still _less of probabilities

Thore are too many palpable obstacles

li its path. .In the first place, wliat

valuaton couldl be put on the assets?

The strong banks, might reasonably ob-

ject ta receivd the assets of. the others

at par; and the others lrould certain-

ly decline ta submit to any discount,

Then wlat le to become of the four

presidents and the twenty for more

*ltreetoirs? ;Few a! them would wish

ta retire, and a bankl witlï four presi-

dents le too anomalous. The workLing

staff, of course, would be reduced -ta

the proper size by the eliminaftion Of

the least able; but here again, 'the

strongest of the four would natur-

ally have the loudest voice ln the sel-

ection, and hence the worklng staff of

the weaker ones woûld aid the directors

ln opposing amalgamation. Thera

would also arise the question as ta

the- relative valuese of the shares. of the

four bauks, the selection of the amal-

gamated headquarters and agencles;

and the thousand and one pcttyinter-

este that would have ta be sacrifleed

before (such a stop could be rendered

possible.

No doubt were a reconciliatIon o'

opposing Interests possible, such an am-

algamation w'ould be desirable for the

shareholders, althougl not for (the
public. The reduction of. -working ex-

peinses by havlng only one office

and by fusing the diferent headquarteu

staffs Into 'one, would b very great,

and It is reasonable to believe that a

large eorporation, with a bractical
monopoly of the field, woiild have pro-

portionately much larger earning
powers than four smaller Institutions

engaged in a strong rivalry for busi-

ness. To the shareholder amalgama-

tion means a probable increment ta his
dividends. ;But ta the business man

amalgamation has a very dif-
feront slguifleance. It means ta

hlm the substitution practically
of a monopoly for the advan-
tages he derives from the presont com-
petition among Its dlferent com-

poneit parts. It means a coûtraction
ln his opportunities of discount and a

possible Increase la the rate. Hence the

customers of each of the four banks
would join hands with the directors
and the officers ta discourage ama'ga-
mation, and agaînst such opposition
succese would bc very doubtful lndeed.

LABOR AND WAGES.

A valued readerlin Ontarlo wrltesi to
us objecting strongly ta the paragraph
lu a recent article on the prevailing de-
þression In the United States which
pointed out fhat the present enforced
idleness on tlie other side was wvealen-
ing tlie power of the trades unions and
that with the consequent chCaper and,
freer labor the marvellous plastclIty
and vast natural resources of Our cou-
sins across the line would soonf enmble
them ta throw off the Incubus of de-
pression. e says:-

"Prosperity at the expense of the
Iiaborer Is a villanous fraud. Cliaper
labor I Women making shirts at 5
cents and overcouts at 35 cents each,
while landowners are, charging $50,000
yearly per acre for land for doing noth.
1Ing I Good Heavens, how cheap. doîy.ou
want labor ?"

Our correspudent entirely mîlsunden
stands the puiporL of our remarks. They
had nothing.to do witli the price of Ires
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and unorganlzed Iabor o! the clas that

lie suggests, because such labor la ne-

cessarlily ruled by the laws of supply

and demand and ebbs to and fro witl
the curreut of trade. Princes for this
elnsa of labor arc far more likely te go
up tlian down ; for weln the revival of

naiufactured becomes manifest-and It

ls certain to take place when, once the

period of stagnation now reachling its

climaax, l past-they wlil bc the first

te ben!eflt by It,
The clase of labor referred to la the

offeniing paragrapl is that orgailzed

labor whose nenbers foim a drilled
army under strict disclpline with a

jealously guarded mnenibership and iron-

clad rules. Durlig prosperous times

these organizations narrowed the pri-

vlieges o! apprenîtiCPsiîp 1 to the lowest

possible polit-la une ilustanîce order-

1ing that no0 apprentlee 1ioultl be, taken

for five ycars. Thîey dictated the length

of the labor laky, and fixedt tlicir own

sciedules of prices. Il fact their lead-

ers, mOStly profossional agitators wlo

made their livellhoot' out or it,
arrogated to thiemsclves powers

that the state ltself dlid not

possess. Tley filfled up the gaps lin

thelr ranks by imiported Union labor

while dcalyinîg the right to work to

thousands of deserving mien siiply be-

cause Uîey did not care to put thicir

beads under their yoke. They forced.

thousands of boys into the ranks of un-

skIlled labor by refusing tlhcm the op-
portunity of lea rninag a trade. Ii fact

at the culminiation of organized labor

li the Hloievstead st-rike IL practically

liad trade by the throat.

This la the class of labor tlit t the pro-

se1t depression vIll iake freer and

cheaper. Wlien once production ho-

cann curtalled the grent employers seiz-

cd uapon the opportunity to shake tlcam-

selves frec from the clutcIi of the

unlons, anld they arelo doing iL: so tbor,

oughly that the power df the Ialkling
delegate Is emnphatIcally, broken. A tel-
egran fromn leadquarters or the order

of a local boss no longeri mna kes hun-

dreds o! mon lay dowin their tools under

the poorly concealed tlhrcat of violence

if they o10 not. Workiigmen can noN

work wlhen lthey lîke, for whon they

like, and where they lîke, witLhouti thi-

drend of the blaclc-llst of -the walkIng

delegate. Work l too valuable to be

lost now, and consoquently the man

doCe botter and, more work, and · there-
fore works clieaper, so far as lits

employer la concerined,, t-hau lie ever did

before. Thils ls what we meant by

cheaper and freer labor-not any de-

sire to see the wages 6f a poor sem:
stress eut down.

But while we are on tlis subjeet It

may Ibe well to sec If our correspond-
ent's statements as to the wages pald
t-o wonmen clothung makers are not a

trifle exaggerated. Sncb !prIces cer.
tainly do not rule In the great cloth-

Ing houses whoseLemployes in this city
run up luto the tlousand. Reporters
of this paper, wlio vlslted personailly
the largest establishmeilts ,of tis la

cllothlaig centre and saw hundreds of

pretty, well-dressed, comfortable-look-
lng girls streamf out froin workiduring
the diînier hour, do not bear out hie
figures. The foreien reported'tlat the
average pay of their girls was $5 per,
week with the Saturday hoil-

day throwvn In and that most
of them lived at home with
thir parents. One large house pa'id
out $2,000 la, wages during Christmas

week, besides gîving away 300 tur-

ieys nd 500 yards of dress stuffs. In
the shirt houses the average pay ls
less ; -but that ls because they. employ
a large number of very young girls and

apprenitioes. Li t-hem,, too, the ma-

chine girls were well-dressed ana look-

ed happy and contented...
The price quoted for shirts rai froin

75e to $1.50 per dozei, according to
grade, and lui Uese days of sewiig and
buttoin-hole machines, run by steam-
power, un operator could easily make

onie dozei a day. , Some made more.

For o-vercoats ad conts, the prices
ranged from 50 cents to $1.75 each,
w itholit the buttona-holes, whlclh are

made for them. Trousers, whleh are

mnade by. the poorest hands, run fron

$1.80 to $3 per dozon, and ln the low

grades the buttnos are stamped on
ie~m, and not sewed.
It must -be reiucmbred that these

goods are not glven out oner at a timo
but in lots of from, ten to two hundred
dozen at once, and that the operators

have their own time to do them In,
a-nd have aot to bring theni ln to bc

tried eon or examlned as In the ordinary
tallor's shops. Many of them,;to, are
farmers )vives and daughters who do
not wO-vIra i the shEop bult 1111 ilup their,

qong evenilngs li this way, and come
itn to bown once a week to fetch 1ia-

nand carry away thle worc. There weire
no signs of poverty about any. of them,
eoen to the trained eye of the reporter,
and the lofty, well-Ilghted work rooms
wlth thelr whIr of wheels and ellek and
rattle of mnachlinery certainly dlid not

convey any suggestion of "a weating."
lu tact, as In ail other Industries where

the lIncubus of trade-unionlsm has not
yet been able to force Itself In, thq
prices in t-hetclothlng trade are adequ-
ate to the needs of the, operator while
they show a small margin of, profit to
ber employer.Although they may look
omall to ane uiinitlated outsider, unac-
quainted wlth the advance ln Industrial
machliery and the consequent Increased
speed of production, they are far more

remuuerátive to the operator of to-day
than those which ruled ii the earller
days of the clothilug trade la thils clty.

A GOOD RESOLUTION. .

-esdlutions. e It liat the opening of
the new year wtith ail 1ts promises and

poessibilities that the average man re-

solves to turn over a fresh page lu the

record of his life and Inscribe upon It
something pvhleh, If It does mot ex-

aetly send his name ringig down; the
ages, wlll at all events point hlm out
to his fellow citizens as a better and
a wiser mailk than before. Unfortun-
ately for himself, but happily for lits
Îriends to whom his sudden and usually
ostentatious pro-bity' often becomes
aggravating, lis good resolutions sel-

dom lat until the end of thé miont.
But during the time of his .briel
struggle with the weak points of bis
nature ho may perforni some acta of
lasting value t: himself, and oe of the
mnost permanent benefits that eau thus

accrue will arise if he carres out bis

resolutlon to nsuretbis lIfe at once for
the aenefit of lis family, wliother pre-
sent or prospective. -

.Especlally at a period of stagnation
and depression ln commerce, like the
present, ls insurance valuable to hlm.

and thus, lu case of his death, leave
those dependent on him exposed te the

cruel mercles ol a cold and selfishu
world. No man at the present mo-
ment would allow, his liouse, his store,
or lits effects to go unguarded, -by fire
insulrance. And yet these are things
whlch, with Ille and health, le can pro-
bably replace. Why thon should le per-
nait wliat ls rreplaceable-his life-to
go unprotected, and th¡us jeopardize the

the Interest of his loved ones to a fer
greater extent ?

It la no excuse to plead that lie eau-
not afford It. Heî mu t afford It,' I lie
la te do his duty to those whlom ue
le pledged to support. A very litte sav-

Iug wIll enable lim to carry a comfort-
able polley. There are many little ex-
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travagances lie indulges In, elther for
himself or for others, almost uncons-
clously. . New .clothes, cigare, and
perhaps a moderate, IlIuor bill, will in
a month or two run up! to an amount
that would pay for a policy 'whose
possession might mean the difference
between penury and comfort to his fan.
lly lu case of any acicldent tohimself,.
Men spend on little luxurles far more
than they like to couit up, and these
expenditures are quite right with the
man who can afford them because they
keep lis money in aetive circulation
and thus help trade. But they are
crimes in the man whose lifes la not in-
sured, and wvhc refuses to insure- it on
the ground that he cannot afford it.

Young men, wio have no familles to

support often advancesthe plea of their
youth and absence of incumbrances as

an excuse for not becoming Insured. To
these it la only necessary td point out
the sound commercial advantages of
doing so withouti delay. To the young
man premiums are, at their very lowest

figure. and aIl the most attractive

forms of insurance are open. As lie
-gets older, the prenilum lie will have

a pay for! a simnilar polley wll mount

up to so heavy a figure as to delbai
hlm practically from ail except thq
cheapest, and" hence least' profitable,
forms of insurance. This alone le an

.argument in favor of insurIng earlyi in
life. Thon agali, if lie desire an on-
dowment policy, it falls due while lie
ls still In bis prime and therefore much
'better adapted to drawi all possible
beueflt from it. Bcsides; this, the mere
fact of having to lay so musch by Ito
meet the payinlents on a certain day

brings on habits of prudence andi fore-
sight that -will one day s'tanil in good
atead. The money carelessly thrown
away belore soon finds Its way into
nyvestments, aind thus the young ln.

surer soon rises in the estimation 6f
his fellow men, an'd consequenatly of
himself.

Insurance Is thus a commercial as

well as- a moral obligation upon ail
men, whether they be young or old,

and no matteri what form 1i may take,

It ls the cheapest, surest, and moast ef-
fectual -method of providlng for one's

tatily, and it. ls, besides, a àound bul.

ness Investment. There have been many.

iastances durIng the pat year wliere

the possession of an insurance policy

lias ennabled a strugginig merchiant to

tide over a financial crisis which lie

had lo other means of averting, and
there have been êtill more instances

where it has saved the family of a
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man, eut off unexpectedly in the very

pride of life, from undeserved and un-

looked (or poverty. The man, then,
who ineglecte to avail iimself the ad-

vantage of isurance nowadays la a

man who probably aiso negleets to ad.

vertise.i Sncb a man might just as

well bè dead; for from a msiness point

of -view, no one wlll ever know lie Ia
alive.

DOMINION FINANCES.

The Minister of Finance ls doubtless

congratulating limself upon the fact

that the public accounts make a good
deal better showlmg for bis administra.
tion than lie antieipated when lie made

ls Budget speech last March. He la
aible to show a surplus of $1,854,556
of revenue over expenditure In the con-

soldated fund, and although this le

largely the result of skilful manipula-

tion 'f the accounts, yet thL fact tliat

the revenue was $88,168,609, and the

expenditure chargeable to that fund

$86,814,053 ,ls one of the satisfactory

leatures of the returns.

The expenditure on capital account

amlounted to the- large figure of $3,-

079,407; but -as this was primelpally

for improvements to Canadian water-

ways it Is an itemw that few 0f thse com-

mercial classes will cavil at. The St.

Lawrence river and canals are credited

with $987,709, the Sault St. Marie

canal wlth .$589,801 and the Lachine

canal -with $445,983. The railways

(fourteen in number) had $811,895
divided among them, ln sums ranging

from a subsidy of $186,600 tol the At-

lantic and North! Western down .t $1,-

856 to the KCingston, Napance and

Western. The sum of $2,095,514 was

also addedto t the slnhlng fund, whleh

now amounts to $30,678,989.
The disquieting feature ln the a

counts la thei steady increase In the net
Dominion debt whieh' lias now reached

the sum !of .$241,681,089, or '"an in.

crease of over half a millioni over last

year's figures. It is true that during

the year debt to the extent of $2,237,-
978 was redeermed. Butt in order to do
this, and meet the outlay on capital

account as well, it was found necess-

ary to Issue) stock to the, extent of $2,-

904,438, and also to contraet a tems.

porary loan of $1,460,000, so that

the department can assume but little

credit for it.
It la this steady anid continuous

girowth of our net debt that makej

thoughtful marchants serious. It is all

very well to! aay that we. bave asseti
fulily c.verîng it all In tie shape of

public works, and that the bulk of this

enormous loan was absolutely necess-
ary for the progress and development
of the country. The feeling remains
that sufficlent expenditure lias been
made 'in this direction, and thbat 'ouri
proper policy la one of rigid economy
antd retrenchment. Foreign capitaliste
look with suspicion upon a country
whose debt shows so u-ntdevlating an

increase every year, and when they add
the varions provincial debts to thata of
the Dominion it makes a total that

looks to themi out of proportion to the'
population. That they have already
takten the alarm, ls proved by the diffi-
ci.ty experienced in placing the last

two provincial loans, and the high rate
of interest that iad to be paid for
them, and if the Dominion debt does
not soon come to a liait thcre la reason

to fear that their distrust wll spread

yet farther.
For ail these reasons the fiscal polley

of the next few years should be one of
retrenclunent. Subsidies of whatever
character should be rlgidly scrutinized.

No doubt telegraph cables, fast mail
steamers, and more railways are very

desirabla; bu't there la a possibllity of

their advantage to the country being

more than offset by tieir demanda upon

the public chest. Many of these

sciemes are gaib up exclusively in order

to secure the subsidynotably In the

case of railways-and others are la-
tended more for the bonefit of the pro-

moters than ai the public. Iti would

be weil, thei, for Sir John Thompson

to retain a f irn controlling band upon-

the publie purse aid 'to sec that only

the most necessary expenditures 'be

made therefrom until the cessation of

lærement to the asmount of our 'In-
debtedness shows that Canada Is living

within lier Income. For the present we

cannot afford luxurles.

THE SEALING TRADE.

The announecement by the Mlnlster of
-Marine and Fsiherles that the sealing

agreement wlth Russla as to the area

of the closed waters will likely be re-

newed this year, lias caused greant' is-
appoîntment on the Paclifle coast, lu-
asmuch. as this means that Canadian

sealing schooners huntlng within thie'

limita claimed bj Russia, will do so

on their own responsibility and can ex-

peet no compensation If their vel's"«
are conflscated and their crews ins

prisonied as poachers or li-treated by
the Russian authorities.

The dilappolntment le aIl the more
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keen because the seallng fleft le an un-
usually large one tLIS year, and nearly
ail the vessels were going to Russian
waters wlire their chances of a good
catch are far greater than on the Am-
arlean Ilde of tnc Behring Sea. Cap-
taine say that the Japan sea and the
Riisiani limits w e fairly allve wIth
geal last ecason, and thab, had It not
been for the exceptionally rougi
weather experlenced, the catch would
have been nearer 200,000 than 135,000.
The scal there are concentraed iln a
very simall aIea, and1 as a rule cali
weathier prevalls. Therefore, lad the
present notiflcatlon not been served

uponl them, most of the schooners
would have made for the Copper Is-
lands direct, instead of entering Alas-

lian waters where the seals are scat-

tercd over an immense Space and the

vessels are obliged to be constantly, on

the miLove in order to secure theim.

INSURANCE RATINGS.

To the man of business, genrfally
speaking, thei wLole duty of the under-
wrlte seeme t consist simply ln' the
collecting of premiume and the paylng
of losses. The varlous problems tiat

are brought before the mnamngers as a

-body n the course of a ycar, the dis-
cussions at weekly 'board Meetings, the
" agenda," as thîey lcarnedly term, fthe
subjects listed for treaiment at the
annuai parliaments, ahl these are, In

greater or lesser Uleg.ree, looked upon

as so nuch techînical palaver, some-

thîing thaf thec ommunity could do. as

well wiithout. • It e only whien the
man or ibusiness lias suffered a loss
that lie 1s made once in a while to feel
the force of the enactinents, (to ap-
preciate the application of the rules es-
taxblieheld by the companles for mutual

uderstanding and protection, for the
avoidance of delays In adjusting and

settlinmg losses.
To one who takces a Survey of the

situation, unbalssed and from both
points of view,. thore would yet appear
ta bu room for much improvmcent. i To
take for examiple the ibasîs for" the rat-
lag of Brick Factorics: a cursory, ex-
amulination of some of the riskzs that
coue uider thîs hcading ln Montreal
,will rncider li apparent to the moet
secular intelligence that there le a
wide difference in exposure. In one
factory the walls are not liniel wltl
lath a:nd plaster, fthe surface being the
same as the outside-of piala brick,
perliaps whiltewasled, whIle another
þtot a hxundred yards distan't, ln the"
samo lino of manufacture, is studded,

la theil and plastered--has the long
flights of stairs wholly exposed, and, a
number of woodcn partitions on cadh
of Ifs four or five floors. And yet these
establishments are rated alike as Brick
Factrles. Similar anomalies occur ahl
øver fthe city.

As there lE somie probability that a
revsion of rates, May again shortly en-
gage the attention of the various of-
f ie Interested, It, le to be hopedfthat
these anomalies may lie removed, and a
premium offered-morally we mean-
to circumspectlon, and to that tidinese

ami orler withiný as well as -wilthout,
whlel as yet recelves no recognition, In
aany form or Inanner.
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CLEIAING HOUSE RESPONSIBILITIES.

A number ai interesting and noval ques-

tions, affacting the responsibility of clear-

ing bouses, have been recently adjudicat-

cd upon in the United States, the leading

case being that of the Receiver of the Key-

stone National Bank against the chair-

man and other members of the Clearing

House Association of Phila.delphia. P

The suit was brought ta recover $70,000,
the amount of certain chques on other

baiuks ield by the Keystone National Bank

on the day ai its failure and presented

ta the ciearing house for exchange. The

amount of chques outstanding .against

the Keystone Bank hld by other banks

and presented at the clearing house on

the morning of the failure was $117,305.

.When the failure was announced, the.

cleariug bouse notified the banks which

held choques on the Keystone Bank, to

take them up by paying the cash intq

the clearing bouse. This was donc, and

the $70,000 in cheques belonging ta the

bank were collected by the clearing

bouse, and the proceeds appliei ta pay-

ment of certain due bills for balances of
previous clearances, and in payment Zo!

loan certficates issued by the clearing

bouse. The clearing bouse by thus ap-

fplyiug the asse's obtained a.preference

while, badl the clques beenÀ used accord-

ing ta the usual practice of the clearing

bouse, ta cancel a corresponding amount

of cheques drawn upon the Keystone

Bank, and held by other banks, its debit

balance would have been $47,029. , In

reality, the indebtedness of the bank was

increased to $117,305, and its assets used

on the day of its failure, ta pay the clear-

ing bouse in prefrence to other credits

ors. : j
The judge, in deciding that the Ieceiver

was entitled to recaver, said the disposi-

tion that vas made of the $70,000 was

not warranted by the agriement, or by,
the practice and course dl dealing of the

parties. The cheques were depositedi for

a single special purpose, and therefore

for no other object was thuere, or could

there be, any right or sþt off, equity or.
lien attached ta them; anuld the applica-

tion of any part of their proceeds to:the

payment of any indebtedness of the bank,
otber tbuu the balance of $47,029, was
violative of the law, in that it was i a
ilsposition of assets o! an insolvent bank,

so a@ toivork.a preference, and; with the

manifest intention of-producing that re-

sult. It was alleged in the bill and ad-

mitted in the answer that the dôfendanta

"form and constitute the clearing bouse

'committee of the Clearing House Associa-

tion of the banks of Philadelphia, and sue

and -are sued a such, and under the ar-

ticles of association adpted by and cov-

ering said association~are given and an-
trusted with the entire charge, care,man-

agement and contral of the clearing bouse

affaire and transactions, and the custbdy
and control of the fonds and sacurities

belonging ta, or deposited with it."'This

the court held was, in itself, suffipiont
ta support a suit against them as repre-

beutative of the whole body. It was suffi-
cient tbat snch a nuniber of the proprie-
tors ba brought before the court as may
fairly represent the interests ai all,
where those interests>'are of a comuion

character and responsibility.

The further contention that the suit

should bc against the parties wha repre-,
sent the $70,000 ; that is ta say, against

those ta whom the cearing house paid

the money, was in the judge's opinion
palpably unsound. The association was

placed, in possession ai the property ai

the bank. They disposed of it. They re-
ceived the proceeds and they applied them.
Ta the eitent that this application was
!mlawful they must answer for it. The
Receiver of the bank demands that the as-
sociation shall turn over assets of that
bank to him. They reply that they have
disposed of them and have usei the money

thereby obtained ; and having failed ta
show that they have lawfully used' it, lie
is clearly entitled ta hold them: respon-

sible. He cannot be required ta look ta
those, ta whom the clcaring house bas,
d' violation of the statute, transferred
the ass.ets of the insolvent bank.

The decision is quite'recent, -although
the stoppage of the bank occurredt( in
March, 1891. It possess mor:e than thp
usual interest ta bankers; and4 others, as
the' rights and respousibilities of i th'e
clearing bouses have, but seldom, been
ideined by the courts. Sa great is thair

power, -and extensive their aperations,
that they appear ta be a law unto them-
selves. The judgment in this case is a
deadly thrust against any sncb notion.
The important trusts comniittetd ta
them must be carried ouit within the
bouads of law and equity. During .the
financial panic -the clearing houses of
New .York and Boston issued loan certi-

ficates, creating the adverse comment
that they were iuventing a substitute,
for money. The plea was that they wcre
used simply to pay balances at the cleart
ing bouses, thus-enabling the banks ta
employ::their available cash for the aid
of banks in the west, and for their own
customers. It is not unlikely that the
numerous complications', arising out of

UnitedStates bank failures may involve

other thai clearing bouses, despite the

skili with which they are. canducted, and
the inestimable value of their operar

tians in the world of finance.

À BiREACH OF FAITH.
Immediately upon the receipt of the

report that the Legislative Coune;il ior
tended ta commit a scandalous breaci
of faith by ignoring the principal imendr
monts ta the civic charter specifically
guaranteed by the Private Bills Commit,
tee ta the diputtion of bankers and ier-
chants who same time aga visited Que-
bec .for tha t purpase in the interest of
the citizens, a telegrami was sent to'
Hon. Mr. Taillon, Hon. Mr. J.' S. Hall,
and ail the members of the Legislature
ta the following effect "We, the un-
dersigned, Uearing that efforts are mak-
ing ta increase the borrowing pòwer of
the city beyond the sum agreed upon by
the Mayor and the Treasurer when the
delegation were in Quebec, bareby pro-
test against the sae and call upon you
ta sec that tis engagement bc strictly
adhered ta, and we request that the lim-
itation of two aldermen ta each ward be
carried out." ?

This was signed by a number of prom-
iment bankers and business men, and
when the telagran was read in the Coun
cil Room by the Hon. J. K. Ward, some-
thing akin ta e panie occurred. The re-
duetion of the number of aldermen finm
tbree par ward ta two, passed like . a
flash, and although the whole influence
of the body now dominant at the City.
Hall will be exerted ta secure miiore bar-
rowing poaers-more money ta expend as
may ta 'them seam fit, it la doubtful if
the'Council will dare ta connive at their
actions. The fnet that when the next
loan of 2 1-2 millions is accomplishek],
the city vill have ta pay $1,000,000 pan
year in interest out of the $1,300,000
derived [rom real estate, which involves

the saddling of all theý rest of the muni-
cipal expenixture upon the tenant clase,
will be sufficient ta daunt them. They
recognise that Montreal bas been blot
cnough for provincial extravagance.
If they g' further, and by 'be-
coming accomplices dl the civie
parliamentary operatdrs enable them
ta further burden our citizens, they
are likely ta hear something drap. With
the Island of Montreal separated from
the Province of Quebec, where would the

money au which their existence dependd
com fromin ? And such a, separation
could be secured from the Imparial Par-
liament ere sufficient pressure brought
ta bear. bThis U the restraining influence,
the ouly lever that the hoUnest citizen-ean
depeiid upon ta maintain bis rights.

THE LAW AND THE OUTLOOX.
Ta people ^Who are economical in buy-

iug law, it ha-: long been a subject for

woutider how the host Of lawyers anual-

ly sent forth by ouruniversitiesmanagO
ta nke ah living. The wonder woul

ceuse were they ta take the trouble ta

glance over the court hanse registers. Ta.,
take aven the short week ended-yester

day, the record of suits enteretd uiid idg

ments recorded for Montreai alonie is 'si-
ply appalling. The vrits n.umber.'2 2 5 ,

and the judgments 57, or a 'deily average

of about 50 suits and 14 jtidgments, this,
too, at a time of the year when it might

.b supposed that " peace" andi "good
wl " should swuy men's minds, or when
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many peop'e have so many 'distractions
on hand as to leave little timo for wrapgi
ling.

A cursory axamination of the list re-
veuls ojne mc thods o! business to which
our readers are probably entire stran-
ge.s. 'Wihat shall be said' of a case in
wih'icli the ' defendant " has amassed
liabilities or scevral times his actual
debts, doubtlces for the purpose of a set-
tlement ut a emall percentage 0f the
'dollar7 or of another vho, lu anticipa-
tion of trouble, secures as stool-pigeon
some onc who lias managed to open a
amall account vith a somwhat perverse
branch bank manager, and by a series
of sirewd manipulations " works the
oracle for hin ? We may reler to this
subjct again ; but it is not too muchx ta
say that there are ut this moment rife
in Montreal met.hods of obtaining money
-more or less temporarily successful-
thaf could not have been dreamt o! by
the most imliaginative city la.wyer of a
quarter of a century ago.

This Bideshow business mus not, low-
ever,. be taken as a general index to the
situation. Aithoughr trade ie rather

quiet, our mnerchants and marnprincturers,
-or rather all those among t)heimi wiho
confined their efforts to tieir legitimriate
bueinese-who were not carrying heavy
loade-seema to bave done fairly well dur-
ing the year. Ccrtainly the iamentaible
statu of affairs repîorted' as existing in
the neiglboring republic, finds nt parai-
lot ina Canaalî at present. It bihooves
every business man lowever to take Led
.ta his steps, for although we ma1iy not
witncss many serious troubles, the out-
look for the next few ionths is aiot as
brighît nio we have seuin it ut corresponde
ing periods of former years.

points. Of course in the case of Street
Railway, Royal Electrie, and Bell Telc-
phone stocks, the Issues of new stockt dur-
lng the year are responsible for a good
duel of the decline, but the severe fall,in
industrial stocks shodws that the depres-
sion which bas reudered capital so timid
of investment in the Unitedî States haq
not been without its effeet her. Mont-
real Cotton Co.'s stock has fallen-fron.
188 to 105, Colored Cotton Co.'s stock
from 108 to 4S, and Dominion Cotton
Co.'s stock from 135 8-4 to 98. The
one solitary exception is the estock
of the Marchants Manufacturing Go.,
.whici closei 5 points higlier than a yeaar
ago. It le little wonder that so many.
operators have been " wiped out" dur-
ing the year. The public almost invae-,
iably operate for a rise. Thera are
very lew that 'venture to sell short lu
the face of a falling market, except thq
professional speculators of the "street.".
Eiven these did not expect the fall in va-
lues to be so severe and continuous as it
Oventually proved ta be. As a; result
the expert and the tyro ,alike dropped
money, and the year 1893 will be marked
with a black stonae as a year in 'which
only an exccptionally fortunate few can
congratulate themselves on making
money in stocks, or on their investiments
being worth to-day the money, they paid
for them.

WIAREIIOUSE RECEIPTS.
The law lords of the Privy Couneil have

just given an important decision affirming
the right of the Canadian parliameat to
legislate in banking transactions, uphold-
ing the validity of warehousc recijts,
and deciding that the lending of nioney
by a bank upon the security of documents
rep resentring goods, l pcrfectrly legicinate
The circumatances iof the case wlieh las
resulted in iis decision are as lollows :

la 1888 Christie, Kerr & Co., lumber deal-
ore of Brantford, Ont., entered into an
agreement witli Mr. Peter Christie, where-
by he agreed to advance themu money on
receiving a lieu upon ail the timber mann-
factured by the fin as security. The firm
-thn granted tieueelves varehouse re-
ceipte, wihici threy endorsed over to imjla
la return ha gave them promissory notes
vlhiclh he discouterd in the Faderai Brii;
eadorsing aover the warOuuse receipts, in
iris tuns, to the bank as security. Whren
'the advanrces thus umade by the Federa.
Baul ad reacied $.50,O00, tiat institution
wveut into liquidation, and in order to meet
the demande of the 1.iquidator the senior
partner of the firm appealed ta the Union
Bank for assistance, and they granted hilm
$52,000 on the security 0f notes given and
endorsed, witih the warehouse receipts as
collateral.

LI 1880 Christia, Kerr & Co'. failed, and
the Union Bank promptly took possession
Of the timberr covered by their ware-
pbouse rceeipts. Thie the creditors, 'in
'the name of the truste Oftthe insolvent
estate, contested on the ground -that the
provisions o! the Bank Act reardered th,
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*5arehouse receipts invalid la the case in dccllne, experte at the Treasury figure a Vancouver, but it dOe not 8eoi to lU-
fquestion, and further that, whilst the net los$ for jenuaryof $12,o00,000 or $13,_ clined tald it financiaily as yet.
Legislature of Canada lad power tu de- 000,000, lcavpog the net bàlancebrary-
prive the bank of privileges enjoyed by
other lenders under the.provincial law, it
ad no pwcrft confer upon the bank any

privilege as a lender wbich the prO-
vincial law did not recoguize. Their lord-
ships dismissed this contention, and con-
firmed the judgment ai the court below
in laver of the bank.

DECLINE IN TONNAGE.

The shipping o! the Maritime provinces
>inereased by 38 vessels ia 1893, but the
tonnage declined 00,223 tous. Nova Scot ia
hAp 2,717 vessels on the registry, laving
a tonnage of 34,861, a decrease of 9 vos-
sels and 31,575 tons. The shipping oi New
Bruaswick increased 55 vessels, but the ton-
lage declined 34,300! The vessels added,
wore mostly small, while many of those
struek off the registry' were largo. The
tonnage or New Brunswick l.s now 1,011
vessels and 155,045 tons. The tonnage of
Prince Edward Island le 188 vessels and
a9,400 tone, a decline of 8 vessels end
3.,2107 tomi.ý The total tonnage of the
Maritime provinces is 8,916 vesseis and
560,915 tons.

U. S. ýTREASURY BALANCES.

The laet balances at the United States
lrreasury touched $88,914,096 last week,
the lowest point for a very long time, and
it lokis as if it would go lower yet. Nearly
16;000,000 ai interest will have ta be paid
during tbis month, besides a considerable
amount for sugar bounties, as Weil as the
ordinary êxpenses of the Goverrnment,whlch
include pensions. With these disburse-
'mente la sight, and receipte continuing to

let not over $76,000i000. Many accounts
it is stated, which are due and .should be
paid, are euspendéd or postponed because
of the depleted condition of the treasury.
This class of accounets, wliclh includes pub-
lie. works, publie buildings, adjudicated
claims, etc., bas been estimated to foot Up
more thon $100,000,000.
