Too 'large a percentage of carbon
Monoxide. in the gas manufactured by
the Consumers’ Gas Co. is iblamed, in
a letter from a local chemist, recelved
by the mayor yesterday, for the num-
‘ber of deaths caused by asphyxiation
in the city. The chemist says that if
the gas were less poisonous there weould
be more recoveries from the effects of
asphyxiation.

“The recent cates of gas poison-
ing,” says the letter, “have recalled to! -
me the excessive fatality in such cases !
in this city. The number of people*
‘gased’ is perhaps abnormal in itself,
but the percentage of deaths is such|
&s to call for remark. This is due, in

of the gas supplied, and the reason for
this may perhaps he found in the per-
centage of carburetted water gas used
by the Consumers’ .Gas Co. The toxic
properties of gaf are due to the pre-
sence of varbon monoxide, and this
constituent is present in much larger
quantitles in carburetted water gas
than in coal gas.

“1 have usually found <¢oal gas to
contain about eight per cent. of car-
bon monoxide, while carburetted water
gas made in a machine such as is used
by the gas company, contains from '
28 to 34 per cent. It isevident that the |
addition of an equal volume of water|
gas to coal gas would increase the car-'
bon moneoxide content from 8 to 19 p@\
cent., or an increase of over 100 per!
cent. in the toxicity. This is the crux!
of the whole question. Gas taps can-|
not perhaps be made ‘fool proof,’ but
there ls little doubt that the gas can|
be made less poisdnous and soincrease |
the number o£ recoveries in cases of‘
asphyxiation.”
