PARLAVENT MAY NEET
FRSTWEEKIN MR

Earlier Date for Session Hardly
Expected, Owing to Delayed
Election Returns.

Ottawa, Jan. 14.—In official circles
Wednesday, March 6, is the earliest
possible date on which parliament is

likely to meet, and it may be a week
later before the house asgembles. The
situation is a peculiar ore, because of
the circumstance that the result of the
soldiers’ vote is not likely to be known
for some time. It is likely that the
figures will not be received and added
to the home vote until towards the
end of the present month. Final elec-
tion results will probably be announc-
ed during the first week of February.

An authority on constitutional law
stated this morning that the govern-
ment could fix the date for the open-
ing of parliament befare these results
are known, but that it is not likely to
do so. The fixing of the exact date
on which parliament will meet is
therefore almost certain to be deferrsd
until the overseas vote is counted.

It has always been the practice to
al at least 30 days to elapse be-
tween' the announcement of the date
of the assembling of the house and its
commencement of business. This
would defer the opening at least until
the first week in March.

OF SEPARATE PEACE

U. 8. Ambuudor at Petrograd ls-
sues New: Year's Greeting
to Country.

Petrograd, Sunday, Jan. 13.—United
States Ambassador Francis, in greet-
ing the Russian people on the occa-
sion of the Russian new year, Which
is tomorrow (Jan. 14), has issued a
statement to the Russian press, in
which he says:

“The best greetings I can givé the
Russian «people from the American

'The naval bersonnel, safd the minis-
ter, had expanded during the war from
150,000 to 400,000. ‘The army today
had more than four million men on
the rolls. The combined : dair service
had increased from 2000 to 125,000,

The total enrolment in the armea
forces had been 7,600,000. England
had contributed 4,630,000, Scotland
620,000, Wales 280,000, Treland 170,000,
the dominions and colonies 900,000,
The remaining 1,000,000, composed of
native fighting troops, labor corps,
carriers and  similar workers, were
from India, Africa and other depen-
dencies,

The minister declaréd that it would
be necessary to raise in this coun
at once from 420,000 to 450,000 men
from civil life as an absslute mini-
mum. More might be necessary during
the coming vyear. He added that the
government had decided not to intro-
duce conscription in Ireland for the
bresent, nor change the military age
limit in Great Britain and the colonins,

The government could not give pre-
| ferential treatment to any organiza-
tion. Many young men in essential
industries, he said, had acted as tho
they held a privileged position. They
must share the burden with the others

15 RUNNING SHORT

New Units Being Formed
From ™Draftees Making -
New Opportunities.

HOSPITALS FILLING

More Men Are Retumi_ng and
Present Accommodation
*# "' Becoming Short.

Two Toronto headquarters staff offi-
cers, Lieut.-Col. James George, adju-
tant-general of Toronto district, and

Lieut.-Co¥ E. S. Ryerson, director of
medical services, left yesterday for
Ottawa. Altho both refused to say

anything about the object of their
visit to the capital it is understood
that Col. George is taking up the mat-
ter of the shortage of officers with
the militia department, -and that Col.
Ryerson is urging upon the govern-
ment authorities the fact of the hospi-
tal accommodation in Toronto district
being short in view of the probability
of the return soon of many more men
from overseas service.

It appears that the supply of offi-
ders for service in the four Central
Ontario Regiment battalions of To-
ronto district is rapidly nearing the
vanishing point. The intention was
to utilize returned officers for the Cen-
tral Ontario Regjment battalions. But
it seems the n r available is far
short of the uirements. Another
thing contributing to the difficulty is

or on the western front. ‘This, too,
has had the. effect of reducing the
number of qualified officers in the Do-
minion.

IS DEAD OF PNEUMONIA

former congressman from the Fifth

After continuous service for 15
years as representative “in congress,
Augustus P. Gardner resigned last
year when war was declared, to en-
ter the United States army. For
vears he had fought for na.Jonal pre-
paredness, for a bigger army and a
bigger navy, and when ' this country
fyecame involved  in hostilities, he
gave prompt and practical demonstra
tion of his patriotism. In the Span-
ish-American war he served as cap-
tain and assistang adjutant on the
staff of Gen. James Wilson, and
thereafter led a determined fight in
and out of congress for the develop-

ment of American military and naval
forces.

Six Cent Reduction Made
OnManmtoKentandEuu

Oitawa, Jan. 13.—The Grand Trunk
Railway has granted the special rate’
of seven cents per hundredweight for
the shipment of manure as fertilizer
from Toronto to the Essex Peninsula
of Ontario, which is a reduction of
six cents. Fertilizer from Toronto
now will cost farmers and gardeners
in Essex and Kent Counties $2.65 per
tcn, including freight.

The special rate on manure, which
was fixed within a radius of 200
miles of Toronto, is thus extended to
the Essex Peninsula, which is a fruit
and vege:able gardening district and
a large user of fertilizer. The econ-
cession was granted by the Grand
Trunk after representations made by
the -fruit branch of the agriculture
department in view of the need for
increased production in 1918.
