Further news has been received at the War
Otfice from Gen. Sir Stewart White
giving details of the loss of Lieut.-Col.
Carlton’s column on Monday. When
the column was forced to surrender
six officers had been killed and nine
wounded. There were also 54 non-
commissioned officers and men killed
and 231 wounded. The list of the
officers killed and wounded has been
forwarded to the War Office.

The report comes from Rome that Portugal
will permit the landing ‘of British
troops at Delagoa Bay. This coincides
with the opinion that the British in-
vasion of the Transvaal will be made
from that point.

Another despatch says that extensive pre-
parations are in progress at De Aar,
Cape Colony, tor the concentration of
General Buller’s army.

LORD LANSDOWNE SPEAKS.

Secretary of State for War Speaks
on the Attitude of the Colon-
ies in This®Crisis.

London, Nov. 2.—The Marquis of Lans-
downe, Secretary of State for War, was the
chief speaker at the cutlers’ feast in Shef-
field this evening, the function being attend-
ed by the usual distinguished assemblage.
Replying to the' toast to Her Majesty’'s
Ministers, he went over the usual ground in
explaining the cause of the war, and defend-
ed the Government against the charge that
the military preparations were not abreast
of the negotlations. He said: “The dipio-
matic messages went by wire, the rein-
forcements by ship. Moreover, in order to
keep abreast, the armyand navy would have
had to commit most provocative and threat-
ening acts. The Boer ultimatum followel
British mobilization, and if Great Britain
had mobilized earlier the ultimatum would
have been earlier.”

Paris, Nov. 2.—The Havas agency .this
evening publishes the following extraordin-
ary despatch, which, the ageney says, came
through its correspondent at Br 1s:

Cape Town, Nov. 2,—The news of the
Boers’ two victories around Ladysmith
has created considerable excitement
among the Afrikanders, who do n»st con-
ceal their joy. Sir Alfred Milner (the
British High Commissioner) is much
perturbed at their attitude.

Gen. White, in these two engage-
ments, lost about 350 men killed, wound-
ed and prisoners. The second victory
was won by the Free Staters, com-
manded by Lucas Myer, who selzed Co-
lenso, thus cutting off the retreat of
Gen. White, who fs wounded.

The investment of Ladysmith is com-
plete, and the Boers are masters of
Pietermaritzburg and the Durban Rall-
way.

News has reached @Gen. White that
Mafeking is closely besieged and that
the Boers have successfully repulsed the
sorties. The surrender of Mafeking is
expected.

It is negotiable without charge at any
chartered bank in Canada, except the Yu-

By bank draft any sum can be sent, but
the lowest charge is 15 cents. While the
bank money order is payable at every char-
tered bank in Cancda, the bank draft only
in a specified place. The former has a
great advantage for people travelng.

Banks ‘I'eiegraph Money.

The banks telegraph money throughouat
Ontarlée and Manitoba for ' per cent.; to
the Coast for 34 per cent., plus the cost of
telegraphing.

The advantage of bank transmission over
express offices was the fact that express
offices often gave an order on & branch
office where there was no money, and the
bank had to come to the rescue.

No written application
was required when purchasing an order.
While the postoffice charges and theirs’
were identical up to $40, above that sum
the express companles charged less; the
$100 going for 30 instead of 40 cents. The
advantages of the package system was that
the money itself was transmitted and deliv-
ered right to the party.

At Eaton’s and Simpson’s the cashiers
said that they recommended clients to send
small sums by postal note or express
companies’ orders.

In Austria-dungary.

In connection with ithis subject, it will
be interesting to compare the cheap and
efficient system of remitting money in
Austria-Hungary. Tge foliowing descrip-
tion is taken from /I'he Cosmopolitan for
October: s /

Tne postaF and savings bank fs a Gov-
ernment institution, under the control ot
the Postal Department, with a general of-
fice in Vienna and branch offices at every
postoffice: throughout the monarchy. On
opening an account the depositor 18 assign-
ed a certain number, which, together with
his name and address, appears upon all
cheques, deposit receipts, statements of
account, and all papers relating to the
transactions of such deépositor with the
bank. The depositor purchases from the
bank a cheque book, costing about $1

costing 40 cents a hundred blanks,
name, address and number of the
positor being printed on each
and deposit blank; in addition to these
the depositor is furnished with~~special
envelopes addressed to the general office of
whe bank 4n Vienna, at a costof about 10
cents per hundred. The depositor uses the
postal bank also as a means of pay-
ing all bills and, collecting all indebtedness
in every part of the city or country, free
of all postage or charges to the depositor,
The system In vogue, which is hoth simple
and practical, is' briefly as follows: If a
depositor wishes to pay a debt to a creditor
in any part of Austria-Hungary, he simply
fills out & postal cheque to the order of his
creditor, with the address of same to-
gether with date and Xmount, encloses in
one of the special envelopes addressed to
the general office in Vienna, and the post-
office anthorities find the payee, pay the
amount, and take his receipt for same.
Within 24 hours the depositor receives
through the peostoffice, from the central
office of the bank in Vienna, a statement
showing the transaction. It contains
date, name of depositor, number of the
cheque, amount and name of postoffice
where it has been {)aid; also cash balance
of the denositor. "These statements reach
the depositor after every transaction.

The depositor is thus kept informed as
to the condition of his account every 24
hours, provided he hag drawn or made a
deposqt during the previous day. ‘The
cheque of the depositor, forwarded as
above, ithus becomes a postoffice order
without incurring the trouble, time and ex-

‘Washington, Nov. 2.—A recapitulation of
the casualties in actions and deaths in the
o regular and voluuteer armies between May,
ﬁ 1808 and June, 30, 1899, contained in the
annual report of the adjutant-general of
the army, shows a grand total of 10,076
n.en. The casualty list alone aggregates
©354, of whom 35 officers and 458 enlisted
men were killed, and 197 officers and 2764
enlisted men wounded. The death lisf,
numbering 6619, was made up of 224 officers
and 6395 enlisted men. Of this_total but
i 88 officers and 458 enlisted men were killed,
3 the remainder of the deaths resulting from
various causes, ineiuding the foliowing:
Wcunds, 10 officers and 192 enlisted men;
disease, 163 officers and -5344 enlisted men;
accident, 6 officers and-209 men; drown-
irgs, 3 officers and 88 men; suicide, 2 offi-
crs and 52 men; and murders or homi-
cides, 52 enlisted men. In the regular army
the total casualties In actions and deaths
amounted to 4155, and in the volunteer es-
tablishment to 5921. In the casualty list
the regulars had 127 officers and 1856 en-
listed men killed and wounded, and the
volunteers 105 officers and 13066 enlisted
men killed and wounded.

BNFUL DEEDS OF A MANIAG

William Yaster Not Only Killed His
Wife and Davghter But Also
Took His Own Life. §

PARIS  GREEN.

Filled His Mouth With Gunpowder
and Exploded It With
Ghastly Results.

Eganville, Nov, 2.—Three black coffins,
lying side by side to-day in the residence
of Willlam Yaster, in Wilberforce Towa-
ship, about 9 miles above Eganville, tell
the story of the most horrible combination
of murder and self-destruction that has ever
shocked the minds of the people of Renfrew

County.

Two of the black boxes contain the bodles
of the murdered, the other enclosed the re-
mains of the murderer.

Work of a Maniac,
It was a deed marked in every detail with

the hand of a maniac.

1he murderer himself came to judgmgnt
by his own act. A blood-bespattered ax
and cup of paris: green were the instru-
ments of destruction whlgil: blotted out the

three lives.

Fuller details of the affair show that
William Yaster, who lived at Germanicus
postoffice, in Wilberforce, was the mur-
derer and suicide, and his wife and 19-year-
old daughter were the victims.

A Ghastly Story,

The story of the crime is of a most ex-
citing x\uare and reeks throughoqt with
tendishness and ghastly fury. ‘Tuesday
| nignt about 10 o’clock Yastei) secured an ax,
approached the bedroom in which his wife
' and daughter Louisa were sleeping and,
without even giving them a chance to ask
! for mercy, cleft open their skulls. He
' hacked at their heads until he ieft them a
| mass of almost unrecognizable flesh and
bone. The maniac rext puiled the dead
| bodies out on the floor, got into the bed
they had occupied and slept soundly till
morning. .

At break of day he awakened two younger
children, told them he had murdered their
| mother and sister and requested them to go
out and iuform the neighbors of the crime.

How Yaster Killed Himself.

After the children’'s departure with the
horrible news, Yaster mixed up a dose of
Paris green, and, in the hope of sending
himselt into eternity, gulped down 'two
draughts.

The neighbors, on their arriva’ at the
hcuse of blood, found the murdered women
where they had lain all night, and discover-
ed Yaster in horrible agony.

Paris Green and Gunpowder.

The dose of Paris green, hewever, failed
to work, and it was then that Yaster’s
flendishness manifested jtself to the utmost
degree. He filled his mouth with gun-
powder, touched it with a lighted maten
and succeeded in distorting his features
most frightfully. But again his attempt at
self-destruction was a failuye. 36

More Paris Green,

As a last resort he took another dose of
Paris green, and, by his death last night,
finished up the last chapter in a dark tra-
Before his death he told some doc-

gedy.
tors that he had murdered his wife and
daughter - because they were always

troubling him.

For the last few years he has Dbeen re-
guarded as insane aund, while in a fit of
madness with his mind inflamed, he hal
stained his hands with blood,

)ln-y Contracts Let for Pavements
and Walks—Smoke Nuisance in
Toronto—Civie Tips.

The question of sewage disposal seems to
be a live topic around the City Hall these
days. Medical Health Officer Sheard has
made enquiries and looked into several sys-
tems and thinks that for Toronto the septic
tank method would be the best. kngincer
Rust is also of this opinion and has re-
commended to the Board of Works, which
meets to-day, that the sum of $3000 be ap-
prepriated, so that a trial may be made. In
other citlés the system has been found to
be eminently satisfactory and by adopting
it here it is firmly believed that the vexed
questi of sewage disposal will be soived.

Mr. RustNn s fortmignuly report asks

U'nits will necessi-
tate tne waking up and relaylag ot the floor
system of these vriuges, at a cost of about
S50, He therefore iecommends that the
City Council be asked to appropriate $800
for this work, and that tlhie City ‘I'reasurer
be instructed to place this amount in the
estimates of the departmment for the ensu-
ing year.

Cattle Byres Road,

‘The $200 appropriated by the Council for
the road to the cattle byres, the Engineer
says, is not sufficient, and, owing 1o the
nature of tie soll, it is impossible to mak:
a good road without laying a proper foun-
dation and putting on. broken stone. As a
result, he rccommends that the Council be
requested to make a further appropriation
for this work. It is very lmporient, he
says, that no delay should occur, as there is
no way of reaching the byres at present,
owing to the Sunligat Soap Company prac-
ticaliy destroying the road that forwezly
led to the byres.

1o
seemy to be generally accepted by the nego-
tintors that the United states would be
oue of the two powers to be represented,
and that the Island of 'T'utuila, on whicn
the hurbor of Yago-Pago is. located, woukd
naturally fall to the or of the United
States. It Is uaderstood that the Britisi
anthorities quite tully coincide with this
view, and that, white the Germans seemed
to regard it favorably, it was left open for
wore mature approval by the Berin au-
therities. In conceding this island and ‘har-
bor to the United Suites, account was 1aken
of the fuct that If an agreement was reach-
ed on that point it wouid stul be for the
United States Senate to give its approval
to the arrangement, One of the remaining
islands, Upolu, is of much value, while the
other, Savali, i# practically valueless,

It 1s suggested that Great Britain cede
the Gilberr and Solomon Islands to Gei-
many, the latter retiring trom Samoa.

The Fijl Islands and some other points
also have been considered diring the dis-
cussion, but thus far Germany has not act-
ed favorably on the suggestion, and there
have been evidences that she preferrved to
retain her interest and make compensation
to Great Britain. This remains open and
appears to be the chief point remainmng in
the way of a final adjustment.
