to enquire into a dispute between the
Dominion Coal Company of Nova Sco-
tia and the “miners. er¢d are two
unions to ‘which coal miners in Nova
Scotla. belong, -the Provincial Work-
men’s Association, a local organiza-
tion, and the United Mine Workers of
America, with h uarters in the
States.

The complaints of the employes were:
That men were discharged, or threat-
ened with dismissal, because they were.
members of the U.M.W, of America;
that the Dominfon Coal Company’s
police intimidated members of that
unfon and that the company refused
to receive a commiittee of the U.M.W.
or in any other way to recognize the
association.

The representative of the émployes,
Daniel McDougall, declined to. concur
in the recommendations of the major-
ity the board, who, however, admit
that preference wa:: given to the mem-
bers of the P.W.A. in the matter of
employment by the Domihion Coal Co,,
‘but declare that un the circums=-
gtances this preferen was both nat-
ural and reasonable.

The report of the board states that
the most important question for con-
sideration was that of recognition of
the UM.W. of America by the Do~
minion Coal Company, a question pure-
ly a matter of policy. The U.M/W,
claimed the right to approach the man-
