“I have every right to oonsider that
this will be favorably received by
members on both sides of the house,”
he added. “The old parties have inti-
mated that they are prepared to sup-
port such legislation, and I have been
assured by all that the great diffi-
culty #a securing support in the past
for the educational department of the

The feel-
ing in the past has been that the more
that went to the educational departe
ment the less there was to go around
the other departments. I want to say
to you, such is not the case ‘with the
present government. They are pre-
red to go to any extent the people
emand in_the support of gducation.”
Scarcity of Teachers.

The minister of education explained
that the scarcity of teashers wae not
80 acute in Ontario as in many states
across the border. He had been par-
ticularly concerned since taking office
with the educational effalre of the
rural population. He felt the urbamn
public would see that he was juwtified
when the true conditions were known.

In 1919, Ontario had, out of e total
of 5,767 rural schools, flve schools with
an average attendance of one pupil, 12
schools with an average attendance
of two, 85 schools with three, 46
schools with four, 79 schools with five,
479 schools with elx and 1400 schools
with less than ten pupils. Under con-
ditions such as this it was not pos-
sible to properly educate the boys and
girls in the eastern part of the prov-
ince, and it would be his endeavor to
bring about a different condition of
affairs thruout the country districts.

“It must be understood that the rais-
ing of wages a.d lessening of work-
ing hours 1s not the whole secret of
raising the standard ef living for the
laboring ciasscs.”

He stated that there was no need of
labor being in.a despondent mood to-
day. Optimism and energetic organi-
zation must be the keynote of its oper-
ation.

U. 8. Must Carry Out Terms.

He spoke of the international conm-
ferenge of labor which took place at
Paris, and said that while the poli-
ticians had found a legal loophole thru
which they could escape granting the
demands of world  labor, they were
morally bound in the United States to
carry \out the terms of the peace
treaty.

“The international labor conference
is simply'a worid payliament of labor,”
sald Mr. Moore, “and it is of vital im-
portance to the workers of every coun-
try, who must stand behind it.”

Eight-Hour Day.

He belittled the waste of time in
the house of commons, over the eight-
hour day discussion, which, he said,
after all was in the hands of the poli-
ticlan-employers and those favorable
to them. “It must be saown to the
couatry at large that the eight-hour
day demand of lator is not an epi-
demic, and that labor is sincere in
seeking to have it enacted. We have
one million industrial workers in this
Dominion. It is up to. them to show.
the other eight millions tiaat what ‘we
are seeking is fair, just and consid-
erate treatment, There is too much
manipulating in the money-changing
to suit the workers of this country
They are ready to answer the cry
for more production, but they also
want to know where the profits ac-
cruing from -tais production go to.”

Mr. Moore emphatically denied a
despatch . from Winnipeg which had
quoted him as saying the Dominion
Trades and Labor Congress was op-
posed to political”action. :

“What I did say,” said Mr. Moore,
“was that it was not a political organ-
ization, but that the necessity had
been realized of labor being i poli-
tics, and had associated in building
up the political Tabor movement.

Already a number of farmers are
arranging for the installation of pri-
vate plants, and in the village of Un-
ionville some of the business men are
arranging for private lighting from
one source and another. Failing to
measure up to a 50-H.P. standard, the
village was promised an estimate on
a 20-H.P. basis. Even this ahas failed
to materialize. Markham village, two
and a half miles farther on, has the
Hydro system installed. While Stouff-
ville has arranged for power and light

from the Metropolitan Railway, the
idea does not as yet find favor in the
Unionville district.

JOB PRINTERS ASK
" INCREASED BONUS

Meeting Votes Unanimous-
- ly Against Offer.

Beligying that the bonus of 10 per
eént. offered by employers is not suf-
ficient to meet the constantly rising
cost of the necessaries of life, a special

meeting of members of the book and
job printing branch of the Toronto
Lypographical Union decided unani-
mously on Saturday night against au-
thorizing their committee to accept
the ofter. The large assembly hall of
the Labor Temple, where the meeting
was held, was filled, and there was
complete accord thruout, the standing
vote, which brought the meeting to a
climax, making the solidarity striking-
ly evident. :

The agreement does 'not expire until
June, 1921, but it has been recognized,

Oliver Tod Cut to Pieces in
Sight of His Elder
Brother.

8pecial to Toronto World,

Whitby, April 25.—~Ten-year-old
Oliver Tod was instantly killed by a
westbound G.T.R. freight train one
mile west of here, near the Jeffrey
crossing, at 10.30 o'clock this morn-
ing. Young Oliver was the son of S.
T. Tod, well known as Toronto man-

ager of a King street pork packing
house, who lives on Byron street,

7 Whitby, one-half mile mnorth of the
G.T.R. station.

Oliver was taking a Sunday morn-
ing walk with his 12-year-old brother
along the double-track Grand Trunk
road. Neither of ' the boys noticed
shat two trains were approaching from
opposite directions, and when they
moved from one track to the other to
avoid the east-bound train they step-
ped right in front of the rapidly ap-
proaching westbound freight. The
elder boy had a very narrow escape
and was so badly frighiened that he
could give no connected 'account of
the accident.

Terribly Mangled.

Trainmen on the freights think that
Oliver was first struck by the east-
bound freight' and was thrown under
the train on the other track. The
body of the dead boy was terribly
mangled, and was completely severed
in two places, the whole train pass-
ing over it.

While the westbound train waited,
the elder Tod ran two and one-half
miles home and told his parents. The
county attorney, Col. J. E. Farewell,

VETERANS ATTEND
SACRED CONCERT

St. Julien Memorial Service
at Allen Theatre Draws
Many ex-Soldiers.

Despite the fact that several pa-
rades and church services were tak-
ing place at the same time quite a
number of veterans and their friends
attended the sacred concert com-
memorating the battle of St. Julien,
held in the new Allen Theatre yes-
terday afternoon. Controller Alfred
Maguire occupied the chair, and on
the platform with him was Sergt.
W. E. Turley and officials of the
central branch G. W. V. A. under
whose auspices the concert was held.

Controller Maguire in his speech
from the chair spoke of the great
part that Canadian boys had played
on that never-to-be-forgotten day on
April 22, 1915, when the “thin red
line” held back the angry German
hordes. “On this great battle de-
pended the entire success of the al-
lied armies,” he said. “But for the
bravery and tenacity of our Cana-
dian boys, the whole tide of battle
would have been turned.”

He sald that Toronto had played
a part second to no city in the world
in war efforts: That the queen city
held an enviable position thru the
splendid service which Toronto boys
had rendered, and that this position
should be maintained.

Captain White, of the Salvation
Army spoke a few words. He de-
clared ‘that in his opinion it would
have been impossibe for the allies to
have lost that battle. “Our boys were
safe in the hands of a Higher Power
that day,” he said.

VETERANS HAIL
AMALGAMATION

Thousands Join Mass Parade
in Queen’s Park on

Saturday.
OFFICERS ELECTED

Two thousand enthusiastic veterans
joined the mammoth G, A. U, V.
parade at Queen's Park at 3 o'clock
on Saturday afternoon; but before
the procession again reached the
starting point there were almost
four thousand in the line. It was a
wildly cheering crowd that greeted
the newly-elected offiéers of the com-
bined associations when they' were
introduced to the men. Major Wil-

liam J. Morrison, the president, and
J. Harry Flynn, first vice-president,
were given a particularly enthusias-
tic reception, and the scene for sev-
eral minutes was one of wild tumult
with hats flying in the air and
cheering that could be heard down-
town.

‘I'ne. veterans formed up in columns
of four with a detachment of mounted
police in the lead, and a soldier in uni-
form bearing a Union Jack immediately
behind, Then came the newly-elected
officers of the Grand Army of United
Veterans and the board of directors,
the banners of the amalgamated asso-
clations, the G.A.C. band, and then the
long columns of veterans marching in
time to the stirring strains rendered
by the band. Along College street they
marched, down Yonge to Queen, along
Queen and up University to Queen’s
Park, and all along the route men with
service buttons joined the ranks and
swung along with their former pals.
Banners from four Canadian provinces
were there and more than forty towns
had their representatives in the line.

The election of officers was concluded
at the morning session of the first an-
nual convention of the G.A.U.V., held
in the Labor Temple. J. Harry Flynn,
previously declared his decision that he
would not run for the position of presi-
dent of the amalgamated association,
and he was true to his word. Major
Wm, J. Morrison, superintendent of the
municipal farm, was elected president.
~He was a promdinent worker in the G.
A.C., and as well, has a splendid war
record. Other othceru were appointed
as follows: First vice-president, J. Harry
Flynn, formerly president of the U.V.L.;
second vice-president, W. J. Campbell,
of the U.V.L.; third vice-president,
James Higgins, of the G.A.C.; treasurer,
J. Clarke, of the U.V.L.; recording sec-
retary, J. Bell, of the G.A.C.

/ Support Law and Order.

Major Morrigon addressed the men
briefly, saying that he hoped to see
the organization extend from coast to
coast and from the Arctic ocean to the
American boundary. - “We are going
to’'back law and order,” said the majgr
in outlining the future policy of the
G.AUV. “We will carry on the work
begun by the two amalgamated asso-
ciations, for the platforms taken by
these associations were, fortunately for
us, very similar on all important
points. I hope every city and village
in the whole Dominion will have a
representative of the G.A.U.V., and we
will sweep on to victory because of
our unity.”

Every now and then there comes

Readers of

northern Europe are. Indeed, anybody
who has come into contact with Scan-
dinavian communities an this conti-
nent is aware what first-class North
Americans they produce with their
thrift, their skill in handicrafts, their
camaraderie, and their whole-hearted
adaptability to new-world conditions.
A most grateful story of Swedish hu-
manity and delicacy towards our own
kin is published by the Rev. C. H. B,
Baldwin, British chaplain at Gothen-

burg. Z

After the battle of Jutland, the
bodies of 57 British sailors were wash-
ed ashore on islands in the North
Skargarden, south of Gothenburg. They
were interred in twenty-five different
places. The good chaplain has made
a tour of the graves. Here are some
of 4the things he says about what he

found:

Each body was treated with the
utmost respect and reverence, and
the funeral was conducted by the
local clergyman and with military
or naval honors wherever an es-
cort was available. As many of
the places of burial are extremely
difficult of access, detachments of
troops or saliors could not always
be procured.

The inaccessibility of the bury-
ing places can be gathered from
the fact that my tour of inspec=
tion occupied a full week, altho
the number of miles actually cov-
ered was comparatively small.

In more populous centres, the
graves are regularly tended, and
are kept in excellent order, and in
the majority of cases monuments
have been erected by local resi-
dents, often at considerable cost.
On the uninhabited islands, no
regular attention is possible, but
here also stones or cairns have
been erected, and the- graves are
not entirely neglected, as fisher-
men and other occasional visitors
give such attention as is possible.
It was speclally touching to see
how fresh flowers had been placed
on several of these graves, altho
the nearest residents gust hayve
been some miles distant.

I wish to emphasize the fact
that the simple folk of these
localities have looked upon these
bodies as a solemn trust, commit-
ted to their tenderness and care.
They have frequently carried the
coffins for miles from some remote
parts of the coast to an inland
churchyard; they have asgembled
from far and wide to be present
at the burials;*they have insisted
upon the burials being nccoms
panied by such solemnization as
they are accustomed to accord
their own dead, and they have
given of their scanty means for
the erection of permanent memori-
als.

My purpose in writing is to as-
sure all who read that Sweden
has been wonderfully kind to our
dead sailors, and that they may
know that their graves are-hon-

ored just as fully as they are
honored in more familiar burying
grounds nearer home.
Hats off to the Swedes, not forget-
ting that the fisherfolk, farmers and
quarrymen of the North Skargarden
are of what is rather thoughtlessly
called the common people. There is
nothing common or ‘‘foreign” about
the humanity which has inspired Mr.
Baldwin's tribute to our northern
brethren. There may be differences in
origin, In speech, In social custom. But
in everything that makes humean liv
ing kindly and self-sacrificing, we are

members one of another.

Now we are putting an end of that ad-
ministration of Canadian railroads In
London, and that is one of the advant-
ages and one of the economies that I
think will result from this bill
Consolidation Necessary.
But we are also doing something else.
As I pointed out before, I Bave always
believed that.the only way to get an
economic administration of our rallways
is by consoiidation, by making a mon-
opoly of them rether than by having a
number of competing lines as they have
had in the United States. We have been
told that the United States government
made a failure of administration of the
railroads taken over during war-time.
But that is not the fact; the fact is that
when the railroads were taken over it
was found that they had been so badly
managed under private ownership that
millions of dollars had to be expended
to put them into proper shape.
Now then, if there has been misman-
agement in the States—and that is now
admitted—there has also bgen misman-
agement in this country. Our only re-
source now is to make more or less of a
monopoly. of railway transportation, to
cut out ali competition, to cut out all
duplication of lines, to cut out ell un-
necessary officlals, and to consolidate
the business—that is what we want to
sea done. Those of us who believe in
public ownership of railways are waliting
to see the new system given a trial. We
have asked for it for years, we have
supported it in this house, and what we
have been contending for so long is now
nearly at the point of consumption.
1 wish to speak for the people of On-
tario. They believe great benefits will
come from the government taking over
the Grand Trunk and consolidating the
national system of railways. We in
Ontario have been waiting to see the
inauguration of that consolidation, and
also, as a corollary, the consolidation of
the express business of the Canadian
Northern, the Intercoloniali and the
Grand Trunk, together with a consolida-
tion of the telegraph systems in connec-
tion with these three roads. Once these
consolidations are worked out, I believe
they will lead to economies, and I think
the people will then be prepared to deal
with the other question of how the de-
ficit is to be made good—if there is a
deficif. I have no doubt there will be
a deficit, and it will have to be met,
The question has been raised here to-
night whether that deficit ought to be
met by an increase in freight rates, or
by a vote in the estimatesy Probably
it will have to be met in both ways, and
while the minister has said that the
jurisdiction for the moment is in_ the
board of railway commissioners, I have
no doubt that parliament, sooner or
later, will have to pass a resolution that
will be, in substance, an intimation to
the board of rallway commissioners to
increase rates.

"of the Courage of Self
Mastery.

Amid the dramatic play of “The
Last Post” and Handel's “Dead March
in Saul,” following an eminently fit-
ting tribute to the fallen, the three-
day memorial of the battle of Saint
Julien reach its conclusion at yester-
day’'s memorial service, held at St.

‘It is
an occasion which, as we recall it, we
realize it, changed our viewpoint of
life, changed the outlook of the world
upon all things philosophic and eco-
nomic. Had the Germans got thru at
Ypres and on to the coast, how differ-
ent might have been the story of bat-
for years to come.

ing, at least with fortitude if not with
light heart, which impels the man
afrald to quarrel with his own fear
and win honor by virtue of grim self-
control. *This is the lesson we have
learned from the sufferings and sacri-
fices of St. Julien,” said Canon Scott,
“the lesson of self-mastery. Because
a man is afraid, it dees not mean that
he is not a hero. He who is afraid,
but who masters his fear, he is, indeed,
the hero, for he has won the greatest
of battles—the battle of the higher
against the lower self. To him in
whom there is no fault there is no bat-
tle, and without battle there is mno
sense of victory. Faith and faith aloné
in God will give a man the energy and
courage necessary to win the great
fight of existence and life.”

Back to Belgium.

The speaker, who has endeared him-
