Secretary of Treasury Talks
Plainly to 700 Bankers at
‘Waldorf Banquet

New - York, - Jan. 17Franklin Mac-
Veagh, secretary of the treasury, address-
ed 700 bankers and their guests 'at the
Waldorf-Astoria tonight at the annual
banquet of the bankers of the city of
New York. s

"Mn', dike " ¢harity,” he said. ‘be-
gins at héme. Atd' unless a' nation has a
sound, - useful and wise national banking
system and facilities, there is nothing
upon which to build largely and safely, a
world systém and facilities, there is noth-
ing upon which"te build largely and safe-
lv, a worldi gystem. Until we get rid of
panics, which are wholly unnecessary and
readily avoidable. We cannot-claim for a
moment to have a domestic financial sys-
tem that the world can rely upon or that
we ourselves canrely upon.

The report
follows: B
To the St. John Board of Trade:

Your committee appointed to conmsider
{he increase in telephone rentals in the city
of St. John beg to submit the following
report: .

Immediately on our appointment we pro-
ceeded o take up with the officers of the
company the matier entrusted to us and
found them willing to’ discuss the question
in a friendly spirit, and to furnish us with
all the information they had in their pos-
session.

In justification of the present inc¢rease
in the telephone rentals the company con-
tends that the presenf. net income from
its telephone system in, the province does
not afford a reasonable return upon the
capital stoek which has been issned. The
company also contends that its rentals are
lower than those charged by other com-
panies. 7

Back of the question of the amount of
eapital stock upon which' “the company
claims the right to have a reasonable re-
turn are {wo questiionsg

First—What is the amount of capital
stock. if anmy, of the cempany which has
been improperly issued? And second; What
is the amount, if any, by which the par
value of the capital stock apd bonds of
the company exceed what would be the
cost of replacement of its plant, or of the
installation of an equally efficient plant?
A comparison of the rates imposed by out-
side companies could only be of assistance
in deteymining the fairness or unfairness
of the New Brunswick company’s rates in
the light of the answers which would be
given to -those two -questions when ap-
plied to such companies. il

Mt. Dagger, the “dominion government
expert, in his report to the government
makes a statement concerning the charges
and the capital stock of telephone com-
panies in the dominion, which meets the
contention that the tariffs of other com-
panies are standards by which that of the
St. John exchange should be judged. This
statement is as follows:

““Another reason for the excessive
charges is the fact that the development
of the tclephone has passed through sev-
eral stages since the date of the original
patents, and at each stage the apparatus
in use becomes obsolete, rendering it neces-
safy in the larger exchanges for the com-
pany to ‘partially reconstruct their system
and install improved plant. There being no
adequate depreciation fund in existence to
cover the cost of this reconstruction, the
expenditure upon this work
charged to capital account, thereby increas-
ing the amount upon which the dividends
had to be earned, with the result that to-
day the plant of the local system could be
duplicated for about one-third of the total
capitalization and bong issues.””

A Telling Comparison

The contention of the company is true
only when the comparison is made with
the rates of monopolies in Canada and the
United States. We have a statement of
the rentals charged in over 130 towns and
cities 1n the United States in which com-
petitive systems have been installed to
protect the citizens from the monopoly of
the Bell Telephone Company. The ‘phones

number; the largest exchange having up-:
wards ol 9,000, The rentals in every in-|
stance are o great deal less than the rent- |
als charged in St. John before the presentl
increase. We have also o statement show-
ing the telephone rentals charged in vari-
ous countries in Europe. In some cases the
chasges are on a basis which prevents a
compatision being instituted. Where com-
parison can be instituted, however, the
statement shows that the prevailing rates
are a great deal lower than the rentals
then exisiting in St. John. :

The contention of the company when ap-
plied to long distance tolls is equally mis-
leading. These tolls in New Brunswick
may be less than the ruling prices in other
provinces. of Canada and in the United
States, but these tolls in Canada and’the
United States, are larger than . in any
other country in the world. Mr, Dagger in
his report, speaking of the long distance
tolls in Canada, says they are double the
rates in England and four tintes as much
as the rates in Germany, and that ‘he is
“gatisfied that the present rates in Canada
could be cut in two and still leave a satis-
factory profit on the working.”

Coming from an independent and pre-
sumably competent official this statement
must be assumed to be correct. :

The statisties we have used to which we
are referring were laid before a select par-
liamentary commitiee at Ottawa in 1905.
The expenses and delay which would be
involved in procuring later statistics pre-
vented us from deing so. -

Over Capitalization

The total amount of capital stock which
has been issued by the company is $1,175,-
960. To determine the ‘exact amount of
over-capitalization of the company and the
fair cost of installation of an equally effici-
ent plant would be a task which neither
the time nor the data at our disposal
would admit of our undertaking. - While
unable to arrive at exact figures,
however, we are satisfied that a
great deal more capital stock has
been issued by the company than should
have been, and that the company
is paying interest on bonds and dividends
upon a capital ‘stock the par value of
which is greatly in excess of the amount
for which its plant could be replaced by
an equally efficient one.

The excessive issue of stock is, we are
convinced, due in the first place to the ac-
tion of the New Brumswick Telephone
Company previous to its absorption of the
Central Telephone Company, and, in'the
second place, to the fact that the business
of the latter company was taken over by
the former company at too high a figure.

Up to the time of its absorption of the
Central Telephone Company in'1907, the

Again Different

The statement given us by the company
varies from Senator Thompson's evidence
in another particular.

Senator Thompson on p. 512 states. “at
the end of 1904 the stock amounted to
$204,050, or 4,081 $50 shares, of which the
Bell people hold $£69,100 or 1.382 shares,
and the difference between $25,000 of paid
up &tock issued to the Bell Company ° (is-
sued for its system in New Brunswick)
and their holding of $69.100 had been paid
for in cash by the Bell Telephone Com-
pany.”

According  to the statement furnished
us by the company the stock  issued to
the end of 1904 was $230,950 or $26,950
more than the amount given by Senator
Thompson in his evidence as issued to
that time. i |

1f the senator’'s statement is true, an
from his position as managing director we
must assume that it is, $57,400 of the
paid up capital gtock of the company,
which professed to be issued to the Bell
Telephone Company for plant was not so
issued. .

There is a mystery copnected with this
transaction with thie Bell Telephone Com-
pany which we have not been able to
fathom. The $172.568 paid up capital
stock mentioned above was issued as stock
dividends and professed to be for earnings
of the company which werfe not paid over
to the shareholders in cash. 1f from the
total amount of capital stock Tissued to
the time of the merger $466,800 there are
deducted this $57,400' paid up capital stock
issued as above and unaccounted for, ard
the $172568 ‘issued as stock dividends the
balance $236,832 represents the amount of
capital stock of the company, which up to
the time of the merger had been issued
for cash or valuable consideration other
than earnings.

The issue of capital stock by the Central
Telephone Company did not: receive from
us the attention we hestowed upon_ the
issue of the capital stock of the New
Brunswick Telephone Company prior to
the merger.

The taking over of the Central's system
by the New Brunswick Telephone Com-
pany was under the terms of an agree-
ment which closed a struggle hetween
these companies in which each had en-
deavored to outwit and outbluff the other.
By this arrangement a large amount of
over-capitalization was added to the exist-
ing over-capitalization of the New Bruns-
wick Telephone Company. The result was
that its cash dividends which for the
cighteen years previously had been declar-
ed annually at eight per cent immediately
ceased, and have never since exceeded six

New Brunswick Telephone Company had,
according to the statement given us, ssued
stock as follows.

The present officers of the company
stated they knew nothing regarding the
stock issued to the Bell Telephone Com-
pany except what appears in the books
of the company.

"This statement given us by the officers
of the company is at variance with the
statement of Senator Thompson, manag-
ing director of the New Brunswick Tele-
phone Company given under oath in 1905
before a select parliamentary committee
at Ottawa appointed to inquire into tele-
phone systems in Canada. (See p. 510 of
the printed evidence.)

The following is the evidence given by
him on this point:

“Q.—What were your terms of purchase
from the Bell Telephone Company? The
agreement I suppose is in writing?

““A.—No. it is just a transfer of their in-
terests. We paid $50,000. y

“Q.—And what did you
$50,000, the exchange?

“A —We got the entige control of New
Brunswick so far as tHeir occupation of
New Brunswick is concerned.

“Q.—And all their plant?

“A.—And all their plant.

“Q.—Instruments?

“A —TInstruments and everything.

“Q.—Did they take up stock for their
purchase money?

“A.—They took $25,000 cash and stock
$25.000.

“Q.—1 see, the purchase price was $30.-
000 and $25,000 was in cash and $25,000
in paid up stock? !

. The company in attempting to justify

| for renewals are larger 'as the limit of
its life’ is meared. The period jrom 1889
to 1907 during which these dividends in
cash #nd stock were declared is sufficient-
ly long, however, to cover the life of ‘an
{ ordinary telephone plant, and would in-
{ clude the period of light, average, and
| heavy expenditure for maintgnance and re-
newal.

A Surprising Contention

In view of these cash and stock divi-
dends having been declared right up to
the {ime of the merger ($89,920.00 had
been issued as a stock dividend in 1906 at
the time the merger had been agreed up-
on), and of the rentals for a long portion
of the term being considerably cheaper,
it is surprising to find the company con-
tending that its system in the City of St.
i John which was the largest and most pro-
fitable portion of its undertaking up to
the time of the merger, has in the two
vears which have elapséd since become s0
{ unprofitable as to nceessitate the imposi-

While we have, in deference to the com-
pany’s contention, looked into the matter
of its capital stock, the question whether
tlie present increase in rentals is justifiable
is not to be decided . by an analysis of
either ihe capital ;stock account or the
capital expenditure .account of the com-
pany. No matier how honest the manage-
ment of companies may be, these accounts
generally are very unreliable. It is a very
common thing, for instance, to find the
books of companies showing large surpluses
of assets over liabilities when they are
hopelessly ingolvent. ;

The Facts Needed ¥

What we desired .to discover was:

1. The value of the plant of the exchange
taking into consideration its. depreciation,
through age, and use, the present first cost
of similavr plant, and the expense of in-
stallation.

2. The net earnings of the exchange af-
ter making all proper deductions from its
gross revenue including allowances for de-
preciation.

The officers of the company were un-
able to give us this valuation of the plant,
and no investigation we are capable of
making would determine it with any de-
gree of exactness; it can only be. deter-
mined by haying an expert go over the
system and appraise it., We feel satisfied,
however, from the information we have
been able to gathgr, that a valuation so
made would probalgy'fall below . $300,000.

We ate able to @rrive approximately at
the net earnings jof the.exchange. The
statistics given us by the company on this
point covered the whole year 1907-8 and
cleven months of the year 1908-1909. - The
company’s officers stated that by inereasing
the figures for,the eleven months of 1908-
1909 by one-eleventh we would have sub-
stantially the figures for that year.

We have arrived at the conclusion that
after- making all ‘allowances for the ex-
change's operating expenses, maintenance
and remewals, and its share of the general
expenses of the company, and of the inter-
est on- the bonded and floating indebted-
ness of the company, there will, without
taking into consideration the increased rev-
enue which will result from the present in-
crease in rentals, be a net profil on the
present year's business of the exchange of
upwards of .$36.000, or over twelve. per
cenl. on an _amount which we are satisfied
does not exceed the present value of the
exchange. 4

The company has lately. withdrawn ils
discount of five per cent. allowed custom-
ers for prompt payment.  As the gross
revenue of the exchange last year amount-
ed to about $78,000 this withdrawal will
doubtless add upwards of $2,500 to its rev-
enue during the presentyear. -

The management estimates that the
present increase of rentals will give an ad-
‘ditional income of $11,536.53. 1L the pres-
ent year adds the 1e number of tele-
phones as last year the net profit from the
St. John exchange will reach the large
amount of over $30,000. 2

The tolis colleeted in® the city of St.
John with the exception of tolls for ser-
vices within the c¢ity, do not enter into
the question referred to us, still, we think
that the fact should be mentioned that
last, vear the company received from
these tolls a very considerable amount.

4. In increasing the rentals and tolls of
the gompany is seeking to -relieve itself
from the effects of over-capitalization and
losses resulting from unprofitable business
in some portions of its system.

In ordinary industrial or commetcial un-
dertakings the law- of competition when
not interfered with by combines, limits
prices, ®o as to afford, approximately -at
least. a fair veturn only on the capital
which would be necessary to create or re-
place these undertakings in their existing
efficiency. The losses attendant upon mis-
takes in -the .mechanical  construction in
the substitution of up-to-date for out-of-
date machinery, or resulting from errors
wilfully or otherwise committed either in
capital - expenditure or working expenses,
must be borne by the investor.

" The difficulties of entering into competi-
tion withthe owner: of a so-called natural
ragnopoly .like a telephone system .are so
great that people. are deterred except un-
der very exceptional circumstances from
installing a rival plant. When competition
is absent rates can be levied to the fullest
extent that- the patience of ‘people will
tolerate. :

With regard to such monopolies, which
are public utilities, some controlling power
ghould do what the law of competition
does in other industrial and commercial
spheres and secure to the people who by
the mature of things are forced to deal
with them, immunity from imposition in
the way of rates.

Remedies 3

Various expedients: have been resorted
to a different times and in different coun-
tries to accomplish thjs end, an end which
experience. shows to be very difficult of
accomplishment. The most ordinary ex-
pedients are public ownership and public
control of rates. The legislature of New
Brunswick by chapter 37 of the Statutes
of 1907 intended to provide for both in the
case of telephone systems. The provision
for expropriation and public ownership is
contained in section I, which is as follows:

“Whenever and as soon as the lieuten-
ant governor-in-council may "decide, by or-
der in council, that it is expedient, and in
the interests of the people of the province,
to cxpropriate, take and have the tele-
phone preperty, rights, powers and fran-
chises of any telephone company or com-
panies in the province it shall be lawful
for the lieutenant governor in council to
expropriate, take, have and go into pos-
session of any such telephone property and
franchise.”

This section does not authorise expropri-
ation by municipalities. Tt authorizes ex-
propriation by the province .only. In view
of the fact that all franchises have under
{his act 1o be paid for, we think expropri-
ation under it would be another instance
of a “cure worse than the disease.”

The installation by the city of St. John
of a separate system is one solution of |
the problem. Municipal control of tele-
phone eystems like municipal control of
everything else will ever be open to
eriticism, and the large telephone com-
panies have industrionsly endeavored to
point out and magnify its wealtness. While
municipal government
may be conceded to be superior to munici-
pal government in Canada, still, the re-
sults of municipal ¢ontrol in the old land
may be studied by us with profit. Mr. Ben-
nett, general manager of the Glasgow
municipal telephone department, speaking
of the system under his control says: “We
have three times as many telephones in;
Jlasgow as when the corporation exchange |
was started. We have a good service in-
stead of an atrociously bad one. Any per-
son can have a telephone for £5 5s, in-|
stead of the £10 (£20 and £25 in the|
suburbs) which was formerly charged. We |
are coining money for our citizens in more |
ways than one fer time is money and a|
good telephone is time.” !

Sir Samuel Chisholm—the ex-Lord Pro-|
vost of Glasgow—referring to the denunci-|
ations 6f municipal telephones which em-|
anated from telephone companies says: “|
quite agree with your correspondent that |
it would be well for every towr to look |
closely into the figures contained in the |
(Glasgow corporation telephgne accounts, as |
if properly studied and understood those |
figures could not but assist the extension |
of municipal telephones.”

There is no guarantee that the present
unwarranted increase is to be the last.
The apparent safeguards of the section are
capable of almost limitless evasion.

The common law would {have afforded
some protection, but since the passage of
this section, and so long as it remains in
force those who are compelled to patronize
the cbmpany’s system must submit to
whatever rentals it may arbitrarily im-
pose. ;

Another objection to the section is that

tion, the salaries of the xnem'b_ers of our;

To appoint a commission to regulate the
control of telephones and telgphone rates
in New Brunswick might not be desirable
from a financial standpoint.

The willingness of shareholders to ‘risk
capital i undertakings -whese success is
doubtfulk should be rewarded. At the same
time the citizens of a free country should
not he placed in* a position in which they
ave obliged tamely to submit to whatever
exactions may be wrung from them.

The control of telephone rafes by the
court would insure  justice to. all parties.
The companies would be protected. in ob-
taining a just rveturn on the capital in-
vested. and’ the public on the other hand
would be secured immunity from extortion.

We recommend: ;

1: That' section 1 of the act be amended
so as to allow incorporated towns or muni-
cipalities to expropriate local telephone
systems. within. their borders: &nd to ex-
clide as subjeéts of compensation fran-
chises gratuitously conferred by the legisla-
ture upon telephone gompanies.

2. That section 8 be repealed and a sec-
tion substituted thevefor vesting power of

Notwithstanding all that had been
said and done, the destruction was wide-
spread and constant. No measures could
be" regarded’ as too radical and no efforts
too laborious to put a stop to it. It must
be stopped at any cost.

HOUSE AFIRE

1t 1 believed that the fire is the work
of rats, as quantities.of material was col
lected evidently by the rodents and among
it probably were some matches. i
Six or seven rooms are damaged by cut
ting, water, and smoke. Water also went
through Mr, Hawker's store and did some
damage to the stock, which, however,
was protected ‘as far as possible by the
rubber covers of the salvage corps. The
building is owned by S. H. Hawker, and
W. J. Farren conducts the Halifax House
over the store. The damage to the build.

$400, and Mr. Farren figures the damage
to the furniture at about $300.

The board of trade will doubtless be
called together without delay to consider
this report and také further actiod.

When the telephone merger was accom-
plished the people were \given to under-
stand that they would be treated fairly,
but it is now made clear that they are
being called on to pay the dividends on
stock that was heavily watered, and to
pay increased charges - in this city to a
company whose profits were already large.

The comparison
was made with monopoiy rates, and the
board of trade committee has produced
evidence to show that the rates in cities
where monopoly does not rule are lower
than those in St. John.

The question is one that comes home
to every business man, and the agitation
which has led to this enquiry should be
continued until redress is obtained from
the legislature. The committee dcserves
the thanks of the public for its -york,
which was made the more difficuit be-
cause information concerning the inside
affairs of the company was hard to get.

Eloquent evidence of St. John's progress
during the last eight years can be gather-
ed from the annual statement printed
above of L. R. Rossg, terminal superinten-
dent of the I. C. R. and C. P. R., showing
the business handled here by the govern-
ment railway during last year. The state-
ment shows a very gratifying increase in
freight tonnage, freight earnings and tic-
ket earnings. A comparative statement of
the grain handled through the I. C. R.
elevator shows a total of 1,431,176 bushels
for 1909 as compared with 72,214 bushels
in 1905. Mr. Ross expects that this sea-
son will see from ° 2,500,000 to 3,000,000
bushels handled.

Discussing his annual statement with a
Telegraph representative. last night, Mr.
Ross explained the decrease in the num-
ber of cars handled during 1909 compared
with the number for 1908 by the fact that
the old time freight cars of from fifteen to
twenty-five tons’ capacity, ave gradually
being superseded by cars of a forjy ton
capacity. It will he noticed by reference

se e

{to the statement that although the num-

ber of cars handled in 1999 was smaller
there was an increase of 41,926 tons in the
quantity of freight carried, and of $17,-
583.63 in the freight carnings. In passen-
ger business there is also an increase of
$2,431.16.

The statement herewith presented re-
presents only the earnings of and work
done for the I. C. R. The ticket earnings
of the (anadian Pacific through St. John.
are almost twice as large as those of the
Intercolonial, while the .freight tonnage
and the number of cars handled at the
Mill street terminals for the Canadian Pa-
cific are almost as large as those of the
government road. This, of course, is ex-
clusive of the enormous husiness handled
on the west side. The work for both rail-
ways at the Mill street terminals is all
done by the one staff.

Speaking of this vast increase, Mr. Ross
called attention to the fact that during
last summer the maintenance department

of the I. (. R. added *track room for 300

cars, but even this large increase was not
sufficient to move the traffic in December
and January and cars had to be held all
along the line. In all there is now track
room for 1,200 cars, but this is not enough
and in the coming summer it will be neces-
sary for the Intercolonial to further ex-
tend its yard room. Mr. Ross expects this
will be found along the Marsh road.

“Eight years ago,” said Mr. Ross, “the
island yard was unknown; all the freight
work was done between Gilbert’s Lane
and Mill street. We then used #hree small
shunting engines in the yard by day and
none at night. Now we have six of the
largest and heaviest type of shunting en-
gines at work in the day time and three
at night, more than trebling our capacity.
Still. we can hardly keep pace with the
business. The number of cars handled has
more than doubled in eight years.

“In addition to increasing our yard room
this year it will also probably be necessary
to extend our freight sheds, as we -are
unable to handle all our package freight.
As far as the I. C. R. is concerned the city
is growing by leaps and bounds.

“As to the future outlook, I think it is
gimply great, and 1 firmly believe §St.
John wilk grow more rapidly than any
city in the east, not even excepting Mont-
real. We spcak of the great development
of the west. Why only five per cent. of
the western lands are taken up. What
will the result be when the other ninety-
five per cent. is occupied? The west will
eventually dominate Canada, but St. John
will always be the hopper through which
the products. of the west will find their
outlet. That alone will insure our pros-
perity and future greatness. This port
must be the eastern terminus of the great
trans-Atlantic lines. The €. I’. R. is here
now, and 1 belicve the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific and the Mackenzie & Mann roads will
come. Halifax simply cannot compete with
us Dbecause we have the insurmountable
advantage of location. This is easily illus-
trated. From Montreal to Portland (Me.)
by the Grand Trunk is 291 miles; from
Montreal to St. John by the C. P. R. is
486 miles, and by the 1. C. R. 742 miles.
Freight. must be hauled to St. John at a
rate which will compete with the Grand
Trunk to Portland and it is hard enough
to do this now without attempting to haul
it. 200 miles further to Halifax. St. John
is certainly all right and as the west
grows we must grow with it.”

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

A_NY person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion ;Landn
Agency or Sub-Agency for the district.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.
PDuties—BSix months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may tive within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm df
at lesst 80 acres solely owned and occupied
by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter,, brother, or sister.
In certain districts (a' homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-ec-
tion alongside his homestead .Price $3,00
per acre. Duties—Must reside six months
in-each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent) and cultivate
fifty acres extra. i
A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may take a purchased homestead
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per acre,
Duties—Must reside six months in each of
three years, cultivate fifty acres and erect
a house worth $300:00.

. THE SENATE

in Commens at Ottawa
. Yesterday

Railway Commission May Have
Power to Regulate Cable
Charges—Henry Neilson of Dal-
housie Killed by Horse—Cana-
dian News Notes

Ottawa, Jan. 17—Whatever may be the
opinion of the British commons as to the
abolition of the House of Lords, the Can-
adian commons are in favor of retaining
the Upper Chamber.

Only twenty-three members of the Can-
adian commons could be muétered today
to. vote for a resolution offered by Mr.
Lancaster, the Conservative member of
Lincoln, declaring that the British North
America Act should be amended to en-
able the Canadian senate to be abolished.

The prime minister said that the Can-
adian Consérvatives had supported the
senate when in power, and the need for
a second chamber was indicated by the
fact that there was a second chamber in
all the leading countries of the world.
Many suggestions had been made -for the
reform of the senate, but Sir Wilfrid did
not think that there was a-large boay
of opinion in Canada in favor of its abso-
lute abolition. No matter what the out-
come of the present struggle in Britain
was, ne did not think the most radical
Radical would advoecate the complete aboli-
tion of the Lords.

A hundred and eleven voted against the
resolution.. Among the twenty-three who
voted for it were two Liberals, Hon. H.
R. Emmerson and Mr. H. H. Miller.

Mr. Taylor, of Westminster, offered a
resolution declaring that the representation
of British Columbia, Alberta, Saskatche-
wan and Manitoba in the senate should be
increased to six each with provision for
further increase in proportion to growth.

Sir Wilfrid said that the time was hard-
ly ripe, but that the matter would have
the sympathetic consideration of the gov-
ernment when the time came, and on
this assurance Mr. Taylor withdrew his
resolution.

Ottawa, Jan. 17—An important step to-
wards the reduction of cable rates was
taken in Ottawa today. The Canadian
government gave notice of a measure giv-
ing the railway commissiod power to regu-
late the charges which -cable companies
can make for service to and from Canada.

It is understood that the British govern-
ment has undertaken to deal with the
cable companies as Canada is doing, so
that there will be a uniform practice at
both ends. & o :

The legislation in the Canadian house
will be put through by Hon. Mr. Lemieux,
the postmaster-general, and it is understood
that he holds present cable rates.can be
largely reduced and still leave the. cable
companies a sufficient margin of profit,

He favors the reduction of press cable
messages to six cents a word from ten
cents; as at present, and that a deferred
commercial and private cable rate can be
operated at twelve cents a word, The
rate i# now twenty-five cents.

The notice of tonight will be followed
by the introduction of a bill within a
fortnight.

Dalhousie, N. B., Jan. 17—Henry Neil-
son,:brother of Ald. Neilson, of Dalhousie,
died at his brother’s home here today, the
result of having been kickéd by a horse
on Friday last. Great sympathy is felt for
the friends as two other brothers were
drowned’ during recent years.

Toronto, Jan. 17—A reputable English
firm has written to the mayor stating
they are prepared to undertake the deep-
ening and widening of Welland canal and
accept guaranteed bonds of the dominion
government for thirty years. They :guar-
antee to complete the work in five years.
1t is understood that Sir Robert Perks is
at the head of the firm.

Ottawa, Jan. .17—The Franco-Canadian
trade treaty will come into effect on Feb.
1. The Canadian government was today
notified that the final ratifications would
be exchanged before that date.

The Canadian customs officials will be
imiediately instructed to admit goods from
France to Canada-at the reduced scale of
duties provided in the treaty; and in-
structions will' be sent to ports of export
from France requiring the direct shipment
of the goods to be shown.
