In eddition to haying to
untangle the wharf ins ectorship muddle,
they will have to decide what is to be
done in the mix-up that has arssen out of
the clash of Director Murdoch and Resid-
ent Engineer Hunter,

Director Murdoch has docked Engineer
Hunter for twenty-one days during which
he was absent from the city. Mr. Hunter
refuses to accept the cut and has thrown
up his job. He left last evening for Bos-
Yon' with the avowed intention of not
eominz back.

Engineer Hunter claims he was absent
on leave with the consent of the mayor,
-also that there was no work going on and
that the divector’s interference was un-

It appears that a day or two ago Mr.
Murdoch when making his monthly state-
ment to the ¢ berlain reported Mr.
Hunter as entitled to pay only to Maich 10
and declined to give him credit for the re-
maining twenty-one days in the month on
the ground that he had not been in ‘the
vity and that he (Murdoch) had received
no official intimation that Mr. Hunter had
Jeave of absence. The chamberlain asked
Mr. Murdoch to obtain instructions from
the mayor, and the director, it is said, re-
' turned later and intunated that pay was
to be given only to the 10th. The cham-
berlain is reported to have taken this as
an order from the mayor and acted ac-
cordingly.

When Mr. Hunter arrived to draw his
salary he was annoyed at the state of af-
fairs, claiming that he left with the knowl-
edge of the chairman and several of-the
aldermen and that Mr. Murdoch had no
right to interfere.

As a rvesult of the deadlock a meeting
whs:held yesierday morning in the mayor's
_ office and his worship, as chairman of the
board, the resorder and Mr. Murdoch were
present, ; :

"The mayor said he approved of Mr. Hun-

ter’s going to Boston and expressed ‘the:

opinion thet the direetor had no right to
make any -deduction. from Mr, Hunter’s

gdlary. It is believed, that his waorship.

wonld have insigted on immediate pay-
ment being made but on the advice of the
recorder -he dirécted Mr. Murdoch -to' re-
store Mr. Hunter’s name to the list and
left the matter of the -actual payment to
be decided by the council on Monday.

Says Murdoch Was Foolish

The action of Director Murdoch and the

departure of Engineer Hunter was the
prindipal topic of conversation on the
streets and around City Hall this morn-
ing, and opinions.on the matter were free-
ly aired. The majority ~f those seen by
the Times expressed the opinion that the
director has acted too hastily, and beyond
his authority.

+ Mayor White said the director had acted
{oolishly. He had tried to interfere and
put obstac'es in the “way of both Mr.
Barbour and Mr. Huuter ever since they

“.were employed on the work, and had
shown a feeling of petty jealousy all
through. The mayor contended that in
the present instance his action was en-
tirely unwarranted.

The pay roll of the water and sewerage
department .was simply put through his
hands so that a check of the expenditure
might be kept, and not for the purpose
of venting his feelings or dislike of any
employe. ,

His worship said that when the water
works - extension was first talked of Mr.
Murdoch was asked if he could look ¢fter
the work, and he said he would not have
time, it was then decided to employ Mr.
MHunter as resident engineer.

He Had No Authority

The mayor contended that Engineers
‘Barbour and Hunter were employed on

speeial work by’ the city and were not in
any way subject to the orders of the:
director, who had enough to do to look |
after his regular work.

Mayor White said the first he knew of
the trouble was when Mr. Hunter came
to him yesterday and told him of it,
stating - that he was tired of the petty
intererences of Mr. Murdoch and was
going to throw up the job.

The mayor toud him he had better not:‘E :

act hastily, but leave the matter until
Monday when Engineer Barbour would
be here and then the special meeting of
the council would deal with . it.- The
mayor told him he did not think the
council would -object to his having
leave of absence for threc weeks, as he
personally was of the opinion’ that he
fuly deserved it as much as any civic em-
pioye. He had worked faithinly day and
night and his work had heen satisactory.

Mpr, Hunter said, however, that he was
tired of being intertered with by Mr.
Murdoch. , Everything possible’ had been
done by Mr. Murdoch to make his posi-
tion difficult, and he would stand it no
longer.

Did Not Consult Mayor

The mayor was acked if he had been|

consulted by Director Murdoch at the
time of the disoussion on the matter with
the caamberiain, and he repliel that he
had heard nothing whatever of the trou-
ble until yesterday. He thought of course
that the engineer should have apylied to
the board for leave of absence and he had
no doubt it would have been granted, but
the engineer ev.dently did not understand
that the should have done wo and he had
been content to rece.ve tae assura:ces
of a number of the aldermen that it
would be all right. The mayor said he
had told Mr. Hunter himself that he
thought there would be no objection but

Montreal, April:6-—(Special)—The Star's

London correspondént cables:- ‘Lhe treas-

ury has paid the last’ cheque due for the i,

imperial subsidy on the admiralty and

 postal account for’ the Canadian "Pacific

express eervice in the Far Fast.' 'The con-
tract expired today. The Canadian Pa-
cific. therefore, cease to he an imperially
subsidized concern.

The question of the renewal of the con-
tract with tne mew Campbell-Bannerman
minietry evidently: bristles with difficul-
tiesn Sir John Figher's new naval policy
attaches no value whatever to mercantile
cruisers. Sir John said the other day:
“The admiralty have no use for  them
whatever, We can use the monmey far
better in other directions.”

Similarly permanent officiale in the
British post office deny that the subsidy
is a business propogition, and contend bhat
it is usefulness ig a route for a through
postal eervice to Ype Far East, yet to be
proved. It must end upon far closer
connecbions between boat and traim at At-
lantic and Pacific ends in Canade and
more efficient trans-Atlantic. service.

If the eubsidy is renewed and most
strenuous efforts dre being made there to
secure that end, it will be eolely on large
imperial grounds, and here the difficulty
ié that the new ministry is chiefly concern-
ed with the home. interests of the British
peaple, and is especially anxious to cur-
tail all external imperial expenditure from
which they think the inhabitants of the
United Kingdom got far too little in re-
turn in the past.

| _BRITISH WEST INDIES

‘Canada is at Present a Practical Impossibility
But There Should be Better Trade Relations.

|

(Maritime Merchant,)

i Some Canadian papers are showing con-
}sidemb]e concern lest the British West
{India Islands should become annexed to
| the United States. Thix concern has re-
cently been stimulated by an article in
the North American Review,, by a Jamaic-
an, pointing out the advantages of annexa-
{tion over’ a federation with Canada. We
tdo not think there is need of any hyster-
ties over the matter. Great Britain has
given Undle Sam considerable slices of
territory in. the last 100 yeare, but we
hardly think she is prepared to hand over
her North Aaperican tropical possessions,
nor is the United States particularly an-
xious at ppesent to increase the number
of her colonies. Experience in the Philip-
pines has rather dampened United States
ardour in that direction.

The British West India, lslands will
probably continue British colonies for a
few more generations at least. Great
Britian is thle most successful governor of
colonies on earth, and, if the day should
ever come when she would profess a
willingness to abandon the duty of govern-
ing her West Indian colonies, we do not
jantigipate any greaf scramble én the part

{ of others to undertake the task.

Time may bring changes in the British
West Indies, the federation of certain
groups  for  'better administration and
greater economy, but neither annexation
nor union with Canada seems imminent.
The business of the present is the broad-
ening of commercial interests. the devel-
opment of the growing market in Canada
foir West Indian products and a fuller
realization in the Islands of the valde
of Canadian goods. Liberal trade
rehations between Canada and the West
Indies are to be’ desired, but political re-
lations need occasion no great worry. This
has been our attitude almost ever aince
the question of Confederation was first
broached. A good many of our Board of
Trade friends hive at times expressed sur-

Since those little dresses, suiiable for either
small boy or girl, have been invented, they have
revolutionized the styles of children. Linens and
butcher’s cotton, duck and ginghams, are made ap
in the simplest sort of ways, depending upon three
or four big box pleats and a long waist with the
drooping belt for their style. Nothing could be
nlmch more casy to make than the little dress
SNOWN.

As to the other little dress. its style lies in the

pretty arrangement of lace or embroidery which
makes the unusual yoke. Yet there is nothing in
the least degree fussy about it—mnothing either
hard to make or to do up. Handwork substituted
for the lace, or added between the rows, would give
the little dress a French touch which would add
to its beauty more than the extra amount of work
would seem to warrant.
