The West India mail steamer Orinoco arrived
at Southampton on the 5th, bringing advices from
all the W est Indian ports, and from Central Ame-
rica and Mexico, She was 21 days from Chagres
and 15 from St. Thomas. Shebrought 71 passen-
gersand §756,509 in gold and silver, of which
$£390,772, were in dollars and bars, including $146,-
820 on account of Mexican Dividends.

The accounts from Australin continue to be
most favourable. The yield of gold for three
months was $3,500,000. The crews of many ves
sels had left for the mines, though $200 had been
offered for the trip to England.

The Melbourne steamer from Sydney, N.S, W,
arrived at Liverpool on the 5th, with £200,000 in
gold dust. Two other vessels the day previous
brought £180,000, and another was daily expected |
with £100,000.

The whole dividing range between Sydney and
Victoria, known as the Snowy mountains, is one
vast field of gold. Commissioner Parris had a ton
and a half of gold in his tent, waiting for an es-
cort,

Among the lumps found is one weighing 341
ounces, and estimated to contain thirty-three oun-
ces of pure gold. Another piece of ore weighed
90 ounces, and another 82. The vrecious metal
i8 found mostly near the surfuce.

The latest advices from the Cape of Good Hope
were to March 3. The news from the seat of war
was unimportant. The steam frigates Megwmra,
with the nfle corps, and the Hydra with General
Cathcart, the new Governor, had notarrived. The
news that Sir Harry Smith was to be guperseded,
was likely to limit active operations until the ar-
xival of his successor.
