Zeppelin Makes

“Her Escape

Succeeds in Evading Them and

London, April 15—Successfully evad-
ing a squadron iof ten Briﬁah military
aeroplanés speeding in pursuit, a Ger-
man Zeppelin which attacked towns. im
the industrial district' about Newcastle
last night, dashed out over the North
British aeroplanes were on the wing
within ten minutes after the first alarm,
none of them came close enough to the
Zeppelin to attack her, and it is’ believ~
ed that by this time the Zeppelin is safe
again -at its station in Belgium.

A Newcastle despatch says that the
Zeppelin had a narrow escape at Cram-
lington, but the rapidity with which it
was ‘moving saved it.” Eight shells were
fired at it from the guns at Cramling-
ton, and three burst very close to the
airship. {

Though the London papers declare the
Zeppelin raid “ancther ahortive attempt
to terrify England,” the attack was the
longest that has yet marked German
aerial operations over English territory.

Not on“liy bank paper but post office
money orders and express orders are in-
cluded in provisions of the act, and all
reci- stdmps.

Druggists are affected by the new rules
also and must affix stamps to all medi-
ienes and proprietary articles, at the rate
of one cent for every twenty-flve cents
or fraction thereof; the cost of the
stamps is added to the price..

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AFTER PROROGATION WHAT?

Parliament will prorogue. today. The
scandalous revelations -made before the
public accounts c_om;nittee touched only
the fringe of the matters whick ought to
be investigated. “The Financial Post of
Toronto, which iis not a party paper,
but a representative of business inter-
ssts, makes the following statement
which cannot well be ignored by Sir
Robert Borden.

“There is much to be done yet in the
way of investigation. Only the little
things have been investigated so far.
There are well authenticated rumors of
rake-offs going to middlemen, ranging
from $50,000 to $100,000 on some of the
bigger contracts. One important Cana-
dian manufacturer of the highest repu-
tation was unable to get an orde¥ until
he 'agreed to give a middleman, who
had a pull of some kind, a percentage
which will -amount -to well over $50,000.
The late Lord Strathcona once said that
if he had not sent Fred Taylor—now
Sir Fred Williams-Taylor—to Ottawa to
watch his interests, the equipping and
despatching of the Strathcona Horse to
South Africa would have cost him sev-
era] hundred thousand dollars more.”

In order to: divert public attention
from such statements as this the gov-
ernment has made charges against Hon.
Frank Oliver, and the former Liberal
government. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
promptly rose in his place yesterday and
called upon the government to prosecute
any and all cases of wrong-doing it
could- discover, and Hon. Frank Oliver
made an effective reply to the charges
made against him. The Borden govern-
ment cannot shield itself by any such
political dodge as an attack upon its
predecessor in office.’

THE EMERGENCY

Railroads Turn o Shippers Who
. Order Freight That Way--Boost
* lnland Centres :

- Washington, April 15—That trans-
continental railways propose to meet
competition via the Panama Canal by
wmaking rates that will divert freight to
points just east of Pacific coast term-
inals for distribution was made clear in
hearings. before International Commerce
Commissioner Clark on the adjustment
of rates in so-called back-haul territory.
Charles Donnelly, representing ' the
Great Northern and othér transcontin-
ental roads with terminals at North
Pacific coast points, served notice on the
clajim of the cartiers.
. %If the. construction. of the Panama
Canal,” he said, emphatically, “has low-
ered rates to coast points to a degree
that will make our %c coast  term-
inals useless machinery so far as trans-
continental traffic is concerned, we have
the right to make rates that will send
the freight to an intermediate point for
distribution. If rates to Seattle prevent
us from competing in the transcontinent-
al trade we have a.right toimake a rate
that. will send that freight to Spokane
for ‘distribution in that competitive ‘ter-
ritory. . And we propose to support that
right before any court or commission.”
Mr. Donnelly supported the railroads’®
proposal to cut the rates in back-haul
territory by reducing the terminal rate
which forms a part of the back-haul
charge.. Representatives of San Franmeis-
co, Tacoma, Portland, 'Seattle and other
seaport terminals opposed the plan, de-
clating it was ‘a ‘discrimination against
them because it would operate to deprive
them of the benefits of water competi-
tion by lowering the rail rates from the
east “to nearby ' interior points.  Repre-
sentatives of Spokane and Sacramento
supported the' plan; Jos. N, Teal, repre-
senting . Portland, - Seattle,] and other
Oregon and Washington seaports, and
Attorney -Mann, for San Francisco, de-
clared. that .the proposal would give to
interior peints ' approximately the same
rates enjoyed by the seaport terminals
and would overcome the matural advan-
tage of water competition.

RETRENENT OF CHEF
JSTIE OF NOWA SCOTIK

(Amherst News.)

The retirement of Chief Justice Sir
Charles Townsend from the bench on
Satirday -was of ;special interest to Am-
herst people, for Sir Charles was born in
Ambherst seventy-one years ago, and &
very important part of his life was
spent in this town.
