HOME AFTER TRIP
10 SGENES OF YOUTH
- IN EMERALD ISLE

Messrs. McLaughlin and Hugh
Doherty Return — Found Pros-,
perous Times in Ireland

After a delightfully interesting visit
to their old homes. in the motherland,
two of a party of five brothers returned
to this city on Saturday last via Ri-
mouski,—William and Samuel Mec-
Laughlin, who arrived there’on the
steamer Hesperian from Ireland on Fri-
day. They were accompanied by Hugh
Doherty, who visited his old home also.
They were away several weeks, saw
much of interest, were well received on
the other side, and had a general good
time. The other brothers who went on
the trip were Robert, James and John,
of Miller’'s Falls, and their visit to the
scenes of their boyhood days in Malin,
onegal, was a genuine treat not only
to themselves but to their two sisters
residing there, and the many other
friends with whom they met, and all
of whom they had not seen for more

‘than a score of years.

William McLaughlin, speaking to a
Times' reporter today, said that con-
ditions in Ireland had been greatly im-
proved since he had last been there, and
the changes in many places were re-
markable. Asked as to home rule and
the feeling towards it he said that there
was a strong agitation concerning it.

There was no poverty noticeable now,
he said throughout the country districts
of Ireland. The people were prosperous
and in a happy state of mind. The pop-
ulation was on the increase, and times
were good. Under a government sche-
me, people could have a cottage built
and be furnished with an acre of land
for a shilling a week, and this plan had
found much popularity with the result
that farmlands were being greatly im-
proved, and many -cottages taken up.
The plan also was helpful in that it
allowed of a farm being operated with-
out great rental, and the Irish farmers
were well equipped with up-to-date ag-
ricultural " implements which had not
been known in the olden days.

It was an ordinary feature of the
Sundays in Ireland to see from 80 to
100 jaunting cars standing outside the
doors of the country churches while
their owners worshipped within. This
was unknown years ago, and was but
an evidence of the prosperity which Ire-
land is now enjoying. The appearance
and furnishing of the country churches
were much superior to those which Mr.
McLaughlin had seen in this country.
All Give brothers, he said, had experi-
enced great enjoyment from their trip.

The three local members of the party
had met the other three 1n Londonderry
and in a jaunting car they were driven
to the scene of their youth. They spent
some time at their old home and also
visited other parts of Ireland, including
Belfast, where Mr. McLaughlin said al-
though they were but two days after
the 12th of July, there were no riotous
scenes and from what he could learn
the fighting which took' place was con-
fined for the most part to roughs.

SPECIAL GUARD OF
TREASURE VAULTS

Buckingham Palace at Last
Being Given New Front

FABULOUS RICHES THERE

Tons of Gold in Ornaments au.
Gems Worth Thousands of
Pounds — Queen and Princess -
at Odds Over Matter of Sale
of Perfume

(Canadian Press)

London, Aug. 11—Buckingham Palace
is at last undergoing a thorough renova-
tion externally. For the next three
months, 150 men in eight shifts will be
at work day and night, without a break, '
reconstructing the front in white . Port-
land stone. Powerful electric lights will®
be used all night. All the siones to be
used have been prepared and numbered
to save time.

During the progress of the renovation
special precautions will be taken to
guard the treasure vaults in the base~
ment, the value of the contents of which
is almost' fabulous. They comprise the
vast accumulations of jewels, armor,
pictures, statuary, furniture and objects
d’art which have come into the posses-
sion of the royal family in the centur-
ies. There is no accommodation. for
these treasures in the royal residences.

Like Arabian Night's Tale

The largest of three vaults measures
300 feet by 260. It is used for the stor-
age of furniture and pictures.

Eastport, Aug. 9—The large plant of
the Canadian Sardine Co. at Cham.cock,
N. B., suspended operations on Friday.
The Canadian Pacific railway was the
owner of most of the stock, if not.all,
and the business was brought to an end
because it has not been profitable.

The factory of the company is loca_ted
16 miles above Eastport, and four miles
above St. Andrews, N. It was
built a year ago and the packing of sar-
dines was started last February, since
which time about thirty hogsheads a d.ay
have been put up. The larger factories
here in Eastport pack 100 hogshgad a
day, although the Canadian plant is far
larger than any here, which would seem
to indicate that the Canadian market for
sardines is not good.

When the plant at Chomcock opened
for business many Eastport families
moved there. Now they will return
and it is thought that it will be diffi-
cult for them to get work and living ac-
commodations. More than 100 girls im-
ported from Norway and Sweden have
gone to Boston and New York, except-
ing a few who married farmers in the
vicinity of St. Andrews.

WEEK-END
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A FORGOTTEN PLANK
An Ottawa letter in today’s Telegraph
directs attention to the remarkable
ehange which has come over Mr. Borden
with regard to the prevention or pun-
ishment o&wrrupt practices in elections.
One of the planks of the Borden plat-
form, while he was yet in opposition,
was “Mmore effective provision to punish
bribery and fraud at elections,” etc.; but
after the tories came into power, and the
" Hon. Robt. Rogers became the director
of matters relating to -elections, Mr.
Borden appears to have forgotten all
about his famous plank. There was a
by-election in the constituency of Mac-
donald, in Manitoba, i October of last
year. The campaign for the tory candi-
date was engineered by Mr. Rogers
and the tory candidate was elected. The
manner in which the campaign was
conducted by the tories was so shame-
ful that a protest was entered and af-
fidavits made which, if they could not
be substantiated, would render the mak-
ers of them liable to punishment. How-
ever, Mr. Rogers had no intention of
subjecting the makers to any such risk,
although they were Liberals; hence the
‘case has been fought at every turn and
even carried to the supreme court, where
the objections raised by the Rogers
‘ party were finally thrown out, and the
raatter is once more up for consideration
by the courts in Manitoba. Nearly a
year has passed since the election was
protested, and it has been impossible to
have the case brought to trial because of
delays for which Mr. Borden’s friends
are responsible. If he had been sincere
when he put in his platform the plank
relating to “effective provision to punish
bribery and . fraud at elections,” the
premier would not now permit Mr. Rog-
ers and his tory friends in Manitoba to
fight so obstinately against a fair -in-
vestigation of the methods pursued in
the Macdonald campaign.

TOURISTS AND THE ROADS

The governor of the state of Maine
made some remarks the other day,
touching the matter of good roads, which
are worth repeating and commending to
the thoughtful attention of the people

- of New Brunswick. Governor Haines
said:— :

“] have just returned from an auto-
mobile trip of 800 miles in New Hamp-
shire, where I went to attend the Forestry
convention, but I obtained more infor-
mation in regard to highways than I did
in forestry, I am satisfied that New
Hampshire is several years ahead of us
on this important question. In traveling
over 800 miles in New Hampshire as I
did, I think I went over half the distance
on improved highways. Through much
of the way I noticed the summer hotels.
Nearly every farm house was entertain-
ing summer visitors from other states

' of the union. These visitors to New
Hampshire are the result of its improved
highways, and not entirely its scemery
and climate. This is a crop which needs
no protection and does not need to be
fertilized or sprayed to protect it from
year to vear. New Hampshire has no
better climate and scenery than ours, and
has no better prospects for the future.
What we lack to bring the foreigner into
our state for the summer is better de-
velopment of our roads.”

What is true of New Hampshire and
true of Maine is equally true of New
Brunswick. If the roads of this prov-
ince were in good condition many tour-
ing parties would come this way in au-
tomobiles, and returning home would
tell their friends of the charms of a
summer sojourn in New Brunswick.
Tourist business pays large dividends,
and good roads would greatly enlarge
the trafic. But of course the greatest
benefit from good roads would be reap-
ed by our own people, especially the
farmers, who would be able to market
their products so much mare readily and
with so little wear and tear of their
vehicles.

Of his forty-nine. contests

Smith has won forty-five, lost three and

drawn one.

Formerly a soldier, he followed Bom-
bardier Wells as champion of India. As
an amateur boxer he has done remark-
ably well, having won the champion-
ship of Great Britain in 1911, 1912, and
1918, whilst a member of the London
Police force. As he will now box for
money he will leave leave the force.

I do not think he is wise in flying at
such high game as Bombardier Wells
and George Carpentier for his initial ef-
forts as a professional, and he would be

well advised to tackle some of the minor
 lights first. Professional and amateur
boxing are vastly different things on
the other side of the Atlantic, as many
amateurs have found on taking the
plunge into the professional waters.
The referees view things from an entire-
ly different standpoint and a fwenty-
round contest with three-minute rounds
under professional rules takes a bit of
negotiating. Under amateur laws box-
ing contests are not allowed of longer
duration than six rounds of two min-
utes each, but for the championships
and most inter-club competitions, the
bouts are limited to three rounds, the
first two being of three minutes and the
last of four minutes.

Amateur referees are severely strict
in upholding the rules of the game and
some of their antics would not be toler-
ated by professionals for one minute.
Clinching is barred and a boxer is liable
to be disqualified for a second offence
after having been once cautioned. Then
again, amateurs are forbidden to receive
any advice during the progress of a
bout and any instructions that the sec-
onds may have for his boy have to
wait until the round ends. Under am3&-
teur rules boxing is kept very clean,
which is more than can be said for the
professionals. It will be seen that the
amateur upon breaking into the profes-
siona! world has to face entirely differ-
ent conditions and, however clever he
may be as a boxer, he is frequently best-
ed by a poorer class opponent simply be-
cause he has not the experience which
comes to the professional only after a
long apprenticeship.

SYONEY STREE 10
B ALL OPEN FOR

Now Have Pavement That Should
Last Twenty-five or Thirty

Years

The work on the street pavement on
the east side of King Square will be
completed tomorrow and the street will
be open to traffic with a permanent road-
bed guaranteed to last twenty-five years.

The work in this particular street has
been more 'than usually difficult, as the
whole hill is a ledge of rock which had
to be smoothed with picks before the
constructive work could be begun.

The process of laying the new road-
way is a comparatively simple one. Af-
ter the rock bottom has been leveled
roughly a layer of concrete six inches
thick is laid. Over this is spread an
inch and a half of sand. Then the gran-
ite blocks, about nine inches long and
five thick, are laid down, with a space
three-quarters of an inch left between
the surfaces of each. In the space so
left grout, consisting of sand and con-
crete, is poured and this makes the
whole a solid mass with enough rough-
ness on the surface, however, to give
the horses good foothold.

Every one hundred feet along the
street a space consisting of six blocks is
filled with pitch instead of with grout.
This is done so as to allow for the ex-
pansion and contraction caused by heat
and cold. The space between two blocks
is likewise filled with pitch along each
side of the street for the same reason.
The great advantage of the pavement
comes from its durabllity. Any street
laid with these granite blocks should last
without repairs for twenty-five or thirty
years. When the blocks wear smooth,
they are turned on another side and the
street is practically renewed.

All the cities of the United States
have tried this system of street build-
ing for many years and in all cases the
satisfaction given has been great.
