TriNiTy CoLnkcr was, by an Act of the Legislature
of the Province of Canada, passed in the year of our
Lord, 1851, constituted a body corporate, consisting of
the Lord Bishop of Toronto (or, in case of ‘the division
of the Diocese of Toronto, of the Bishops of the seve-
ral Dioceses into which the Diocese of Toronto shall be
divided), the Trustees of the C‘ollege and the C'ollege
Council.

On the st of January, 1850, an Act of the Pro
vincial Legislature came into operation, constituting
the University of Toronto ; and, under the provisions
of this Act, the Faculty of Divinity was suppressed, and
the use of the ritual of the English Chureh forbidden,
in King’s College, now known as University College.

This important change in the Constitution f «
foundation, which owed its origin mainly to the long-
continued and persevering eforts of the Bishop of
Toronto, appeared to his Lovdship, and to the great
body of the Churchmen ot this Province, to render in
dispensable the erection of a College for the instruetion
of the mewmbers of the Church of Eugland.

The Bishop, consequently, on the 7th of i"ebruary,
1850, issued a Pastoral Letter to the ('lergy and Laity
of the Diocese inviting their co-operation in the gool
work.  This appeal was nobly responded to, and about
$100,000 was subseribed in money, lands, and stock iu

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In April, 1853, Dr. Buenside placed at the disposal
of the College the munificent sum of $24,000, in lands
and money-—a portion of which has been devoted to
the foundation of two Burnside Scholarships for Stu-
dents in Arts, in order ]mx'umnemll‘\' to associate with

the College the name of this noble benefactor.

In the year 1864, the Rev. William McMurray, |
D.D., D.C.L., Rector of Niagara, wus deputed by the |
Uorporation of Trinity College, to visit England for
the purpose of seeking aid towards the endowment of
the College.  The result of his laborious and successful
endeavours was the realizing of an amount in money
and in books of about $20,000. The books are men-
tioned in detail in the account given of the Library of
the College.  Dr. McMurray’s mission having beey in-
terrupted by the necessity of returning to Canada, the
Rev. W. 5. Darling, in the following year, took up the
unfinished work, and succeeded in collecting $2,526.

The Hon. James Gordon bequeathed to the College,
in 1865, the sum of $2,000.

In the year 1866, Enoch Turner, Ksq., of Toronto,
bequeathed to the College $8,000, “to he applied
towards carrying on the charitable and holy purposes
tor which the College was incorporated.”

In consequence of the liberal offers of assistance 111.Lde

hy the inhabitants of Port Hope, during the summer

of 1868, the School was removed to that town, where.

people, free of rent for three vears. Barly in 1871,

the property, consisting of ten acres of land, torvetller«

with the buildings upon it, and situated on one of the
most picturesque sites in Canada, was purchased by
the School. The erection of large permanent build-
ings, (esigned by H. Macdougall, Tsquire, Architect,
Toronto, was then proceeded with, They furnished
accommodation for about eighty bomnlor with apart-
ments for Masters, Matron, and Servants, and were
oceupied for the first time in January, 1872.

Trinity College School was, by an Act of the Legis-
Jature of the Province of Ontario, passed during the
Session of 1871-2, constituted a corporate body, con-
sisting of the Lord Bishop of doronto, the Chancellor
of the University of Tiinity College, the Provost, and
the Professors in Arts of Trinity College, the Head
Master of the School, and sucl other persons as may

The Course of Instruction includes all the usual
branches of a sound education in Classics, Mathe-
matics, English, German, French, Natural Sciences,
Book-keeping, Drawing, Vocal Music, and Military
Drill.

Pupils are prepared for the Matriculation Examina-
tion of the Universities, and the Entrance Examina-
tions of the Law and Medical Schools, the Royal Mili-
tary College, the Army, Navy, &c. In the Moder:
Department special attention is directed to preparation
for commercial pursuits,

The discipline and general managemen?, of the School
are based upon the English Public School System.
Out-of-school government is, accordingly, to a large
extent vested in the hands of the Prefects, who are
selected from the Senior Boys by the Head Master.

The Piano-forte is taught as an extra. Fee, for
tuition and use of instrument, $10 per term.

Kach new Boy, on admission to the School, is
required to pay an entrance fee of $4, which is devoted

to the maintenance and improvement of the Boys’
Library, and a fee of $12, in lieu of bedding, &c.,
which are now supplied by the School, instead of, as
formerly, by the Pupils.

The above Fees are inclusive of all School expenses,
except books, stationery, drawing materials, &c, and
medical attendance.

The payments for Board and Tuition, which are
:Lpportionod between the School Terms, must be paid
strictly in advance.  All other School Accounts will
be sent in the usual way.

A Half-term's Notice must be given in writing
before the removal of a Pupil. It such notice is not
given, a Half-term’s Fees will be collected.

The following Rule respecting the payment of IFees
was adopted at a meeting of the Governing Body of
the School, held on August 18th, 1870

« The Fees for Board and Tuition in cach Term, and

any balance which may remain for Books or otherwise,

from the previous Term, must be paid within a weck
after a Boy presents himself at the School.  If this be
not done, the Bursar is required to draw on the Parent
or Guardian for the amount (with Bank charges), at
ten days, and should this draft be returned dishonoured,
the Boy must be sent home by the Head Master.”

Books and Stationery are supplied in the School at
the ordinary prices.

Boys over fourteen years of age will be admitted to
the School only on the production of such testimonials
of previous good conduct und diligence as shall per-
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fectly satisfly the Head Master and the Governing
Body. '

To secure admission a deposit of $10 must be made
on application, which will be accounted for when the
Boy leaves the School.

Tie Rev. Hexey Wisoy, B.D., Kingston, offers an
Exhibition (to be known as ¢« Tue Montin ExuisI-
tion”), of the annual value of $25, to the Son of a
Clergyman of the Diocese of Ontario, upon the same
terms, mutatis mutandis, as the  \Vilson Exhibitions.”

The Son of any Clergyman who is, or was at the
time of his death, actually engaged in Parochial or
Missionary work, or in a (‘hurch School or College, in
the Dominion, shall be eligible for a Bursary. Written

~ application must be made to the Corporatim& by the

Parent or Guardian of the Boy, certifying that, with-
out the aid thus afforded, the educational advantages of
the School cannot be obtained for him. Ceferis paribus,
preference will be given to the Sons of the Clergy in
the Dioceses of Toronto, Ontario, Niagara, and Algoma.

Boarding.

Boarders are received into the new School House, a
huilding warmed and ventilated on the most approved

- modern system, and furnished with bath rooms and all

other appliances which can promote the comfort and

| health of the Boys. It is under the personal super-

vision of the Head Master, assisted by five Resident
Masters, who direct the Boys' evening work., The
household arrangements are attended to by experienced
Lady Matrons.

It is particularly requested that parents should send
their Boys to School with all their clothing, linen, and
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other requisites, carefully and clearly marked with the
name in _full.

Tt is desired that no catables should be sent to the
Boys during Term, with the exception of fruit.

Pupils from a distance are allowed, upon application,
{o remain in residence during they Christmas and Easter
Vacations at a charge of $4 per week for hoard.
No pupils are permitted to remain during the summer
holidays. ‘

It is recommended that pocket money should be
supplied to the younger boys only through the Head
Master, instead of directly from home. A small sum
furnished weekly is more heneficial than an occasional
larger amount.
