CARDINAL GIBBONS ANGRY.

of the

Unveiling of Bruno’s Statue in Rome

Bavivmore, Md., Sept. 13.—Cardinal
Gibbons has issued a pastoral letter
callipg aitention. to the allocution of
Pope Leo on the unveiling recently
of a monuwrent in Rome to the memory
of Giordano Bruno. The letter will be
read in the Catholic churches next
Sunday. The Cardinal says: A mingled
feeling of righteous wrath and deep
sympathy was bred in every Catholic
heart when the news came that upon &
public square in Rome impious men dar-
ed to unveil the statue of an ‘apostate
monk, dragging the memory of a wild
theorizer, a shameless writer and denier
of the divinity of Christ from the obscur-
ity of & grave that had for three centuries
closed upon its disgrace, these men,
backed by mere brate force, have set up-
on a pedestal in the Holy City the statue
of the infamous Bruno. Such a proceed-
ing ‘is a palpable and flagrant ~ont-
rage, not alone upon the Catholic but
apon the ‘whole Christian_world. ' Its
animus is clear in the un-Christian amnd|
defiant language émployed in the unveil-
ing of ,the statue of a man whose whole
life” breathés cowardice, pride and defi-
ance of lawfully constituted aunthority.
Theirs is not the action of decent and
honorable, but of misguided men, calmly
and with due ‘regard to the feelings of
others, promulgating a new belief or
introducing a new cult. Their attempt
is not so much to honor Bruno as to
insult and vilify the vicar of Jesus 'Christ
and his devoted children throughout
Christendom. Indeed. their aim is
highter still; they defy aud insult not
only His vicar but our Divine Lord
Himself. From every land they have
chosen as the committee to further the
movement the champions of atheism,
the would-be destroyers of the very
foundations of Christianity. It is proper
that the Christian world, and especially
this portion, where the term “religious
freedom”, is undestood in a sober, Chris-
tian sense, should brand with their indig-
nant scorn actions such as this. We are
not yet ready for processions in which
the red and the black flags of revolution-
ists and anarchists are defiantly flaunted

Boston Merchants omn Freer Yankee

Trade With Canada.

Bostox, Sept. 13.—The Senate commit-
tee on Canadian Relations to-day heard
Osborne Howes, jr., secretary of the
Boston Board of Fire Underwriters, who
said Boston suffered by the limitations
put upon her in the way of transporta-
tion. Boston is now used as a winter
port, but if we had complete reciprocal
relations it would probably be used all
the vear.

F. S. Emery, of the New England Shoe
and Leather Association, spoke upon the

argued that 25 per cent. of the earnings
of the shoe and leather workmen is
drawn from them by an unnecessary
tariff. .

L. G Burnham, represetning the Coal
Trade Association, thought a system of
reciprocity which should abolish the
duties on coal would benefit the country.
Under it we should increase the quantity
of coal exported whilethe amount of
foreign coal brought here would not be
increased.

The Terrible l:l:-lrle Light Wire.

New, Yomk, September 13.—Joseph
Matz, an Italian, met a horrible death to-
day by coming in contact with a “live”
electric wire at the corner of East Hous-
ton and Christie streets. Matz and an-
other Italian kept a fruit stand there.
On account of the rain torrents of water
poured down from the gutter of the
board awning, which was partially filled
with mud. Toremove this mud Matz
climbed an electric light pole and gained
the roof of the awning. On this pole
were thirty wires. When Matz stooped
to clean  the gutter he
faced a network of wires
about breasthigh. In performing his
work he slipped and in trying to save
himself he grasped one wire Wwith his
hand and fell forward on another, which
caught him under the neck and- chin.
Matz then gave a shout, which startled
the passers by.  The latter saw the man
actually burn alive. Blue light shot
from the wire when it came in contact
with his skin, and the wire burned into
his flesh with a crackling sound. One
Albert rushied into the house and, climb-
ing out of the window, took hold of Matz
and tried to pull him from
the wires. The moment m
Le touched the body Al
received a shock that nearly threw him
to the ground. Finally, two linemen
arrived and cut the wires and pulled the
body into one of the windows just ten
minutes after the wire had touched him.
The body presented a horrible appear-
ance. The wire Fad burned a hole four
inches long and had penetrated to the
larynx. The hand which clutched
the wire was burned almost to the bone
The odor from the body was sickening.
An ambulance surgeon who had been
summoned said death was instantaneous.

It was certainly time fer something to
Le done to protect the good name of Mon-
treal, which has for 2 long time been
suffering from various eauses,  baut
we fear that Ald. Clendeninng is hardly
the man to do much to improve the
vood name of Montreal. That city' has
suffered and is suffering from bad gov-
ernment. Nothing could have been
more disgraceful to Montreal than the
circumstances connected with the- arrest
of Miss Tibbitts, unless it was the at-
tempts of the Montreal magistrates and
some of the Montreal aldermen to de-
fend that infamous proceeding.
