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% t>k- \ St. Paul, Minn., Dec. 2.—Every line 
of industry in the Twin Cities, Duluth 
and Superior and all cities of the 
Northwest dependent on the movement 
of freight, is seriously affected by the 
strike of railroad switchmen, which 
began at 6 o'clock on Wednesday even­
ing. It is estimated that upwards of 
12,000 men are idle on account of the 
strike order. Thousands of freight 
handlers and teamsters are losing time 
by reason of the freight blockade in 
the terminal towns.

depended upon the progress of the 
work, but judging from the outlook as 
it was this morning the line would be 
open to-morrow. In the meantime the 
Charmer will be maintained on the run 
to east coast ports, and will make an­
other sailing to-morrow morning, 
carrying principally freight, if the pas­
senger trains get moving.

Belated reports of the damage done 
by the recent floods are coming in 
from the districts. The Times Sooke 
correspondent writes : “The continuous 
rains caused the Sooke river to rise 
and become a raging torrent, sweeping 
a lot of logs into the bay. The Sooke 
Hills have been covered with snow, 
and the warm rains melting It aug­
mented the rushing waters. The fine 
bridge connecting the bay with Milne’s 
Landing was partially destroyed. A 
ferry service has been instituted to 
meet the situation. It is hoped the 
break will be repaired with all speed, 
as the volume of travel between Shir­
ley and Victoria is a heavy and con­
tinuous one, and will be increased be­
fore and during holiday time. What 
logs that went down have been recap­
tured. but fences belonging to Mr. San­
derson were carried away.”

The Victoria & Sidney Railway Com­
pany escapes with but small damage 
being done by the floods. At only one 
point was any trouble experienced. 
This was near Elk Lake, where some 
culverts were washed out and a couple 
of hours’ delay occurred there on Mon­
day.

A great quantity of water is now 
stored at Elk and Beaver Lakes, and 
they are now higher than ever record­
ed in recent years for the month of 
December. All danger of a water 
famine for next year has been averted, 
and the same applies to Coldstream.

In respect to the abnormal rainfall 
recorded at the latter point, Theodore 
Lubbe, manager of the Esquimau 
Waterworks Company, states that 
while November’s rainfall at Gold- 
stream Lake No. 1 totalled 25.08 Inches, 
that of the 48 hours from Saturday un­
til Monday noon was exactly 11 inches 
at this lake. The nearest approach 
to these record figures was on the 13th 
of November. 1896, when a rainfall of 
5.30 for the 24 hours was marked; from 
5 p.m. last Sunday the record for the 
same period was 5.86 inches.

London, Dec. 2.—The National Lib­
eral Federation has issued a manifes­
to on the House of Lords, saying that 
if the present action of the peers is 
not repudiated swiftly by the people 
the rights and privileges won by their 
forefathers in great struggles will all 
be repudiated. The manifesto declares 
the peers’ right of veto must be re­
stricted, otherwise no Liberal ministry 
can ever hold office.

A call has been issued for a great 
mass meeting to be held in Tra­
falgar Square on Saturday when the 
warfare upon the House of Lords fol­
lowing the rejection of the budget will 
begin.

It urges the people to destroy forever 
the “power for evil” now exercised by 
the Lords.

Parliament will be prorogued at 2 
o’clock to-morrow afternoon, if the 
present plans are carried out.

The prorogation will dissolve parlia­
ment only until January 1st, as it is 

^considered unsafe to end the session 
• irrevocably.

Aid. Humber went on to explain why 

he took that position. He said that 
though there is only a small quantity 
cf water in the reservoir—about four 
l'cet—at the present time it is leaking at 
a great rate. Some time ago, when 
there was about thirteen feet of water 
in it, it leaked at the rate of 150,000 
gallons every twenty-four hours.

Asked what could be done to remedy 
the matter, Aid. Humber saiif hfe was 
of the opinion that the only thing that 
could be done now was to construct 
another shell inside the area of the en­
tire reservoir. Though he had no ex­
perience in constructing such works, 
lie believed that clay puddle could be 
utilized to advantage and would favor 
coating the entire interior with this 
material and then building another 
cement wall on top of that.

Aid. Humber had been told that 
C'apt. Warswick, who represents an as­
phalt company, who is now in the city, 
has said that he could make the reser­
voir watertight by coating the interior 
with asphalt. The captain is said to 
have had large experience with such 
works, and he may be asked to sub­
mit his views to the city council.

After hearing what Aid. Humber had 
to say about the matter, the reporter 
called upon Mayor Hall. His Worship 
denied that the situation respecting 
the reservoir was at all serious. Water 
was being constantly kept in it. He 
did not know to what depth, but there 
was water in it. 
was leaking at a great rate, and con­
tended that jt was never hoped to 
have it completely watertight. There 
were no reservoirs of that type which 
were absolutely watertight, and he 
cited the experience of Vancouver with 
a similar public work.

Mayor Hall, in reply to questions, 
said it was true that a further effort 
would have to be made to stop the 
“seepages,” and that possibly before 
anything was done Arthur L. Adams, 
the hydraulic engineer, under whose 
advice the work had been undertaken, 
and who had supervised the work in

C. P. R. Not Affected.
Montreal, Dec. 2.—The Canadian Pa­

cific Railway Company states that its 
lines are not in any way affected by 
the switchmen’s strike.

Mines and Smelters Closed.
Butte, Mont., Dec. 2.—The immense 

Boston and Montana mines of the 
Amalgamated Copper Company closed 
down to-day as a result of the strike 
of the railroad switchmen that has 
paralyzed traffic and trade throughout 
this section. Three thousand men are 
thrown out of employment because of 
the action of the mine officials. The 
inability to secure transportation of 
ore to the smelters at Great Falls was 
given as the immediate cause of the 
closing of the mines. Because of the 
resulting shortage of ore the Great 
Falls smelters were compelled also to 
close and their fifteen hundred oper­
atives are idle to-day.

Freight traffic on the lines of the 
Northern Pacific and Great Northern 
railroads throughout Montana is com­
pletely demoralized. In many railroad 
centres members of the Brotherhood 
of Trainmen have joined the strikers 
and no relief from the present acute 
conditions is in sight.

Some alarm was occasioned house­

holders this morning because of re­
ports being in circulation that there 
was a possibility of a coal famine fol­
lowing the tie-up on the Esquimau & 
Nanaimo railway. The Times made en­
quiries Of the coal dealers and found 
that there is no ground whatever for 
fear on that score. The local dealers, 
because of the suspension of traffic on 
the Island line, find themselves com­
pelled to make other arrangements to 
get shipments of fuel from the mines; 
beyond this embarrassment there is no 
danger whatever that all demands 
will not be promptly met.

Messrs. Hall & Walker say that or­
ders are pouring in with such rapidity 
that they find it somewhat difficult to 
fill them all promptly, and their pres­
ent supply is perhaps a little inade­
quate for tl^ great demand which has 
suddenly set in, but they have made 
arrangements to replenish their bunk­
ers immediately.

Klngham & Co. are, luckily, in the 
position of having one of the largest 
supplies of coal on hand in years at 
this season of the year, and therefore 
they are in a splendid position to fill 
all orders.

The Victoria Fuel Company, who get 
their supply from the Pacific Coal Co.’s 
mines near South Wellington, have run 
short owing to the breakdown on the 
railway, but have dispatched a scow 
for a load, and this supply will be 
available on Saturday.

Victoria is most fortunately situated 
in respect to transportation facilities 
for securing fuel from the mines. In 
contradistinction to points in the in­
terior of the Mainland, this city is not 
entirely dependent upon the railway 
lines, for there Is always the water 
route to fall back upon, and most of 
the mines aré situated close to the 
shore.

One of hte coal dealers said this 
morning that the snow fall last night 
had seriously interfered with the 
prompt delivery of coal. The block 
pavements are rendered very slippery 
and it was difficult for horses’to keep 
their feet. Blacksmiths were kept busy 
this morning putting sharp caulks on 
the shoes of the equlnes used to haul 
heavy loads.

New Orleans, La., Dec. 2.—President 
Zelaya is ready to give up his office 
and allow Secretary of State Knox 
to name his successor, according to a 
statement given out by Consul-General 
Altschul, of Nicaragua, who is com­
missioned as Zglaya’s personal repre­
sentative in the United States.

The statement follows the arrival of 
two cable messages for Altschul, which 
are believed to have been from Ze­
laya.

The news that Secretary Knox had 
sent passports to the Nicaraguan re­
presentative at Washington was flashed 
to Zelaya from here last night. The 
messages received to-day are supposed 
to be his reply.

"President Zelaya knows the turn af­
fairs have taken,” said Altschul.

Overhauling Transports.
San Francisco, Cal., Dec. 2.—Although 

the army transport officials at this 
port deny that orders have been re­
ceived indicating the possibility of 
troops being sent to Nicaragua, the 
big transports Crook and Buford to­
day are being overhauled and put into 
sea-going shape.

At the Presidio there is an evident 
undercurrent of excitement and un­
usual enthusiasm is being shown by 
the enlisted men over the possibility of 
active service.

Vancouver, Dec. 2.—At 1.45 o’clock 
this morning the first train from the 
East since early on Sunday morning 
arrived in Vancouver. Engine No. 876 
pulled in two mail cars, two express 
cars and eight passenger coaches, with 
one dining car. The train was filled 
with travellers, some of whom had 
been able to catch up from the other 
trains, which arrived from time to 
time after the first arrival.

It was 
constructed on the day-labor system, 
and there is therefore no one to hold 
responsible save Mr. Adams, and he 
has long since been paid for his services 
and will be only Interested In removing 
a possible blot on his professional repu­
tation.

There is a general demand on the 
part of the public that an official pro­
nouncement should be made In respect 
to the efficiency or non-efficiency of 
the reservoir before the present civic 
administration vacates office.

amendment to the finance bill, T. P.

"Every 
Liberal and still more every Irish Na­
tionalist, has known for several gen- 
eratibns that It was Imposible to have 
anything like steady liberal progress 
so long as the House of Lords retained 
its power to defeat or postpone all 
democratic legislation, 
been the special sufferer from the 
present power of that body, for the

FLOODS CLAIM 
SEVERAL VICTIMS

PROPERTY ACQUIRED
BY C. P. R. INTERESTS(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

H. E. Beasley, superintendent of the 
Esquimau & Nanaimo railway, said 
this morning that good progress was 
being made in the work of repairing 
the damage done along the line by the 
recent severe floods. The company had 
now trains running between Lady­
smith and Wellington, thus allowing 
the coal trade to1 be handled, and It was 
hoped that conditions at Waugh Creek, 
near Goldstream, would permit of 
trains running by Fridy morning. At 
Waugh Creek there hâîve been heavf 
landslides and the work has been Im­
peded by other slides occurring just 
when some progress was being made 
in clearing the track, A large gang of 
men is at work under J. Goodfellow. 
At Shawnigan Lake the water shows 
signs of receding and it is hoped that 
the tracks will be clear at this point 
by Friday also.

After being stalled at Shawnigan 
Lake since Saturday in consequence of 
the cancellation of the train service, 
M. A. Wlyde and a number of other 
Victorians reached home last night, 
having; walked the whole distance. 
They bring a tale of destruction due to 
the floods which- will bear very heavy 
on the railway company; and despite 
the heroic efforts which are being made 
to repair the damage, there would ap­
pear to be small prospect of resuming 
the train service for several days yet.

At Waugh Creek, near Goldstream, 
there is a very serious landslide. The 
track is covered for a distance of 400 
feet to a depth of four feet, and the 
earth Is reported to be still coming 
down. J. Goodfellow, traffic superin­
tendent of the railway, Is at this point 
giving his personal supervision to the 
efforts to clear the track. He has every 
available man on the Job, but despite 
the fact that the company Is paying 
fifty cents an hour they find It impos­
sible to get all the men they need. 
They are hydraulicking the earth away 
which has come down and covered the 
track, but as small slides are constant­
ly recurring there is no guarantee 
when the road bed will be cleared.

The section of the government wagon 
road which was constructed by John 
Haggerty, has in many places been 
swept out of existence, landslides cov­
ering it up In gome sections and in 
others the water undermining it and 
allowing It to fall out of position. As 
the government has already taken over 
this road from the contractor the loss 
to the provincial treasury will be con­
siderable.

At the 18-Mile Post there Is also a 
small washout, and another one at the 
24-MUe Post; and all along the line 
between here and Shawnigan the track 
in numerous places Is either covered 
with slides or else undermined by the 
flooded streams which are now raging 
torrents.

Grave fears are entertained for the 
safety of the big trestle over Arbutus 
canyon. This structure Is nearly two 
hundred feet in height, and It is re­
ported that already one "bent" has 
been misplaced by the rushing torrent 
of water. Just this side of the big 
bridge Is a tunnel, and to find founda­
tion for the end of tile big bridge a 
great deal of brattice work was used 
on the face of the bluff. This has been 
dislodged and the cost of repairing the 
same will be very extensive. Should 
the big trestle go, however, the loss 
will mount Into some thousands of 
dollars at that point alone.

At Shawnigan the lakes are higher 
than ever before recorded. The water 
is over the bridge connecting the 
Strathcona hotel with the small Island 
near the property, and at Koenig's the 
water Is up over the lawn. All the 
houses along the banks of the lakes 
have been flooded. In Mr. Wylde’s 
house he found It necessary to raise 
the bed up a couple of feet, and he 
was enabled to retire On Sunday night 
bv stepping from hts boat right Into 
his bed.

MONTANA CITIES
FACE COAL FAMINE

Suffering May Result Unless 
Strike of Switchmen Is 

Speedily Settled.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Butté, Mont.,' Dec. 2.—For the first 

time since the strike of switchmen was 
declared, the officials of the Chicago, 
Milwaukee and Puget Sound road to­
day admitted its seriousness. It was 
announced through the local offices 
that no perishable freight would be ac­
cepted for shipment. The fuel problem 
in many Montana cities presents an­
other serious aspect of the situation. 
It was estimated that unless transpor­
tation is opened within ten days more 
than a dozen cities arid towns will ex­
perience a coal famine that would im­
pose severe hardships at this time of 
the year.

Strikebreakers Arrive.
St. Paul, Minn., Dec. 2.—Strikebreak­

ers brought from Milwaukee and Chi­
cago, arrived here to-day to replace 
the striking members of the National 
Switchmen’s Union.

Although many of the places vacated 
by the strikers were filled with the im­
ported men there was little improve­
ment in the local situation and thaffle 
on all lines between this city and the 
Pacific coast Is in a chaotic condition. 
Additional strikebreakers are expected 
to arrive from Chicago to-night and 
to-morrow, the first concerted attempt 
of the road centering here to relieve 
the tie-up probably will be made.

Five thousand flour mill operatives 
are idle here and in Minneapolis to­
day- All the great mills in the twin 
cities are quiet, only a few of the 
smaller manufacturers having attempt­
ed to- carry on the usual work. It was 
estimated thSt the mill owners in St.

The officials of 
the road announce their intention of 
importing strike breakers at the 
liest possible moment.

As a last resort, the superintendent 
of the Missoula division last evening 
sent men on six engines to various 
points along the line to search for vol­
unteers to replace the strikers. He ad­
dressed a crowd of railroad men in the 
local yards, urging them to come to 
the company’s relief to prevent 
suffering that must follow throughout 
that state in the event that the .strike 
continues indefinitely, precluding the 
possibility of getting food stuffs and 
provisions to the smaller towns of the 
state.

FILL THE RESERVOIR.

During the past summer the Times 
incurred the displeasure of Several 
elected and pennanent officials of the 
City Hall because of a spirit of skepti­
cism which it manifested in reference to 
some of the works included in our re­
cent water improvement system. We 
have particular reference to the Smith’s 
Hill reservoir, although the high level 
stand pipe and some of the pumping 
machinery was also mentioned.

We claimed that the large reservoir 
was not water tight, and urged that a 
full investigation of its capacity to per­
form the office for which it was con­
structed—namely, to hold water- 
should be made before it should be 
accepted at the City Hall. That would 
have been the course taken had it been 
built under contract. Why should any 
different plan be followed where it was 
constructed by city workmen, and un­
der the superintendence of city offi­
cials?

The year is now almost past. The 
reservoir has not yet been filled. It has 
only a few feet of water In it. In a few 
weeks the present aldermanic board will 
pass out of existence and any defects 
found in their work cannot be laid at 
the door of their successors. We sub­
mit that the summer being over, the 
cracks having been filled in the floor 
and walls of the basin, ample water 
being available for a test, and in fact 
all the circumstances such as to per­
mit one of being easily made, that the 
water be now turned on.

In no private business would the 
present procedure be tolerated. This 
paper has been attacked because of its 
criticisms of the reservoir, and has 
been told that any leakages were due 
purely to the newness of the- work, 
and the impossibility of overcoming 
the porosity of cement in a few weeks. 
We have waited more than a reason­
able time to permit of the pores of the 
work absorbing sufficient sediment to 
make it water tight. Moreover we" 
have been promised such a test. The 
citizens will be slack in their duty if 
they permit those familiar with the en­
terprise and who can fasten respon­
sibility for any failure on the proper 
shoulders, to pass out of office withput 
first demonstrating that the work 
which we have been assured was good 
and which would be in time entirely 
satisfactory, fulfils the prime reason 
for Its construction, namely, the ca­
pacity to enclose a reserve supply of 
several millions of gallons of water 
for the city of Victoria.

Mr. Justice Galliher is less known 
than any of the others in the section 
of the province, but his wide popularity- 
in the Kootenay country, where he 
lived so long, was based on more than 
the mere personal element.

Citizens of Victoria will experience a 
sense of satisfaction in the elevation 
of Colonel Gregory to a seat on the 
Supreme Court bench. His standing at 
the bar is high, but In addition to his 
mere professional qualifications for the 
position, he has the invaluable qualities 
of absolute fearlessness and independ­
ence. He does not require even the 
family tradition on the bench to spur 
him to high endeavor there.

Mr. Murphy is better known in the 
interior than on the coast, but he has 
the qualities for a successful judge, and 
possesses a personality which will in­
spire confidence in his rulings.

DROPPING A BAD PRACTICE.

THE ACTION OF THE L^RDS.

The issue is now fairly joined in the 
Old Land between the Lords and the 
government of the day.

The action of the Upper Chamber in 
carrying by such an overwhelming ma­
jority a motion rejecting the Budget 
will be a surprise to those in this 
country who anticipated a narrower 
majority following the warnings of men 
of the great weight in the House and 
country of Lord Rosebery and Lord 
Cromer.

There is little doubt that the issue 
in the country will now be enlarged 
from a fight 'over the Budget itself to 
include the question of the future 
existence of the gilded Chamber. How­
ever cautious Mr. Asquith may be, he 
ydll be unable to control that Radical 
element in his party led by Lloyd 
George and Winston Churchill, who are 
by far the most militant force in the 
public life of the United Kingdom to­
day. The present Chancellor of the 
Exchequer carries, into the fray much 
of that flaming ardor and deep convic­
tion which made Gladstone Irresistible 
in the country, and which bordered 
close on fanaticism. It is his propa­
ganda which will prevail, not that of 
the Prime Minister, and apart from 
his convictions and enthusiasm he has 
learned how wise it is to so bear him­
self in a quarrel that his enemies may 
beware of him. It was doubtless a 
knowledge of this relentless trait of 
the Chancellor’s character which led 
Rosebery to lift a voice of warning to 
the Peers. It was unheeded; the Lords 
have decided to risk ail on the throw.-

In connection with the political crisis 
in England we are pleased to receive 
the congratulations of many readers on 
the excellent service we have been able 
to give from London dealing with the 
situation. The Times took special pre­
cautions to insure a good report and we 
have no cause for complaint so far. 
As an illustration of.how keen its news 
sources were to keep this paper posted 
it may be mentioned that last night, 
fearing the floods would prevent the 
repair of the Times leased wire be­
tween here and Vancouver in time to 
get the information through to Victoria, 
the United Press had bulletins of the 
Lords’ action flashed through to the 
Times by Wireless. Fortunately the 
wire came up last evening and a fairly 
full telegraphic report is available in 
to-day’s issue.

LOBBY OPPOSITION.

We understand that the local BoaA 
of Trade is making arrangements to 
be represented in the lobbies of the 
Legislature during the comnig session, 
their agent being particularly charged 
with the duty of scrutinizing the rail­
way bill which is promised, and of en­
deavoring to have its provisions s6 
ftamed as to insure control of, or com­
petition in, rates. He is also to give 
his attention to the promised connec­
tion with the Mainland by ferry and 
the Alberni extension and to see that 
the arrangements In both cases are 
suitable and acceptable to this city.

We presume this is a task, which 
the,absence of an adequate opposition 
party in the House, imposes on com­
mercial bodies. There are business 
men, particularly in Eastern Canada, 
who make a practice of voting against 
the government of the day, 
though they may be politically allied 
to it, when Indications point to undue 
strength of the dominant party in the 
House. We do not think there are 
many of that class In British Columbia, 
judging by the result of the election.

It may be . just as well to have an 
object lesson in the dangers of giving 
any government an unchecked lease of 
power. The Socialist members of the 
Legislature, if they follow the 
pursued in the past by Mr. Hawthorn- 
thwaite, will not turn a finger to assist 
the trader and the manufacturer. He 
has more than once clearly indicated 
that he had no concern with protecting 
those people whom he dubs the “capi­
talistic class,” and that he rather likes 
to see them cinched. This was his ex­
act attitude On the famous 
ment bill, and he is not likely to 
change it now.

As every member of the government 
side is returned to support Mr. Mc­
Bride’s railway legislation, no relief 
can be looked from them. We.frankly 
hope for ^little result from such an ef­
fort as the business men propose to 
put forth, because it can only be exer­
cised in the lobby and in the caucus 
and not in the House. Messrs. Brew­
ster and Jardine will doubtless criti­
cise the measure that is brought in, 
but none recognize more than they yet been made.

CLAIM PRESENTED BY

ZAP0RA RETURNS
FROM EXCITING CRUISE

Tremendous Wave Sweeps 
Over Stern of Boat, Tear­

ing Dories Away.

The fishing steamer Zapora is back in 
Tacoma from Hecate Straits after one of 
the most exciting fishing cruises 
Puget Sound fisher has experienced. 
While in the Straits a fire broke out on 
the vessel and about the same time 
of the unusually heavy gales which have 
been common for the past two weeks 
burst around the steamer.

It will he seen 'n the experience 
of Paderborn that they have had since 
1904 from 200 to 3,000 bacteria in the 
raw water, that is in the river water, 
before it was treated by the ozone. 
The detailed chart show that in 124 
examinations covering a period of three 
and a half years the water has shown, 
a general average of five bacteria to 
the cubic centimeter after treatment.

At Wiesbaden the ozone works are 
put in on much the same plan as at 
Paderborn. The works are construct­
ed for treating 1.584,000 gallons every 
24 hours. The population of Wies­
baden is slightly over 100,000. It is a 
health resort and the water is taken 
from springs.

Hovy Ozone Acts on Water.
Ozone differs from oxygen in that its 

molecule contains three atoms instead 
of two as found in oxygen, 
ozone is forced into the water and 
comes into contact with bacteria and 
other substances the ozone parts with 
one of its three constituent atoms "and 
instead of ozone we have simply ordin­
ary oxygen so that after the treatment 
of water by ozone only ordinary oxygen 
remains.

In the preparation of ozone the elec­
trical method is now almost exclusive­
ly followed.

W*hen

Electricity’s Alchemy.
Enclosed by parallel plates the air 

or oxygen is driven by means of a 
blowing apparatus through a discharge 
chamber, where it is treated to a dis­
charge of electricity at a high voltage. 
The velocity of the passage of the air 
through this chamber is so regulated 
that the air leaves the chamber with a 
percentage of ozone great enough for 
the purpose of sterilization.

Kills Germ Life.
The ozone is then driven into the 

water towers and is brought into close 
contact with the water and by dissolv­
ing in the water it destroys the bac­
teria, leaving water that is freed from 
any suspicion of carrying disease- 
breeding germs.

In the purification of water by 
czone. the water is first passed 
through a special rapid sand filter to 
eliminate all solid natter. After this 
the water is pumped into towers and 
as the water passes down through the 
towers thfe ozone is forced into it 
from beiôw and burns up an organic 
matter, such as bacteria, which is con­
tained in the water.

In German City.
The water thus freed from bacteria 

then passes out from the towers and 
is ready for consumption. A number 
cf these plants have been in operation 
for some time in Germany, and an ex­
amination of the results obtained is 
exceedingly interesting. In 1902 an 
ozone plant was putf in at Paderborn, 
Germany, a town of about 60,000. The 
water 
Pader.

The water was usually good, but in 
times of great atmospnereic precipita­
tion the increase of bacteria became 
alarming.

The water commissioners of Pader­
born because of a favorable report of 
the government board of health, de­
cided to investigate the Siemens, 
Schuchert Ozone System. As a result 
they decided to put in an ozone plant.

Excellent Results.
The results obtained at Wiesbaden 

are in every way as satisfactory as 
those at Paderborn in relation to the 
destruction of bacteria in the water. 
The plant here is seven years old.

At Martinkenfede the Siemens put 
up an experimental ozone waterworks.

This plant was put in for the treat­
ment of surface. water and has served 
as a model for the equipment of the 
ozone works erected in Germany. Here 
also were conducted the experiments 
of the Imperial health office and Koch's 
Institute.

Dirty Water Treated.
This plant consisted of a rapid filt-- 

ering department, sterilized towers and 
the ozoners. The water treated was 
taken from the River Spree. It was of 
a very bad character. The results that 
these two great experiments obtained 
are valuable and instructive.

The experiments were continued over 
a period of several months, and were 
specially directed to discover the action 
of ozone on the bacteria of cholera, 
typhus and dysentry, If the water con­
tained a greater number of germs than 
the water of the Spree usually contains.

Water was taken from the Spree and 
infected with cholera bacteria to the 
extent of 600,000 per cubic centi­
meter.

Koch Institute Test.
This water was then passed through 

the ozone plant, and an examination 
by Koch’s Institute failed to reveal one 
disease-bearing bacteria.

Exactly the same results were ob­
tained in the cases of water infected 
with" typus germs and the bacteria of 
dysentery, to the extent of 600,000 bac­
teria per cubic centimeter in every 
case after the most elaborate tests 
made by the Imperial health bureau 
and the Koch Institute. No disease­
bearing bacteria were found in the 
water after it was ozonized. The re­
sults obtained show that so far as the 
purifying of water is concerned the. 
ozone system, when properly construct­
ed and applied, is the most scientific 
and successful in the known world.

Paris Will Adopt Ozone.
The municipality Of Paris, France, 

has had a water problem on its hands 
for years. Some time ago experiments 
were made with a variety of ozone 
plants. These plants were reduced to 
two, and these two are now in opera­
tion in Paris. At the end of the year 
the results from each plant will be 
obtained. Then the city will put in a 
plant, with an immediate capacity of 
11,880,000 gallons a day.

St. Petersburg has had an epidemic 
of cholera. The sand filtration plant 
broke down, and during the present 
year the city has placed an order for 
an ozone plant, with a capacity of 
1,267,200 gallons a day, which will be 
Increased at once sevenfold as soon as 
the establishments can be erected.

BUILD AT ONCE

Million and Half to Be Spent 
and Vessels Ready Next 

Season.

A special dispatch from Winnipeg states 
that the C. P. R. have definitely decided 
to buHd two new steamers for this Coast 
to cost a million and a half dollars. They 
will be ready for next season and vfrill be 
laid down immediately.

Before leaving here for the East en 
route to England, Captain Troup, super­
intendent of the B. C. Coast service of 
the C. P. R., stated that the vessels to 
be built would be smaller than the Prin­
cess Charlotte, as such vessels would not 
be so costly to operate. One of these is 
to be used on the Coast run, the other 
being interchangeable with the other 
steamers on the northern or ferry ser­
vice.

The Charmer, according to Captain 
Troup, must either go otit of business al­
together in the near future- or be re­
built.

MORE WARSHIPS 
FOR NICARAGUA

UNLCE SAM PREPARES
FOR DRASTIC ACTION

Diplomatic Relations With Zel- 
aya’s Government Are 

Broken Off.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 2.—There is 
every indication to-day that Uncle 
Sam intends to force the immediate 
solution of the Nicaraguan situation, 
and the action of Secretary of State 
Knox in discontinuing diplomatic re­
lations with the Za.layan government 
means an immediate movement look­
ing toward a domination of the situa­
tion.

Secretary Knox handed Nicaraguan 
Minister Rodriguez his passports to­
day. In a letter he says he holds 
Zelaya personally responsible for the 
deaths of Americans.

The order for the transport Prairie 
to sail this afternoon with 700 marines 
from Philadelphia for Central Ameri­
can waters, and orders from the navy 
department for the cruiser Albany and 
the gunboat Yorktown, now at Mag­
dalena Bay, to proceed to Corinto, on 
west coast of Nicaragua, means that 
this country has decided that 
sures are , necessary. The action of 
Secretary Knox, known to be with the 
full approval of the prsejdent, is as 
near an open declaration of war as 
could be possible under the circum­
stances.

A declaration of war would have to 
be by congress, ahd congress will be 
in session next week by the time the 
ships dispatched to-day are nearing 
their destination.

If it should develop that actual use 
of force will be required to restore 
peace, the matter can be quickly and 
effectively presented.

The marines sailing from Philadel­
phia to-day are fully equipped with 
ammunition and supplies for a hard 
campaign. In every way their depar­
ture has the appearance of "meaning 
business.”

The gunboat Yorktown and the 
cruiser Albany are ordered to proceed 
southward to-morrow. They will join 
the Des Moines on the west coast of

Nicaragua. 
where Zelaya is a voluntary prisoner, 
is near the west coast and it is prob­
able that any movement made by him 
would be in the direction of the Pa­
cific.

It is known that the state depart­
ment is in possession of much more in­
formation than has Keen made public, 
and there is probably more reason for 
the warlike preparations than are ap­
parent on the .surface.

In some quarters it if? believed that 
the United States, adding in conjunc­
tion with Mexico and other Central 
American countries, with the exception 
of Honduras, will not only force Zelaya 
to retire, but will demand that a new 
state of affairs be established, and that 
the whole country be renovated moral­
ly and politically.

Everything points to the probability 
of the United States having determined 
to treat with Zelaya only as an enemy. 
The positive refusal to deal with the 
representatives has settled that point.

It is understood that Senor Rod­
riguez, who received the notification of 
this government through the letter of 
Secretary Knox last night, has been in 
receipt of a number of cipher cable 
messages to-day, and it is generally 
believed that Zelaya has admitted that 
he is at the end of his resources.

The statement of Rodriguez last 
night that he was crushed was sup- 
plenjfented by similar expression of 
disappointment to-day. If there were 
any means of gaining an audience 
there is practically no doubt that 
Rodriguez would plea for a diplomatic 
settlement upon any terms.

DEATH SENTENCE COMMUTED.

Boston, Dec. 1.—A commutation of 
sentence from death to life imprison­
ment was the recommendation which 
the pardon committee of the executive 
council made yesterday to Governor 
Draper in the cases of the two China­
men, Warry Charles and Joe Guey, 
who were convicted with three others 
of murder in the first degree in con­
nection with the tong war in China­
town in this city In 1907.

MORE STEAMERS FOR
PACIFIC COAST TRADE

Seattle Man Looking for Ves­
sel in New York 

City.-

The Alaska Coast Company, operating 
the steamers Portland and Bertha regu­
larly, and the steamer Jeanie when the 
traffic demands it, between Seattle and 
Prince William Sound ports and South­
western Alaska, will purchase another 
vessel to replace the Bertha on the run. 
The company is reported to have an op­
tion on the steamship Kentucky on the 
Atlantic coast, and H. F. Alexander, gen­
eral manager of the company, is now in 
the East, where he has been joined by 
P. L. Plaskett, chief engineer of the com­
pany.

“The Alaska Coast Company has not 
yet closed a. deal for a new steamship,” 
said Marcus Talbot, manager of the 
Alaska Pacific Company, an allied com­
pany, when asked as to the reported pur­
chase of a new vessel. “Mr. Alexander is
now in New York, and if he sees a boat 
that looks good to him he may buy it.”

While the Kentucky has been freely 
mentioned as the steamship that will be 
ultimately purchased by the company 
local officials refuse to authorize a state­
ment admitting that she is the vessel they 
are after. The -Kentucky is a Bath, Me., 
built, twin screw, wooden steamer, and 
has been in the Atlantic coastwise trade 
for ^ome years, part of the time running 
North and at one time running to Cuba. 
The vessel was launched as the Lincoln, 
and on changing hands was renamed the 
Martinique when she went South. Her 
last purchasers changed the name again to 
the Kentucky.

The vessel is a big passenger carrier, 
but not a heavy freighter, her net register 
being only 532 tons. She is 203.4 feet long, 
has a beam of 37.9 feet and a depth of 
hold of 12.6 feet. She dairies a crew of 
forty-three hands and her engines have 
an indicated horse power of 1,600. Her

CREW HAD INSURANCE 
ON STEAMER THAT SANK

Never a Leak Did it Have— 
Astonishing Inci­

dents.

The remarkable fact that the crew had 
an insurance interest in the Glasgow 
steamer Longwood came out at the Board 
of Trade inquiry at Newcastle into the 
stranding of the vessel. She went ashore 
on the Mouse Bank, at the «mouth of the 
Thames on Sept. 3rd.

Judgment was delivered by the court 
on Monday, the inquiry having lasted 
eight days.

The evidence was that the Longwood 
left the Thames for the Tyne on Sept. 
3rd, and twice during the day a pin con­
trolling her steering gear mysteriously 
dropped out. The first time was in the 
Gravesend reàch, and the second led to 
her stranding. After getting off the bank 
she proceeded towards the Tyne, but an 
hour or two later began to fill and was 
eventually towed into Lowestoft in a 
sinking condition.

The mystery was that upon examina­
tion no trace could be found of any means 
by which the water got in, there being no 
leak.

The court found that the crew had in­
surances on the vessel, and that there 
were suspicious circumstances pointing to 
the chief engineer having deliberately let 
the water into the vessel,, but, while giv­
ing him the benefit of the doubt on that 
point, the court was satisfied that he 
must have known the cause of tne vessel 
making so much water and neglected to 
take adequate measures to prevent the 
influx.

The court also found the master—Capt. 
Alexander Duncan—at default U) for not 
taking Steps to ascertain the cause of the 
influx of the water; (2) for not making 
every effort to keep the water under; (3) 
for not heading the vessel to ‘shore while 
its propelling power worked; and (4) for 
refusing assistance when the vessel was 
in a sinking condition.

The court further found the chief en­
gineer at fault (1) in not keeping the suc­
tion pipes and pumping arrangements 
clear and in working order; (2) for not 
making arrangements to prevent an in­
flux of water; and (3) for not making 
every possible effort to keep the watjer 
under.

The court therefore ordered the master 
to pay £50, and the chief engineer, John 
Park, £40 towards the cost of the in­
quiry. "

The floods started some days ago, but 
subsided before doing great damage. 
Snow then fell in the hills and warm 
winds with rains again sent the waters 
raging down upon the settlers. Every 
town went under water. The towns 
along the Nooksack were under from 
two to four feet of water, while those 
in Skagit county suffered as greatly. 
La Conner saw six feet of water and 
the damage there will reach more than 
$100,000. Bridges have gone out, rail­
road tracks have been washed away, 
all rail communication is cut off, acres 
of farm lands have been washed away, 
houses have been ruined or carried 
away entirely, stock has been drowned, 
the rivers have cut new cources, leav­
ing some valuable bridges standing 
over two foot streams.

To-day dawned clear with a good 
north wind, and while this will take the 
waters down it will also cause much 
suffering.

The only person lost is John Hyman, 
who was drowned while piloting a raft 
at Demlng.

Secretary Wilson, "is so incomprehen­
sibly large that it has become merely 
a row of figures. For this year it ,s

doubled in ten years.

“Eleven years of agriculture, begin­
ning with a production of $4,417,000,000 
and ending with $8,760,000,000. A sum 
of $70,000,000,000 for the period.

“The most striking fact in the world's 
agriculture js the value of the corn 

of 1909 in this country. It is aboutcrop 
$1,720,000,000.

“This corn came up from the soil 
and out of the air in one hundred and 
twenty days—$14,000,000 a day for one

noughs daily, for peace or war. 
value of this corn crop is the highest 
on record. In quantity of production 

stands second,this year's corn crop 
with 2,767,000,000 bushels, being ex­
ceeded by the crop of 1906.

“Cotton is now by far the second 
crop in value, and this year’s crop is 
easily the most valuable one that has 
been produced. With cotton selling for 
about $25 per ton, the lint and seed of 
this crop.are worth about $850,000,000 to 
the farmer.

"Third in order of value among the 
crops is wheat, worth about $725,000,000 
at the farm, and this exceeds all pre­
vious values by a large amount. The 
November farm price was almost an 
even $1 per bushel.

“For years hay and wheat disputed 
with each other the honor of the place 
next after cotton in value, but this 
year the separation is distinct, and hay, 
with its value of about $665,000,000, is 
considerably below wheat and far be­
low cotton.

“The fifth crop in order of value Is 
oats, worth this year at the farm 
about $400,000,000, which is considerably 
above high water mark, and is greater 
than the five-year average by 28 per 
cent.

"This year’s crop of potatoes is more 
valuable than any one before produced 
and is worth about $212,000,000. It ;s 
above the five-year average by 25 per 
cent.

“A shortage in the world’s crop of 
hops this year raised the price to a 
high figure, about 33 cents for New 
York and about 24 cents for the Pa­
cific Northwest. It happened, however, 
that a large proportion of the Pacific 
coast crop had 
last year at about 9 cents, so that the 
average price paid for the whole crop 
is not as high as market prices indi­
cate.

“The farm value of all cereals in 
1909 has never been equalled in a pre­
vious year. It is almost exactly $3,- 
000,000,000, or 34 per cent, above the 
five-year average.

“The value of the agricultural ex­
ports of domestic products for the year 
ending June 30, 1909, has been ex­
ceeded in four years—in 1901, 1906, 1907 
and 1908. The value for 1909 is $903,- 
000,000, or $151,000,000 below the high­
est record in 1907, and $114,000,000 be­
low the next highest in 1908.

“There is general agreement that 
wheat consumption for food has in­
creased from about 4 2-3 bushels to 514 
bushels per capita during the last 
twentj'-five years. Sugar, a concen­
trated energy-supplying food, increased 
in consumption per capita from 14.1 
pounds in 1840 to 75.4 pounds in 1908."

EMPEROR WILLIAM ON 
MAINTENANCE OF PEACE

Confident the Three Allied Em­
pires Will Continue to 

Work Together.

Berlin, Dec. 2.—The Emperor William 
opened the Reichstag on Tuesday by 
personally reading the speech from the 
throne. The speech dealt largely with 
domestic legislation, and contained the 
important announcement that the gov­
ernment had prepared a measure ex­
tending the sick benefit insurance to 
the working classes not heretofore pro­
tected, and creating a system of in­
surance for the dependent relatives, of 
deceased workers.

One of the principal tasks of the gov­
ernment, thé Emperor said, was to 
fortify the financial position of the 
Empire with the gain provided by the 
finance bill of the last session, and 
this task would be accomplished 
through the appropriation bill In 1910. 
"I nourish with confidence,” said his 
Majesty, ‘the hope that the three allied 
Empires will continue to get together, 
using their strength for the welfare 
of their people and the maintenance of 
peace.”

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An interesting account of the Aus­
tralian defence bill is given by a Syd­
ney correspondent, who writes:

The long-expected bill for the crea­
tion of a genuine Australian defence 
force, toe absence of which has been, 
and still is, the Commonwealth’s most 
immediate danger, proves to have the 
defects and qualities which were to be 
expected in it as the product of a 
"fusion”—an intimate alliance of two 
parties which were bitterly opposed to 
each other on the very principles of 
this bill itself. Consequently, it is less 
thorough in matters which involve the 
principle; it delays the beginning of 
compulsion, it minimizes the amount 
of training.

Summarized, the new scheme pro­
vides for: (a) Two years’ junior cadet 
training—120 hours per year in physi­
cal drill, elementary marching drill, 
and toe use of miniature rifles; (b) 
four years’ senior cadet training—four 
whole-day drills, 12 half-day drills, 24 
night drills (at least 96 hours in all) 
per year, in elementary naval or 
military exercises, and musketry up 
to 500 yards; (c) two years’ training 
as “citizen forces"—16 whole-day 
drills, or their equivalent (i. e.., at 
least 96 hours), of which a camp 
seems to account for eight days. Men 
for the navy, artillery and engineers 
get 25 whole-dav drills.

The child of 12 is thus put into 
training .which lasts till he is 20. For 
six years longer he remains a mem­
ber of the citizen forces; but, unless 
there is imminent danger of war, he 
is liable during those six years to only 
one “registration or muster parade” 
each year. He then passes into the 
reserve, which can be called out In 
classes in war time. But he may, 
directly he has completed his two 
years’ training between 18 and 20, 
enlist in the militia, which it is hoped 
to make more or less a corps d’elite.

The militia training at present 
amounts to 12 days per year, but this 
will be altered to provide a more 
thorough course of advanced instruc­
tion. The only exemptions allowed by 
the till are for medical unfitness, non- 
European descent, though non-Euro­
pean will be put to non-combatant du­
ties, and membership of the permanent 
forces; school teachers who have quali­
fied as cadet officers or instructors 
need not undergo further training.

Those convicted of infamous crimes, 
or known to be of bad character, will 
not be allowed to serve; and whole 
districts may be exempted from train­
ing, in order to avoid the expense and 
difficulty of calling in men from very 
sparsely populated areas. The ex­
emptions only apply in time of peace. 
Non-efficiency after any year’s train­
ing involves an extra year’s training. 
For evasion of personal service Vhe 
penalty varies froip £5 to £100, having 
“regard to the means of the person 
offending, and those of his parents”; or 
the offender may be committed to some 
“prescribed” institution for training 
and discipline equivalent to the train­
ing evaded.

This penal training need not be con­
tinuous; the object is to get the of­
fender trained, not necessarily to 
punish him; and, if it can be arranged, 
the culprit may follow his occupation 
alternately with serving his sentence. 
Employers who penalize their em­
ployees, by dismissal or reduction of 
wages, for absenting themselves from 
work to undergo training may be fined 
£100. Power is taken to register and 
requisition horses, vehicles, forage, etc., 
and to use any private lands for man­
oeuvres—compensation being subse­
quently awarded. The naval forces get 
first pick of recruits.

The obvious criticism to make on 
this scheme, according to the ideas of 
enthusiastic advocates of compulsory 
training out here, is that the training 
it provides for youths of from 10 to 
20 is quite inadequate. The bill’s de­
fenders say that four years’ training 
as senior cadets will so inure the re­
cruits to ordinary military work that 
the proposed 16 days per year for 
“citizens” will suffice. As no other 
nation seems to have put a compul­
sory senior cadet scheme into practice, 
no facts are available for our guidance; 
but discontinuous training of the kind 
indicated does not strike the practical 
Australian as likely to produce real 
efficiency.
’ Lord Roberts’ bill demanded three 
months’ continuous drill, followed by 
a month in camp, for boys of 18, and 
15 days’ camping for the next three 
years. The local National Defence 
League, whose scheme does Include 
cadet training, asks for at least 42 
days’ continuous camp In the first 
“adult” year (18), and at least a week’s 
camp and five days’ drill in addition 
every following year till the soldier Is 
25. (All these figures, of course, repre-- 
sent the minimum training for the in­
fantry man; cavalry, engineers, ar­
tillery and the naval forces are to get 
more.) By the side of these proposals 
those of the government look meagre, 
and Australians will welcome expert 
advice from home as to their adequacy.

Perhaps a more serious objection 
to the bill is its dilatoriness. This fea­
ture was foreshadowed by the budget 
statement. The government proposes 
to devote the next Jwo years (1909-10 
and 1910-11) to preparations, thé ac­
quisition of the necessary arms and 
equipment, the training or provision of 
toe instructional staff, and so forth. 
This would be admirable procedure, if 
we could spare the time. But what the 
public feels is that the government’s 
arguments and its methods do not fit.

If the danger is so imminent as the 
prime minister says, and as most peo­
ple believe, it is surely worth while be­
ginning at once, and beginning with 
toe young men, not with the children.

and youths of 18 in 1912, seems a little 
incongruous, not to say futile. In this 
regard the attitude of the National De­
fence League is worth nothing. That 
body has decided to come out during 
the federal elections as an active pro­
pagandist force.

According to the league the essential 
features of a defence bill based on 
compulsory training are as follows: 
For infantry, rank and file. In the 
eighteenth year, recruit training of 60 
days’ continuous camp, or at any rate, 
of not less than 42 days, and five de­
tached day parades, or their equiva­
lent; in subsequent years up to the 
twenty-fifth year inclusive, annual 
continuous camp of not less than seven 
working days, and five detached day 
parades (or equiva’ent) in active 
army; service in organized reserve up 
to the fortieth year at least, musketry 
and inspection of arms annually, and 
at least one continuous camp of four 
days in the thirtieth year.

Longer training for other arms, and 
higher ranks will be necessary. Some 
small scale of payment should be ar­
ranged In the case of privates; for in­
stance, 10s a week for men while in 
camp. There should be an annual 
physical training for boys up to 14, and 
annual elementary military drill for 
boys of from 14 to 18.

A small income tax should be pay­
able up to their fortieth year by those

New Westminster, Nov. 29.—“Provid­
ing the wet weather does not Interfere 
too much with the work, the Clover- 
dale section of the Chilliwack tramline 
will be ready for operation by Christ­
mas,” said Mr. Purvis,* engineer in 
charge of the line.

Seabrook. It is gratifying to learn 
that the inventor is likely to make a 
fortune out of this, the opinion of those 
In a position to judge being that every 
car in America will before many years 
have passed be equipped with this style 
of axle, which demonstrations made 
before the best railway men in the 

. -country havq proved entirely satisfac­
tory. The latest railway man to be­
come interested in the invention is D. 
D. Mann, who will, it is said, have his 
private car equipped with the differen­
tial axle.

The differential axle is simply an axle 
in two sections, fastened In the centre 
by a mechanism that keeps it rigid as 
to position under the ear, but allowing 
each wheel to move lndepepdent of 
the other. The parts are held ii^ a 
hermetrically sealed boxing in which 
certain spaces are filled with graphite 
lubricant. They are thus dirt proof 
and practically do not in the ordinary 
lifetime of a wheel need more lubricat­
ing, but this can be applied if neces­
sary.’

The Invention has been patented in 
the United States, Canada, Great Bri­
tain and elsewhere, the company con­
trolling it getting ready to begin the 
manufacture of the axle in San Fran­
cisco. Later factories will be built in 
Canada and other countries.

The new anxie is not an untried one. 
Since its invention it has been sub­
jected to severe tests.

Mr. Seabrook’s company have since 
the 12th' day of last March had an oil 
car on the Santa Fe railroad equipped 
with a full set of the'differential axles. 
They have demonstrated that the same 
engine can haul a heavier load by some 
25 per cent, than can be done on a car 
equipped with the old axle. It has al­
so been proven that cars thus equipped 
will not jump the track on the same 
provocations as the old style car 
wheels will; further, this oil car has 
shown that the life of a car wheel is 
at least doubled by the use of this in­
vention. Now if it is proven that the 
car rides smoother, runs easier, takes 
less power to pull it with a given load, 
thus adding to the motive value of the 
engine which does the work, saves 
wear of the car wheels and also does 
much less cutting of the rails, then cer­
tainly the differential axle is a great 
invention. This is saying nothing of 
the proven fact that a car or train 
thus equipped will stick to the rails 
under conditions that would send the 
old style wheels Into thé air or into 
the ditch endangering to a greater ' de­
gree the lives of passengers, and it will 
be seen that the differential axle is the 
greatest invented appliance for rail- 
loads since the Westinghouse air 
brake.

One of the special advantages pos­
sessed by the jiew axle and recognized 
by all the railway officials and engi­
neers who have seen it in action is the 
ease with, which it takes curves. Each 
wheel works independently thus affect­
ing a great saving in friction and In 
the wear of the wheels and strain on 
the mechanism.

assistant yardmasters, a modification

The 
managers’ committee offered the 
switchmen an increase of 20 cents per 
day of 10 hours on the rates of pay of 
switchmen employed in the territory 
west of Havre, Mont., on the Great 
Northern railway and west of Billings, 
Mont., on the Northern Pacific rail­
way, but further concession was de­
clined for the reason that the rates of 
pay; of switchmen were increased over 
13 per cent, in 1906.”

Capt. Warswick Has Had Long 
Experience in Laying This 

Class of Pavement. *

Leon Camsusa and Arthur Lineham, 
who were marooned at Koksilah on Sun­
day, arrived home Tuesday after endur­
ing many hardships. Speaking of his ad­
ventures, Mr. Camsusa told of a large 
field where all the stumps had been 
pulled and where a sign had been put up 
stating that a certain stump puller had 
been used for the work. This was noticed 
on Saturday. On the return the flood had 
lifted all the stumps and carried them 
away, depositing them on the field of a 
neighbor, Which Bad been previously 
cleared. Naturally the man whose field 
was invaded was much Incensed, and is 
now reading up the statutes to find 
what legal status he has in regard to 
having them removed.

1 (From Tuesday’s Dally.)
Among the visitors to the city at 

present is a gentlemah whose name is 
Inseparably associated with the con­
struction of asphtClt pavement. This is 
Capt. Warswick, now-, of Calgary, but 
who for many years has given his at­
tention to the perfection of this form 
of street paving.

Capt. Warswick was formerly an In­
structor in the British army, and en­
joyed as well the advantages of a 
technical education as a master me­
chanic. After leaving the service he 
became associated with construction 
companies on the other side, and later 
moved to California where he engaged 
in the business of laying asphalt con­
crete pavements. The. captain gave 
special attention to the securing of the 
proper ingredients, and In the proper 
proportions and as a result his work 
has stood the test of time. A few 
years ago he moved to Calgary and es­
tablished a plant there where he has 
laid several miles of the material.

Capt. Warswick states that If he re­
ceives an order from the city for 20,000 
yards that hé will erect a plant here 
and will take up his residence In Vic­
toria, with which he has become enam­
ored. He is not afraid of future or­
ders once he has had an opportunity 
of demonstrating the type of roadway 
which he lays. Asphalt concrete is one 
of the cleanest and most enduring 
types of roadway, and In the city of 
Visalia, Cal., the road laid by the cap­
tain’s firm has been down fifteen yeans 
and is still in good condition.

The material consists of gravel and 
sand mixed with asphaltum and lime 
sludge, at a high temperature and 
rolled In under high pressure. The 
surface is résiliant, and when the pro­
per proportions of material are em­
ployed, most enduring. His firm will 
give a ten year guarantee to the city 
for any work entrusted to them, leav­
ing a portion of their Indemnity In 
trust with the city. It can be laid for 
32.25 a yard—a much lower price than 
many other and more experimental 
forms of road surfacing.

BIG LAND DEAL.

First Payment Made on Over 800 Acres 
of Annacis Island.Customs Returns for Eight 

Months Show Increase 
of $8,141,323.

New Westminster, Dec. 1.—The op­
tions taken by a large syndicate of 
eastern investors, whose names have 
not been disclosed, On the major por­
tion of Annacis island, will be cov­
ered.

The options were taken in the middle 
of October and at the close of last 
week a cheque arrived from the East 
for the first payment on the purchase. 
The full amount of the deal is stated 
to be in the neighborhood of a quarter 
of a million dollars.

The options embrace the whole of 
Annacis island with the exception of 
the ranch of Thomas Parmiter, who 
refused to part with his land. Mr. Par- 
miter owns about two hundred and six­
teen acres, and the balance of the 
island, which will be purchased by the 
syndicate, totals in all about eight 
hundred and twenty-three acres.

WILL TAKE APPEAL
TO APPELLATE COURTOttawa, Dec. 1.—Canada’s revenue 

for the fiscal year is heading for the 
hundred million mark. For the first 
eight months of the year the customs 
revenue has been 339,110,567, an increase 
of 38,141,323. For November the dues 
total 35,092,761, an increase of 31,302,709 
over November of last year. Last year 
the total revenue was 385,500,000.

At the present rate of customs In­
crease this Item alone will almost span 
the difference between last year’s rev­
enue and the hundred million mark, 
and nearly all other sources of revenue 
are also showing Increase.

City’s Case Respecting Sunday 
Closing Comes, Before New 

Bench.
—A "joker” fire alarm is now Install­

ed at the fire department headquarters. 
The apparatus Is a paper tape record 
which takes each stroke of the gong, 
so there can be no doubt as to where 
the alarm comes from.

The city has a special interest in the 
approaching session of the newly-con­
stituted Appellate court, inasmuch as 
until that body is ready to hear cases 
nothing can be donle in the matter of 
collecting license fees from the forty 
dealers, who, by reason of the defeat 
of the amended Sunday Closing by-law, 
have so far refused to settle for the 
last half of the present year.

The cases have been appealed by the 
city to the higher court, but as that 
court will not sit until January, the 
present license term will have expired 
by that time. All trade licenses except 
those effected by the Sunday Closing 
laws are being paid, and the amount 
involved in the others is therefore 
small.

—At the last meeting of thé school 
board H. B. Hope, B. A. (Cantab) was 
appointed to the staff of the High 
school. The appointment dates from the 
first of the year. Mr. Hope will fill 
the vacancy caused by the retirement 
of John Houston, M. A., who returns 
to Winnipeg. Mr. Hope has been prin­
cipal of the Golden High school for two 
years past.

NEARLY COMPLETED

TWO PIONEERS DEAD.

New Westminster, Dec. 1.—Another 
old-timer of the district passed away 
recently In the person of J. G. Bristol, 
better known as “Bill” Bristol, whose 
death occurred at Hope on November 
22nd. The late “Bill” Bristol was 
widely acquainted with the old-timers. 
He was born In New Haven, Conn., on 
May 15th, 1834. When about 20 years 
of age he came West from West Syra­
cuse, N. Y., to the gold fields at Cali­
fornia at the time of the gold rush in 
the early sixties. In 1862 he came to 
British Columbia at the time of the 
Cariboo gold rush. He was engaged in 
mining for some time and later joined 
Barnard’s B. C. Express Company, bet­
ter known as the B. X. Company, and 
drove a stage from Yale to Cariboo. 
During the building of the Canadian 
Pacific railway the late Mr. Bristol car­
ried mail and express in canoes down 
the Fraser river from Yale to New 
Westminster, and was known to al­
most every resident in this district. 
Some time ago he retired to his farm 
near Hope, where he lived until his 
death?

Word has also been received of the 
loss of another pioneer named Henry 
Hunter, whose death occurred about 
six weeks ago and who was buried in 
Hope. He, too, was well known In 
British Columbia in the early mining 
days.

Work of Erecting High Tower

HOUSES SWEPTLuke Humber, who has been in 
charge of the work of erecting the big 
lighthouse tower at Estevan, has 
turned to the city and reports that ex­
cellent progress has been made towards 
the completion of the big job. The con­
crete for the tower is now all in posi­
tion and very shortly the light will be 
installed.

The tower, which extends to a height 
of 110 feet, is built of concrete, 27 feet 
in diameter, and is higher than the 
water tank which stands On Rockland 
avenue in this city. Work started on 
Its construction in May last, and a 
force of fourteen men has been con­
stantly employed ever since.

When completed the light will be the 
most powerful in the whole of the Do­
minion. On top of the concrete a steel 
superstructure will be erected for a 
further height of 35 feet, and the rays 
of the powerful light which will be in­
stalled will be seen to a distance of 
fifty miles out at sea.

PUNISHED FOR DESERTING.

Allan McKay, of Wrây Castle, Given 
Eight Weeks.

AWAY BY FLOODre- BELLE OF SPAIN
IS DISCHARGING CARGO For deserting from the ship Wray 

Castle, Allan McKay, a seaman who 
shipped on in Glasgow, must serve 
eight weeks at hard labor, according to 
sentence passed at Vancouver. About 
a week ago McKay and a companion, 
who deserted with him, were arrested. 
Captain John Phillips was willing to 
take them back, so Magistrate Wil­
liams suspended sentence on condition 
that the men return. McKay went back 
and worked one hour, but since that 
time’ remained ashore, dririking the 
most of the time.

Capt. Phillips said that in the four­
teen days the .Wray Castle has been 
in port there have been four desertions. 
McKay claims the captain has made 
no effort to apprehend the other desert­
ers, but arrested him because he ljad 
reported to the Board of Trade of Glas­
gow that the Wray Castle was not 
properly provisioned for the trip to 
Vaneouver, which occupied about six 
months.

It is understood that charges are to 
be made against the owners of the 
Wray Castle, alleging that the ship was 
not fully provisioned for the long voy­
age.

from San Jose, Costa Rica, says:
The French government has been 

drawn into the Nicaraguan trouble in 
a way that promises serious conse­
quences for Zelaya, as a result of 
brutal outrages committed on French 
citizens residing in Nicaragua. An of­
ficial complaint has been lodged with 
the French consul general in Costa. 
Rica by Eaustino Montiel, a French­
man. Montiel, who was manager of a 
farm owned by M. Mencie, of Paris, 
and situated on the southeast coast 
of the great lake of Nicaragua, says:

“On the 22nd of October last we were 
surprised by a large detachment of 
troops commanded by a gentleman 
called Larios, who we were told Is an 
aide de camp of the president. Imitie- 
diately Mr. Ruinart and myself were 
bound and dragged to the edge of a 
lake, where, after a mockery of a trial, 
they threatened to shoot us, a threat 
which they repeated three times. As 
soon as we were safely in the lock-up 
the soldiers returned to sack the farm, 
wresting the keys from the house­
keeper and carrying off all objects of 
value on which they could lay their 
hands, some of which were recognized 
later In Lortuga. We had to regain 
possession of our own horses by pur­
chasing them from those to whom they 
had been sold. During the operations 
at the farm the housekeeper was 
brutally treated by Larios, and it was 
with difficulty that she saved herself 
from being killed. They completely 
stripped the farm, not taking into 
count the French flag, which was at 
the time hoisted over the house.!'

Washington, D. C., Dec. 1.—Having 
gone at full speed from Pichilinque 
Bay, the transport Buffalo 
ported yesterday as having arrived at 
Panama.

She had just crossed Qneen ■ Charlotte 
Sound when the. wind began,.to blow, 
and Capt. Morehouse was lucky In be­
ing able to find a suitable shelter at 
short notice.

At Port Alexander the Vadso. found 
the big bafgè Georgian wttli the tug 
Escort. This load of over twenty flat 
cars with the. locomotive and caboose 
wère quite safe so far, and were wait­
ing for fine weather before crossing 
the Sound on., her way- north. The 

, Lome was afcfifcKe same dbrt waiting.
A great many survey wÜr came down 

on the steamer. A government party of 
18 men who have been surveying in the 
interior joined, the steamer at Prince 
Rupert. They came out by way of Bella 
Ceola, were taken by tug to Bella Bella 
and joining the Princess Beatrice there 
were talîen. to Prince Rupert. There 
were -aisé “several mining experts who 
joined the Steamer at Goose Bay, the 
Vadso having made a trip especially 
for the purpose of bringing them out.

The Vadso brought but a small cargo 
south, 1,000' cases of salmon being the 
largest item. She has already taken on 
three car loads of cargo for Foley, 
Welch & Stewart, and will have a good 
cargo when she sails for the north on 
Thursday night.

Mrs. Morehouse came over from Van­
couver with the captain, and is staying 
in the city a few days.

General indications seem to point to 
the ship Halewood being left for an­
other year at Esquimalt harbor, where 
she has been leading a lonely life since 
the Senator went away to Bremerton. " 
This vessel missed getting a charter 
last year and is still lying in the har­
bor idle, but all'ready to move at two 
days’ notice. The: Senator moved to 
Puget Sound in the liope of getting a 
charter, but failed and is still waiting 
there. Speaking of the prospects the 
San Francisco Daily Commercial News 
says:

According to exporters there will be 
very few ships chartered for grain un­
til after the first of the year, and there 
is also a strong belief on the part of 
the exporters that there will be a de­
cline in rates by that time, as the 
markets abroad do not justify paying 
the present union freight rate. There 
are about thirteen vessels under char­
ter to arrive to load grain at Northern 
ports and there are twenty-two vessels 
at various coast ports on the disen­
gaged list, with a pretty good supply of 
disengaged tonnage on the way, all of 
which would seem to bear out the opin­
ions oi the exporters.

The offshore lumber business is far 
from active. Portland to Sydney and 
Newcastle (sail) has been done at 31s 
3d, which is considered a fairly low 
rate, due largely to the vessel’s desire 
to get to the coal port. Coastwise 
rates hold Arm at former figures, al­
though an advance is expected.

April loading, and Melbourne to U. K.

Giving the British barque Matter­
horn, Captain Salter, 10 minutes the 
start of her the British barque Howard 
D. Troop, Captain Durkee, which broke 
the world’s record coming from Yoko­
hama to Portland, crossed out of the 
Columbia River Saturday bound for 
Europe. The Matterhorn got away at 
10.30 and the Troop at 10.40 o’clock. 
Both have grain cargoes which they 
took on at this port, the former clear­
ing for Queenstown and the latter for 
Ipswich direct.

Old salts in Portland are certain that 
if anything like favorable weather con­
ditions prevail there will be some new 
world record passages established 
when this pair of famous windjammers 
reach their destination. Each skipper 
is a recognized expert in his calling 
and knows how to take every advan­
tage of wind and wave. They are ex­
pected to scurry down to the Horn in 
less than 40 days and if they keep up 
the same pace the remainder of the 
voyage, they will show up at the Eu­
ropean ports in less than 100 days. The 
record passage for a sailing vessel from 
this port to Queenstown is 89 days, 
and that was completed more than 20 
years ago, when the old American clip­
per ships were astonishing the world 
with their performances.

The Howard D. Troop came from 
Yokohama to the Columbia River in 
20 days when on her recent trip to 
Portland. About 100 miles off the coast 
the captain says he encountered most 
n'^ty weather or he would have made 
the run in 18 days. The regular Orien­
tal liners plying out of this port sel­
dom make as good a showing. Usual­
ly they are more than 20 days out from 
the Japanese port.

Numerous fine passages have been 
completed by the Matterhorn since 
Captain Salter has been directing her 
movements for the past 10 years. He 
and Durkee believe they have the 
speediest ships afloat and the rivalry 
between them is expected to break out 
afresh on this trip.

At the forthcoming municipal elec­
tions a by-law will be submitted to the 
electors providing for the acquirement 
of about twenty acres of land for ceme­
tery purposes, adjoining the present 
property, at a cost of 862,000. Monday 
evening’s meeting of the city council 
the cemetery committee submitted a 
report making this recommendation, 
and the same was adopted, though the 
details of the proposition will be fur­
ther discussed at a meeting to be held 
cn Friday evening.

The property it ’ is proposed to ac­
quire is owned by Pemberton & Sons, 
and is composed of lots 1 to 7, in sec­
tion 17, Fairfield estate, and the price 
asked is regarded as a fair one. The 
report points out that this is the one 
available piece of land for cemetery 
purposes in the locality and that now 
is the time to buy if the city wants to 
get a bargain, as land is Increasing 
very rapidly in value in that locality. 
Reference is also made in the report to 
the fact that with the growth of the 
population of the city and the increas­
ing number of deaths the cemetery is 
being rapidly filled up, and the day is 
not far distant when it will be abso­
lutely imperative to get additional 
land.

A letter was received from A. T. 
Goward, local manager of the B. C. 
Electric Railway Company, protesting 
against the proposal to amend' the 
Hired Vehicles Act to allow of heavy 
trucks to go without lights. Mr. Gow­
ard said that inasmuch as many of the 
streets of the city were badly lighted 
the danger of collision with street cars 
would be considerable. The council de­
cided to adhere to its decision to amend 
the by-law, and on motion of Aid. 
Stewart, Mr. Goward will be informed 
that it is hoped that the streets of 
the city will be better lighted in the 
near future.

Herbert Haynes, agent of the Has- . 
sam Paving Company, forwarded a 
long letter, which, on motion of Aid. 
Turner, was taken as read and filed.

Aid. Turner objected to the time of 
the city council being wasted with 
hearing the views of agents of paving 
companies. The matter of selecting 
pavements was now In the hands of 
the city engineer, and Mr. Haynes 
could lay his views before that offi­
cial. From a perusal of Mr. Haynes' 
letter It appears that that gentleman 
did not wish to lay before the board 
any argument on behalf of his pave­
ment, but merely wished to correct cer­
tain erroneous newspaper reports M 
to what he had said in his several In­
terviews with the city eoundll.

The work of laying granitoid paye­
ments on Broad street, from Johnson 
to Pandora, and on Pandora avenue 
from Government street to Douglas 
street, will be postponed until some­
thing more is known of the wearing 
qualities of that pavement as laid down 
on Cormorant street,

Tenders for lead pipe and brass 
goods for the water department were 
referred to the water commissioner 
and the purchasing agent for report.

John Colbert and A. gheret tendered 
on lead pipes at 34,30 per cwt. each. 
For brass goods three tenders were 
received : J. Colbert, 32,620: E. G.

-bid of the Victoria Machinery Com­
pany for brass goods was also re­
ceived, but the amounts were net 
worked out to a total.

A large quantity of additional works 
of local improvement was authorized

At Monday’s meeting of the city 
council and work will be commenced 
on the same just as soon as weather 
conditions permit. Douglas street 
owners are very anxious that the work 
of paving that thoroughfare should be 
commenced immediately, but It is im­
probable that their wishes will be 
agreed to in that respect, as the board 
is of the opinion that good work can­
not be done at this season of the year, 
and there is therefore a likelihood that 
the job will lay over until February 
at least. However, the by-law author­
izing the work will be advertised for 
the necessary fifteen days and on the 
elapse of that time the matter will re­
ceive further consideration.

The city assessor reported that no 
adverse petition had been received 
against the following works of local 
improvement :

Grading, draining and rock surfacing 
Langford street, and constructing per­
manent sidewalks on both sides from 
Catherine street from the easterly line 
of lot 1, to the easterly line of lot 11, 
and constructing curbs, gutters and 
boulevards on the south side from Rus­
sell street to Front street; a wood block 
pavement on concrete foundation on 
Yates street from the east side of 
Douglas street to the west side of 
Blanchard. street ; permanent sidewalk 
on the west side of Moss street from 
Fort street to Rockland avenue; per­
manent sidewalk on the north side of 
Niagara street from Beacon Hill park 
to South Turner street; permanent 
sidewalk on the north side of Niagara' 
street from Menzles street to Oswego 
street; permanent sidewalk on the 
south side of Niagara 
Menzies street to Boyd street; perman­
ent sidewalks on both sides of Glad­
stone avenue between Shakespeare 
street and Belmont avenue with curbs, 
gutters and boulevards ; permanent 
sidewalk on the west side of Douglas 
street from Cormorant street to Fis- 
guard street; boulevards with curbs 
and gutters on the north side of Yates 
street from Quadra street to Harrison 
street, and on the south side between 
Quadra street and Fort street; per­
manent sidewalks on both sides of Co­
burg street from Oswego street to Ren- 
dali street and to grade, drain and 
rock surface the said street.'

The city assessor reported that suf* 
fleient adverse petitions against local 
improvement works on St. James sSfeet 
and Rendall street had been received 
to stop the proposed work.

The report of the streets committee 
was adopted as follows:

During the coming month a new 
steamship service is. to be inaugurated 
between West Coast ports, according to 
advices brought north by the Norwe­
gian steamer Homelen, now at the Ta­
coma smelter dtephirgihg her ore 
cargo. The steamship line is to be 
known as the Peruvian Steamship Com­
pany and early next month its two hew 
steamers will begin to ply between 
Callao and ’Valparaiso on thé south and 
between Callao and Panama on the 
north.

A well attended meeting of the mem­
bers of the Natural History Society 
was held Monday when a paper was 
read oh the "Bird Life of Vancouver 
islajad,” illustrated by about 70 original 
lime-light pictures. Most of the pic­
tures were taken in the neighborhood 
of tits city. In Introducing the subject 
the speaker said:

“No less than 212 • varieties of birds 
have been identified on Vancouver 
Island, and, doubtless when the feath­
ered visitors to the central and north­
ern end of the Island have been prop­
erly studied a great many more will 
be found. Some of the birds simply 
call for a short time on their way 
north or south, but a large number 
nest here and return to the south to 
spend the winter. Only a few remain 
all winter, among them being the 
Western winter wren, several of the 
woodpeckers, some of the meadow 
larks, robins, crows, ravens, sparrows 
and the game birds.

“Most of the birds that come here 
or that live here are useful, some as 
scavengers, such as the gulls and 
crows; but most of them because they 
devout- countless numbers of destruc­
tive insects, while a few are killers of 
vermin.

“No bird so far as can be ascer­
tained is entirely harmful. During the 
past summer hundreds of robins were 
shot by the fruitgrowers in the neigh­
borhood of Victoria because they 
evinced a preference for the straw­
berries and other fruits, yet this bird 
lives almost wholly on worms and in­
sects. The crow is often shot for kill­
ing chickens or stealing fruit, yet he 
eats insects in large numbers, 
farmers in some parts of Vancouver 
Island complain loudly of the ravagaes 
of the pheasant, yet this bird is usual­
ly looking for Insects when he invades 
the potato hill or scratches out the 
grain. The jay is. a thief, but .even he 
Is not all bad. One of the most useful 
of the Insect-eaters is the woodpecker,- 
yet he is sometimes destroyed because 
he insists on trying to dig holes into 
the gable of a house.

“During the few years that Vancou­
ver Island has been Inhabited by white 
people several varieties of birds. ha,ve 
been acclimated. Of these the pheas­
ants were Introduced from China; the 
gbail, both, mountain.. and. valley^ tip®, 
California; and the skylarks and 
house sparrows from England. T.tie 
fermer, which were Introduced by this 
•pclety, have succeeded wonderfully 
well, and may be heard singing, at al­
most any time in the fields between 
the Jubilee Hospital and Mount Tol- 
Otie. They have scattered somewhat, 
having been beard also at Gordon 
Bead and Cad boro Bay.

The house sparrow, more commonly 
known as the English sparrow, is 
usually a subject for the anathemas 
of the ornithologist, but I have nothing 
against him, having never found him 
guilty of bad behaviour, although I 
njust believe those whe say he does 
not always treat the less vigorous na­
tive races well.. He is a type of the 
Anglo-Saxon, for he goes In to conquer 
wherever he sets his foot, is very com­
monly unscrupulous in dealing with his 
less powerful rivals, and does not al­
ways make a living in as clean à man­
ner as could be desired. Yet he Is a 
sturdy fellow wearing his black cravat 
With a Jaunty air, enjoying life all the 
time, even when he is -fighting and 
braving the. rigors of our winter, as 
Well as delighting in the balmy airs 
of summer. He lives in the midst of 
the cities, gathering his food "from the 
streets and chattering and scolding 
within a few feet of the passers by. 
He Is a friend, of mine this English 
sparrow, for he is the most intensely 
human of all the bird family. .

"Arrivals from the countries of Eu­
rope talk about the bird song of their 
home land and the scarcity of bird life 
here. This to some extent is true, for 
the thick woods do not invite the song­
birds, and the fields are still scarce, 
and probably have not yet been found 
by many birds that would like to. make 
their homes in them. In the older set­
tled districts, however, such as the 
neighborhood of Victoria, many birds 
nest during the summer, and it is 
principally these which i' Wish to illus­
trate to-night. They seem to delight 
In building their nests rfltht inside of 
the city or on Its outskirts. They are 
wonderfully trusting, but often their 
trust is betrayed. While large numbers 
safety batch and rear their families, 
mortality is high among the young, for 
they have many enemies. Not only are 
there boys and cats to avoid, but 
•snakes, hawks, owls and other enemies 
are to be avoided. Often when a boy 
finds a nest he so disarranges the 
loaves and boughs which surround it 
that when the next owl er other bird 
cf prey comes along it Is Immediately 
seen and the young, if not the mother 
bird herself, is killed. Half-grown 
birds, too, usually leave the nest If 
frightened and then they become an 
easy prey to any of their enemies.”

It is now possible to melt wood by 
heating it in a vacuum, producing a 
hard homogeneous substance that ap­
parently has an industrial future be­
fore it. The history and present status 
of the process are given by Francis 
Marre in La Nature, Paris, August 
14th. To melt wood “appears at first 
sight to be an impossibility," he re­
marked, “but it is, in fact, possible 
and practicable. Melted wood has 
been hitherto only a laboratory curi­
osity, but it may well be that industry 
shall presently discover practical ap­
plications of the greatest interest. He 
continues:

“Although wood is eminently inflam­
mable, it melts at a relatively low 
temperature, but in precise conditions, 
and only when it is absolutely removed 
from contact with oxygen, so that its 
combustion is impossible. This may be 
understood when we remember what 
itc composition is. When its immedi­
ately soluble constituents have been 
removed, by means of alcohol, for in­
stance, it gives ■ on analysis organic 
acids, water, oily essences, silicates, 
sulphates, phosphates, chlorids, and 
hydrocarbonates of lime, potash, soda 
and magnesia, carbonic acid, carbon­
ated hydrogen, etc., that is to say, 
solely bodies susceptible of being evap­
orated by chemical affinity in the for­
mation of determinate substances.

“Starting from these data, Messrs.
Bizouard and Lenoir, the former an 
electrical engineer, the second a prin- - —- 
ter, studied in 1891, the problem of the 
fusion of wood, and after a year of in­
vestigation succeeded in .producing a 
sample of melted wood which, although 
obtained without* special apparatus, 
still had remarkable peculiarities. The 
details of the process are not exactly 
known; they operated in a closed ves­
sel at a relatively low temperature— 
this is about all that we can gather 
from the technical journals of the 
period.

“But their work has been taken up 
by others, and now there is a full op­
erative technic that enables us easily 
to obtain excellent results. A metal 
receiver, a sort of boiler having a 
double" bottom through which super­
heated steam passes, is filled with bits 
of wood; it is closed by a lid similar 
to that used in autoclaves, and pro­
vided with a tube and stopcock com­
municating with an apparatus for ex­
hausting the air. When the wood thus 
kept in vacuum is heated above 284 
degrees F. the water and other volatile 
substances are given off first, and are 
drawn off by means of the exhausting 
apparatus, after which the 'heating is 
continued for about three hours.

There then takes place a complex 
series of reactions and phenomena 
analogous to those that accompany the 
distillation of wood in a closed vessel, 
and in this way all the so-called pyro- 
genous products are separated ; these 
in turn are drawn off, condensed, and 
separated so that they may be utilized 
commercially. There then remain in 
the receptacle only the fibrous skeleton 
o’ the wood and the mineral salts, 
which, taken together, constitute a 
fusile mass. This is allowed to cool 
slowly, out of contact with the air, and 
then placed in a second boiler which, 
after the air has been exhausted, is 
filled with nitrogen under a pressure of 
1.5 to 2 atmospheres. The whole is 
heated to 1,500 degrees F. for two 
hours, and at the end of this time the 
wood is melted into a homogeneous, 
hard mass.”

The threatened complications with the 
Northwest International Yachting Asso­
ciation over the adoption by the latter of 
the Universal rating and racing rules 
were for the time being safely dissipated 
Tuesday night when the Royal Vancouver 
Yacht Club decided to accept the adoption 
of the change by the parent body and re­
main in the association. Although the 
resolution dealing with the question was 
not qxpressly .directed in reference to a 
possible split, yet its tenor was along the 
line of agreeing to the new rules pro­
posed by .the other clubs. The meeting 
was called to ask the doi\or, and trustees 
to change the racing rules for the Duns- 
muir international cup-in accordance with 
the action of the association and to de­
termine upon what length shall be adopted 
under the new regulations. The recom­
mendations to be made to Lieutenant- 
Governor Dunsmuir and Trustees Alex­
ander, Graveley and Lucas with respect to 
the Dunsmuir cup are that the provisions 
of the deed of gift be changed so that the 
cup can be raced for under the Universal 
rules and that the class to be adopted be 
the 27-footers. This class in the Universal 
practically corresponds to the 29-foot class* 
under the International rules and gives 
from 42 to 46 feet over all, 29 to 32 feet 
water-line, and about 9 feet 1 inch beam.
The new. rqles give more beam and less 
depth than the International regulations 
and are considered better for these 
waters.

The recommendations of the association 
committee on rule changes and that 
passed on to the trustees by the assoocia- 
tion was that the class be for 31-footers, 
but this will allow the inclusion of the 
Spirit II., which was disallowed entrance 
Into the 29-foot class under the Interna­
tional ruling.

This same motion in reference to the 
Dunsmuir cup (otherwise known as the 
Alexandra cup) was also passed in adapta­
tion to the Macneill cup for 18.8 boats of 
the International type.

There was a strong minority feeling that 
the club should refuse to fall in line with 
the association in its adoption of the new 
rules, and, if necessary, secede. Indeed, 
a motion was brought forward that the 
Royal Vancouver Yacht Club withdraw 
from the Northwest International Asso­
ciation on the grounds that, the Interna­
tional rules were to be in force for ten 
years under the by-laws, and that the 
change had been made only because the 
American boats cpuld capture the Inter­
national Dunsmuir cup against the yacht 
Alexandra, and by means of new rules 
hoped to work in the rejected Spirit II.

Thus the society largely fails 
in the chief object of its existence, and 
has to bear the onus of the charge of 
“doing nothing” when in fact the fail­
ure is due to the non-support of the 
necessary witnesses, by which cruelty 
would be brought home to the guilty 
parties and the ends of justice accom­
plished. To remedy this defect the 
only satisfactory course is to have a 
man whose duty it is, "without favor 
or affection,” to investigate and follow 
up at the police court if necessary, all 
cases of cruelty that are considered 
flagrant enough for prosecution, and in 
minor cases to caution, and if necessary 
advise and assist those who by 
thoughtlessness or ignorance, are 
allowing animals in their charge 
to suffer. The executive com­
mittee therefore earnestly urges | 
on all members and the public, 
generally the great importance of this 
majter and asks them to enable the 
committee by means of their subscrip­
tions, to engage a suitable person as 
inspector for the ensuing year. The 
balance in the bank will in part assist 
in this work; buf. the income of the 
society should at least be $900 per year 
if the funds are to be placed on a sat­
isfactory footing.

We feel has been an important work 
of the society, viz: the work of educat­
ing the young people of our city. Dur­
ing the year several lectures were given 
at the Sunday schools by the Rev. E.

The committee feel bound again to 
refer to the barbarous practice by 
which the egret feathers are procured 
to supply the dictates of fashion, and 
the following extract from a recent 
American magizine most forcibly il­
lustrates this cruelty :

“The ornithologist will tell you that 
it is true that the white egret is grown 
and lasts only during breeding time, 
and that each egret in a hat means the 
death of a toother bird and the starva­
tion of her young. ’’

“The white heron egret — you will 
rank that, madam and miss, as one of 
the most beaUtfftil of plumes. But do 
not suppose that Its high price ls the 
result of its beauty. It costs your mil­
liner $32 an ounce because the coveted 
plume is grown only in the breeding 
season; because the mother birds, who 
bear it, must then be shot, without any 
hint of “sport,” while actually on their 
nests; because, therefore, each and 
every egret, of whatever finally dyed 
color, and worn by however apparently 
tender a woman, means the sacrifice 
of the parent and the ruthless deser­
tion of the starving young. It is ex­
pensive because your liking for it has 
nearly wiped out' of existence the birds 
from which it can be obtained.”

In conclusion we desire to thank 
those who have brought instances of 
cruelty to the society’s notice, and to 
assure all such’ that the strictest 
secrecy is practiced with respect to 
their names. No legal measures are 
ever taken without the consent of 
those furnishing the information agree­
ing to attend at witnesses. Anony­
mous letters are frequently received,. 
but in the absence of the writers’ 
names the contents of such letters are 
of no value.

It should be understood that since 
the resignation of the -paid inspector 
the hon. secretary has devoted his time 
to the cases reported, as well as the 
secretarial work.
