THE EVERY DAY CLUB

The Every Day Club- represents the ef-
fort of a group of-men, practically all of
them working men, to establish an insti-
tution on broad lines “to help men to be
men,” This is the club’s motto. In the
two years of its existence enough men
have "enrolled to make it an institution
very strong in numbers, but for one rea-
son or another the great majority soon
fell away., Some found it too broad.
Others thought it was not broad enough.
Others lost interest when their own
views did not always prevail. Others
valued it for just what they could get out
of it in free heat, light and entertain-
ments. But the organization has steaduy
held its course, and in last night’s wild
storm mearly forty men gathered to re-
new their assurances of fidelity and lay
plans. for another year. There have been
criticisms of this club. There have been
insinuations on the part of that class of
persons who cannot see a man devoting
attention to any cause without imputing
8 mercenary motive. Men have gone out
from the club and spoken unkindly of its
members. They may have created some
prejudice against it. But it has survived
and prospered. Perfect men in a perfect
society will not be found in our time.
Neither is the time at hand when all men
will be found willing to subscribe to or
live up to the motto of the Every Day
Club. Those who try will not always
succeed. It is to their credit if they at
least try. The Club in its new quarters
should be able to rally many more earn-
est men and do a work of no little value
to the city.

homes. A proesperous and contented
farming class lies at the base of national
prosperity.

FORESTS AND FIRES

(New York Tribune).
Some of the lessons taught
wholesale destruction of American forests
within the last three months can probab-
ly be studied to better advantage now
that the fires have come to an end than
was possible during their prevalence. The
most important cause, no doubt, was the
exceptional scarcity of rain, but there
were other causes which might. be remov-
ed altogether or greatly dirinished by in-
telligent action during the coming year.
Such light, therefore, as is thrown on the
subject by E. M. Griffith, chief forester
o Wisconsin, ought to be welcome in
many places outside of that state.
According to Mr. Griffith, not more than
ten per cent. of the forest fires in Wiscon-
gsin can be to the railroads, while
60 per cent were due to the carelessness
of setflers in clearing their land. Perhaps
these proportions may not hold good in
other states, but the small share of respon-
gibility which belonged to the railroads
there is moteworthy, and considering the
source of the information on this point,
one naturally hesitates to challenge its
aceuracy.
Too often lumbermen sacrifice the future
to the present, but it is chiefly their fail-
ure to cut and pile with care the smaller
limbs and to exercise caution in disposing
of the “slash”’—the tops and twigs—which
is censurable from the fire warden’s point
of view, because if it accidentally takes
fire it may endanger the property of
others.
If stricter orders were given to their
employes by the owners of woodland, and
a determined effort were made to enforce
them, the danger from this cause could be
sensibly lessened. Obviously, too, there s
need of increased care by the farmers in
states like Wisconsin, where a considér-
oble area of mew land is being opened up
for cultivation every year, and where the
burning of brush is a convenient prelimin-

]

Iy,

Concerning the railroads Mr. Griffith
makes three suggestions. He recommends
having a closer inspection of locomotives
which are employed in wooded districts,
and remarks that faulty nettings are not
the only avenues through which sparks or
coals may escape from an engine. He
points out, also, that the best time te cuy
weeds by the roadside is August, and ad-
vises the burning of old ties onmly after
there has been a light fall of snow. Even
if the damage wrought by the railroads is
relatively small, thesa recommendations
deserve consideration by the operating of-
ficials of lines running through wooded re-

gions.
