We are glad to find that the Grand
Jury of the County have taken hold
of the question of harber preserva-
tion. Their presentment on the sub-
Jject ‘will be found in our Circuit Court
| Report. It isplain and to the point.

We had heard the names ofsthe vio-
lators of the law used; yet while the
ADVANCE gave publicityto the facts
the millowners pleaded innocance 86
generally that we felt we could not,
with the evidence before us ‘single
out the real offenders. The  Grand
Jury, however, have sifted the mat-
ter and have pointed out where the
“blame lies, and it néw yemains for
their presentment to have its legiti-
mate effect. There has been neglect
of duty in this matter by all concern-
ed, from the head of the Marine and
Fisheries Department downward.
What has been done towards destroy-
ing the harbor cannot be undone, but
the continuation of the work can and,
in all decency, ought to be stopped.
The general public, and especially the
fishermen, are immediately interested
in effect being given to the present-
ment. It is better that those mill-
owners who have been both culpable
and careless should be made to under-
stand that the harbor was not made
exclusively for them and that the
Harbor Masters should also learn that
they have duties to perform which
cannot be shirked with impunity.

The Grand Jury’s action in this im-
portant matter is one for which they
deserve the thanks of the County at
large.

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A.'n. Uausual Capture.

_ The Schr. Lily of Clyde, owned by the
Messrs. Perry and others of CUlyde River,
Shelburne, N. &, commanded by Capt..
C. H. Perry, and from Halifax with a
general cargo for Miramichi, arrived at
Chatham on Tuesday afternoon,- and was
soon a centre of public jinterest. It was
understood that a somewhat unusual cap-
ture had been made by those on board as
the vessel was coming up the Miramichi,
and it was put down by various authori-
ties as something of amphibious genera,
and particularized all over the range be-
tween the fiber Zbethicus ‘and the jubata,
Mr. Griffin, an emment authority, in-
clining to the ‘latter opinion. - Visitors to
-the vessel,however,found,stretched on the
deck near a large quantity of bload, a very
hrge bull cariboo, with miagnificent antlers.
Capt. Perry informed the writer that as

He was taken alongside the vessel,
making efforts, en route, to free himself,
and in doing so taking in considerable
water. Being hoisted on deck it was
found that between the fright and the
water taken in the cariboo would probably
die, and its throat was, therefore, out, in
order that it might be well bled, or—as
the eook said—* te save its life.”

At the place where the capture was
made the captain says the bay is about
five miles wide and the cariboo was
about one third of the way across, At
the time it was seen it was going at the
rate of sbout two miles an hour, but the
waves were, now and then, breaking over
it. The swim undertaken was certainly a
long one, and the fine animal deserved a
better fate than it met. The reason
for the -attempt was, doubtless, as
near to that which induced Leander to
brave the dangers of the Hellespont as a
cariboo could ‘experience.

Falss Bay Lake.
