Mz. Kixa—1I have here the report from
the Ottawa Citizen, the only one I have
seen. Its report gives the words I under-
stood the honorable gentleman to utter as
follows :—*“If it was intended to influence
the Government to make a change, why
was it put into the hands of men who do
not agree with us politically?” (Hear,
hear.) Are we to infer that no representa-
tive of New Brunswick, for example,
matter how great its grievances
may be, is to approach the Government
with the hope of redress—that it may only
be looked for when solicited by representa-
tives in political accord with the govern-
ment? I take it for granted that is the
nference that will be drawn from the
honorable gentleman’s remarks; and 1
think it came with a bad grace from him,
and that the doctrine will not go down
with New Brunswickers. I think that
they unierstand too well their own posi-
tion before Parliament to accept it, and
know that they have the right of petition.
He may treat with scorn the pravers of
their petitions, but not withstanding, they
will continue to present them so long as
they remain aggrieved members of the
(Hear, hear.)

If [ found their tracings were carefully
drawn, that all the surroundings were
correctly delineated, I would take it for
granted that the map was correct. But i*
I found gross errors at these points, 1
should conclude that the map was not a
correct cne. I intend to apply the same
rule to-night. The speech of the Finance
Minister is public property and open to
criticism. Before I go further I will call
attention to some remaiks he made last
vear in attempting to show the immediate
effects of the National Policy in New
Brunswick. He is reported as follows :—

re opened. An act was passed in the Legislature a
few days ago to incorporate a company for a SUgar
l.umerv Application has l:sg{x made to extend a
cotton manutactory and increle the capital of the
company.

Iask the Finance Minister whether,
while visiting the manufactories in St.
John last fall, he called at the glass factory
and found it in operation? (Opposition
cheers.) TIassert to-night that the Nation-
al Policy has not had the effect described,
and that the closed works in St. Jobu
could not be, and were not, revived by it.
I think it wonld be somewhat difficult for
him to point out the humerous factories.
that had been closed down previously,
re-opened under this policy. A reference
is made to the incorporation of a company
to establish a sugar refinery in New
| Brunswick. 1am quite suie the remarks
could nof have been applied to the sugar
refinery’ to-day being established in Monc-
{ton. / I am almost positive that they
] applied to the proposed sugar refinery at
! Fredericton, and which has since-died a
| natural death. (Hear, hear.) I quite
{ agree with the honorable gentleman as

to the enlargement of the cotton fac-
{tory in St. John. That factory ex-
| isted twenty years ago, and hecame

prosperous long before the National

Policy wus heard of ; and, so far as
| the principal articles manufactured at
that establishment are concerned, it
had the markets of New Brunswick un-
der a 10 'per cent tarif. We have no
great causa to congratulate ourselves on
the enlargement of that tactory. It is
intended that the people of the rural dis-
tricts aball pay for its enlargement.  Cot-
ton warp and factory cottons are subject
toa duty of 30 to 40 per cent., and in
certain loca'ities of New Brunswick, the
farmers are paying more for the support
of that establishment than they are com.
pelled to contribute to the support of
their poor.  We were told that protection
was to revive slaughtered industries, and
that the want of it had been the cause of
the serious depression in the manufac-
| turing interests of St. John. I ask the
i

Finance Minister if the National Policy
has bad the effect of reviving the Cold-
brock RoHing Mill?

Mg. Kix6—This makes a diuble kind
of protection. Reference has been made
by the honorable gentleman to a cotton
factory as follows:—

We do not deny that a cotton factory
| may be run profitably there, though as
| yet less than $12.000 of stock™-has been
| taken in it, but we have no other founda-

tion than the honorable gentleman, for as-
| serting that 81,000,000 is at present being
invested in New Bronswick in mnnnfac-
tares. I think he fell into the same mxér
take this year as last- namely, counting
his chickens befors they were hatched.
(Hear, hear.) Last yeag, in attempting to
prove the National Policy was just tte
thing for New Brunswick, he is reported
28 follows:—

“ According to a statement made by Mr. Everitt
the resident of the Manufacturers’ Associstion of
ohn, in 1674, as compareg with 1878, giving
lhe amount of upllnl invested, the.uumber of
males and females employed, aud the annual wages
P8id,it appears that in 1874 tnere were 8,428 ma es,
and 1,769 females employed in manu ar tur-
ing industries, and that in 1878 the number ¢n-
]wmed was reduced to 5,031 males and 1,821 fe-
males.”

I might just remark, that I think in all
fairness the honorable gentleman ought to
have stat d that during the time that in-
tervened between the making up of that
report in [874 and 1878, two-thirds of the
city had been destroyed by fire, and $15,-
000,000, over aud above insurance, had
been swept away in a single night. I ask
the honorable gentleman whether the re-
duction iu the number of factory operatives
was not as largely due to that fact as to
any other? The honorable gentleman
claimed that this falling off was due to the
want of protection and the sharp competi-
tion with the United States. During the
recees it has been my good fortune to ob-
tain a copy of the report of Mr. Everitt,
which I have carefully analyzed. It will
be understood that the Minister of Finance
has songht to| create the impression,
whether - warranted or Joot, that New
Brunswick, according to population, was
ahead of any other Province of the Domi.
uion as a manufacturing centre. Let me
read from Mr. Everitt’s repoit in order to
see whether the position the honorable
gentleman has taken, is sustained by the
report he chose to quote from. 1lu the
first place we have 100 blacksmiths,
10 coopers,” 2,225 ewmployes of saw
mills, 160 bakers, 1,320 builders, includ-
ing masous, bricklayers, plasterers and
juiners, 100 painters, 150°printers, 70 rig-
gers, 35 ship smiths 10 spar makers, 20
steam fitters, makingha total of 4,200 peo-
ple whom the honorable gentleman classes
as manufacturers. Now I coutend that
these people are not in the proper seuse
manufacturers at sll, and that instead of
being benetited, by the operation of the.
National Policy they are feeling the bur-
den imposed on them by it, (Hear, hear.)

Then we come to another class : 25 boat-
builders; 80 block manufacturers; 72
carvers ; 60 iron-knee manufacturers ; 60
sail-makers ; in all 297. | These men are
solely dependent upon [shipbuilding for
their living, and if the ﬂhprmlden‘ get
the drawback which the Gyvernment have
promised, then they are in-no way pro-
tected.

Then we come to another class: 42
jewellers ; 60 engravers ; 30 manufactu-
rers ; 750 milliners; 13 paint and lead
manufacturers ; 25 soap-makers; total,
920. The honorable gentleman will re-
collect that last year, when the tariff was
under consideration, he said that the in-
crease of 2} per cent. in this direction, was A
not for the purpose of protection, but for
the purpose of raising revenue with which
to meet the anticipated deficit. 1 take it
that the honorable gentleman will not
claim that this claes of persons are in any
way protected.

Then we have 63 harness-makers ; 5 last-
makeys ; 70 marble workers ; 210 sash and
blind makers; 27 axe makers.; 272 nail
and spike makers ; 120 carriage-makers ;
425 foundrymen; 20 trunk makers; 13
coffee and spice workers ; 5 makers of oil-
clothing ; 71 tin-men ; 20 brewers, and 20
bookbinders ; in all 1,342, It is safe to
assert that. notwithstanding the pretence
to protect this class of manufacturers, the
duties imposed on the raw materials used
by certain of them more than neutralize
the benefits the tariff was pretended to
confer. Others of thenr had control of
their markets heretofore, and asked no
additional protection.

Then we come to another class, who can
fairly claim and do derive the full benetit
from the piotection atforded by the hon.
gentleman's tariff. These are the gentle-
men who are unable to stand alone, and,
therefore, require support frum the Gov-
ernment : Furniture, 150 ; tanneries, 75 ;
cotton factories, 215 ; brushes, 50; hats
and caps, 70 ; brass founders, 50 ; confece
tioners, 40 ; tile makers, 5 ; tishing tackle,
2 ; mattresses, 5; pianos and organs, 24,
patent medicines, 6; potteries, 15; rope
makers, 60 ; paper bags, 17 ; saw makers,
24 ; undertakers, 27; total, 835. There
18 still another class left : Boot and shoe
manufacturers, 1,071 ; clothing manufac-
turers, 800.; total, 1,871. -Of the boot and
shoe makers, unduubwdly a large propore
tion of the number alluded to never sought
ewployment in a factory proper, but were
engaged in customs work throughout the
city, and County of St. John, to which the
report refers. The same will apply to
those put dewn as manufacturers of
clothing. I am satisfied that in the most
Hourishing line in St. John, there has not
been 8o large a number employed in the
mauufacture of the ready-made article.
Of the 9,420 wanufacturers, as stated by
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the hon. gentleman in his budget speeches
two years in succession, we find that 4,200

National Policy, and that less than 1,000
are receiving any direct benetit, while the
remaining thousands are called upon to
pay the taxes. I think that statements
like this, uttered on the floor of the House,
are calculated to mislead the members and
are entirely out of place, and I think that
the honorable gentleman should have look-
ed into this statement more carefully be
fore he put it forward to the injury of his
own Province. Some honorable members
may have voted for the National Policy,
believing that it wasin the best interests
of the whole Dominion, including -New
Brunswick, and may have founded opin-
ions upon statements such as the one to
which I have alluded. My object is to
place the responsibility on the right shoul-
ders. (Applause.)
THE FARMERS AND WHAT THEY SUFFER.

The Minister of Finance, ‘during the
past year, thought proper to visit the
different factories throughout the

Domiaion,and in the course of his rambles

he visited St. John. I would suggest that

the next time he visits that city, if he is
really desirous of getting correct informa-
tion with regard to the prosperity of New

Brunswick, that he should look into the

country market, and as in the case of

manufacturers, he might put questions to
the farmers, among whom he would doubt
less find many of his former friends and
supporters. (It would have heen re-assu-

ring to these gentlemen to know that a

Minister of Finance took so great an in-

terest in their welfare.) He might have

asked : Has the National Policy given
you the home market which we promised
you? And has the duty of 10vts. per

bushel on potatoes and oats ded i

raising the price by keeping ont the Amer-

ican article? He might go further and
ask whether the imiposition of the duty on
corn meal had tended to raise the price of
coarse grains, oats, etc., as he asserted
last winter it would. I think that one
answer would have been all that was
necessary. I do not hesitate to say that
the hon. gentleman would have found
many who would have told him that never
within the past 20 years were the farmers
within that Province obliged to accept
lower prices for the surplus products of
their farms, and compelled to pay com-
paratively higher prices for the articles
they have to pyrchase. The Hou. Mmis-
ter of Finance might have found in that
market the farmer in middling circum-
stances, who perhaps was trying to dispose
of the products of a small dairy. That
man might hage told him, that whereas,
previously to 1879, twenty pounds of
butter would have purchased a barrel of
corn meal, that thirty pounds would then
be insufficient fur that purpose, aud that
it would take the proceuds of four pounds
of butter to pay the duties alone. That
farmer could also tell the hon. gentlemen
that the increased duty on pork that had
been promised, but has been entirely over-
looked in re-adjusting the tariff, with
other protection promised during the
lections, had not benefited them at all.

It is troe that after the butter and cheese

had nearly all passed out of the hands of

farmers, there had been a rige, which was
not due to the tariff, as no additional
duty had been imposed on these articles.

If the hon. gentleman was not then sat
isfied, I would have recommended him to
visit the shipyards and saw mills of St.

John. and if he found the real hum in

that direction, he might rest assured that

his friends, the manufacturers, were in a

prosperons coudition without a doubt.

In his budget speech, knowing the duty

on corn meal waa unpopular in new Bruns-

wick, he sought to satisfy the people of
that province by telling them that what
they paid by way of duty on corn meal
was more than compensated by the re-
duction of the tax on molasses. I desire
to state in this connexion that a cousider
able part of the decreass of duty on mo
lasses was due to the fact that molassis
was 50 per cent cheaper than ir was the
previous year. The amoun. realized by
\ the application of an ad valorem dnty
\._muet in consequence be greatly decreased
The hon. gentleman need not, therefore,
take credit to himself for the whole of
the reduction on molasses.
THE LUMBER BUSINESS.

It is true that, while he was in St.
John the glad news reached the city from
the otherside of the ocean that laumber
had risen considerably in price. I have
no douht'he was glad to hear of it, and
am confident he is looking to what he
characterized lnst year as a *“ waning in
dustry ” for the means of meeting a large
portion of the deficiency he expects to
have the present year. We do hope that
the increase in the price of lumber will
help to make the country prosperous in
spiteof the-National Policy, and that op-
erators in that business can afford an ad
vance of wa&es to their employes.

Let me now refer to some fignres which
I placed before the House, last year, with
reference to that industry. I have had
no reason to change my views as to the
increased cost of producing lumber under
the Nativnal Policy except in one particn
lar. I admit that I was misled by the
opinions advanced by gentlemen opposite.
They stated that without a doubt, the
one great result of the N. P. would be to

INCREASE THE WAGES
of the workingman and 1 assumed that
the wages of lumbermen would be likely
torize. ButIadmitin that I was mis.
taken. No such result has followed.
Never for 20 years have I been able to get
men so cheaply as I have during the past
autumnn. The hon. gentleman, however,
when in St. John, admitted that the ad.
vance in the price of lumber was not due
to the National Policy.
THE ANTI-CONFEDERATE CRY.

During the last session, the impression
was sought to be created, that those who
opposed the tariff here were the very gen-
tlemen who, 13 years ago, were opposed
to Confederation. Iam prepared to deny
that. I myself did what I could, in my
humble way. to assist in carrying the
scheme of Union, and I am prepared to
assert that in this House to-night, there
are gentlemen who violently opposed the
passage of that measure, who are support
ing the Finance Minister at the present
time. Itis true that we have on this side
of the House some gentlemen who opposed
that measure, and they can now return to
their constituents and say *‘ We told you
s0. All that we predicted with reference
to the result of Cunfederation has proved
to be true, while those who supported
that measure have bean humiljateld.” One
of the principal objectivns to Confeder-
ation ir New Brunswick was that, where-
as the tariff of Canada was higher than
that of New Brupswick there was great
danger of that tariff teing applied to
New Bronswick. 1 recollect that on |
several occasions the hon. Finance Minis. ‘
ter quoted the utterances of Canadian
statesmen to prove that such could never
be the case. I recollect, and if it were
worth while, I could produce speeches
which the hon. gentleman delivered, in

which he utterly repudiated this idea.
And yet we ‘ind him here, in lesa than 12
years, not a long time ia the life of a

|

nation, imposing the odious burdens of a |

Parks Cotton Factory.

Some HoN. GENTLEMAN — There are
some of them here. (Laughter.)

Mg. Kise—During the Confederation
campaign, on account of their fears of in-
creased taxation, a suggestion was made
to the Finance Minister, who at that time
filled a more humble position, less remun-
erative, but no less honorable than the po-
sition he now ocenpies—that the people of
New Brunswick should be allowed to re-
tain their 1evenue and ret aside a pmrtion
of it towards the support of the Federal
Government. To this he had then object-
ed, that as St. Tohn and Halifax were to
do the importing for all this back country,
Untario and Quebec wounld never consent.
How much importing in this way bas St.
John done for these provinces? Then we
were told in New Brunswick that our po-
pulation would increase by 1881 to 400.
000* In 1871 our populations was 285,
000. and I venture to say that when the
census is taken next year it will be found
to be not far in excess of 300,000 inhabi
tants, and T am inclined to fear will fall
short of that number. I would recom
mend the Government not to lose any
time in taking the census, for, if, within
the next year, emigration from the pro-
vince continues, the popalation will be
considerably reduced.

Mg. Mackeszie—There may be no
census to take. (Laughter.)

THE EXoDUS.

Mr. Kixé — Hon. gentleman have
thought proper to deny the fact tha-
people are leaving New Brunswick. ]
think that persons living there, and wh.
are continually there, ought to know wha
is transpiring in that country. T know
that people are leaving, and they are noi
going to the Northwest, as has been suy
gested. 1 know of none from the county
I have the honor to represent, and i1
which the Finance Minister was born,
that have gone to the Northwest with th.
exception of one person who did got
Mamtoba, but he came away again thre
months afterward.

Mg. Macgeszie—Perhaps he saw th
Government advertisements about Min-
nesota. (Laughter.)

Mg. King—Nor need we wonder “that
the people of that Province  are discon
tented and discourazed, when they fin
that the debt of the Dominion 18 so rapid-
ly accumulating, notwithstanding the pro-
mixes made at the time of the Union tha:
thirteen million dollars annually will he
sufficient for all purposes, and when they
find the Hon. Minister of Finance is nov
asking for twenty-five or twenty:sis
millions of dotlars-—double the amoun
that he said wounll be required to carr:
out the affairs of the country.

THINK OF IT !

Need we wonder, when the people ar
made aware of these facts, that they am
leaving the country disconraged. Whe:

Finance Minist r. in his recent
peech in St.' John. concluded with a
grand peroration, and if he is cofrect]
reported, he said his only feuwr was tha
we would not be :.ble to find ships suffi
cient tu carry the immigrants that woul
come torour shores destined for the Nortl
West territory. Now we would like to
sec some immigrants in our own Provinee.
The honorable gentleman seems to be s
enamored of the North West that the sus.
picion is gaining ground in New Bruuns-
wick, that, contrary to nature, he is look
ing for the sun to rise in the west.
(Laughter.) If, sir, we had arrived at
period in the history of Confederation ar
which those gentlemen who have ‘lecn
instrumental in bringing it about, hau
passed away, and if we had in this Parlia-
ment another set of men to deal with, we
in New Brunswick would have good rea
son for opposing such a policy as that to
which I am referring. But when we finu
this_seli-same protective taviff being
carried in this House by those who made
us such promises we can never consent to
it—aever.

WILL COME RIGHT AGAIN.

Under these circumstances, it need not
be wondered that the people of New
Brunswick are against this policy. But,
notwithstanding the future may look
dark, the people of that Province do no:
wholly despair. To use a familiar phrase
of the Hon. the Mimister of Finance, they
see ‘“‘asilver lining in the cloud.” By
the result of the Ontario local elactions
we may take it for granted that she has
returned to her first love ; P. E. Island is
wheeling into line; Nova Scotia comes
right side up every other time—(laughter);
Quebece will ere long have seen her folly,
and when the hour arrives for New Bruns-
wick again to speak she will be found true
to the principles which have made ber
aund the empire, of which she forms a part,
great, glorious and free. (Prolonged
cheers.)

Mr. Domville’s Speeck.

Mr. DoOMVILLE resumed the debate on
the Budget after the adjonrnmenty It
was uufair, he comtended, for hon. gentle.
men to single out the city of St. John as
an instance of the disastrous results of the
comnercial depression.  He kuew of many
cities which were in as bad a condition as

t. John, though they had suffered ifrom
no great fire as that city had.
