¢“The ministerial circus ” is what the
World calls Hon. A. G. Blair, Sir
Louis Davies and the other gentlemen
ot the Liberal party who visited King-
ston: last week on the occasion of the
public meeting there. The World in-
cludes tie Citizens’ Band of Chatham
in its sneci: g reference to these distin-
guished gentl=men and refers to Kent
gentlemen who weie present as “‘a large
number of county office seekers. ” This
is the kind of journalism chat disgraces
the press. Most people will think that
the promoters of the meeting at Kings-
ton were juite as reputable and suc-
cessful, as well as dignified as those
who managed a certain gathering last
winter in Chatham which was presided
over by the editor of the World, :and
at which only one of the speakers

appearance. Yet nobody thought of
calling that gathering a circus, or even
binting that the presiding dignitary
who so bitterly complained of being
prevented from becoming postmaster of
Chatham, was a disappointed ¢ county
office seeker.” Why don’c the World
think of these things and deal decently
with those whom it opposes?

Both of our Chatham contemporaries
appear to be unduly worried over the
attitude of the ApvaNnce towards Hon,
Mr. Blair. The Commercial calls this
favorite family journal and independent
exponent of public seutiment Mr. Blair’s
local organ, while the World calls it
“ the advance agent in Chatham of Mr.
Blair’s travelling company.” The
World also intimates that the ADVANCE,
or someone connected with it, advises
Mr. Blair and does so injudiciously, etc.

We beg to assure our jealous friends
that the ADVANCE merely prints the
news that comes to it through what it
believes to be reliable channels, and
while, like other papers, it is sometimes
misled as to facts it is, in the main,
correct in its statements.

No person connected with this paper
is either favored with Mr. Blair’s con-
fidences, or so presumptuous as to
intrude any advice upon him, nor does
he seek or desire any such service, as
far as we are aware. The ADVANCE’s
attitude towards Mr. Blair is that of an
independent admirer, simply because
he is easily the ablest New Brunswick-
er in Dominion public life and the
equal at least of any other Canadian
statesman. The fact that he has placed
undue confidence in certain local agita-
cors for whom the Commercial and
World speak, and who will, no doubt,
“turn again aod rend him ”—or en-
deavor to do so—as in the past, is to
be regretted, und is a sufficient reason
why the ADVANCE has no desire to
share the responsibility of what may be
done in the County under such auspices.
It ought, therefors, to be clear to any-
one -who understands the political
situation in Northumberland that the
two papers referred to are very much
astray in reference to the relationships
between Mr. Blair and this independent
organ of public opinion.

The “Telephone” devoted much of its
space last week to the epeeches and inci-
dents connected with the visit of Hon.
A. G. Blair to Restigouche, and it is
evident that the Minister of Railways is
a viry popular man in our northermost
county as el:ewhere on the North Shore.
Even the new paper, ‘“Events,” which
endeavors to be oyrical over the matter
endorses, between the lines, what the
Telephone etates m the ordinary way
of matter of fact.

A homely provecb says, ‘The smaller
the pit the harder the rats fight,” and the
election contest in Manitoba furniehes
another illustration of its truth. Sir
Chatles Tupper is threatened with a libel
suit on account of alleged statements on
the stump of a personal pature, and he is
threatening to take acticn for libel against
a Winnipeg paper for making certain re-
flections on him. Tnis sort of party
waifire has often occmired before, such
incidents heing most frequent iu election
campaigns wherein thers is a deartn f
public.questions up for discussion. But
such libel suits never amount tv any-
thing. Sound and fury siguifying noth-
ing, they have always been dropped out
of sight when the election contest was
ended. When the rival politicans have
really important public matters te discuss
they rarely indulge in personalities of a
disagreeable kind. These threatenings of
‘taking the law of each other’ may, there-
fore, be set down as a pretty good indica-
tion that they have very little to fight
about, except their personal schemes and
ambitions, which should have no sort of
influence upon the people.— Witness.

Miramichi in the Olden Time.

In the first instalment of notes suggest-
ed by ths removal of the old Henderson
house,corner of Cunard and Duke Streete,
Chatham, which appeared in the Apvaxce
of 9th in:tnt, we gave the principal facts
connected with the old building, which is
believed to be the first erected in Chatham.
In those days—and indeed until many
years after—what is now the Town of
Chatham was owned by ouly a few per-
sons. Thomas Lotbin was the origiual
crown grantee of the ujpper lot; Lavi
Handley and John McDounald came next ;
Thomas Lobban had another lot,the width
of which was from about the late *‘Saw-
dust Hull” to what was later known as
Foundry Lane, or Johnstone S:reet.
These were grants made subsequeutly to
that to George Hendeison, which includ-
ed the width from Johnston Street to
what is now known as Henderson Street ;
Peter (or Patrick) Henderson had the next
grant, which extended from Henderson
Street to the present King Street ; Win.
Brown had the next grant (3 lots) extend-
ing eastward aud Robert England the
next (Eogland’s Hollow.) Then came the
grant of Peter (or Patrick) Taylor (who is
referred to indirectly in Cooney’s History,
first priuted by Joseph Howe at Halifax
in 1832 and reprinted by D. G. Smith at
Chatham in 1896, as one of the settlers
who shured with Mer. Henderson in
sheltering the inhabitants against the
threatened Indian e in 1793.)
Next to the Taylor lot was the grant to
Geo. McKeirngr, whigh was opposite to
Middle Island.

The firs¢ wharf in Chatham was on the
Henderson property and ran outwards
from the river.bank about where the
Miller Feundry now stands—perhaps a
little lower down, where the westerly re-
taicing wall of the Johniton property
now is. There was bold water oue hun-
dred years ago in the cove since formed
by the Chatham ferry slip and the east
line of the Ritchie wharf. There wasa
red store-—the Srst built on thg site of
Chatham —on the Henderson wharf:

Gaorge Henderson had a big bara on
the site where the so-called reformed
church was built some twenty-two years
ago (now the Salvation Army barracks.)
He farmed q'nte extensively.

Point de Bute and contiguous settle-
ments were the plages from which catie
were brought about the time of the Mira-
michi fire to supply the ships which came
here for spars aud other timber, supplied
by the Hendersons sud others who suc-
ceeded Mr. William Davidson, the great-
grandfather of Mr. A. A. Davidson of
Newcastle, who was the first British
settler of the Mjramichi. (He came here
in 1764.) P. E. Island schooners and
traders were unknosn in thuse days.

A Chatham paper—the World—stated
a short ti'ne ago, in referring to the tear-
ing down of the Henderson house, that it
was the only one in Chatham that escaped
in the great Miramichi fire. That was far
from the tryth, inasmuch as Chatham

escaped the general destruction causpd by
that terrible event. The flames seemed
topazs over Chatham. They destroyed
Newcastle, Nelson, Douglastown, etec.,
but they overleaped Chatham and con-
sumed many buildings as well asthe
woodlands of Napsp and other tracts
south of this Town. The old Blackstock
homeatead, the Henderson house, the
original of the Bowser house, the Patrick
or Peter Hendersen house, subsequently
ogcupied by the late Johu Blake and
many otherssince torn down or burned
were unscathed by the great Miramichi
Fire.

Spanish Treasure Found.

The Cuabin wreckers, who have been
employed during the last six montbs in
stripping the Spanish war vessels destroyed
by the Americans in the battle of Santiago,
are reported by a New Yok despatch of
last Thursday to have found $190,000 iu
Spanish gold, in the cruiser ‘Almirante
Oguendo’.

A Telling Blow againstthe Dervishes

killed in bitile. Lord Cromer, the British
minister here, has received the following
despatch from General Kitchener: ‘‘Win
gate's force came up with the Kalifa’s force
seven miles south east of Godid and attack-
ed it.

Cairo, Nov.

AFTER A SHARP FIGHT

was surrounded by a bodyguard of Emirs,
was killed, and all the principal Emirs were
killed or captured, except Osman Digna who
escaped. The Dervishes were utterly de-
feated. Their whole camp was taken and
thoysands surrendered. A large number of

When Hon. Mr. Blair, Sir Louis Davies,
Mr. Lemieux and party entered the hall
there was a splendid demounstration from
the great audience, which was renewed as
they took thei: places before the people.
Mr. O. J. Leblanc was chosen chairman and
introduced Mr. Lemienx who made two ex-
cellent addresses in FKoglish and in
Freuch, completely disposing of the asper-
sions against the loyalty of French Cana-
dians.

- Sir Louis Davies delivered an able address
dealing with the Alaska boundary question
oow an important matter. He referred in
glowing terms to Sir Wilfrid Laurier whose
loyalty to Grest Britaio was unquestioned,
speakiog of the premier’s representation of
Canada at the Queen’s jubilee and quoting |
his speech in France wheun he said that while
he loved the land and race from which he
sprung he loved more that land and race
which gave him liberty.

Sir Louis took up the Crow’s Nest Pass
railway matter and the fault found with the
subsidy of $11,000 a mile given the C. P. R.
Hoo. Mr. Blair, he said was the first head
of the department of ralways who had the
pluck to grapple with the domineering
C. P. R. and had said to them ‘‘We are
willing to deal with you and if proper to
subsidize you but you shall not rale us,”
He showed that the expenditures for gov-
ernment of the Yukon were $2,517,000 and
receipt $2,659,000. Clean and honest gov-
ernment was promised by the Liberals to
Canada aod they had given it. A telhog
reference was also made to Hon. Mr. 8if-
ton’s vindication from Sir Hibbert Tupper’s
charges.

R. A.Irvine of Richibucto read an ad-
dress to Hon. Mr, Blair, welcoming him
to Kent, and congratulatiog him on the
benefici aad impro t of the
L C. R. and on its fiuaucial showing. A
welcome was also extended Sir Louis Davies
and Mr. Lemicux. It noted with pleasure
the government was ever mindful of the
needs of Kent county, notwithetanding the

Love is Specialized.

The novelist is kept hustling in his
research concerning things psychical
these days. A half century ago, when
it was his agreeable task to portray
the demeanor of a love-sick m-id, and
when was that not the case, we should
like to know, what was his usual pro-
ceduref Didn’t he seat her at atable
where lay a piece of work which need-
ed a button hole — a neat little busi-
ness, presupposing concentration and
subversive of romance?! He gets his
maiden to say ‘“Heigh ho” if she has
rosy cheeks and her curls are insecure-
ly fastened in a net; if she is alily
maid, with Cupid’s bow lips, they form
the more elegant expletive of ‘““Alas!
alas!” while she pushes away her work
languidly.

And then this composite photograph
of the novelist’s women goes to her
desk, where lie three unanswered
letters, and she toys with her wafers
and bites the nib of her quill pen in
the abstraction which is incident to
love. Sometimes she seizes one of
these letters and presses it passionate-
ly to her lips before secreting it in her
gown, as close as possible to the organ
that is throbbing with the most ap-
proved sentiments of the period. Some-
times, too, a high resolve lighting her
pure face, she draws toward her Lhe
silver candlestick an: snuifers, her
hand trembles as she lights the beau-
tiful toy, but without shrinking she
watches the black flakes fall, mourn-
ers of that happy hope that once was
hers.

The scribe of that time, you see, was
a baby. He could push himself just
so far in his little go-cart, and no one
expected more of him. Entrance to-
ward the bogs or precipices of psycho-
logical investigation would have elict-
ed shrieks of horror from the fond
nurses and mothers — that is to say,
the readers of polite literature of that
day.
