A Runaway Star.

The greatest velocity that has been
recognized among the stars, says “All
the Year Round,” is found in the
motion of a star known as 1830
Goombridge, or the “runaway ' star,”
as it is sometimes called, which is
believed to be rushing through space
at the rate of 200 miles per second.
This star appears to be moving in
perfectly straight line through the
sky, and it may be visiting our star
system for the first time, but whence
it came or whither it is going no one
can tell and it is a great enigma to
astronomers. 4

Its wonderful velocity capnot be
explained, as it is far grenter than
coutld be produced by the influence of
all known orbs in the universe, and,
on the other_hand. the combined at-
traction of all the stars cannot stop
this wanderer in its solitary flight
through space, until it has rushed on
to the remoter distances, beyond whick’
the largest telescopes have never
penetrated.

It has been mathematioally demion-
strated that a body approaching the
centre of our system from an jnfinite
distance cannot move with greatey
velocity zhan twenty-five miles &
second, if Influenced by the attraction
of the masscs of our universe alone,
hut here we have been considering s
star moving with _eight times that
velocity, and still, notwithstanding
the fagt that it has the greatest motion
known among the staps, it would
require 185,000 years for this remark-
able star to complete an entire circuft

around the heavens,

r. A remote suggestion of the
power of this Iimp may be arrived at
by bearing in mind that an ordinary
oil lamp is about thirty-eight or forty
cdndle power, and then ftgying (o
imagine the combined beam of 3,000, '
000 lamps, The ordinary electric
street light may be put down at 100
eandle power, and 250,000 of these
would about represent the strength of
the Fire Island light.

The most powerful oil lamp yet|
made is aupposed to shine out on a
clear night for a distance of thirty- five |
or forty miles, but the new light will|
flash its welcome rays to the incoming
European:“liners” when they are 120
miles away. The light revolves rapidly
and throws out its. beams with the in-
tensity of speed of lightning. The
motive power which actuates it isa
simple clockwork arrangement con-
tained in a box two feet square, and
although the revolving portion of the
light weighs fifteen tons. the mechan-
ism controlling it isso delicate that
the pressure of two fingers will turn it.
The value-of this marvelous lamp can
only be determined hy practical work-
ing, but it promises to represent an
{mmense stride in the science of coast
lighthouse illumination.

‘Wild Horses in Nevada.

R. L. Fulton, the representative of
the land department of the Central
Pacific Rsilroad in Nevada is in this
city. He says that men who have
given the subject much a\t.t.enuon as-
sert that there are now running wild
in Nevada 200,000 head of horses, and
that they * are multiplying at a rapid
rate, notwithstanding the efforts made
to restrict their breeding, . The last
Legislature passed a law permitting
any person to shoot estallions found
running wild and the stockmen who
are feeding hoge take advantage of
this 1aw and shoot the horses, feeding

A few years ago there
wepe tupned loose among the wild
droves a finely bred stallion and a
colt, supposed to be one of his get,
was for several seasons the object of
the attention of cattlemen, who sought
to capture him.

No other race has been willing to
accept such a diseipline, and no ether
race, theretore, exhibits similar vital-
ity and exemption from epidemic dis-
eases. Modern teachers of hygiene
insist always upon the observance of
system in these matters, and they
have reason; for the Hebrew race is a
pregnant example of the power of hy-
gienic and dietary laws, applied with
unintermitting vigor from generation
to generation.

DEA‘FH OF STR JOHN THOMP-
: SON.

On Wednesday last Sir Jobn
Thompson, Premier of Canada, died

__suddenly at Windsor Castle, the

’

residenee_of Her Majesty Queen
Victoria, Loml(?ﬁ'-ﬁgland The
sad news was at once cabled to
Canada, and was soon heard by the
people generally with feelings of
surprise and regret. Tt appears
that Sir John has heen suffering
for sometime from faity degenera-
tion of the heart and was also af-
flicted with an abdominal malady
and that he visited London for the
purpose of consulting a specialist
about his health. His physician
seems to have advised him that
there was no immediate danger and
he had made trips to France and
Ttaly, returning to London about
ten days before his death.

The cause of his presence at
Windsor Castle was a momentous
one in his brilliant career. He had
been appointed a member of the
Queen’s Privy Council and was
there for the purpose of being
sworn in to that high and distin-
guished office. He also had Her
Majesty’s command to dine witk
her, and slecp in the Castle. After
being sworn in Sir John sat at lun-
cheon with the Marquis of Ripon,
and a distinguished party of gentle-
men, when he was suddenly taken
ill at 1.30 o'clock, p.m., and all
efforts to revive him proving fruit-
less, he died a few minutes later.

. The career of Sir John TLomp-
son has been almost phenomenal.
Born in 1844 at Halifax, N. S, he
was not called to the bar until 1865,
when he was 21 years of age. From
that time until the hour of his
death his life was marked by a
geries of distinguished and well-
earned honors. In 1877 he was
Counsel for the United States in the
great Fishery Commission at Hali-
fax, and was made a Q.C. the same
year. He became a member of the
Nova Scotia House of Assembly
about this time for Antigonish, and

“in October, 1878, was appointed
Attorney General. In May, 1882,
he was made Premier and in July
following was appointed Judge of
the Supreme Court of Nova Scotia.
In 1885 he resigned his judgeship
to become Minister of Justice in the
Dominion Cabinet, on the death of
Sir John Macdonald he became
leader of the House of Commons,
and so continued uring the Pre-
miership of Sir John Abbot, who
had a seat in the Senate. On the
resignation of Rir John C. Abbot,
about two years since, he became
Premier. During the present year
he was named one of the Queen’s
Privy Council and, as we have al-
ready stated, had just been sworn in
to that office, when he was /so sud-
denly called away.

Sir John Thompson was a man
of undoubted ability and of great
application. As a leader of men he
could not compare with the late
Sir John Macdonald; his ideas ran
in an entirely different direction.
Sir John Macdonald governed by
his great knowledge of ‘“human
nature,” Sir John Thompson by the
force of his great abilities; one was
gay where the other was grave.
Whatever the differences as to
political views Sir John Thompsen
was regarded hy his supporters and
opponents alike as an honest man.
There is no doubt hut the great ap-
plication that gained for him his
many distinguished positions was
the cause of his early death. The
burning of the midnight oil and
the wear and tear and éxcitement
incident to contests in Court and
Parliament, and later the great res-
ponsibility and lahor of directing
the affairs of the Dominion proved
too much for his physical make up,
and the vital cord suddenly snap-
ped and all was over.

It is hard to estimate the effect
of his death upon his party, and it
will not be apparent for some time
to come. The succesrive deaths of
Sir John Macdonald, Sir John
Abbot and Rir John Thompson are
losses of a very =erious nature to
the party to which they belonged,
and are not to he easily filled. -

Charles’ apartment was No. 446 on the
west front of the Castle, and. close to
the Queen’s privateapartments  This
apartment was originally intended for
Sir John, who was to have dined with
the Queen and passed the night at the
Castle. Sir Charles was sitting silent-
Iy by the fire, completely overcome.
He greeted the press representative
cordially, and gave him the following
particulars of the death of the Cana-
dian Prime Minister:

“When 8ir John was in Italy lately
he had some difficulty in breathing
and did too muéh  travelling. On
arriving in London he consulted Dr.
Russell Reynolds, an eminent special-
ist, and Dr. Traverse. Yesterday Sir
John called on Lady Tupper, it being
her ‘At Home,” and was advised not to
goto the meeting at the Colonial
Institute, as I knew he was ailing.
However, Sir John said that he felt
pretty well, and I arranged to call at
bis hotel and drive him to the meet-
ing, advising bim to make oply a short
speech, and not to exert himself. You
know he spoke. Well, aiter the meet-
ing I drove him back to his hotel and
left him at 11 o’clock in good spirits.
I was to goto Windsor by last™ even-
ing’s train to dine . apd. sleep™ at the
Castle, and you may Judge my ‘sorrow
when I received a telegram this after-
noon announcing Sir John’sdeath.

“On arriving here,” 8ir Charles cou-
tinued, “I learned that during the
swearing in of Sir John as a member
of the Privy Council several Eersnns
remarked that he looked fatigued.
‘However, the ceremony passed off all
right and Sir John adjourned with the
others of the Octagon room to lanch.
About fifteen members of the Queen’s
household and the isters who came
for the ceremony were present. There
was no member of the Royal Family
present. Sir Johu sat between Miss
Marbord, the ladysn-waiting, and
Lord Pelham Clinton, the master of
the Queen’s household. When Sir
John swooned, Lord Pelham Cliuton
and Lord Bredalbanc removed him
to the adjoining room, administered
brandy and summoned Dr. Reid.
When 8ir John recovered he told Dr.
Reid he had only a slight heart attack
returned to luncheon and was appar-

happened to look in his direction and
saw the Premier fall againgt Miss
Harbord.

“Dr. Read instantly caught Sir John
in his arms and laid him on the floor.
When it was found that his life was
extinct there was the greatest con-
sternation. The ladies withdrew at
the doctor’s request and the body of
Sir John lay on the carpet surrounded
by Dr. Reid, Lord Breadalbane and
the officers of the household. The
Superintendent of Police was sum-
moned and the ¢body was then re-
moved to an adjoining apartment, the
red dining-room. The Police took
possession of Sir John’s papers, money,
etc. They found a erucifix, rosary
and portrait of the Saviour on the
person of the deceased; : The remains
were then carried to 4 smaller r om
in the Clarence tower, which is sit-
uated at the bottom 0f the Queen’s
staircase.

“Her Majesty was then advised of
the sudden deéath of Sir John and was
greatly affected. After this telegrams
were sent to myself and to Sir John’s
friends in Canada and elsewhcre.

“An hour or so later the coroner
arrived and with mysell repaired to
the mortuary chamber. He decided
‘that no inquest was necessary and
that the cause of death was syncope.
Bir John being a Catholic a priest had
to he summoned.”

Then Sir Charles concluded: “The
remains will be placed in a coffin at
about midnight and will be removed
to the Marble Hall, Castle. I have
wired to Capada asking for instruc-
tions in regard to the funeral.”

The Queen Wishes the Funeral to
be a National Event.

Wixpsor, England, December 13.—
The sudden and ic death of Sir
John Thompson, at Windsor Castle
yesterday, is the one subject of com-
ment throughout England to-day. The
Castle, itself, has a most gloomy
appearance, as everybody and every-
thing seems to reflect some signs of
the tragedy. Last night the railroad
officials were summoned to the Castle
at midnight in order to make the
arrangements necessary 4o provide a
funeral train to convey the remains to
London. A temporary cffin, covercd
with black cloth, reached the Castle
very early this morning, and in it the
body of the Canadian statesman was
placed and theu it was removed to the
Marble Hall, where it lay until noon.
At that hour the body was removed in
a hearse to the Great Western Railway
Station, where it was placed on board
a funeral train which departed from
Windsor at one o’clock. At Padding-
ton Railroad Station, London, the
funeral train was met by a hearse and
the body will be remowed to an em-
balmer’s for the purpose of emhalming
it preparatory to its conveyance i
Canada.

Queen Victoria has given orders
that everything possible is to be done
in order to make the funeral a nation-
al event, Scores of telegrams have
been sent from the Castle to Canada
and the Queen expresses the greatest

Calais From a Historical Point of
View.

To THE EDITOR OF THE STAR:

In this issue I shall speak of Calais
from a historical point of view. There
is much political justice in the fact
that Calais is named in honor of
time-honored towa in faraway France,
for the French were the explorers and
settlers in the region contiguous t6
Passamaquoddy Bay, and a colony
established iteelf on an island in the
St. Croix river, very near to what is
now the south-eastern boundary of
Calais, -nearly three centuries ago.
The Gazette tells us that Calais is
situated at the eastern extremity of
Washington county, but that is not
strictly correct, for there are several
Washington county towns lying far-
ther to the eastward than Calais does.
Calais is the only frontier city in
Maine®and she is the border city in
the full sense of the term, for not only
does her eastern line border on British
territory, but her northern line as
well, for here the St. Croix river
changes it course from southeast to
northeast, causes a curve that encircles
Calais, thus the north end of her
township projects boldly into the
territory of he majesty the Queen.
The St. Croix river has long since been
ajudged the rightful boundary line
between the United States and New
Brunswick, so that all lands on the
right bank of that are ruled by Uncle
Sam, and those on the left bank are
under the jurisdiction of John Bull.

The township of Calais is irregular
in shape and has an area of 19,392
acres, it is bounded on the north and
east by the St. Croix river, which
separates it from St, Stephen and St.
Andrews, in New Brunswick; and is
bounded on the south by the prefty
town of Robinstown, and on the west
by the town of Baring. Calais is
located st the head of tide water, and
about twelve miles above 8t. Andrews
Bay. The river between Calais and
the ﬁi/ having bold and picturesque
shores, “which in many respects rival
the far famed Hudson itself.”

As a general thing a great com-
mercial city is not a grest manu-
facturing city; but in the ‘case of
Calais it seems the development of its
manufactures and its commerce will be
equally large, for the same river that
fits it for a commercial centre affords
mighty water powers, thll. are capable
of driving i ts of hi
ery. The principal msnnfndonu of
Calais, exciusive of lnmbet,urepluter
boots and shoes, granite, casringes,
boats, vessels of all sizes. 1 could
mention several others, it will be seen

| that the list is & varied one, showing

that Calais is not a “one industry
town” a city properly spesking, al-
tho' it is true that lumber pteelmuent
over all other productions.

The schools are first class in every
respect. The church societies inelude |,
Associations, Episcopalians, Congrega-
tionalists, Bnptisu,hhthodina Advents
and Roman Catholics.:’ There are
excellent hotels in towh, flourishing
savings banks, and also publishes two
newspapers, the Advertiser and: the
Times, the former a republican, the
latter democratic in politics. Tele-
phonic and telegraphic facilities are
reliable and taking Calais, upon the
whole, it is most desirable as a place
of business and of residence as well.

The Pewabic was sunk by the Mcte-
or. She was bound down the lakes
which was,then
the richest deposit of the pure metal
in the | world. The eollision oécured
whlle the vessels were passing packa-
ges ol newspapers and letters fron one
to the other. The Mcteor shecred in-
to the side of the Pewabic, and in four
minutes the latter was sunk. With
her went over'sixty of her passengers,
most of whom were in their berths at
the time.

After twenty-five years an attempt
was made to locate the vessel and get
her cargo. Appliances for deep-sca
diving were crude then, and two men
lost their lives. Aftcr this nothing
was done until 1892, when the small
steamer Emerald was fitted out with
all the latest appliances for diving,
and the diver, Oliver Pelkey, who had
made some reputation for deep-water
work, was engaged to go down. The
Emerald used its drags for two weeks
before the wreck was located.

Pelkey went down Nov. 3, 1892. The
diving snit, he wore was' partially his
own invention. Insi®e the customary
armor was a steel suit, for protection
against the great pressure at twenty
fathoms.

Pelkey reached the wreck success-
fully, and when he came to the surface
he was enthusiastic over his new suit.
He was sure he could’ get the treasure.

and had walked entirely around the
sunken vessel.

\ The confident diver disappeared the
second time over the side of the Emer-
ald, and for a time his signals were
many, and it was apparent from the
movements of the lines and the air
bubbles tnat he walked about the ves-
sel and soon climbed up into it. i

Suddenly the signals of those on the
Emerald ceased to be answered: This
gave no alarm for some minutes, but
finally the men pulled the life line.
It was evidently ’cangln and counld not,
e moved. . It was thought that Pelkey
must be dead, and the steameér was
started back, giving the line a jerk.
Soon the diver appeared. It was
found that his suit had been torn open,
letting in the water.

The Emerald’s crew were convinced
that Pelkey had really discovered the
treasure ship, but that when he elimb-
ed into it his lines got caught. They
were also conviuced that the pull of
the stcamer had torn open the stecel
armor and killed him. A piece of
copper was found clinging to one of
the lead shoes of the suit.

Late lnst summer another expcdi-
tion was fitted out, and the wreck was
once more found by dtags and buoyed.
In the mean time a syndicate was
formed and a diver of long experience,
M. F. Chalk,the government inspector
of Liulls for the district of Duluth, was
offered large pay to make the attempt.
The syndicate offered to insure his
life for $15,000, to pay him $2000 be-
fore he made the descent and to give
bim half the net proceeds of the
venture.

Chalk, who is a widcwer and has
only one child, a daughter, refused all
offers, as he said he did not want to be
the fourth to die in attempting to
recover the treasure on board the
Pewabic.

Then came the Harrisburg diver,
and his offer wis accepted. He will
use, besides i spe cial armor, a system
of air bags for lilting the vessel and

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A Hideous Relic of the Past.

The old-time South American Indi-
ans were head hunters in every sense
of the word, and their manner of pre-
serving the relics of batile would make
an Egyptian embalmer sick with envy.
They cut off the heads of all van-
quished foes and then removed the
flesh, bones and brain by some lost
process. The materials used in em-
balming there uncanny relics (fluids
of what not) had the effect of shrink-
ing the head until the intellectual
dome of a full grown man would not
be larger than a lemon. One of these
shriveled embslmed heads is now in
the Boston Muscum of Fine Arts. The
bair Is still as black and glossy as
when worn by the original owner of
the head four or-five hundred years
ago, and the lips, mouth, nose and
eyes are all perfect, although redyced
in size proportionate to the shrunken
bhead. The curators of the museum
value it at $5000.

Unsound Teeth

The belief that unsound teeth be-
long only to a highly civilized state of
life seems to be a prevalent one. Biit
J. Howard Mummery informs us that
a very different conclusion was reached
by his father more than twenty years
ago after an inquiry extending over
more than a decade. Over two thous-
and skulls were examined, including
all the available collections in Great
Britain. Among thirty-six skulls of
ancient Egyptians there were fifteen
with carious teeth; among seventy-six
Anglo-Saxon skulls, twelve; among 146
skulls of Romano-Britons, forty-one,
and among forty-four miscellaneous
skulls of ancient Britons, nine. Sev-
eral other collections gave like results.
Examining skulls of savage races, 27.7
per cent. of Tasmanians were found to
have dental caries, 20.45 per cent. of
native Australians, 24.24 per cent. of
the natives of East Africa and 27.96

per cent. of the natives of West Africa.

Glass Houses.

One of the promised novelties of the
next grest exposition will be a glass
house. The building will have a skel-
eton frsme of iron, on which will be
fastened glass posts, making a double
wall. The roof will be of tinted glass,
and cornices, foundation, door-step
and stairways will be of thick siabs of
glass. Imitations of all sorts of build-
ing material will be possible in the
new houses, and the tops of pillars
and mouldings will be stamped in
arabesques ::1d flowers. By improved
methods, glass tubing and pipes are
made that bave n resistance equul to
cast-iron. When these pipes can be
used for conveying water, we will be
sure of much better quaiity of this ar-
ticle than at present, as no pecaliari-
ties of soil can corrode them, and the

water will acquire no unusual taste.
