N. Y. ELEVATED

TRAIN LEAPS

RAILS AND PLUNGES DOWN.

Eight Killed and Thirty

Injured---One  Gar

Landed on the Street Upside Down---
Misplaced Switch the Gause.

NEW YORK, Sept. 11.—Eight per-
sons were killed apd more than thirty
injured by the derdilment of an elevat-
ed railroad train at 53rd street and
Ninth avenue today. The train was a
southbound Ninth avenue local, and
should have continued on the straight
track, instead of being switched to the
curve which was open.

Owing to this open switch the first
car of the Ninth avenue train took the
switch, just barely skimming the rails,
and turned into 53rd street, instead of
going down Ninth avenue. The switch-
man, it is alleged, wher he saw his
blunder, turned the switch back again,
as if to send the train on the straight
track down Ninth avenue. As soon as
this was done the train was wrecked.
The second car got around the turn,
but the third car, owing to the switch
being turned, was thrown off the track.
It fell onto the street, turning com-
pletely over and landing upside down.

The fourth car and fifth car also left
the rails, but did not fall to the street.
The fourth car struck with terrific
force against the building at the south-
west corner of Ninth avenue and rest-
ed against the fire‘escapes. This build-
ing is occupied in part by a Mrs. Crow,
whose family was at breakfast. The
passengers in the fourth and fifth cars
were able to save themselves and get
to the street in safety by climbing
through windows of Mrs. Crow’s apart-
ment, from the fire escape against
which the fourth car rested.

Policeman Edward Moran, who was
injured, was standing beneath the
structure when the accident happened.
He leaped when he heard the crash
overhead and escaped death.

“J turned around and saw the car
coming to the street,”” he said. “It fell
with a crash on its forward end. Its
bottom cracked and opened. The peo-
ple were jammed forward holding to
the straps and mixed up together.

“When the sides broke out they were
scattered all over the street. Those
were the lucky ones. Those who could
not get out were the worst injured.

«] saw there was awful work ahead,
so I ran to fifty-first street and turned
in an alarm. Then I sent in a call for
all the ambulances in the city and ask-
ed for police reserves. As I ran back
I called for help from wagons of all

sorts. The street was strewn with in-
jured people and we lifted them into
grocery wagons, .trucks, anything
handy, and hurried them to Roosevelt
Hospital. Many of them were women.
They had fainted and it looked as if
nearly all were dead.

“When the firemen came thiey began
dragging people out of the car. The
further down they got into the maéass
of humanity, the slower the work be-
came and the more serious were the
wounds of those rescued.

“Finally axes had to be used to éet
the people from under the wreckage.
At that stage they began to pull out
the dead. The excitement among those
in the derailed cars on the structure
when they realized what happened be-
came intense. In the forward car the
men deeming the motorman was re-
sponsible for the wreck, attacked him
and tried to hurt him. He was dragged
from his seat but he shouted for fair
play and convinced the crowd that it
was the switchman and not he that
‘was responsible.”

Coroner Schalter has caused the ar-
rest of J. F. Johnson, the conductol
of the train and Timothy Higginson,
W. L. Berry and B. Clark, the
guards.

Motorman Paul Kelly and C. A. Jack-
inson, the switchman on duty at 63rd
street and Ninth avenue, have disap-
peared, the police say, and cannot be
found.

NEW YORK, Sept. 11.—During the
coroner’s preliminary examination,
Conductor J. F. Johnson said:

“Coroner, you can go upon the eles
vated road at 59th street and Ninth
avenue and see for yourself. You will
find that the signal is yellow and green,
which means that the southbound
Ninth avenue train has the right of
way and clear track.”

W. C. Johnson, a passenger on . the
train said of the accident:

“I was sitting in the second car of
the train reading a paper when all of
a sudden the lights went out, and every-
one was thrown to one side. The next
thing I knew I was thrown out of the
door and landed in the street, striking
against a woman. This probably
saved my life.”

SNOWPLOW DERAILED IN SEPTEMBER.

A snowplough off the track in Sep-
tember is an uncommon occurrence in
this part of the country, but an acci-
dent of this nature made a lot of trou-
ble in the I. C. R. yard this morning
and considerably delayed several out-
going trains, including the special with
the A. O. H. excursion party for Monc-
ton.

The snowplough in question was one
formerly owned by the New Brunswick
Southern, and was being taken to Am-
herst to undergo some changes, and
when near the Wall street bridge jump-
ed the track, turning cross ways. It
took several hours work to clear the

line.

‘The aldermen
want work for their friends and the
men in charge are helpless in their
rands. There is a strong feeling In the
eity that the work should be done this
winter. Let us call for tenders, he
said, at alternate times. February lst!
and August 1st. Perhaps it would be
found that the first date is satisfactory.
Ald. Baxter favored having the work
done by tender.

Mayor White favored the alternate
dates. It would give the city an op-
portunity, he said, to show the. people
of the city the difference in the price,
and if the work is to cost $50,000 more
if done this winter, then the council
can decide whether they want the work
done then or not.

Ald. Frink moved that the work be
done by the city.

Ald. Pickett moved in amendment
that the matter be referred to the sub-
committee to report on Wednesday.

chief aim is the welfare of the people
it represents. Consequently it didn’t
know how to go to work with the Con-
servative government of British Co-
lumbia, and has emerged from its con-
test with that province with some valu-
able experience, which it is to be hop-
ed will be taken to heart, but with so
little else in the way of profits and
privileges that the contrast with the
company’s successes elsewhere is strik-
ing.

Though the G. T, P. promoters left
Ottawa with their road practically paid
for by the people of Canada they were
not satisfied. The ease with which
they had plundered the treasury there
encouraged them to further attempts
elsewhere,’ In Ontario they were again
successful, inducing a moribund gov-
o}'l}ment to vote them immense grants
of land and cash subsidies. Their pro-
gress westward over the prairie was
similarly attended. Every municipal-
ity through which the }ine might pass
had to pay its tribute, or be sidetrack-
ed. Then they came to British Colum-
bia.

Of course the Grand Trunk Pacific
has to reach the Pacific coast through
British Columbia, so they could not
hold the province up by threatening to
avoid it altogether. But they tried in
another way., They were under no ob-
ligation as to the time of beginning
work on the Pacific section of the road,
while it was obviously to the advant-
age of the province to have it begun
and completed as soon as possible, So
the promoters demanded large land and
morey grants under threat of postpon-
ing the work until all the rest of the
road was finished. The province re-
fused to stand and deliver, and was
warned to expect the consequence.

But not long afterwards it became

necessary for the company to select a
site .for a terminus. Investigation re-
vealed that fact that the land around

| practically every desirable harbor had

been bought up by speculaters, and
was being held for fabulous prices.
This was the condition at Port Simp-
son and at Kitimaat, the two places
most favorably situated. But one oth-
er suitable site remained on the Tsimp-
sean peninsula, in the vicinity of Tuck’s
Island, and the lands here were owned
by the province. So in its distress the
company had to sue to the government,
to whose head but a short time before
it had placed a pistol.

Fortunately for the company this
government was not of the stamp it
had hitherto been dealing with. It held
itself as trustee of the people's inter-
ests, which demanded an early con-
struction of the road. 8o it surrender-
ed its chance to make money at the
company’s expense and to get square
on the previous deal. It gave the com~
pany the land it required—ten thousand
acres—at the same price at which the
land could have been bought for any
other purpose, and made other provi-
sions for the establishment of the ter-
minus of a great railway and the city
which will grow up there. But how the
grafters must have winced—it reserved
for the province the right of a quarter
interest in each town site with the
privilege of first selection in the divi-
sion of the land, and it made the sale
coaditional upon the agreement that
the company should establish its ter-
minus there and ‘“‘therzon construct ot
a substantial and permanent character
the wharves docks, stations, yards,
roundhouses and other facilities pro-
per and suitable for such terminus,”
and forced the company to promise that
“some substantial work will be begun
upon the construction of the saild
wharves, docks, stations, yards, round-
nouses and other facilities on or before
the thirtieth day of June, A. D. 1906,
and thereafter actively prosecuted to
completion.” Should the company fail
to carry out the provisions of the agree-
ment, the government has the right
to cancel it and to resume possession
of the land.

If the federal government and the
government of Ontario had treated this
unscrupulous company this way how
much better off would have heen the
Canadian taxpayer!

This example of British Columbia
shculd not be forgotten by the pro-
vincial Zovernments of Quebec and New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia when the
bandits come down this way.

Surely the city can
find someone disinterested and posses-
sed of enough knowledge to give a
trustworthy opinion. If one berth can
be completed in time to handle consid-
erable of the winter's business it
should be begun at once. But if this
is not possible, it may be to the city’'s
advantage to wait still a little while
longer and allow of freer competition
among the contractors - and lumber-
men. Can’t the city find out now what
an early beginning and good haste
would accomplish?

DIVORCE. BANNED,

Church of England Clergymen Decide
Not to Remarry Divorced Person
While Previous Partaer is Alive,

QUEBEC, Sept. 10.—The lower house
of the synod were asked yesterday to
coneur in a canon which provides that
no clergyman of the church shall re-
marry any divorced person during the:
life of the husband or wife. !

A motion to concur was made by Dr. ,
Davideon, K. C. and seconded by
Judge MacDonald. . ;

Judge Savary of Nova Scotia moved ‘
an amendment to the effect that the ]
injurction not to marry should be gen- |
eral except in case arising from the
nullity of the marriage contract aris-
ing from some antecedent impediments
and in case of an innocent party, where
such innocence is asserted in the de-
cree of divorce.

Rev. Dr. Allsop of Lennoxville sup-
ported the resolution of Dr. Davidson.

Judge Hanington spoke at length in
favor of the amendment, contending
that it would be going beyond the
teaching of our Lord to pass such a
canon, and urging that this was a mat-
ter in which lay members of the Synod
should be guided by what their own
consciences dictated. |

Judge Fitzgerald, P. E.-Island, be-
lleved we had a country. as clean as
any country in the world, In ten
wears we had in Canada 185 divorces
only, In his province there had never
been a divorce law, and he did not see |
ithe necessity of such a law  being

The motion
was then declared carried and the
bishops’ recommendation concurred in,
which means a canon forbidding clergy
to marry any divorced persons whose |
husband or wife is living.

MAYES SAYS  BERTH
CAN BE BUILT IN TIME.

s,

Gershon H. Mayes when seen last
night by the Sun, confirmed the report
that the dredging contract had been
settled and that he was making pre-
parations to begin work as soon as
possible.

Mr. Mayes also made an important
statement in view of the opinions ex-
pressed by the mayor, the city engi-
neer, and others regarding the time
necessary to provide a new berth.

“It is possible,” he said, “if the coun-
cil takes promnt action, to construct
the new berth for the winter port by
February, when the busy season comes
on. There is on hand now nearly
enough timber for the wharf, and the
necessary pine could easily be brought
here in time for the superstructure.”

From another source the Sun is in-
formed that those. who say that long
80-foot timbers will have to be brought
from the south, at a great expense,
and in a rather indefinite length of
time, do not rightly understand the
science of wharf building. It is point-
ed out that the shorter timbers
have been spliced and worked admir-
ably where it was claimed only the
long sticks could be used. Therg are
now at least 3,000 tons of birch timber
in the city, for the work below water,
and enough pine could be obtained to
finish the upper work for one berth in
plenty of time for the traffic in Feb-
ruary.

ROUTE OF 6. T. P.
IS CHANGED AGAIN.

—

OTTAWA, Sept. 10.—The “mountains
of information” respecting the proposed
rouse of the national transcontinental
railway have not proved very reliable
go far, and an important change has
been made in the location of the line
between Quebec and Winnipeg by rea-
son of the surveys giving more authen-
tic data. It was contemplated to run
the railway a few miles south of Lake
Abittibi, but in order to get a better
country for settlement it has now been
decided to locate north of the height
of land in western Quebec and north-
eastern Ontarto, which wil take the
line about 75 miles north of Lake Abit-
tibi. The reason for this change is
that around the head waters of the St.
Maurice river, back of Three Rivers, in
running the first trial Hne a sandy
country extending for miles, absolutely
unfit for settlement and producing
nothing of value, was discovered. It
is supposed to be the bed of a great
lake or ocean which existed in pre-
historic times. North of the height of
land a much better country was found.
There is considerable land for settle-
ment, while poplar and scrub oak are
to be found over vast areas.

| street, yesterday, the culmination of a

protracted pulmonary ailment, against
which he fought courageously.

Mr. Croke was a young man of wide
acquaintance, particularly beécause of
his long connection with the Moncton
Transcript, which brought him in close
touch with government railway mat-
ters. His correspondence in these of-
fairs made him contributor to numer-
ous Canadian newspapers.

When the Evening Times was sfart-
ed here, over 3 year ago, Mr, Croke
joined the reportorial staff, and did
much good work, though comparative-
ly a stranger to the city. He was not
long here before illness invalided him,
and though at times slight hope of ul-
timate recovery was held out, the dis-
ease regained its grasp, and a gradual
sinking ensued.

OLD AND NEW WHEAT FLOURS,

(By Burr.)

There is always a demand for old
wheat flour a long time after the new
crop comes in. This demand is not only
from the city baker, who makes qual-
ity and conditions of flour a life study,
but it extends even to the rural dis-
tricts where the good farmer's wife
has learned that she can get best re-
sults from old wheat flour.

This distinction between old and new
wheat flours has existed only in later
years, since farmers have adopted the
practice of thrashing their wheat out
of shock directly after cutting. When
they made it a rule to put their wheat
in stacks, ricks or barns, and allowed it
to remain until all the elements that
go to make up a perfect berry had
rassed from the straw into the grain,
there was seldom any choice between
the two flours. Then the grain was al-
lowed to pass through the sweating
period and becorpe perfectly matured.
It was not difficult then for the miller
to make flour that would produce good
bread the same day it was ground.

Now. as conditions have changed so
materially, we must look for and prac-
tise the next best thing. It is con-
tended that a good practice would be
to grind and hold the flour for six
months, when it would be suitable for
brgad-making purposes.

If the new wheat is ground as it
comes to the mill, it is liable to become
infested with eggs that soon hatch into
worms. If it does not, consider how
long one must be kept out of the use
of the money he has invested in the
wheat and the cost of manufacturing
it into fiour. Besides ithis, the flour
will not be as good as if made from
old wheat, for the simple reason that
the wheat has not gone through the
sweat and, to a certain extent, the
sweating will take place in the flour
greatly to its detriment. I am thor-
oughly convinced that flour made from
old wheat will give bakers better sat-
isfaction six weeks after being ground
than will that made from new wheat
thrashed out of shock in six months
after being ground.

As suggested, to keep the flour six
months .after grinding from new
wheat is one way to satisfy the trade.
The next is to have sufficient storage
room to store enough old wheat to sup-
ply the trade with old wheat fluor
until the new is fit to grind. Do not
imagine that corsumers are cranks and
don’t know what they are talking
about when they say they must have
old wheat flour.
