TEXT OF TREATY

—
Between United States and Newfound-
land.

——

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10—The treaty
between the United States and Great
Britain regarding = commercial  rela-
tions between 'the ‘United States and
Newtoundla.nd, Wwas made public to-
day. The treaty is as follows :

Article IL.—United States fishing * vessels
entering the waters of New oundland shall
bave the  privilege of purcRasing herring,
caplin, squid and other bait fishes at all
times, on the same terms and conditions and
Subject to the same penalties as Newfound-
land vessels. They shall also have the
privilege of touching and trading, buying and
selling fish and oil, and procuring supplies
in’ Newfoundland, conforming to the harbo-
regulations, but without other charge
the payment of such light, harbor and
toms dues as or ‘may be levied on N
foundland fishing vessels.

Article II.—Codfish,  cod oil, ‘sgal = i,
whale  oil, manufactured whalebone, seal-
skins, herrings, salmon, trout and salmon
trout, lobsters, cod rces, tongues and sounds
being the produce of the fsheries carried on
by the fichermen of Newfoundland, and ores
of metals the product of Newfoundlana
mines, and slates from the ‘quarries, un-
trimmed, shall be admitted to ‘'the United
States free of duty, Also all packages in
Wwhich ‘the said fish and oils may be ex-
i ported shall be admitted free of duty. It is
understoad, however, that unsalted or fresh
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codfish are not included in the provisi of

Article 1II.—The officer of customs at the
Newfoundland port where the .vessel clears
shall give to the master of the vessel a
sworn certificate ‘that the fish ‘shipped were
the product of the fisheries carried on by
the fishermen of Newfoundland, which certi-
ficate shall be, countersigned by the consul
or consular agert of the United States.
