The law was drafted and introdue~
ed into the House.of Representatives
by Representative Chase Stewart, of
Springfield,s tearly in 1898. Senator
Valentine, ‘ot Bueyrus, introduced it
into .the Senate. Following an im-
portant opinion, handed down  in
Texas, -the-bill-was modified. Consi-
derable rivalry followed as to which
branch of the Legislature should be
given credit for it, and in the mix-up
the Senate won. It is known, ‘how-
ever, as the sMalensine-Stewart Anti-
Trust law, although down on the
statute books-at ‘Senate bill No. 336.

Under this law a trust is defined as
follows: v . §

"“A combination of capital, skill og
acts by two.or more persons, firms,
partnerships, . corporations or ‘asso-
ciations of persons, or of any two or
more of them, for cither, any or all
of the following purposes:

‘““1. To create or carry out restric-
tions in_ fra&de,or eommerce.

a fine of not more than $5,000 or
less than $50, or imprisonment of
inot less than six months or ' more
than one year, or both fine and im-
prisonment.

Several other provisions are made
in ‘the measure, including a charge
of $50 per day against a corpora-
tion that violates the law after pro-
per notice has been served on it by
the Attorney General or a prosecut-
ing Attorney.

The success achieved within the last
year in enforcing this law makes it
plain' that public sentiment must be
reckoned with to & fine degree in the
administration ' of justice.

TRADES UNIONS IN EUROPE.

An interesting. statistical review of
the progress of trades unionism in
Europe shows that on the whole the

better than anywhere else in' the world.
There are two distinet sections._ in the
German empire; the Social Democratic
societies embrace more than two-thirds
of the aggregate organized workers of
the country. The “Christian Societies”
‘have also made great progress, and are
still able to hold their own. The ‘ag-
8regate membership. of all the, unions
is 1,466,625, with an annual .income, all
told, of £1,300,360. 1In France - the
transport trades have the largest num-
ber of unions, but the eriglneering,
metal, mining, and textile trades have
the largest membership. The building
trades have also a large number of
unions. The total number of unions
is 4.625, and the membership, 781,344, In
Austria the engineering ‘and ' metal
trades ‘lead; the building trades and
transport 'industries come next in im-
portance respectively. There are. 2,750
unions, with 205,651 members. In Italy
there are 480,689 members, but the ex-
‘act number of unions is not known;
agrigiltural workers take the lead. In
SAin there-a.!je- 373 branches of unions,
with 66;905 members, so that the re-
cent strikes must have been mainly by
non-union- workers. In Denmark there
are 978 unions, with 67,503 members. In
Sweden there are 1,452 branches of
unions, with 91,452 members. In Nor-
way 23 unions, with 14,740 members.
In Switzerland 569 unions, with 6.535
members; so that there non-unionists
appear to predominate, -~ The United
States most nearly. approach to British
unions, numerically. and 'ﬂnancially. In
the American Federation of Labor
alone there are 118 affiliated@ = unons,
with a total membership of 1,494,300
'\members’ and an annual income of
£43,212, "In_Germany there are old-age
